SLOW PROGRESS OF THE TARIFF BILL

Sad Indifference to thas Importanes of the
Mensure shown by the Committes—
Evident Trost Heposed in the
HRopnbllean senntors,

ence of Tur Beg |—Comparativaly fow sub-
jects will ocoupy the time of this congress
It is tho intention of the party in power to
give attontion to only a small numboer of gon-
ornl subjoects and to omphasizo its existence
in congress by action upon the fowest prossi-
ble number of private measures, Ordinarily
thore are 8,000 or 10,000 bills introduced in o
singlo conprosas at its two sittings, which
occupy but twelve or fourteen months, Up
to this time thors have only been about 9,000
bills introduced, and the prediction Is made
that  the numbor will be multiplied
by only one, possibly two. Nine-tentha
of the bills have been introduced,
too, with a foreknowledge that there
wins not tho alightest hopa of con-
sidoration being gmiven. The bills wore
introduced simply to appoaso the yearning of
those whose names were mentioned in the
mMeasures,

Of course nction upon financinl and tari
measurcs will characterizo this congreas,
and the preparation of those bills and consid-
oration of them will occupy most of the
time.  The effort to swee p away from the
statutes all provision authorizing the federal
governmont Lo conduct or supervise elections
und banking measures will consume lurge
share of the time intervening before the
::n;gﬂ:\'hou this congress will expire, March

? Peoslon BBis Negleotod,

Up to this writing thero has not boen
singlo peusion blll received by the house
commitiee on invalid ponsions, nlthough n
number have boen introduced for fts refer-

once,  Usually there  would have boen
2000 or 8000 pension  bills in the
hands  of this committeo. The im-
pression now  prevadls  that  there will

bie no pension lesislation by  this congross,
sither of 4 public or private character, The
committees on cluims haa nlso recervoa com-
paratively few measures, and it is intended
that they shall ner upon many less,

Thoro may ba legislavion upon Hmwvall,
either for nmnexation ora protoctorate, and
immigration and statehood may bo legislnted
upon. I it were in the powor of Presidont
Cleveland he would confine the work of this
congress ton very fow general mensures,
liko tariff, finance, banking nud the genornl

approprintions., Ho would get the work of
this “session done next Miy if ho
eould and then adjourn ana have
ench democratio member of congress

go home and enter upon his approaching
campnign, The republicans do not, how-
ever, desire such apeedy and ensy netion,
aud it will be thelr purpose to not Tactiously
prolong tho session, but to socure such ex-
haustiva debate upon these important gen-
eral l:mmniliuns as will uncover all of the
politios there may bo in thew dnd edueate
the country upon the work of a democratic
sdministration which has full sweep of con
gress and the utmost branches of the foderal
government, Although little outside of n
few general important measures will be
acted upon, the prospeets are that con-
gress will continuo its session to the vsual
longth, the middle of next summer.

Attracting Very Little Attontio

There is the widest possibile contrast be-
tween the daily scounes around the room of
the house commitice on ways and means
now and those \ll'ueit.'nl.ed when the tariff
laws of 15858 and 1580 were framed. “Then
there were crowds of anxious manufacturers,
inboring men, mechanies and trades people
of almuost every deseription about the room
constantly, Tho hearings given these mon
covered a period of many weeks, and the
sessions of the committee began early 1 the
morning and often lasted wuntil midnight.
The great corridor on the east side of the
southern wing of the capitol was thronged
during the day with those whose interests
were being considered by the commitice,

Nowadays a stranger passing the door in
the main entranco to the room of the ways
and means committee would never stasect
thist there was in preparation a8 measure in-
tended to revolntioniza the commercial and
industrinl Interests of this country. Now
and then a manufacturer or importer ap-
proaches and enters the committes room,
and eccasionally o newspaper representati ve
ar congressmun cwerges.  There i3 no agita-
tion upon the face or inthe movement of any
one, There is o calmness and an indiffer-
onca which petokens something unusunl,
when taken into consideration with the fact
thut there (s motbing surer in life than that
the bill ora measure from (b which is now in
the hands of the waysand means committoo
will bécome law within the next few months,
Itis true that tho bill under preparation
may be graatly changoed when it poes to the
senate, but it will be the basis upon which n
law will be built,

How the Committeo Works,

On the inside of Jhe committes room there
is no less an alr of indifference and an ab-
sence of all agitation. Wherons ten and
then three yenrs ago the room was crowded
with anxious faces nnd witnesses were giv-
ing testimony in loud tones and an carnost
mgnner, one now sees a handful of men
quivtly sitting or standing about, while at
the foot of tho table stanus & witness talk-
ing m an inanimated sort of manuner about
some subject under consideration. At the
head of the loeg und broad committoo table
sits thoe able and sunve chairman, Mr, Wil-
son ,of  West Virginin, probably with
his feot up on the back of n handy chair
or tho end of the committee table, (uictly
listening 1o the stutement of the tariff
witness. Kanged along and down the tuble
sit the membors of the committee, Messres.
MeMillin of Tonneasee, Turner of Georgia,
Montgomery of Kentucky, Whiting of Michi-
gan, Stevens of Mussachusetls, Bryun of
Nobraska, Brockinridgo of Avkaosas, Byvnum
of Inainnn, Uars: of Missouri, democrats;
Reed of Malne, Burrows of Michigan, Payne
of New York, Dalzell of Peunsylvanin, Hop-
kins of Ilinols and Geer of Iowa, republi-
cans,  Allof the democrats who smoke are
usunlly found cockod puck in their chairs,
pufting away al their cigars. The six re-

publican members  of  the  commit-
tee, wno  are  far  better  equipped
for the work in  hand than g&re
their democratlo  adversaries, ordinarily

give attentlon to the proceedivgs, but most
of the time nearly all of them are making
by-pluy, ‘Now and  then the sharp
littlo Dalzell or the foxy humorist Ieed get
in a eutting “utorpotation which sdisconcerts
the democratic membors or the witness if ho
is o free trador.

[t was now too late for Cheescbro to
retroat and, defenceless in the frail
cedar yawl, he awaitod the onslaught,
When the fish shot out of the water ¢nee
more he drove his sword completely
through the boat from side to side. The
sword entered the boat about three fest
from the bow on the port side and cameo
through the thin plank on the starboard
side. Cheesebro had retreated to the
stern of the boat in time to avoid the
violence of the fierce lish and thus
escaped injury.

His plight was seen from the schooner

and the vessel headed for the scone of
the conflict. By constant™ bailing
Cheesebro kept his frail and disabled

eraft afloat until succor arrived. A blow
on the head finally killed the fish and
Cheasebro’s paril as a swordfisherman
was over for thistime.
