New Youw, Sept. 22 —Foreign banking
houses will not wdmit that there is any
chiance of an lmmedinte export of gold, but
other persons say if the rate of exchangoe
continues to advance the possibility of ox-
partations will very quickly becomy n cor
tnjnly.
