GILDED YOUTH OF 'FRISCO

—_—

Ohat with a Oaliforaian on the Young Mil-
lionnires of the Coast.

CHARLEY FAIR AND HIS IMPATIENCE

Story ot & Young Man Who Destres to Dis-
oount A Fortune that Will Some Day
Overtake Him—An Interrapted
Wedding Tour,

H. Burke of San Francisco, who was In
the city yesterday, gave the following inter-
esting Interview concerning the young
milinnnices of the Pacific coast in general
and Charley Fair in particular:

“Charles L. Falr, whose Impatience to
roalize on  his prospective millions has
brought him vefore the opublic quite fre-
quently of late, aoes not belong to the first
grade of the gilded youth of San Frauncisco,
The only social distinetion he ever acquired
wis galned at the head of the table in the
Home of Inebriates, In that iustitution he
hns long been recoguized as a  reign-
ing favorite. An engagement at Dwight,
where trestment wAS administered,
and n subsequent visit to an
‘institute' in New York for reinforcement
called him away from the San Francisco
howme for an unusual length of time aod
caused the rumor to spread that he was re-
formed, but all doubts in this regard were
dispelled a few months since when his
father, ex-Senator James (i, Fair, had him
sent from the Oeccidental hotel to the old
“home for jags' on Stockton strect.

“During his temporary Iapse from inebri-
oty the young man possibly comprehended
that his father had not accorded to him that

onerous treatment which the possessor of

20,000,000 could bestow. Moreover, he must
have been grieved when he reflected that
his share of his mother's estate, which, of
itself, is sufficient to make him as rich as a
prince, would not be available until he
should attain o certain age some years yot
Lo come,

“To his mental vision it was hardship
enough to whit until he was old for his for-
tune, but to wait until he was both old and
sober wus cqual to disinheritance. With
miliions in prospect his weekly allowance
was absorped in o single dinner at the
Maison Riche, and as a result he frequentiy
out up high eapers and made scenes in the
family to gev his income increased.

Sprees of Continental Renown.

“If Charley’s sprees were local in their in-
ception they gained continental renown by
their intensity and diversified quality. After
the marriage of the eldest daughter of the
family to Mr. Herman Olerichs of New
York, the death of Mrs, Fair and the son,
James, the ex-senator grew more indulgent
with his only surviving son. The boy
was allowed a string of horses, but
the string was not long and the horses
were not fast, In comparison with Tom
Williams’ racers the Fair stable was not to
be mentioned on the turf, and besides there
wis no money to muintain a yaclht, to say
nothing of funds to shelter a pretiy actress
from the stress of & bad season. All of these
troubles coming on top of despondency be-
tween jags rendered the young fellow des-
perate. In his desperation he demanded of
his father an advance of £0,000. When the
demand wuas not honored allusion was made
by Charley toa London money lender who
stood ready to advance $350,000, provided an
assignment of his legacy was executed. The
youngster in his wrath made instant prep-
urations for atrip to London, but as he was
about to leave San Francisco he was beguliled
into o carringe and conveyed to the Home of
the Inebriates—the scene of his earliest
social trinmphs. The ex-senator was the
guiding spirit which chapged the destina-
tion of the young man's journcy and doubt-
less enjoyed the triumph, inusmuch as the
British betrayer of young Amerlcan million-
nires would vot get & hold on the Falr estate
i diplomacy could avert it.

An Ilaterrupted Dridal Tour.

“The young man's sojourn at the home
was brief. o escaped some way, and obvi-
ously before the conclusion of his spree, for
he managed to get married to Maude Nel-
son, convey all liis property to her, and get
os far ns Port Costaon his wedding trip be-
fore the old man could lnwfully corrall him,
The young man and his bride are now in the
hunds of the courts, the lawyers and the de-
teclives, The case may become celebrated,
but the chances are that ‘Uncle Jimmy,” as
the ex-senator is called, will bring into play
his proverbial resources of business sagacity
and individual tact and adjust the dificulty
out of court, The ex-senator keeps a keen
eyo on the Fair millions;, even if domestic
irials confront him, After his own divorce,
which was seoured by his wife some
fifteen years ago, he has guarded
her allowance of $4L.000,000, In large
business transactlons he was her adviser,
and whatever opinion she may have enter-
tained of himas & husband, she had un-
bounded faith in his ability as & munsger of
business affairs. She was pot touched by
the Brander wheat deal, which cost Flood so
many millions ana ultiwately broke HNis
heart.

