The height, whencea fell that
mystarions oall, roso snowy and pine-clad
2 000 or 3,000 feat higher,

1t still lncked

more than an hour of
sun vlse, wrelites a0 eorrespondent of the
Now York Sun, and one of the guides

had to be dispatched down the valley to
its sule farm house In search of supplies.
It was, therefore, late In the morning
pefore the wnderfoot and his twp gaides
wore elimbing on broncey back towared
the fur line of the green timboer. The
plan was to go thus far with the horses,
nnd, leaving thom on the upper adge of
the aspens, to begin the hunt on (oot
with the ald of thoe wained dog, which
was the fourth member of the party.
The green timber, standing In doep
snow and combered by many falion trees,
i practienlly unfit for horsemen.  One
after another bare rock-crowned peaks
and far tree-clnd or grassy valloys wera
unveiled to the travelers.  The tender-
[oor, unused to the atmosphere of that
high altitade, found Wis throat parehoed
and his lips eeacking  with  thiest long
before the aspens had beon paased, The
groon timbor onee reached. the hunters
cast tho refns over their horses' heads
and left the animals stauding thus with
the cerlainity thay they coud be found
when neededs

Then began that weary asednt of the
snow-clad heights, 1t had beon agrood
that not even the great sprawling plan-
tigrade track of the grizzly boar should
deaw the hunters aside feom thele pue-
pose.  Flk was the object of that ox-
podition, and elk alone should elaim
their attention,  Sometimes an coglo
wheeled overhead, sometimes o great
Jack rabbit sped by in terror of that
wingod sorinl  foe, sometimes a small
herd of deer was scen hastening west-
ward, bound for the warm  fortile val-
leys of Uwal, the winter quarters of the
Rocky mountain  dec. !\'nnn of these
things, howoaver, coulds deaw from the
hunters s0 much ar a single shot. A
blue grouse finally rose and took shelter
in asmall tree, The bloe grouse is
edible, and the hunters wors short of
food: so, fearful of alarming the elk
should they shoot. they managed, with
laughter and many efforts, to bring down
the bivd with a stone.

They wonld have joined in no sueh
nuisy sport, nor wonld they have stopped
to prepare thole gume for the pit had
they known that the elk herd was only
a0l yards daway. Elk in that part of the
Rockios goin droves that may nuamber
forty o lifty. It is not aneommon for a
single great bull to lead a polygamous
family of fifteen or twenty cows, with
bhull a dozen younger bulls hanging
abont the edge of the cowry., The head
of this strange household usually keeps
his wives in single file ahead of him,
and in this feshion they traverse ihe
mountaing,  When a sudden thivst
seizes the great bull, he starts with a
mud rush for thevalley whare the near-
o8l strenm flows, He sirlkes with his
great horns the flank of tho first cow
that stands in his way, and thus the
whole herd is started in headlong gal-
lap down whatever rough steap loads to
the valley below, This downward flight
of the elk herd, thirty or forty great
creatures, swilt as pgalloping  horses,
surefonted as the Aundean llama, is one
of the most astonishing s'ghts of the
Rockies

While the second gnide talked softly
with the tenderfoot of the elk’s habits
the first guide, a sturdy young black-
smith from a distant valley, truaged
some  yards ahead. As things stood
thus he suddenly called in a loud wh'
per and beckoned the lagpurds onward
with a gesture of excitement. As the
tenderfoot hustoned over the thirty or
forty yords of snow between himself nnd
the blpcksmith the latter pointed on-
ward through the pines uand the tender-
foot suw through a short vista, for the
first time in his 1ife, a wild elk freo upon
his native ground. The greut creature
loomed large as a big cow, its branch-
ing, mussive horns extending far along
its sides.  The tenderfool was utterly
out of breath, half wild with excitement
and, as ho presently learned, the vietim
of buek fever,

“Pakoe your shot,” sald the guide in a
whisper denoting suppressed excite-
ment, as he hold the straining hound,
The tenderfoot raised the Winchester
to hi= shoulder, but the weapon wobbled
as if in the hands of o palsicd man, The
guides looked with a sort of professional
horror.  Still the gun wobblad and its
owner did not shoot, *'For Gid's sake,
keap that gun guiet? whispered the
gulde hoarsely, 3y this time all could
see # dozen wmore olk moving about
through the foeest, but the great bull still
stood in silont contemplation of the
hunters.

Finally,the dog,still elinging to the butl's
hind log, was deagged over a fallen log:
As the bull ok his leap one of the
hunters fived, and the elk fell doad.

The alr was now filled with the sound
of the retreating elk as they plunged
through the underbrush. The herd was
vapldly getting out of range, and the
hunters pauscd to note what execution
they had done. Three clk bulls lay
dead, That which the tenderfoot had
firat fived at had moved only & few feet
from his orviginal stand. The bullet
gimed with so much difficulty had
reschod his heart. The guide hud in-
flieted only a slight wuumt’

Twao of the great antlerod heads were
tnicen off by the guides. IL was jmpossi-
ble to carry away the flesh or even the
skins, and the party, heavily laden with
the antlors and cholee portions of the
moat, started downward through the
green timber toward the horses. The
Journey was made with laborious slow-
ness in deference to the tenderfoot’s
worn out condition, The horse were
sighted after three hours, and found pa-
tiently walting almost exactly where
they had been left, The docile pack

horse, which had followed the trail all
the morning ke & Kitten, was laden
with the sotlered heads and the meat,

and the homewsrd journey wus con-

tinued into the comparative civilization
of the valley.

value of vne’s boldy and bopes,  An arm
that you wouldn't parv witn for $10,000) g
yenv is knocked oif at o few huandred,
while legs and toes are almost given
away.

It s Interesting, says the Philadelphia
Times, 1w take ap at random some of the
ensed in which o jury has' passed upon
the value of different parts of the cor-
pus, Thus in  Peonsylvania Railroad
Company vs oy a Pennsylvania jury
attempted Lo put o value npon a man's
brains and concluded that the part in-
Jured was worth £10,000° iF it was worth
a cent. oy wias sitting in & Pullman
car and tho uppes borth fell, steiking
him on the head and injuring his brain.
The court granted him a new trinl on
technical gronnds, though admitting the
compuny's linbility.

The brain is not all that gives value to
the head, however. In a Maine caso
one Hanson, like an arrant fool, got inw
a controversy with a railroad conduetor
and huad his sloull cracked by a poker in
conseqguence,  He sued the company und

got #4000 damages, T'ne company, as
usual, thought the amount excessive,

but the court didn't.  In lilinois, how-
ever, fractured skullssell for less money
and the court in one case held $1,700 too
much to pay for steiking a woman's
head with a hatehet, especially as sho
was o suuey wenceh  and |ln.ul been very
provoking in her conduet.

In England a jury granted a lad #3750
us u siight compensation for an injury
which eventually proved fatal to his
eyes, skall and brain. ‘The court re-
fused to consider thedamages excessive.
In another case a lad nwmed Cox, while
playing in the highway, was kicked in
the face by a horse. Tho jury, finding
him severely injured, awnrdoed him #1000
for damuyges to his visnge, but the court
refused to let him keop it, I that horse
had been a modern corporation and the
boy's peers a western jury that kick
would have been worth #5,000.
