A TARIFY BILL NEXT WEEK.

The report from Washington is that
the democratic members of the ways
and means committes hope to be able to
lay the new tariff bill bafore the publie
about the close of next waek, 1t appears
that there is a great pressure upon the
committee, from tho interests affocled
by the tariff, for an announeement ol the
changes that it is proposed to make, and
the committes Is disposad to accommo-
date this desire. It ln quite possible,
howaever, that it will not bo able to do
80 a4 soon as promised, owing to the
division among democrats rvegarding
what shall be done with conl, iron ore
nnd gome other articles Ala-
bammn nnil Waost Virginia are
most  determined  in their  opposi-
tion 1o the proposal to put coal and iron
ore on the froe list, the Texa& repro-
sentatives have announced that they
will fight free wool and they will have
demociatic aid from other wool-growing
statos, the democrats from Michigan are
expected to oppose free salt, and a
united opposition to free  lumber s
looked for from the democrats of the
lumber states,

This condition of affairs with respect
to the taciff schedules does not look
favorable for harmonious action at an
early day, unless some smt of compro-
mise can be agreed upon, and this Is

probably what is expected. It s to
b rememberad, also, that the dem-
ocrata are  divided on  the ques-
tion of pralsing more revenus by
increasing  the internal tax on
spirits, beer and tobacco, The south

doesn't want tobacco and spirits taxed
any higher than at presont, and it is
sald that as to tobuceo it has been prae-
tically settled to leave the tax as it is
The whisky tax is likely to be increased,
perhaps to double the amount at fiest
proposed. The brewers have protested
vigorously against increasing the tax on
boer, and as they reprosent a very con-
siderable vote the committes will prob-
ably leave the beer tax untouched.
Then theroe is the division on the ques-
tion of an income tax. This means of
raising revenue has the practically
unanimous support of the southern mem-
bees, bitt s0 fur less than half a dozen
northerndemocrats have indieated their
willingness to favor legislution for an
income tax. [If the advoeates of this tax
can offer no better arguments for it than
those presented by Mr. Bryan they are
not likely to make many converts to
their eause, It is not at all probable
that o proposition to impose an income
tax could pass either house of congress,
even if it did not reach incomes below
the sulavy of congressmen, The repub-
licans will oppose solidly legislation of
this kind, regavdless of the example of
England and Prussia, eited by Bryan to
show the merits of an income tax, and
it is not to be doubted that the number
of democrats who will oppose it, united
with the republicans, will give suflicient
strength to defeat 16, As the situa-
appears  the probability
is that the only internal reve-
nue tax that will be increaseda is the tax
on whisky and that there will be no new
means adopted for raising revenug from
internal taxation. In that event most
of the propositions for putting certain
articles on the free list will have to be
ubandoned ora duty placed on suparvs
now free, and possibly on tea and eoffec.
It is apparent that the ways and
means committee has a very large and
porplexing job on hand, due largely, of
course, w the fact that the party is di-
vided as to almost every schedule, All
democrats will say that thoy are in
favor of tariff reform, but individ-
ually they do not  want to
apply it where it will interfere
with the Interests of their constitu-
ents, Tho democratic conl and iron
producers of Alabama and the demo-
eratio wool growers of Taexas, for exam-
ple, are tarifl veformers until the policy
is to be apphed to them. It is undoubt-
edly a fact that the manufacturing in-
tarests of the country are extremely
anxious to be informed as to the extent
to which the party in control of the gov-
ernment intends to revise the tariff, and
the committep on ways and means will
do a great service to those interests and
to the country by giving the new tarciff
bill to the country as soon as possible.

INEXCUSABLE HASTE.

Even if the ordinance granting the
local gas company an extended franchisa
to operate within the eity of Omaha for
fifty years were & measure unguestion-
able in itself, the inordinato haste with
which it was rushed through the city
council last Tuesday without one word's
debate upon its merits cortainly war-
runts the conclusion that Its promoters
were not willing to court the pub-
licity of a free and intelligent dis-
cussion. Inlroduced in early Oectober,
the original ordinance was promptly re-
forrvod to the appropriate committee and
carofully seereted in the pockets of its
chuirman uotil it was llashed upon the
council at the first meeting after elee-
tion. Why it was withheld pending the
canvass for the recont elty election only
those who have been active in securing
its pussage can tell. If brougnt out
sooner it might possibly have had some
effect upon the rosults in that contest.
But if it oonld be held for six woeks
until loction day had passed and whilo
the gas eompany was operating without
a franchise 1t most assuredly could have
beeu held for one week longer.

