Mr. Wilhis' subsequont uttor-
ances do not appent to havo been of n char-
acter to chango this opinion, and the sup-
porters of the prosent governmont, Instend
of Interproting the boat demonstrations of
the Philadelphia ns hostile, as it might
have (one If the Hawallans had been in
possession of thoe facts as given out nt \Wash-
inglon, they seom to have adopted the con-
clusion that these were inwwendod as an as-
surance of the determinination of the United
States o prevent internal disturbances and
to bo entirely happy over the prospect.

Cnusod Great Surprise.

Thers is surprise manifested on all sides
in the government nt the intelligence that
affafrs are unchanged at Hopolulu, It is
evident that different news was expected.
This will throw forward the interest and
suspense o o certuin extent to the arrival
of the next steamer from Honoluly, Ad-
vertisements in the Honolulunewspapers ara
that the Alameds will sail from Honolulu
Thursday, November 16, she is dug on next
Thurasday, This will bo the next news from
Honolnlu nnless a spémal chartered steamer
should arrive. It must be remembered that
unless Minister Willis has proclaimed his
instructions in Honolulu the public there is
in absolute ignorance, even yet, of the plan
to restore the queen. No whisper of tho
talk hgre and no line of all that has been
written in the past ten days has reaghed the
islands. The first steamer to ledve after
Secretary Gresham's letter was published
left Vancouver on Thursday. The Monowal
left Sun Francisco yesterday. She is due lo
Honolulu next Friday.

Unless Minister Willis tella the news the

WHAT PASSENGEHRS SAY.

l;ormnl Direct from Honolula Comment
on Gresham's Lettor,

Sax Fraxcisco, Nov. 18.—All the passen-
gers who arrived on the steamer Australia
from Honolulu today oxpressed the groatest
surorise when infgrmed of the nature of
Secretary Gresham’'s recent letter, and sev-
cral refused at first to belleve such a letter
had been written., Among the passengers
was Dr. L W. Taylor, n physician of Wash-
ington, who s returning from a pleasure
trip to the islunds. He sald:

“My stay in the islands was anbout o
month, and 1 had exceptional opportunities
of meeting the best informed people thora, 1
found the intelligent snd educated elements
strong in favor of annexation to the United
States, with a small exception, This annexa-
tion sentiment prevailed among the educated
men of the navive race to whom I talkea.
Among the ignorant and superstitions
Knnakas there is, of course, a sort of tradi-
tional awe of rovalty, ana it is from this
clnss only or chiefly the ex-queen gets sup-
port in her aspirations to recover the throne,
Among the educated and property owning
classes there 18 no respeot for her preten-
tions,

by Ministor Willis, resham's letter to tho
president, which has stirred up so much
talic in this country, had not been published
or heard of there, so tho Hawailans are in
tho darvk ns to the policy of the Cleveland
administration,

It Would Be Lmpossible.

GAS FRANCHISE DISCUSSED

Oommercial Olub  Oousiders the
Asphyxiation of Taxpayers.

PROTEST OF OMAHA PROPERTY OWNERS

Reoant

Adajonrned Withont Definite Action—Mass
Meoting of Citizens to e Meld To-
mareow Night to Reguster Dissp.
proval of Councllmanio Maste.

Last evening the Commereial olub met for
the purpose of considering the recent aotion
of the city council 1 passing an ordinance
granting o franchiso to the Omaha Gas
Manufactuting company for AfLy years, T'he
attendnges was not large, Yot there was o
representative guthering of businesa men
and taxpayers,

The sentiment of the moeting was not
unanimous, and the discussion of the im-
portant subject was ourtailed by !I.ltljt'llﬂl'
ment.  For the most part attovaoys aid the
talking, and, with the exception of W, S,
Poppleton, ofpoged the proporition of the
club aking any action upon the subject or
oxXpressing any seatlment,

1o the absence of President Gibbon, W, M.
Weller was selected to act as chnleman of
the meotinge,  He spld that the work the
Commaereinl club did was takon a8 oxpross-
ing the sentiment of the business men, and
Important public matters shopld be discussod
by the Cllll_!. Mr. Weller safd that ho toonk
the proposition to grant n franchise to the
s company in the muanner it had beea wias
Simply prepostorous. 1Tt strack him as boeing
very peauline thot the eity council should
adopt such an important public measure
without first having it thoroughly ventilatoed
and diseussed dn the publio press,  He said
that he understood a number of gentlemen
were present to discuss the subject, and he
lovited thom to address the club,

