Sacratury Morton wias ot the Interior and
Postofoe departments the other duy for the
puryose of reinforcing Castor's demand for
places. The nationul committeennn had not
suceeeded in dolup nnvihing too much and
wis depressed over the outlook, There are
about 100 postoftices in Nebraska which
have been presiled over by republicans for
& period of four years, bul the commissions
of the fncumbeuts bave pot run four vesrs.
The oMees hive sinee President Cleveland’s
first tertn had more than one postimaster
oach, Somwe have had as many as
thres postimasters, the olthers had two.
After serviog ooe, twoor three years the
republican  postmasters under PPresident
Harrison died or resigned, and other repub-
licans were appointed. The last commis.
sions have considerable time yet 1o run,
Some of them have two or throe yeirs vet
Postmaster General Hissell hus so far re.
fused Lo puss upon the guestion of whether
the time the offices shall be held by the re-
publicans shall dule from the period when
the first republican commission wius issued
or the lust one.

Will Bissell Bounce "Em?

This is a very important guestion. If the
time i4 Lo date from the issuance of the
flrst commission, then there will ba several
nundred, maybe thousands, of republicans
to remove 4t onece for presidentinl postofices,
The Nebraska democrate have beon
urgiog o decision, apd nothing can be
done until a deasion s made. It is
not  likely that there will be any
presidenvinl  appointtients  made  after
next Thursday, wheu congress aojourns for
the bolidays, betore the session s resumed
in Januvury, as the appointees could not be
commissioned till their pominations were
confirmed by the senste, which will not be
in session.  No one can be commissioned to
a presidentinl oMee during o recess of the

seuale, uniess the nomwination bas been
confirmmed. Nebraskans are hopeful that
some lapd offices and possibly a surveyor

for the port of Omahn may be named on
Wednesday or Thursday, although action by
the senate could not then be easily had be-
fore the holiday adjournnient. It should be
stated in this connection, to correcl an error
in 8 Bee speciul, that Tobias Castor had
pothing to do with serving th2 demand tor
the resignationsof the surveyorsof the ports
of Omahn and Lincoln. Secrewsry Carlisle
had determined to call lor those resiguations,
in connection with many others, some time
before My, Cstor came here, and he says he
had po communication from Nebraska Aemo-
vratic natiopal committeemen on the subjeot.

the lamentable fact thst the present
adminiswation is cndeavoring W sup-
plement the existing government,

the steppinge stone of n repoblic—either by o
séparale nutovomy or by aunexation to this
—by a mouurchy with a dissolute queen as a
mounarch. She cannot be replaced upon the
throne save by force. ‘i he logical conelusion
from the message just received, following in
the line of Secretary Gresham's letter and
the annual message of Lhe president, is that
this gpovernment will apply the needed force,

“The most marvelous siatement of this
extraordinary document is that this forcible
restorntion of the deposed gueen by the
present chief exeoutive using the armed
forces of the United Stales Lo nocomplish
His purpose now depeods upon the question
whether the queen, when she is restored 1o
absolute power, will deal wilth clemoncy
with the efficers of the provisional goveru-
ment.

Meiklejohn and the Short Line Bridge.

RHepredentative Meiklejohn, who intro-
duced the bill for the extension of the char-
ter of the Pacific Short Line Bridge com.
pany of Sioux Clty, orgapired [or the con-
struction of a bridge between lowa and
Nebraska at Sioux City, sald to Tur Big
correspondent today that the bill was in-
troduced by him at the request of Hep-
resentative Perkins of Sioux City, who
desired to have him Jook after the measure
while he wus absent on his senatorinl candi-
dacy, Mr. Meiklejohn, knowing that the
citizens on the Nebraska side were auxious
to sacure the construction of a briage at that
point, unhesitatingly eranted the request
and filed the bill for an extension. He has
been, however, through telegrams, peti-
tons and leders, advised that while bhis
constituents carnestly desire the con-
struction of the brigege, they are op-
posed to an extension of the charter
to this ecompany. The charter was
granted in 1840 for four years and in 1583
was extended to 1884, but they say the
pridge has not been constructed, and that if
any extension of the charter is granted they
want 8 bond {rom the company to insure the
completion of the bridee within n year. Mr
Meiklajohn fully explained the situation to
Mr. Perlons, suying that he would repriesent
the desires of nis constituents on the exten-
*sion of this charter, ana the measure was
reintroduced * today by Congressman Per-
kins, who assumed all responsibtlity for the
proposition to extend the charter.

Reverserd n Nebranka Declslon.

In the supreme court of the United States
today Assoclate Justice Shiras delivered the
aecision of the bench in the land case of
Seth E. Ward, plaiotiff in error, against
Elmer G, Cochran, which was gopealed from
the United States circuit court of Nebraska,
I'he case involved twenty acres of land in
the suburbs of Omaha. The court here re.
verses the decision of the court below. The
supreme court holds that the action of the
court below misguiaed the jury and led it to
overlook essentisl questions involved in the
issue it was trytog, that whether the ver-
dict below as a special, not contaloing
finding sufficicnt ta support the judguoent,
or as o general one rendered in pursusuce of
imperfect instructions, it must be reversed
nnd tho cause rematnded with justruction
o sward a venire de novo,

Lady Officials of the Home for tie Friendlom
in Court.

