The business of this ofico during tho year
151 vory naturally  reflected the depressed
finaneis! eondition to which tho whaole toun
try wos subjected during that period, 1t
having shown o marked decyouseover the
Lusiness of former years,

Although the year was one of nlmost uni-
vorsal financial depression it did not have
the stme effect upon the fiuapces of this
eounty that it had upon most business enter-
wises, Our condition fAnunclnlly is ot s
wst, and while it is true thut at tho present
time cash for the vedemption of warrants
fssuod is not avalluble inall the funds, yet
this does not reflect any discredit upon the
wiunl financial condition of the county.
White this Is o condition inatself unpleasant
poth to the offleinls in ehareze and to the
polder of the warrants, yet it is the inovit-
aole result of the provisions of Lthe revenuoe
nw under which woe exist at the present

®iwe. 1t is an evil that con only bo removed
by uprooting the cause.

In compiling this statement the 15 per
cant reserve has been fgnored, and I have
tronted as oavallable assets of the county
only the Shper cent of the lovy which the
Board of County® Commissioners ard por-
mitted by law to expend, and such other
current collections as weve recelved from
time to time, In compiling u tinnneiol stite-
ment designed to exhibiv the true condition
of the flnances of the county this reserve
constitutes n very disturbing cloment. It
must of nocessivy e carvied upon the books
nominally as assets, but in fact, an
Itom whose valite depends entively upon
whether It is ever pald or pot, Under the
presaut avstem of taxation it 18 probably a
rensonnbly dpproximate estimate to nssume
tnat not over 50 percent of Lhis reserve onn
ever be colleeted,

Anothoer vory serlous difffeulty that must
be encountered in preparing a documont like
this under our present inw is the fact that it
Is impossinle to harmonize the records and
transactions of the troasurer's office with
this oMics. The faor that the lnw virtvally
authorizes the Boavd of County Commis-
sloners to fssue bonds of the county under
limited restrictions to be pald at the conven-
fence of the trensurer, creates w condition of
affairs in the handiing ot the finknces not
fully appreciated by those unncquainted
with the facts, It Is often very dificult for
bolders of county warrants to understand
how warrants of the county can be i1ssued
and not paid, whiloe statements [rom this
effleo and the tressurer's oMee may indicate
a larige surplus of assats,  ‘I'nis is a condition
not easily explained, but it ocours by reason
of the fact that the Board of County Comi-
missloners are authorized to issue warrants
ngainst B per cent of each year's levy in
July, August and Seprtewber, to pay which
warrants the county treasurer cannot collect
one doliar until afver Ootober of that year,
therafore, if this he understood it will be ap-
parent thot unless the county has o large
cash surplus warrnnts must inevitably be
registorad and not pald durine the first six
months of every fiscal yenr under the pres-
ent lnw,

It muy not come within the province of my
position to comment upon the foregoing
stutement, but it occurs to me that after an
experience of two years in the oMee of
county clerk 1 might be competont to offer
a fow sugeostions toward the improvement
of the luws governing this office and 1 might
comment intelligently upon the showing
made in this statement,

This being the close of an oMelal term it
s but Just to the admimstration whict has
conducted the uffairs of this county during
the past two years thut they be given
credit for whuatever improvements they
may have made in the methods of transacl-
ing business entrusted to them. It might
be suid {n brief thot the financial condition
of this county was never inn better condi-
tion, notwithstanding the fuct that there is
at the present time a large number of
warrants registerod and unpsid for want of
funds,

Thepresent adminlstration assumed chargo
of the affairs of ts county Janunry 7, 1802,
with an availuble boslance in the various
funas amounting to $48,48.55, It also in-
herited from the previous adminlstratian un-
wmid claims o the amount of over 86,744,

