Both trains were well filledl wilth passen-
pers on theiw way to their daily nvocitions

teaveling.  ‘The coneh ahead of the smoker
wad teleseopeil and the rool torn out and tho
seats torn and twisted as though made of
puper.  T'he voof was thrown shead and
partially telescoped the thied conch,

For & moment the passengers did pot re-
miizes the awful situation, but jo the next
the shriolks of the wounded aod dyiog and
the nolse of escoping steam toid them an
awlul calamivy bad occurred.

Work of Rescae Bogun.

Those who were not injured swere quickly
at worlt rescuing their loss fortunate fellow
passongers,  Along the track the dead ana
dying and wounded lay strown. Some of
thein bad rolled to tho bottom of the fifteen-
foor smbanloment o which the aceident oc-
turred. A short  distanee  from  the
peene was 6 ratlroad telegraph ofce aud
from this a hurried call was sent for nssist-
anee. Iolief trains wore  hnmedisvely
started, and almost before the passengers on
tho wreelted train had realized the sivun-
tion, they had srewved and a crowd hndal
ready gathered,

Amlilanees anil physicinns were nlso sent
by the police from both Jersey City and
Hobvokon,, The (itst six bodles vecovered
were of men. Tho engine of tho Orange
local, which was known as No, #8, was hard
and fast in the debris of tho rear car, und
had pluned down several vietims, a few of
whom were relensed by the use of crowbars
und nxel

In the smoker évery sent was oecupled and
1t is estimated that of the forty passongers
in the car not one escaped uninjured,

Aftor a few minutes something lilke ordey
wans followed In  the work of rescue
and  tho vietims  were  rvapidly  talien
out  from  amoogst tho  ewisted  fron
ayd =plintered  Hmbers. The dend ware
so coveren with dust and blood that it was
nlmost hppossivle to identity them. The
ories and moans of the injured were terrible,
As soon s the srecking teain  aveivad, such
heavy paris as could be easily romoved
wore lifted from the track  and  thon
the work of rescue was soon completed,
The wounded and dead were pdoced on the
train aud taken to Jersey City, where many
friends and relatives who hail beard of the
necident had plready gathervd, Awmbulances
were in readiness, and the bulk of the
wounded who were dnablo to go home were
taken to the hospitals, whilo the dead wore
talien to the morgues to await dentitlcation
