Commisstoners Give Employment to Work-
mon on the County Honds,

Forty determined, happy and strong-armed
men  formed the little procession that
wended its way to Conl creek shorily after
7 o'clock yestordny morning, there to enrn
money to buy bread with whidh to satisfy
the hungry cravings of wives and children,

Coal creek Is Just west of Benson place
nnd is where the county commissioners
nive decided to  expend  severfl  thouw
sund dollars 1n grading o road dur-
ing the remaindar of the winter months
While the grading of  this rond, known ns
the Tlkhorn turnptke, is a necéssity, the
prime objact 18 to furnish employment to
the laboring men of the city who arve in des-
titute circumstanees and are anxious to turn
a penny In nn effort to avl themselves aund
their familles, -

Severnl days ago Tue Bee outlined the
plan of vho work and the manner in which
thoe commissioners intended to procewd.
'hils has beon carevied out to the letter, and
yosterday forty mon were hard at worls, with
nstrong possibility that the nnmber will be
doubled today. At Coal ereek, whicn is
just west of tho clty lHmits, thore are threo
onormons hlls, with deap ravines betweeon.
For years this has been the main road leaa-
fng into the eity from the northwest, but op
account of the steep hills and the narros
nud deep gullics, it has been next to hnjuass-
able. AtdifMerent times the commissioners
have expended portions of the road fund in
this locality, but the smount has never boon
sulllclont to put the highwny i o good cons
dition,

Some time nzo whan the commissioners
were casting about and treying to determine
now thoy would nsaist the unemployed until
thio comive of warin wenther, thoy hit upon
the schiemp of grading this road by doy's
labor and giving the idle men of tae com-
wunity a chanee to assist in the support of
themselves and thele families, The plan
took well Frons the stare and at o subse-
quent session of the bonvd i was votod to
set tnide & portion of the road fund for this
partioulae purpose,

"liis having beon done Lhe detaila were ar-
rapwed and mon were lostracted 1o 1o thely
upplications for work with the county ngent,
LUp to this date soveniy men have cuolisted
for the work, with more comiog in each dov.
Alter the enroliing of the names wialy o .!.n‘
cant for work Is given a ket to the F...-J.
man slgned by some of the commissloners,
afteravhich he is lnstrueted o report ab the

rade. The men areexpected to work elght

1oura per doy, and aro paid ab the eate of 15

conts per hour, 1f the applicants are recory
ing assistonce from the county tho usctunl
cost of the supplics furnished is chargoed
agninst the labor socount and the balance is
paldan cash. Each man i permitted to
work ten days and at the end of that vime
his place is to b filled by some other man
whols needy and who is out of work., The
fdea belug to furnlsh smploy ment to as many
men ha possible, but as only abour 100 ean
be worked o advantuge at a thoe, (b is
thought advisable to divide them iuto ten
doy shifts of 100 meu cach.

I'ho work that 18 o be performmed consists
of shovellug ditvinto wagons and haullng iy
to the fills, which are but o few rods from
the cuts,

5o far, the apolicants have come from all

s of the city, apd as it will be necessary

%m’ them to have transportation, the com-
missloners have lawerested Lhowsclves in
shis divection, and are fairly satisfied with
the results. krastus Bensoo, president of
the Benson elechrie car ling, s agreed to
furniss Droe teausportation from thoe work
1o auy and all parts of the vity, and at this
e the commbaslonera are In consultation
with the oftleers of the Omaha Street Hall
way company, secking to loduve these
gentiomen to furnish froe transportation to
yhe work.

In startiog the work whe groatest difl-
culty with which the commissioners have
had to contend has bedn the question of

teams, the desire belug W0 fnd unempioyed

mena who are the owners of horses, So far
they have peeon able to gnt the nevessary
number, but with the increase of the forde
they anticipato that they will have to nire
teams from other purties. The price of
tedme hins beon agreod upon at the rate of
16 vents por hour, with tne same wages for
the drivors,

commissinners atated that they were not nl-
lowing nny person to suffor for want of fuel,
as overy Individual who waa found to be in
nesdy circumatinces wns belng supplied,

Chnirmnn Stenberg statod that the coal
bill during the past two weeks had ran from
$100 Lo 8200 por day and would be Incronsed
if the urgoncy of the caso demnnded.  All of
the fuel, he said, was welthed on the county
seples and aelivered in 1L000-pouad lote, &

Because he was the true
poet. of thele native country, DPoetry I8
the Incarnation of truth, 1L is necessary
for him to enter into kecnest sympathy
with his theme, and Burns did this, He
sang the hopes and fears, the joys and
sorrows  of his people as an  intense
Scotchman  only  can,  The commonest
laborer is  prowl of his  handiwork
after o perusnl of Burns., There wos a time
when to bo a Septohmon was not n thing to
be proud of. Wars, removals of nutional
emblems ana disloyatty of the men of let-
tors put the spirit of patriolism at low ebb,
Burns succeeded in reviving i, Ile sing the
nation's herol¢ Mistory and her beautiful
seonery, and thereby became the trae patron

from absolute wiant,  Even this #lio has not
been able to do Intely and it was through
the people to whom she applied for ala, tho
Grand Avmy of the Republiv people and the
