company will be mnde known ss soon as the
fpstruetlons wre recolved from the War de-
partpent, but it 18 supposed now thiat it will
not be loss than soventy-elght men.  As soon
as o company b been formed and hins eloeted
its offleors, the captaln will report Lhe same to
the udintant general's office. Efforts ara he-
Ihe made to trmple the stars and stripes,—
thy cmblem of our libertles,—in the doast
Traltors nre in vhe lund busily engaged In try-
ing to overthrow thoe  government of the
Tndved States, and Iaformation hns been re-
celvod thint these snmo triadtors are ondenvor-
g Lo inelte an Invasionof onr frontler by o
wuvnge foe.

Money Loslong Contract.

The Megeath Stationery company .lhas
given up the contract for furnishing supplies
for the public schiools. When the contracts
were awarded, the Mezeath company was
gliven the privilege of furnishing the paver,
ink, mucilngo, pointers and teachers' ink
stands for the current year. The company's
bid on paper wns considerably lower than
those of other bidders, nnd it was largely on
this aceonnt thoy wereawarded the contract.,
I"'or some timo past the company has refused
to furnish the paperas vequirved by the secre-
tary of the Board of Education. ‘The com-
puny now cliims that its bid on paper was
placed at about half what it was intended
to be through the carclessness of a clerk,
and thav it cannot carry out the contract
withoyt losing money.

The matter was reported to the bourd at
the last meoting, and the attorney wus
directed to notify the stutionery company
that unless it should stand by the contract
the board would declare it forfeited. The
company concluded that the profiv on the
other articles wons not sufticient to warrant
it lu standine the loss on pupeér and the con-
tract was thrown up,
