WHAT IS TRUE AMERICANIS MY

Theodore Roosevelt on the Subject —11igh Es-
thnnte of Enropean-Born Citizens,

8T. PAUL, Feb. 17.—The American Oiti-
zen, o loenl weekly, published “in the Inter-
esl of true Americanisin,'' with incidental
opposition to the American Protective as-
socintlon, In s lssue today publishes an
Interesting  letter  from  Hon,  Theodore
Rookevelt of the United States eivil service
commisegion. Mr, Roosevelt's letter I8 os
follows:

United States
Washington, Dee. 10, —Editor
have been much interested (n two or three
of your editorials that have boen sent Lo
me, notably in that wherein you oppese he
divigion of the school fund. It gives me
pleasure to write a word in hearty com-
mendation of the spirlt of true Americanism
True Americanism s as abxolutely opposed
to know-nothingism on the one hand as it
I8 to every form of forcignism on the other,

Every forcigner who comes 1o this country
I8 in honer bound to Lecome an American
cltizen pure and simple, without any quali-
flention, He has no business (o bring into
our American political life the guestions of
European  politics, and  especlally the re-
Hglous and race rivairies of Burope. He
Is bound not to act as an Irishman or Ger-
man, Englishinan or  Scandinavian, bot
purely as an Amerlehn. It Is an oulrage
thatl any ane of our political
conventions should insert Into
the party plitform planks to
catch any division of the foreign vote, lLe-
cause it is an outrage that there should bhe
any divislon of our veoters who cast thelr
votes as forelgners, We have nothing to
do in our political platforms with the rivalry
between Germany and France, with the ques-
tion of home rule for Ireland, or of unlon
for the DBritlsh empire. Al we are con-
corned with Is questions of Amerlean poll-
ties, and we have a right to demand that
every Amerlean voter should vote purely
with reference to those questions, I a for-
eign-horn citizen honestly and in good falth
fultill the dutios of American citizenship and
acis as an American pure and simiple, it
I8 most emphatically an outrage to diserim-
inate against him in any way because of his
birthplace or his creed. I have the honor
of Knowing a number of gentlemen who have
heen to congress from the northwest during
the past few years, and among the very
Stoutest Americang of them all 1 could
name certaln congresgsmen who. happened to
be born In Germany, In Sweden or In Nor-
way. In the sane way, during the term of
service In the New York legislature when 1
came to select the most importatt com-
mittee with which I ever had to work and
when I had to choose my four colleagues
purely from conslderations affecting thoese
subjects, I found that no less than three of
them were Irish by birth or descent.

Among these men with whom I was as-
soclated In the New York legislature If 1
were asked to name those who were most
thoroughly American, as well as absolutely
honest and patriotic In thelr devotlon to the
well being of the commonwealth, 1 should
put very high among their number many of
my collengues of German and Irfsh birth or
parentage,

One of them, by the way, whom I should
put especially high, would be n gentiteman
now residing in St. Paunl, Hon. M. J. Cos-
tello. 1 have been through the fire with Mr.
Costello and have seen him tried by very
severa tests and not found wanting. Yonrs
trily, THEODORE ROOSEVELT.

Mr. Costello, to whom the letter refers,
was formerly connected with the Omaha
Bee and Herald and is understood to be one
of the editors of the Ameriean Cltizen.,

VERDICT OF NOT GUILTY.

Killed

dury Finds that George Dodreill
Andrew tyan In Self=Defense.
The verdlet of twelve jurors has given
Goorge Dodrill his liberty, and at the same
time, in the eyes of the law, this venlict
has purged him of the churge of having
taken the life of a fellow man with felo-
nious intent,
Yesterday morning, ghortly after the con-

vening of  the court, the  ballif  In
chinrge announced that the fury had
agroed  upon a verdiet. For a brief
moment ‘therse was a slight seene  of
disorder in the court room ng  men

speoulated upon what the verdict might be,
but it guickly subsided.  The attorneys and
the prisoner were sent for, and ns they oén-
tersdd the room a look of anxiely swept over
each face. The jury was brought in, and
as the twelve men took their seats in the
box the eves of Dodreill followed them,
while he drew from hilg pocket a handker
clilef and wiped away the great beads of
perspiration whiieh gathered upon his fore-
head, notwithstanding the fact that the tem-

perature of the room was uncomfortably
cool and men who wore thelf overcoats
shivered and got close to the steam regis-
Lers.

When the Inst man bad entered the box
Clerk Moores asked: “Gentlemen of the

Jury, have you agreed upon a verdict?'"

“We have"” responded the foreman, as he
pussed a sealed envelope to the clerk, whao
tore opent the cover and read from the en-
clodad paper the statutory form, which ended
with the words, “not guilty."

For an Instant there was a hush that was
followed by a qulet that was painful.  Dod-
rill made a motion of the Hps, as though he
would speak, but he wax stopped by his at-
torney, who rencheld over and grasped lis
hands, whispering & few words {nto his ear,
A moment later Judge Scott announced that
the jury was discharged and that the pris-
oner wis relensed from custody, after which
a little procession moved quietly into the
main corridor of the building, where Lec
Estelle and T. J. Mahoney, the attorneys who
had conducted the defense, recelved the con-
gratulations of thelr brother attorneys,
while George Dodrill was holding a levee
with some thirty or forty Burlington rajl-
