GYMNASTICS WITH THE TARIFPF.

Wherever the senate finance committee
proposes any Increase of the duties upon a
row materinl in the tariff bill, It makes
corresponiding  reduction  in moanufuctures
from that material, For Instince, it 18
proposed to place a duty of 40 conts per ton
upon fron ore and coal and three-guarters
of a cent upon lead in the ore, and sharp
reductions are made from the house flgures
in the firon schedule and It |8 proposed
to put the producta of lead ‘on the free list,
This s protecting the mine owners, hut
mindmizing the =leght protection glven labor
by the house bill. If any duty should be
placed on wool the very life would bDe cut
out of the woolen manufacturers,

Chalrman Voorheos stated today that he
had not, as roported, lost his fight for an
inerense of the whisky tax to $1.20 per gal-
lon and an extenslon of the bonded period
to cight years. This is exoactly what the
Whisky trust and bourbon distillers of Ken-
tucky and elsewhere want. The clhalrmin
of the finance committee =nld that when the
bill becames publie it would contaln this
inerease of the tax and this extension of the
bonded period. If the senate should agree
to these provisions, It is hoped that the
conference commitice  will  reduce  the
tiax to £1.10 and fix the bonded period at five
or #lx years as a conipromlise. Senator Voor-
hees aims to make these high enough by his
cominittes to hnve a margin upon which to
trade in conference. The plan now Is to get
the changes which the kickers have de-
manded completed o that the democratie
members of the senate can view the medas-
ure between tomorrow night and Monday
morning.  If the dissatisfoction expressed
with the modification s not so general and
pitter as to threaten the fate of thoe LI, the
measure will be laid betore the full finance
committee on Monday or Tuesday morning
and glven to the publie, but il the Kickers
wre yet much dissatisfied another conference
or caneus will be callad.

Tho bill s it stunds fixes a single duty of
1 cent a pound upon sugar of all grades.
Shinee dutles have been placed upon & nuni-
ber of articles made free Ly the hounse bill
and duties reduced upon manufactures in o
way to largely Increase the revenues under
the law proposed, it is found that a duty for
revenue upon sugar will not be necessary
and it t= now slmply a question whether the
provigion in the bill as i stands will be nl-
lowed to remain or shall be stricken out and
wll grades of sugur made absolutely free.
