The story
most. often repeated, and that which re.
ealved more genoral belief, ia that on tha
second ballot the jury stood nine for con.
viction, and three for acquittal. It was

SHORT SKETCH OFF THE CASE,

The Coughlin trinl has bean one of the
most noteworthy In the eriminal annals of
the country. Like the former Cronin trial,
it hag been replete with mensational and re-
mnafkable oplsodes. Danlel Coughlin, an ex-
city detective, was charged with complicity
in the murder of Dr. P. H. Cronin, a promi-
nent Irish physician, Cronin was  well
known In one faction of the Clan-nn-Gael,
and It way due to the ovidence of mem-
bers of an opposing faction during the former
trinl, that Coughlin, Martin  Burke and
Patriclk O'Salllvan were convieted of murder
and sontenced to life imprisonment.  The
two latter died in prison, and the defendant
gecured o new trinl.  Dr. Cronin disappeared
on the evoning of May 4, 15889, After a pro-
tracted search his body, mutilated and de-
composod, was found In a cateh basin in the
northern part of the eity. In the same sde-
tlon of the clty stands the little Carlson cot.
tage, where the theory of the prosecution
places the murder.

In the now concluded trial, after five weeks
work, the jury was accepted on December
B, last. Dafore the jury’ was completed,
several sensatlons were sprung in the shape
of charges agninst jurymen, and three men
who had been amccepted weore excused from
sorvice, On Decembar 11, the case was
opened with the following jury: George P.
8hay, Oscar P, Brooks, C. Holaman, Frank
B. Lusk, 0. 8. Welnberger, Frederick G.
Lane, Clark Bruce, Hiram Wadleigh, John
F. Larson, Michael Conlon, Alfred ¥, Wood-
ard and Osear Benson.

Assintant Prosecuting Atornsys Bottum
and Kickham Seanlan conductsed the case for
the state, with ex-Judge Wing and Attorney
Donohue for the defense. One of the mosat
fmportant witness to appear for the proses
cution was Mrs. Andrew Foy, wile of a
-bricklayer. Mrs. Foy told of being present
at numerous conferences between the de-
fendant and her husband, and clalmed to
have heard numerous conversations between
them and other men whilch pointed to a cons
spiracy to murder Dr. Cronin. Hopr story
wag sensational In the extreme, but the de-
fense introduced testimony to show that
Mrs, Foy had written to a former attorney
for the defense, threatening to tell a damags
Ing story unless fhe were lberally rewarded.
Hor sanlty was also  called In question,
and her intense hatred for her hushand, to
whom her testimony was most damaging,
wus shown, Her evidence was perhaps
the strongest of any presented by the state,

as she told n complete story of the Killing.

Her testimony was that Martin Burke, now
dead, and the missing Cooney did the actual
killing, while Ieeman O'Sulllyan stood In the
yard and a polleeman guarded the door.
Coughlin, she suld, arrived at the Carlson
cottage shortly after the deed was done.

In an attemptad corroboration of Mrs Foy's
story Mra. Susle Norton was ealled and  testl-
fied that she saw Foy and Coughlin togother on
May 12, 15850, near the Carlson cottage. The
dofense, however, introduced testimony to
show that on the day tn question Mrs. Nor-
ton was sadly intoxicated.

ANOTHER SENSBATIONAL WITNESS,

A new and sensatlonal witness was intro-
duced by the state in the person of Frank
Bardeon, an electrical engineer, In May,
1880, he was cmployed at the Edgewater
eloctrie light plant, past which the wagon
bearing the remains of Dr. Cronin was as-

sumed by the prosecution to have gone.
Bardeen wold that about 2 o'elock on the
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morning of May 6 he heard a wagon passing
He turned on an electric search light, which
was fixed above the door, and in the glare
he saw, he mald, n wagon in which was n
large trink or chesl. Behind the wagon
walked two man, he clnimed, one of whom
he recognized ss Coughlin Bardoon's tes
timony wag savagely attaoked by the de-
fense, It wan shown that there was no
train at the hour he pald he Jeft BEdge-
witer the morning after he saw the wigon,
and evidones was introduend to show that
no moon was vinlble on the night In gques-
tion, nithough he swore positivaly that he
firat saw the wamon and men by moonlight
Much medical tostimony wan Introduced by
the defenima to prove that [ir, Cronin's death
might have seagited from discase and not
from Yhe wounds found on hia budy, but its
principal effort wans difectid toward estabe
Hihing an alibl, Three wilnosses Ewore tn
having seon Coughlin during the evening
whon he was supposed to have been en-
gaged In tho killing, and thelr testimony
wax unshnken, Baveral days wore consumed
by the siate In  rebuttal evidencs, and
lengthy specches were made by counsel,
