Italy, too, the ancient lome of the Belplos,
Ciegiirys and, the rest of the world con-
querers of [rom elghtden to twenty oon-
turles ago or therenbouls, 8 nlso n new
nation in fts present dimensions, and s
congtitution ncecessarily cannot be very old.
Most of the provinoes composing tha pros-
ent kingdom of aly held other alleglance
than to the house of Bavey until a few
decndes ago,  The pope, for centuries, exers
pleed @ temporal power over Home and
gome  of the adjoining reglon, called
the States of the Church, until 1870, when

King Vietor Emanuel, father of the present
king of Itily, selzed them and annexed them
to hla domain, In 1850 the same monarch,
as a result of the war against Ausirin in
which the French allices of Vietor did most
of the fighting, obtained Lombardy, part of
tho papal states and the duchies of Parma
and Modena, Other seraps of territory canme
to the present Italion nation earlior in the
century. The Itallan constitution has been
modified more ar less extensively In the post
third of o century., These changes are al-
terations and expansions of the constitution
granted by King Clinrles Albert to Sardinin
in 15845, or sbhont forty-five years ago.

Nor doed the dute of the birth of the
Austrign constitution carry us far back in
time, Austrin, it is true, has been ruled by
the house of Hapsburg since the thirteenth

century, this belog the oldest of the Eu-
ropean familles, ond for many centuries
Anstrin was at the hewl of the German

emplre, yet her present constitution may b
gaid to date from 1867. No other nation In
Europe hng had more viclssitudes of fortune
than the emplre of Franclis Joseph, The
Austrian  mondreh  called  himself  em-

peror of Germuiiny for conturies
until Hannparte, in 18015, compellod
him to  give up that title and part

of the power which It brought him, and sub-
goquently he styled himwself merely emperor
of Augtria. In 1866 Austrin wos ejected
from the German confederation by Prussia,
and o few years earlior she lost some of her
1talian provinces in the war wageill agninst
her by Sardinla and Franece. She wowld
probabily have lost Hungary in 1848 had not
Russlu come Lo her assistance, Hungury
wis a gource of Yome trouble to her later on,
and in order to placate Hungary she wos
obliged to altor her form of government in
gome particulars In 1867, making it a dual
mongrehy, in which autonomy was granted
to Hungary and the name of the nuatlon
changed to the Austro-IFlungarian empire,
Thus the present constitution of the empire
cian be siald to be only ubout twenly-six ycars
ald.

Spain's constitution 18 still younger than
Gormany’s or Austris-lungary’s, for it was
fraomed In 1876,
nation for mpny centuries. When Philip 11
gent his armanda agalust England In Eliza-
beth's days, Spain was the most powerful
nation in Burope. Charles V., Phillp's father,
told the trath when he sald that the sun
never set on his dominlong, If he ever sald
that, for that time Spain, whieh was one
of the biggest parts of Charles’ European
domaln, wias a power which, In Webstor's
words about England, had “‘dotted over the
surface of the whole globe with her posses-
slons and military posts.” Spain, however, hat
been tuking o leaf from France's book of ex-
perience in the past quarter of a century, and
has been experimenting in different forms of
government, In 1868 she turned out the ho #e
of Bourbon, which a century or two-thirds
earller had sneceedod the house of Hapsburg,
to which Charles V and Philip 11 belonged.
Then, begginning In 1868, it had o pro-
vislonal government which was neither re-
publican nor monarchleal for & year or two,
which was suceeeded by a Kingdom under
the rule of Amademus, a brothor of the proes-
ent king of Italy, of the house of Savoy,
The Savoyard threw down his crown in 1873,
after wearing it from 1570, and then a re-
public was established, wlich lasted only
two years, when the house of Hourbon was
restored In the person of Alfonzo XI1I, son of
the monarch, Queen Isabella, who was de-
posed in 1808, The house of Rourbon hus
borne sway since 1876, although by a re.
geney slnee 1885, when Alfonzo died. This
Is why Spain's constitution chances to be so
new. It was adopted o year after Alfonzo
wient to the throne, and Is only about seven-
teen years old,

