MADELINE IN THE CONVENT

Question Raised na to Whether She Was Ever
in the Institution.

DEPOSITIONS OF SISTER AUGUSTINE READ

No Ornl Testimony Taken Ttxluy ' the
I'ollnnl Cine Colonel HrcrlilnrldRo'*

Krlilrnco In COIIIP Lilt IT nnil Then
Watch for n Sensation.

WASHINGTON , March 22. The reading
of depositions In tlio Hrecklnrldge-I'ollnrd
case was taken up again this morning when
the court met , to the regret of ninny spcctn-
tora

-
wlio Imtl assembled with the expecta-

tion
¬

tlmt Representative Ilrocklnrldgo would
tell his story. Madeline. Pollard was Rented
beside her lawyer , Judge Wilson , talking
to him with n smllo playing across her face.-

IJeforo

Attorney Stoll had proceeded far
with his elocutionary speech Miss Pollard
and her company rose nnd glided from the
room , Interrupting for a moment the read ¬

ing.
The first deposition was that of Sister

Augustine of the Norwood convent asylum.
This sister had been for years nt the con-

vent
¬

, did not recognize Miss Pollard , and
said there never had been but one Loulso
Wilson at the convent and she gave birth te-

a child there last fall.
During the time Miss Pollard claimed to

have been In the Institution there had been
a young woman there veiled most of the
time. There was n rather unusual Incident
when Mr. Stoll read out the name of this
young woman , who had claimed to bo from
a northern state , then apologized nnd ex-
plained

¬

to the court that the sister hail only
given the name under the condition that It
was to be kept secret and not to bo re ¬

peated.-
Tlio

.

entries on the convent books under
the name of Miss llurgoyno correspond with
the dates which Miss Pollard and Dr. Street
had given of her admittance to the asylum ,

tlio birth of her child and her departure.
The name of tlio child on record was
Gertrude Diirgoync.

When In the course of deposition Attorney
Stoll began to read the testimony concerning
the visit of one of Miss Pollard's attorneys ,

Mr. Mallon , to tlio convent , Mr. Carllslo ob-

jected
¬

to It as trrevolant. Judge Urmlley ad-
mitted

¬

the stntuments of fact , but excluded
the conversation which had taken place be-

tween
¬

the attorney and the sister.
THAT CIIKISTMAS GAUD.

The Christmas card which had been found
between the leaves of ono of the volumes of
Washington Irving , given to the convent by
Miss Pollard , was produced with tills deposi-
tion

¬

and displayed to the jury. It was a
largo souvenir , six by eight Inches , with
fringed edges , on which was caught nnd
pressed a faded rose.

This Christmas card Is expected to play
an Important part In the case , as proof that
Miss Pollard was confined In the convent ,
and the defense claims that when It was
displayed by Miss Pollard , who averred tlmt
she had found It In the book , one corner
was rolled up in n peculiar way for a card
tlmt had been eight years pressed In a-

book. .

Sister Augustine , according to the deposi-
tion

¬

, had declared that the statue of St.
Joseph in the convent had perfect eyes.
Miss Pollard had recollected that ono eye
of the statue was out of line.

The second deposition read by Attorney
Stoll , was by Lena Schmidt , who had been
for eight years employed In the Norwood
convent , who had no recollection of a woman
In the cojivent Jn 1884 under the name of-
Loulso Wilson , nnd hud never seen Madeline

: i'ollard until December' last. Slie had then
been present at the Interview between Sister
Agnes and the plaintiff , but , as the former
had tes.lflcd , failed to identify Miss Pollard
as one she had ever seen. According to her
remembrance Miss Pollard had said of her
motive for the suit : "I did it for Justice
and to disgrace Mr. Ilrocklnrldge. "

The deposition of Dr. W. B. Do Courcey ,
physician at the Norwood convent , was
objected to by Mr. Carlisle on the ground
of Immateriality , but admitted by tho. Judge.
The physician testified that he did not
know Madeline Pollard or Louise Wilson , but
there had been a girl In the convent named
Wilson In 1881 and 188S , whoso first name
ho did not remember , and whoso face ho
could not recognize. He had looked over
the books of the asylum and found no
record cf Loulso Wilson. At times a s'peclal
physician attended patients at the hospital.
Ono girl who gave birth to a child had her
face veiled because she claimed that Dr.
Do Courcey knew her. There had been BOO
children borti at the asylum. Dr. Do-
Courcey had not been cross-examined.

The deposition of 0. G. Brown , president
of Qulnn Volley college In Ohio , and son ot
the president of Wesleyan seminary , which
Miss Pollard had attended , was read. Ho
was a young man the year of Miss Pollard's
schooling , and from the records of thq school
testified that her bills had been paid by
James C. Rhodes. One note by Mr. Rhodes
for $125 , given In 1885 , had been paid only In-
a small part. The deponent had often vis-
ited

¬

Rhodes to press for payment , but the
latter had begged oft, representing that ho
was hard up ; that the expenses were greater
than ho expected , etc. Witness had been
personally acquainted with Colonel Hreckln-
rldgo

-
; remembered that he had called at the-

school once. Miss Pollard had been In the
habit of claiming relationship or friendship
with most of the prominent people of Ken-
tucky

¬

, among them Mr. Drecklnrldge and
Senator Blackburn. This boasted acquaint-
ance

¬

of hers had grown to bo a joke at the
school , so that the visit of Colonel Ilreckln-
rldgo

¬

, being unexpected , had Impressed Itself
upon him as a corroboratlon of her claims.
Witness remembered that Colonel Dreckln-
rldgo

-
had taken Miss Pollard driving that

evening. Dy scholars Miss Pollard had been