“James G, [fair Is one of the rich men of
the Pacific coust whose wonlth is not over-
estimated. He 18 richer than Bonanza
Muackoy, and his purchases of water front
property which have been made on o fast
scale during the lust five years promise to
give him the largest individual fortune in
San Francisco.  In the natural order of
events his property will go to his two daugh-
ters and his son Churles. The ex-senator is
not troubled with any sentimental notions,
philanthropy or benevolence, What he gives
will be given from day to day. By Fair the
money waos made, and to the Falrs it will be
given, It isa family custom to hold fast to
all the coin in the family, und
young Charley’s departure from it doubtless
raised the presumption of insanity, Even
the little charities within the limits of the
church which Mrs, Fair iostituted io her
lifetime. hayve been ‘turned down' since her
demise. Deserviog and needy women, who
formerly received assistance from her
bounty, ure no longer on the list,

Young Milllonalres of the Comst.

“As a class the young milllonaires of San
Francisco differ widely from young Fair aud
John Luming, Most of the rich young men
are industrious gontlemen, Some of them
nre highly educated and possess business
traite of a superior character, Colonel
Fred Crocier and his brothers, George and
Will Crocker, hold high rank, Equally
vrogressive and worthy as business meu are
Jobhn I, Adolph B, and . A. Spreckels,
Frod Sharon, st first s “little gons on him-
self,” is growing broader, Frank G, New-
Iands, whose first wife was & daughter of
Senator Willinm Sharon, is ackvowledged
to be one of the leading men of the Puacific
const. W. R. Heurst, the proprietor of the
Examiner, hus demonstrated his abllity to
succesafully conduct a great daily news-
paper, James L. Flood, whose early per-
formances promised o great record for
speed, is now regarded as a conservative
and prudent business man. Joseph D). Grant
is o cautious merchant, 4 good traveler and
o churming companion.

“Young Peter Donahue s & popular mil-
lionaire, but feels it incumbent upon himself
to pass a good deal of his tiwe In Europe,

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FORMED T0 FIGHT THIEVES

History of an Organisation Compored of Men
Who 8ell Sparklors,

MORAL INFLUENCE OF

ITS EXSTENCE

Cheok on Jewel Snatchers- Unrelenting In
Fuarsult and Coaviction ol Crooks Who
Kteal Dinmonds—Pollner’s Colebratad
Egperience with MoCoy.

According to the opinion of the police the
day of blg diamond or jJewelry robberies
so0ms to be a thing of the past and the pro-
fession of being 0 diamond thief will soon
bo classed aniong the lost arts, There wisa
time when an expoert diamond thief ranked
high among the crooks and his profession
required groator skill and gave Inrger profita
thian the most daving bank rovber or safo
blower could hope to secure after & series of
successful houls, Thore may bo several
reasons for this condition of affairs. but the
privcipal ono is an organization known s
the Jowelcrs Proteotive unfon,

The object of this union is made apparent
from the following oxtract of its constitu
tion:

For the mutual protection of 1ts mienibors in
case of the robbery of any merchundisoe whila
1o the custidy of any of lts mvmboers or thelr
salosmoen awny from thelr respective places
of business, and for the purpose of employing
détectives or uny dther partles or means that
may be decmed advisable, undor the direction
of the exceutlve committes for that purpose,
to prosecuto the thioves and endeavor to re-
store the properly,

Unrélenting Foe to Thieves.

This organization is_as bitter s fon nsn
thief ever had. Onece having offended
against o member of the union he will be
followad, if need be, to the ends of the earth,
until ultimately he is lodged in prison. The
union is relentless, Its foundation principle
is that there can be no compromise with
thieves. If a member of the union has been
robbed a proposition for 1he return of the
booty on condition that the robber be not
prosecuted will not ve entertained under any
cirenmstances, be the stolen property ever
s0 valuable.

The union does not gunrantee the return
of stolen jowels, but it gives its members the
assurance that as soon as n robbery has boen
committed everything possible will be done
to secure the thieves ana prosecute them,
and then no stone will bo left unturned to
recover possession of the property. The
thieves are followed unflinchingly to a con-
vietion, and in no case since the formation of
the union has & member been rovbed with-
out at least one and usually more of the
oriminals concerned peing captured and
brought to Justice. In nearly every in-
stanco nlso has most of the property been re-
coverad,

Its Moral Influsnce,

Thus it has come to pass that professional
thicves fully understand that if they rob a
Jewelry suleswan who has the protection of
the union they arve certain to be arrested and
punished for it. They have come to compre-
hend that o laree capital Is available and
will ba used in persistently following them
up to a conviction.

Before the Jewelors Protective union was
founded, in 1876, there was an aversge of
from six to ten robberies of traveling sales-
men each year. Since [ts formation, or
rather during the fifteen years from 1878 to
1803, there have been only twenly robberies
in nll

The formation of the union wus largely
due to the robbery of a salesinnn
of Willium R. Alling & Co. of
170 Brondway, New York, This salesman
haa been solling jewelry in Boston,
where his movements had been watched by
a gang of professional thieves. The sales-
man had his dinmends and jowelry n a
trunk, and when he left Boston for Spring-
field this trunk wns checked as ordinary
baggage,

Story of a Famons Arrest.