Tho manner in which the charter pro-
vizion requiring the publication before
its pussage of any ordinanca granting a
franchise was exocutod 18 equally indica-
tive of inwntional haste, The charter
provides that no such ordinance snall be
passed untll two weeks after it has boen
introducod wnd until after it has first
been published in the oficial newspaper

of the eity. The manifest purpose
of the [ramers of that iostro-
ment In  inserting this  elause

was that the taxpayers should be ap-
prised in time of the pondency of uny
projoct tagrant awey valuable frap-
chiso rights and should hive amnle op-
portunity to examise the torms of the
measure and o peotest in cass they
were subversive of the bast interests of
tho elty. The ffiy-year gas [ranchisy
ordinunce was first given t>tho publie
in the sdvertising eolumas of Tag BEE
on the very night bafore the crmmittes
fpsisted upon its passuge by the council.
Cure was taken to delay publicatipn ws

long as possible without actually vio-
Inting the letter of the charter. The
whole proceeding savors of a bitof sharp
practice to say the lenst,

Onn other point deserves mention in
connection with the insatiable engoerness
of the ecouncil to pass this mensure.
When Cotncllman Munro asked that
action be postponed for one week he was
unable to secure the courtesy of n second,
which is seldom rofused a bona fide mo-
tion made in any legisiative hody. He
then moved that the council adjourn,
bt here, too, he failed to obtain a sec-
ond., Notasingleconncilinan was ready
to go home, Every one was willing to
remain all night if necassary to assist in
the passage of the ordinances on the
clerk's desk. But no sooner had tho voll
been called on the fifty-year gas franchise
ordinance, not five minutes later, than
several of the members, who only a mo-
ment before were unwilling to adjourn,
rushed for their hats and coats despite
the warning of the presiding officer that
there were still saveral ordinances to bo
acted upon that evening.

From all this it is falrly to be inferred
that the fifty-yvenr gas franchise ordi-
nance was railroaded through the coun-
cil 1 accordance with a preconcerted
arrangement among most of the men
who voted for it. A measure giving
away the use of valuable privileges for
so long a time as fifty years isof vital
intgrest to every taxpayer in the com-
munity. No city is justified io making
such concessions without some adequate
return from the favored corporation.
The inexcusable haste of the council in
passing this ordinance is not the mode
of action caloulated to assure the people
that they are getting a just considera-
tion for the privileges demanded.

RESPONSIBILITY uF HANK OFFICIALS.

Every official of a national bank in the
country ought to read the chavge of
Judge Belker of the federal court at
Indianapolis to the grand jury regard-
ing the responsibility of bank officials.
Doubtloss a majority of such officials
are familiar with the requirements of
the law, but it will not do these ary
harm to read this judicial interpreta-
tion of it, while those who do not know
what the law requives will find in this
charge valuable information, It may
sarve to remind some of them that
they are almost daily violating some
feature of the law. How many banks
are there, for instance, that uni-
formly give accurate reports of
their condition to the examiners, and
yet failure to do this is a misdemeanor,
punishable by imprisonment. Again,
how many banks conform strictly to the
requirement that they shall not loan
more than one-tenth the capital stock
actually paid in? Yet any officer of
such assoviation, said Judge Belker,
who knowingly or willfully loans a
greater amount is guilty of a willful
misapplication of the funds of such
association. It is a eriminal offense to
induce persons to deposit in a bank
known to be insolvent, and it is also a
criminal offense to make a false state-
ment in reports to the comptroller of
the enrrency, or to any agent of the gov-
ernment whose daty it is to examine into
the affairs of these associations, *The
officers of banks," said Judge Belker,
“oceupy positions of great trust and re-
sponsibility. The law justly charges
them with the duty of ecareand dili-
genee and it exacts from them unswery-
ing honesty and integrity.”

It may be freely admitted that this is
fully recognized by the great majority
of national bankers, but that thore is
more or less disregard of the require-
ments of the law will hardly be ques-
tioned. 'The history of bank failures at-
tests this. Nine-tenths of the failures
of national banks could have been pre-
vented had the law been strictly com-
plied with, and that it was not was
in most cases due to the carelessness of
directors., Investigation has shown that
in nearly every case of a bank failure
the dirvectors bad allowed tvo great
privileges to the subordinate officers
and had not maintained that constant
and strict supervision which the law
contemplates. Comptrollers of the cur-
rency have recommended that the law
be amended so as to more fully define
the duties of directors, and perhaps this
ought to be done, though if men have
not sufficient interest in  their own
affairs to properly look after them it is
gquastionabla whether they can be in-
duced to do so by legislation, A much
more important amendment to the
national banking law is the one that has
been proposed to put a greater re-
striotion upon the privilege of bank
offieials to borrow from the banks with
which they are connected. Experience
has shown that the law ought to be
amended in this respect and it is yery
likely that it will be by the present con-
Zross.