A copy of tho ordinance was read by the
soecretary for information, =

Queot Aversion to I'ublicity,

In rosponse to a question Councllman
Munro snia that last yoar the compiny sold
approximotely 148,000,000 fect of gns, anid
that it was an increasod amount over the
provious year, M, Munro detailed the pro-
cecdings of the Introduetion and the subse-
quent course and passage of the ordinanco,
the facts being the same as printed in Tue
Bre of Wednesday., He said that he be-
lieved the charter contemplated that An or-
dinance of this kind should be published at
least two woeeks in tho ofticial paper prior to
its panssage. Ho snid that the objection to
the ordinance «was not in what it says, but
in whnt it does not say, and he believed that

the company was amply protected and
not the ity ; thnt the sootion
wis chminnted which  empowered the
clity acqulring the propoerty by

vondemnation, and the one giving power to
the council to fix the rates to bo charged,
and that these climinations made the ordi-
rance objectionable. In the old franchise
the power was given when tho process of
manufacture is cliecaper that the price of
gas conld be correspondingly reduced, It is
not in the new franchise, e claimed that
franchises fixing prices ou this character of
guhlic commoldity and nécessity should not

o granted, and that priviloge should remuin
oporn,

Ciinton N. Powell inguired as to the real
object of the meoting and as to what course
it Is intended to pursue,

Clalrman “'t'l](.‘l‘ sala that the objoct was
to socure an expression from the members
present as to the wisdom of granting a fran-
chise for fifty yoars under the existing
ordinance,

G. W. Fornas thought that in view of the
ordinance having passed the council, that
whatever was done should be in the way of
inducing Mayor Demis to vero the measure.,

Mr. Munid thought that the sugrestion
wis n good one, and he also expressed the
belief that an expression from the Commer-
cial club, us a vepresentative body, would wo
a long ways toward fofluencing the mem-
bers of the council in sustaining the mayor's
veto.

Mr, Popp'eton’s I'rotest.

W. S, Poppleton was eallea for. Hesald
it must seem to evervhody that an eMort had
been made to suppress all misoussion of the
subject. It was his opinion tuat when such
important measures were carrvied through
as this one there - was but one con-
clusion to reach and that was that there was
something the matter with it,  The matter
with It, he contended, was plainly evideut
when the ordinance wiis rend. The former
franchise provided o forfeiture of privileges
in case of o nonfulfillment of contract, but
this had peen eliminatod from the new one,
Ile apokeo of the other defects of the ordi-
nance as pointed out by M. Munrvo. Mr.
Poppleton thoughp that the time nad arrlved
whan franchises i Omaha should not be
granted without compensation to the clty,
He sald Omaha should wvrotit by the ex-
pariences of other cities. He referred to the
fuet that New Ovleans has Iately oxtonded
the franchize of its street railway company
for fifty years, upon the paymont of $700,000,
He Mvored pussing resolutions of consure of
the strictest kind, and 1 cuse the council
failed to sustaln the veto of the mayor, and
he felt confldent that the mayor would yveto
the same, that the matter should be tested
in the courts.

W. N. Nason thought that the public
apirit of the men who had invested theip
money in the gas nlant should be considered,
nnd he questioned the wisdom of the club
oxpressing itsell upon such o matter. He
believed the councilmen were elected to
sorve the l|leoplu and wore rvesponsible to
Lho’penplc or thelr acts,

W, V. Morse anid he had had many dealings
with eorporations and his sympathies waro
with the under dog on  this oocea-
sion, Tle answered the question of the
franchise beiug exclusive by saying that
it was not. He sald that My, Poppleton's
statement that 5t. Louis pays 8125 ver 1,000
feel fTor gus, while It was correct, was
nob to be used 48 o comparison, St Louls,
he contended, was o jarge and prosperous
city pod copsimed 1,200,000,0000 feet of goas,
while Omahs consumed 143,000,000, He
aaid he was growing weary of all this jong-
ling wbout frauvchised corporations and did
not believe that such a spivit would build up
the city., He stated that there ls not a
franchise in the city that is worth £1,000,
He tnought the franchise wis o fair one and
shouid be given the compnny.

Cortis R Twmer Look issue with Mo,