PREFER TO DESIGNATE THEIR ASSISTANTS

Anthority of the Bourd ol Poblle Lands
and Haildings to Contral Thoss Posi-
tions Questioned - Mrs, K, C,
Manley's Tealimony.

The mandamus case in which the Iady man-
agors of the Home for the Friendless seek to
compel the State Board of Public Lands and
Hulldings to audit and approve the youchers
submitted to it came up before Judges Hall

and Tibbeits of the diswrict court today
The principal witness upon the part of the
lady managers was Mrs. R C. Manloy In

hier testimony, which was very voluminous,
she stated that the lady manngers had never
denled the right of Board of Public
Lands and Buildings make rules and
regulntions for the government of the Home
for the Friendless. They did dlaim
ever, the right to employ thelr own assisl-
ants aud to name their executive officers
without iterference upon the part of the
Boara of 1*ublic Lande and Buildings. Mm
Mauley also went into details showine the
methous of conducting tha institution

The atrorncys for the Board of Public
Lands and Bulldings will base their defense
upon Lthe provisions of the statutes. which
recite that ‘“‘the government of the sald
home shall be by snd under the supervision
of the Societv for the Home for the Friend-
less, provided, however, that uwothing con-
tuined herein shall % so construed as to
wrevent the Bourd of Public Lands and

uildings from establishiog rules and regu-
lations for the government of such home in
any mancer.'

Previous to the examination of the jurors
Mr. Gioring stated the defendant’s full name
waus John Binwell Kesrns, and he requested
that the stite conduct the case aghinst the
frisoner in that name

The defendant's counsel feols guite con-
fident that the prisouer now oun trial will be
more fortunate than was Hill, who yester-
day wis adjudged guilty and his punishment
fixed bt denth, Mr. Gering claims to have
spme surprises in store for Lne state, and he
even talks of belug aple Lo secure & verdict
for nequittal

Actording to the present prospects it wall
prove a more difficult matter to secure a jury
than was experienced in empaneling the
Hill jury. Both the regular panel sod the
specinl venire of sixty were exhnusted at 2
ao'clock in the afternoon and Judge Chap-
nian, after ordering the ¢lerk of the court to
sumiron another venimre of fifty, adjourned
court until ¥ o'clock tomorrow morning. At
the time of the adjournment tiie state had
four remaining peremptory challenges, while
the defense had twelve.

Hopes of Hill's Companlon.

Benwell was puling vigorously at a cigar
when Tur Bee correspondent called at the
county jall onignt. He did not gum at all
dejected and, although he lacks the courage
nt first displuyed by Hill, it is not thought
that he will broak down so completely us did
Hill during the trymng ordeal which the
latter experienced Iast week, He appeared
confident that he would get off with o llghter
punishment than did his companion. Hill
was lving on a cot in a slde apartment within
the big steel cell, wrestling with a severe
headache which, according to Benwell, was
occasioned by a visit of n delegation of
Indies during the afternoon, They bhad ad
vised him to write home to his mother in
South Carolina mformiong her of his awful
fate. The thought of sending such news lo
his home brought on o spell of pervousuess
whicn resultea in a. headache. Benwell's
only hope is that Hill would go on Lhe stand
and admit, as he did Lo Tue Bee correspoud-
ent, that he tired the fatal shot.

The two prisoners are not on friendly
terms, because of the confession which Ben-
well made in Omaha the dayv after their ap-
prebension, shifting the blame on to Hill,
and tor this reason Benwell Las not asked
Hill 1w wake the stand in his behalf, IHe will
trust to his counsel to ask of Hill this con.
cession, and il he does it Benwell's neck
may be possibly saved. The statutes pre-
seribe that an abeutor is equally guilty withn
the principal and that his punishment
may be the same, and for this reason County
Attorney ‘l'ravis will spare no effort to
secure the iofliction of the same penaliy on
Benwell 8s he dud on Hill.

1% —The pope's luvest en-
cyeclical, dated Rome, November 1, 1508, hns
been received by Cardiogl Gibbons, In sum-
marizng it the cardinal snid: It stroogly
recommends the earnest study of the sucred
seriptures 1o clergymen and students, aund
the study of eastern languages, those in
which the text was originally written, with
u view to the petler understandiog of the
vext of the scriptures in order to meet the
objections of ndversaries of the scriptures, ™

Leo XI11I exhorts the priesthood of the
Catholic church and, in particular, Its
patrianrchs, areltishops and  bishops,
whowm the pontifical is addressed, to study
the bible. Two principal reasons impel the
pope to tuke this step.  T'he one is his desiro
to see this plorious sourve of revelntion more
safely nnd more abundontly opened for the
use of the “Lord’s tlock.”™ I'he other is his
unwlillingness to tolerale that the sume
should in any way be violuted Ly those who
eittier by implous daring openly attack tho
sacred writingsorimprudently are schoming
new und fallocious docirines.”  He reters
his readers to 11 Timothy, iii, 1617, “All
scripture is given by inspiration of God ana
is profituble for doctre, for reproot, for
correction, for instruction in righteousness,
that the man of God may be perfect,
thorcughly furnished unto ali good works

The encyelled] savs thut this is Goa's in-
tention to prove by the exampies of Christ
and the apostles.