Juring the year 1802 the disbursements for
all purposes smounted to $I63.850.72, in-
cluded in which amount was 89,175.01, the
amount piid on clnims incurred prior to their
assuming the oMee, leaving the current ex-
penges for the yenr 1802 §2HL08H.81, The
total disuvesements for the vear 1803 amount
to da21,550.60, Of this amuunt bhut n small
portion has been apphied to the payment of
clanims carvied over feom the year 1880, An
expenditure of about #0400 has been made,

penses, £805,08000, showing o slight reduc-
tion in the current expenses for the yoar
I8 s agiinst those of 1882, which indicates
that tho Hound of County Jommissioners
have endeavored to condiey the affulrs of
this county upon the same business principal
that has boon made necessaey o all inan-
cinl enterprises owlng to the unusual strip-
gency of the finsnclat affuirs 1o the nation,

Ope item of expense that ins beon stoml-
iy ineregsing during ull the past years, and
shows no sign of decreasiug even during o
tlme of gréat dnnncinl distress, 18 the ax-
pense of maintainine the district court in
tnis county, ‘I'he funds for maintaining
this court are provided partially from the
stute, parvilally from the county aud par-
Linlly from fees created in dischorging its
functions. Tuat portion drawn from the
county during the yvear 1502 nmounts to §#40,-
SO, durlnge the yoear 1508 40512580, In
viow of the apparently ineressiog amount of
litigation, alded by the tact that the Juris-
diction for waintaloing  the distriet court is
vested In the legislaturve, composod largely
of men not conversant with tho condition of
the fnances of this county, 1L seems appar-
ent that some ndditionn! provision must be
madon the stntutes soon, in order 1o pro-
vide for valsing the necessary funds to muin-
tsin this branch ol our government. That
it Is & nocessary desartment of governmoent
must be generally sdmitted, but it would
seem that soime provision wight be made
whereby it could be mado nonrer soll-sus-
taning, and thereby relleve tho thxpayers,
who in a large moeasure are not the parties
always beoetited by the expenses of this
court. now lmgpased upon them in providing
tho funds for its maintenance. Of the $40,000,

and one which from my experience will not
WArrant me in \'l,';rl'ﬂtinp g method of ¢on-
ducting, 1 desire moroly to cull the atten-
tion of the publle to the Important position
that this cloment o soclety oceuples in rein-
tion to the distgpsement of the publie
finnnces,

Tnx List and Assessments.

The cost of levying the nassessment and
complling the tax lists in this county and
clty amounts to n very large sum of monoy
in the ngeregate,  Duriuge the year 186 this
expense in the county amonated to8141.244.0,5,
during the vear 1803 o $14,314.0,  T'o this
amount niuat be wdded, in order to ascertain
the cost to the taxpayers of Douzlos county
of complling the entire nssessment of Douy-
lag county, that of the clty and of the ¢ity
of South Omuhu, In very few states in the
unlon ave separate tax lists  made for
cities within the county. Ata very small
incronse over tho cost of compiling any one
of the tax lists compiled inthe county all
the taxes of the city could bhe extended ipon
one list and collecdtod by onn treasurer. Not-
withstanding the fact that the citizens of
Omahn nt the last session of the legislature
advocated the establishment of sepavate
deparvment for the ussessment of property
within the city limits of the city of Omaha,
which would very materinlly incroase the
coss Sueh noaystem ps is in vogue 1n Illinols
and Wisconsin, nnd muny other states in the
union, if adopted by the state of Nebraska,
would save the taxpayers of this stutea
very iarge sum of monay annually,

It sooms tome that this would be n very
approprinte method of compiling tho tax
lists, for the reuson thut all delinguent
taxes in the county are returned to und col-
lected by the connty trensurer. This is
ovidence that if the taxes ara not paid when
due voluntarily there is added ths expense
of transcribing them and making the dupli-
cate list for the use of county troeasurer
and the necessary reports reguired in the
further process of their collection.

Other suggestions present themselves to
my mind, but nasmuch as it may appear
that I nm assuming too much to undertake
to correct all the existing evils 1 submit the
foregoing for yvour consideration.