France's lHghtoning tranaformations in gov-
ernment are so well known and have ex-
tended over so long a period that they have
come to be accepled as a matter of course,
“Periodicals mre not dealt In hers," sald the
proprictor of 4 Parision book store who was
nuked I he had a copy of the French constl-
tutlon for sale, Since the United States
stirted Into existence as o natlon France has
nltered g governmental system half o dozen
times. First it overthrew the Bourbon mon-
archy, and then in succession, as a republic,
it was under the sway of the convention. the
directory and the consulate, after which it
tried the empire of Bonaparts, which it dis-
carded after ten years, amd adopted the
Bourbon monarchy agaln, Tiring of the
monarchs of the old branch of this house,
Blio put the head of the Orleans branch on
the throne, but deposed him after seventeon
or eighteen years and established w republic
—the socond republic—which was soon dis-
carded for an imperinl government-—that of
the second empire—and this at length had
to give way to another republic—the third
republic—which Is In existence still,

This Is the record of France's govern-
mental changes In the past hundred years,
or sinece the Unlted States constitution was

wdopted. The dates st which these changes
were made are these: The fArst republic
was formally cstablished in 1752, although

Louis XVI was virtually deposed two yoors
earlior, nnd he was oxecuted early In 1708,
In 1804 the itrst emplre, that of Bonapartp,
went into existence, and it lasted until
1814, the date of the restoration of the
Bourbon family by the allies, Louls XVII
aud Charles X were the monarchs of this
line who bore sway, the latter of whom
wus deposed In 1830, and Louls Philippe, of
the Orleans branch of the family, was put
In power. 1t wan 1548 when the Orleanist
regime was  brought to an  end, and
the second republio, which was first
n provisional government, and a few
monihs Inter [ regularly estab-
lised authority, was created utd r the presi-
dency of Napoleon 111, Napoleon eontrived
to betray and subvert the republie In 1852,
and to put the second emplire, with hlmself
at the head, in its place, and when he was
turned out, and the third republie—the pres-
ent reglme—started, the yoar 1870 had ar-
rived. Under such rapldly changing condi-
tions Freoch constitutions tread on  each
other's heels, an it were. The present con-
stitution wus adopted In 1876, Ave years ufter
the establishment of the republic, and has
been modifled In more or less lmportant
pointa several thmes since then,

| llln.ﬂ the Netheriands and of the dual
Kingdom of Sweden and Norway are none of

them old. Belginm's constitution dates from
1831, Portugal's from 1826, that of the Neth-
eriands from 1816, and that of Norway and
Bweden from n few yeurs earlier. Thu
changes wubsaquentiy (o the constitations of
noarly all those natlons wers groat enotgh
to amount to the creation of virtnally new
Instruments,

Gwitzerland, which v oo of the oldest of
all the Europesan tastlons, has one of the
nowoest of conntitutions. The Bwiss confeds
eeation was founded back In the twilight
pericd, hetween the fall of the gteat enipire
ereated by Charlemagne and the dawn of
the modern ern. It dates from 1308, when
the cuntons of Url, Sehwys and Unterwald
wnited in longue npzainst the Austrians
The three cantons of this littie state grew to
elght by 1363, to thirteen n y and a
half  later and  subligoquent : -

The republles of the ancient world
wleny eontributed comparatively: nothing to
them In the way of hint or snggestion. Mont

of the constitution framers were famillar
with the history and prineiples of construe:

tlon of the old republics ns well as of Eng-
land, Switzerland and others of the modern
sthtes, but they were not In 4 position to
copy much from any of them. The e¢on-
ditlons  In' this country were so widely
different from those which prevalled else-
whera that the governmentol machinery

which they oreated hind ne model or counter-

part In any of the earlier politieal schemoes,
That whicl is called the British eonstitu-

tion has as Ite foundation these documents:

Magna Charta, which dates from 1215, in
the time of King John: the petition of
rights of 1628, In Charles I's days; the

habeas corpus act of 16749, In the reign of
Charles 11; the bill of rights of 1689, in the
tHme of the jolnt rale of Willlnm 1L and
Mary II, and tho act of settlement of 1701,
after Mory's death and near the clese of
William's sway. Magna Charta was a royal
ordinance, and the othors were acts of Par-
liment. Aets of Parlinment, too, form virs
tuntly all the rest of the British constitution.

One of Bagland's politien] writers sald
that the Dritish Perllament eonld do any-
thing exeept change a man Into a woman
or a4 owoman into man. Thisg assertion as
to the capabilities of that body may be gome-
what extravagant, but s functlons are cor-
tinly more extensive and Its powers greater
than thoze possessed by any other natlonal
legislnture, Changes in constitutions in all

the great nations of the world except BEng-
land are heidged around with some difficul-
ties, but England’'s Parllament can do this

by o mere majority vote when a gquorinin s
pregent, and a quorum in the House of Cain-
mong, a body which lNas 670 membors, |8
only forty members, Including the spenker,
(8] course, when  any vitally im-
portant mensure s before the Com-
mong moreé than forty members are pres-
ent, but many bills of the highest signifl-
cance have  boen put through Parlisment,
and the constitution, in o =ense, changed,
when the anggregate vote was less than half

of the éntire membership,
A few important instances in which the
Britih  constitution may be sald to have

heen changed In the past forty or fifty, years

will be mentioned now. In 1838 a popular
movement starled In England which had
for Its ereed manhood suffrage, vole by

ballot for members of Parliament, salury for
members the abolitlon of the property quali-
fleation for members, annual Parllaments and
equal electoral  districts, This  dee-
lnration of principles was known
as  the ‘“'people’'s charter.” The ecru-
geade in Its favor came to be called the
chartist movement or chartism, and its ad-
voeates chartists. This program geemed to
the great majority of the members of Par-
llament and to more than balf of the peo-
ple to be a pretty formidable list of des
mands, and they were resisted stubbornly
for fifteen or twenty years. The Rritish
cltizens of the middle and upper clasges
Imugined that the foundations of the empire

wonld be shattered if any part  of
this  program of reforms  should be
1greed Lo, And yvel nearly all
thise demunids of the chartiats

have been granted at one time and another
gince 1558, when the first concession was
mide..  Epgland has made a close approach
to manhood suffrage, and also a compari-
tively close approach to equal electoral dis-
tricte.  The property qualification for mem-
bers of Parliament has been abollshed and
the volte by ballot has been brought about,
Annual Parllaments and salaries for mem-
bers have not been granted, but by far the
most Important part of the chartist oreed,
which was deemed by the governing closses
radical and destructive when first proposoed,
has been Incorpornted into the law. That s,
the Dritish econstitution hag been changed in
somp vital partioulars within o lttle over a
third of a century, Some of these changes
have come within the past nine or ten yeurs,
An extension of the suffrage wos granted In
I584, which added noearly 3,000,000 electors
to the roll, and In 1886 an act was passed
mitking a redistribution of seats in Parlin-
ment, which removed some of the Incguali-
tles betwoeen distriots,

No change bhas been made In the United
States constitution eince 1804 except In the
five years just after the war. when the thir-
teenth, fourteenth and fifteenth amendments
were adopted, but none of these, nor the Nf-
teen amendments combined, effected such a
raidlonl alteration in the organic laws us has
been mnde In the DBritish constitution since
the chartists made thelr appeal for reform
half a century ago, The United States con-
gtitution 15 not only older than any other
organie law now In existence, but it was the
first complete natlonal charter ever devised
Ly any nation,