When he arrived at Springficld he found
that his check called only for a valise,which
he found to be filled with fruit and waste
paper. The thieves had changed the checks

n the trunk and valise in Boston and the
trunk went with them to Hartford and
thence to Now York, whero they emptied it
of its valuable contents, lustead, however,
of destroying it, they reshipped it to Balti-
more, where it was found. Superintendent

{ Police Murray of New York tock hold of

the case and discovered a hackman who had
conveyed the trunik from the Grand Central
station to a neighboring hotel, He furnished
desoriptions of the thieves and their arrest
followed, and “Kid"” Briggs and ‘'Gussie”
Raymond were convicted. Partof the plun-
der was recoyered,
Mr. Alling became so interested in this
case that hé got a number of wholesale jew-
elers together and they formed a union for
mutual protection, Hu is now its president,
and hns always been 1ts primo mover,

The first time the workings ot the Pro-
tectivo union were brought to public notice
in the western conntry was when . W.
Pollack, a traveling salesman for a New
York wholesale diamond house, was shot
and robbed of a valuable case of diamonds
on the Northwestern train not far from Cali-
fornia Junction, Ia, Although the robbery
was committed by a crook kuown in Omaba
and Salt Lake, he made food his escape and
it seemed as if he never would be appre-
hended.

Polinck's Celebrated Case,

Pollack and his irm were members of the
union and President Alling immedintely put
the best detective talent that money could
sccure abt work on the case. After an ulmost
tireless chase over hundreds of miles of
ground and covering a period of more than
ten months, occasioning an outlay of several
thousand dollars, Jumes Burke, allas “Kia"
MeCoy, was arrested in a small mining camp
near Leadville,Colo. Therobber was brought
back to the scene of the robbery, He wus
tried, convicted and is now serving a sevea-
teen year sentence in the penitentinry at
Fort Madison, la. )

All this work was accomplished under the
dlrection of the union, The prospects of
capture and conviction, ending with a long
sontence to penal servitude hus had such a
discouraging effoct unon this class of crooks
that they aro secking less huzardous methods
of gaining & living, As a general thing most
of these thieves were slirewd, well drossed,
daring men who thoroughly understand thelr
business, and, s they were aiways amply
supplied with funds, it was hard to convict

hem.

5 lAmong some of the famous thefls of jewels
are the cases at St Paul and Kausus City
where thieves drove up to the leading jewelry
store at the npon hour and stole gems valued
At many thousands of dollars. They made
their escaps in the crowded streets, bul
wore captured later on snd ure now dolug
time in prison.

In one instance, howaover, the union and its
detectives were not able to cateh a thief,
This was in the casa of a bold robbery at
Dayton, O,, in 1801, where a salesman for
Keck & Uo. was robbed of £15,000 worth of
digmonds by & man named Fred Dhein, who
followed the same tactics as were adopted
by MecCoy in the Pollack robbery with the
excoption that he was able to steal the sales-
mun's valiso and did not have to resort Lo
violence. The thief escaped to Europe and
has escaped arrest,

Brr |~Have you ever visited Boston Com-
mons  on  Sunday afternobn when the
weather permitted outdoor gatheringst

If you bave not you have mirsed one of the
sights of quaint old Boston. 1 took this in
one afternoon and found it a sort of n froe-
forall, 8o 1o speak, whore all sorts of people
gather in bunches at differont points on the
ground to listen to the uncorkings of pent-up
feclinga on almoat every subjeet imagin-
able. At one point I stopped and listened to
i colored man witha hoarse, badly broken up
volce telling those around him what o lot of
glnnors they were, and pointing tho way to
i better iand,  Just o little way boyond
another crowd was gatherod around & paint-
ing, showing thoe wicked wiays of man and a
route that might boe taken to a better life,
A young wmnn who profdxed  his  re-
marks with the sad story that he had
spent five  years of  his early manhood
bohind the bars of the New York peniten-
tinry—ho seomed to swell with pride when
ho referred to this—ealied attontion to tho
fact that thore was stiil n greast work for
Christiians to do and that a great many well
meaning men found thelr way into peni-
tentinvies simply because they had gouo
wrong in their youth,

Wandering on a little further an old
gentleman was surrounded by a sympathetio
audience. He was using the recent railroad
accident ns un illustration to show thav
Christians must Uve n Christian life and
when taken off suddenly will be ready to go,

In another small gathering a very old
gontloman—nearly 100, 1 should judge—was
doing his best to convert a lot of young
urchins who had gathered around him.

Up on the side hill I ran into a political
gathering, At least the fellow who was
doing the talking was laporing with the
problem, “Snall We Abolish  Private
Capltal.’