The oflicial of a vational bank who
does not constantly realize his responsi-
bility and is not at all times solicitous
to honestly and faithfully observe it is
not fitted for the position. This responsi-
bility Is not confined to looking after the
profits of the business, but embraces
also, a careful guardianship of the in-
tereata of depositors, and this is veally
the more important - part of it. The
pational banking system is undeniably
the best this country has ever had, It
is not olnimed to be a perfect system,
but g0 far as the currency issued under
it Is coneerned itis absolutaly safe, while
the record of losses to depositors is very
far from belog as bad as that under the
system whioh it superseded, The law
under which it exists is perfectly plain
in its requirements and bank ofMelals
cunnot have any excuse for not clearly
understanding it.

THE report of an alleged shortage in
the account sof local officials In Fremont
and Beatrice, following so elosely upon
a series of previvusly reported defslea-
tions in this state, will pot be weleome
intelligonce o  the friends of good
munfeipal government.  The frequency
of defalcation of city and county treas-
urers, not only in Nebraska, but in
adjoining states, suggests, the nevessity

of providing pew end more relisble

nheoks upon the fiscal agents of the peo-
ple.  The most noticeable deficiency
in the present system is the
facility it a%ords a dishonest offi-
einl who s inelined 19 speculate

with publie funds to carry ot his opera- !

tions for an extonded period of time
with but little fedf of detection. Noth-
ing would be morq productive of reform
in this direction than a law requiring the
publieation of q¥acterly roports show-
ing the exact condition of each fund,
the loeation of each and every deposit
and the amount of ' mutstanding obliga-
tions. The publication of such reporis
in newspapers of general cireulation
would do much to prevent lmproper use
of public funds for the reason that no
public tressnver wanld dare to take the
people into hid confidence unless his
methods were open to  the keenest
scruting. J

Thr general  superintendent of the
rallway mall service, who has been con-
nected with 1t almost since its organiza-
tion, makes some recommendations In
his annual report which, although not
new, deserve the serlons attention of
congress, One of these ia that some pro-
viston ba made for the families of postal
clerks killed in railway aceldents. The
work of these faithful servants of the
government is more perilous than that
of any other class of govermment em-

ployes. According te the last report of
the postmaster genoral, during the
preceding  four yoears thirty-two
wors  killed in accidents, 2064 seri-
ously injured and 280 slightly
injured, a total of 585 easunlties. This

shows the perilons character of the ser-
viee, and it would seem to bo only just
that a great and wealthy government
should make reasonable provision for
the families of these public servants who
moot death at the post of duty. Another
recommendation is that the salaries of
postal elerks bo incrensed. The work of
this service is arduous and requires
more than ordinary intelligence and the
closest application. Itought to be well
paid for, and the salaries are not now as
liberal as they should be. The efficiency
of the rallway mail sorvice was
very much improved under the last
administration by a generons policy for
the encouragement of care and fidelity
in the work. Nothing would so surely
promote these conditions as salaries that
would be a just return for the labor per-
formed.

Tie unfortunate tondeney ot the pres-
ent administration to entangle itself
with the great corporation interests of
the country was given a significant em-
phasis in the appointment of Judge
Hornblower to the wvacant position on
the supreme bench. The appointment
scems to have been a worthy one in
every respect but one. Judge Horn-
blower was amember of a legal firm that
has been associated in the closest rela-
tions with some of the greatest railroad
corporations in the (;.n_untl-y. His nomi-
nation was left unconfirmed by the sen-
ate, and his fine sense of honor and dig-
nity will doubtless impel him to refuse
to permit his name to be sent in arain.
1t is stated upon excellent authority that
the senate was greatly influenced in the
matter by Justice Field, a member of
the bench, whose sympathy with the
people in thewr contest with the corpo-
rute interests of thacountry has been
recognized for years,

IN TiE light of thediscovery of exten-
sive frands in the management of state in-
stitutions, the dissatisfaction with the
methods of purchasing supplies, and the
utter failure to either prevent fraud or
punish the perpetrators, it is clearly to
bo sean that Nebraska needs nothing
else so much as a radical revision of the
business methods in vogue at the state
house. Putting all the mistakes of the
past aside, it may be said that citizens
of all parties should unite in an affort to
secure a hetter system of administration.
This can only be done by a radical
asmendment of existing statutes. This
matter should be raised into the impor-
tance of an issue in the next campaign,
and it should receive the attention of
all parties. The necessity for good gov-
ernment should never become the sub-
jeet of partisan dispute.

Avupimror Moong would bhoe doing the
cause of labor a veal service by calling
upon the attorney genaral for an opinion
a3 to the legality of the insurance com-
pany misnamed the Burlington Volun-
taer Relief department.
