Boaner of Loulsjuna, ehb
llil‘"lll] cotpiittiee of the Jadidiicy
tee of the house of reprosentatives, wp
pointed ta investignte he facific
dogisions of Judge Jenkine, today subiniread,
In bihodt of the majority of the investiga-
tion comeaittee, o report to the full judiciary
Commitlee

Alfter reciting the well Kiown facte jind
clretimutances leading up to the granting of
the two orders of Injunction by Judge Jenk-
Ins the report follovs: Not-
withmanding the suggestion by the employes
thut they desired to coanfer the orders weri
Immedintely obituined withont awalting the
results of a conferonce or helng in possession
of uny deflnite Informution of the Intention
of thie employes with respect to the schedules
wpon which they soliclted a coulference,. The
originul order rocelved on the 10th of Decoin-
bar had u two-folil aspect, It redues) ex-
Ieting wages and enjolned and prohibited
those who were to recelve thom If they re-
miined In the service of the conpiany from
quitting the sorvice with or without notiee
#0 a8 to eoripple the propoerty or injurs the
operations of the roadl.

On belng advised-that If so ordered or ad-
viged by the offfcors of the organjzations to
which they belonged the men would quit the
mervice in a body and that vnder the con-
struction placed upon the exlsting order
(the Injunction) by those who had obtalned
it, they would thereby commit a contempt of
oourt and woere Hable to punishment for xo
dolng, the ofMcers of the company (o dl-
ately asked for and the jndge granted the
gecond order of Injunction on the 234 of
December, The object of this was 1o Ingure
to the company the compulsory service of
the operatives then in it employ, becauso if
under the first order of Injunction the men
conld not quit withont belng guiliy of cou-
tempt and wonld not do so unless ordered
by the aflicers of thelr several organizations,
and i these officers were prohiblited from
advising the strike it was perfectly evident
that the officers so enjoined conld not dis-
charge this function of thelr office and the
men could not guit when prohibited from so
doing by the pourt and not authorized to do
H0 by the organizations by whose rales dnd
regulations they were governed, Thizg wus
the object sought to be obtained; that the
order was drawn to effectunte It and that It
was slgned by the judge with that batent
the language of the order and concomitiant
circumstances left no room for doubt.

ORDERS WERE NULL AND VOID,

Your committee has no hesitation in de-
claring that the ordgrs renderad were a gross
abuge of the power of the court; were sup-
ported by neither reason nor authority ! were
boyond the jurisdiction of the judge and were
therefore vold.

The scecond or supplementary writ was
more reprohensible than the first, becauso
the judige was advised before hie rendered (t
of the exact objects and purpeses sought to
be accomplished, There was no suggestino
in elther of theose letters of any fear from
fllegnl acts, but the fear from suspension of
traflle of an attending damage to the roud
and fnconvenience to the public woerd the sole
reasons for the action which the Judge tiok.

Your committee also Ands that no meas-
ures looking to u strike had been inbuigu-
rated, nor does it appear that any of the
persons napied or referred to in the writs of
injunction hove remained in the service of
the company agninst thelr will. 1t does ap-
pear, however, that while they regarided the
writs vold, they belleved that so long as it
was in foree they were bound to obey it
under penalty of punishment for contempt if
they violated it, and this conslderation might
have bedn niore effective than they wire
awars of i Induelng themn to rémain in the
pervice of the receivers.

Your committes does not concur in the
opinton of the Judge thut the decisions fon-
dered In the Tolado eaves, puge 68, Federal
Reporis, by Judgea Tt and Ricks at all
support his contention in the case under
constderition, On the contrury both of the
cancs  clearly recognlee the prinelple that
courts of equity cannot onfores the spocifie
performuanes of the contraot for personal
gervice by writa of injunction and other pro-
cassrs, bnt that o suoh cazes the ey
tn at law by an action for dumages, They
also clonrly recognige the right of the labor.

FIRST NATIONAL AT SEDALIA CLOSED.
One of the Oldest Fluancinl Institations of
Coentral  Missonrl  Suspends  Payment.,
SEDALIA, Mo,, May 4.—The First Nuational
biank of this city, one of the oldest fAnancinl
institutions in central Missouri, failed to
open lts doors for buslness this morning. A
notlce slgaed by the ofMeers and dircctors
was posted on the door notifying depositors
of the suspension. It wae brief, and as fol-

lows:

“We deem It beat to close, ns affsirs
now present themeelves to us, We are
forced to this fesue and will potify the

comptrolier of the treasury of our action.'

The buek had a enplial of $250,000 an was
supposed to Have a reserve fumd of £25.000.

The causs of suspenslon |€ atiributed to a
loss of business brought anbout by the publi-
cation In o St. Louls papoer several months
agoe of u “foke” telegram from this clty
stating that the bank lad failed. Other
banks became suspiclous and the ceedlt anid
stunding of the First Nutlonal became im-
palred.

The notice of the suspension has caused
much excitement, It I8 the general beljef
that all depositors will be pald I full. The
fallure of the bank has not affeeted the re-
malning five banks and none of them will be
annoved by a run on the part of their de-
pusitors.

MARSH.AL SHOT 4 STRIKER,
Timely Arrival of the Militin Prevented a
Lyunehing,

DULUTH, Mny 4.—The crisis of the
miners’ strike on the Mesuba range came
tonight, when Marshal A, L, Free fatally

shot un unknown Finnlsh striker at Mountain
Iron. The mob had been at the Virginia
all day, conducting itself peaceably, except
for ungry talk, which showed only a spark
Wis necessary to miake trouble with the
wmillitha, In the afternoon a part of the mob
went to Mountaln Iron, but Sheriff Showey
thought this was a balt to atteact his at-
tentlon from Virginla so the strikers eould
again ferce the moen out who were working
there, so he kept his forees at Vieginla.
Tonight Marshal Free had an encounter nt
Mouptain  Iron, and claims chat in self.
defense he was obliged to shoot his assall-
unt. The receipt of thls news at Virginin
enraged the meb and they started for
Mountein Iron to lyneh Free. Ton minutis
allerwards o traln Jeft with the sheriff and
militin, but the mob had only three nilles to
g0, and the traln seventeen, with a rough
traok., The train beat the moh by ten
minutes, and arcived here ot midaight with
Free aboard. Adjutant Mullberg called oot
coipany H to go to Mountain fron, anmd it
teft ot widnight., Tho strikers cpt the tele-
graph wires st nddnight, and therz I8 no
other mode of communieation. Tams Bixby

PUBLIC CORDPORATIONS EXEMPT.

That nothing herein contalned shall apply
to stated, countles or munleipalities; nor
to corporations, companied or agsocintions
orgunized and conducted  solely for char-
Itable,  rellgious or  educational purposes;
nor to the stocks, shares,  funds or securitiog
held by o fiduciary or trustee for charits-
bie, rellglous or educational purposes; nor
to such illding and loan assoclations as
wre organizal under the laws of any state
or territory or the District of Columia
which muake loans to thelr shareholders
to enable them to provide for theémselves
homoes.

The above Is substituted for sgections 6B,
fi0 and 61 of the tarll bill, In whiclh section
50 provided for levying a2 per cent tax on
banking and lMke corporations. Section 60
provided how the tax on such Institutions
shoulill be levied ond collecteld.  Section 61
provided for the 2 per cent tax upon the in-
terest of stocks, dividends or profits of rall-
ronds, telephone, gas and like corporativns,
and provided how it should be collected.

TARIFF AMENDMENTS PROMISEL.

Senntor Jones of Arkansas sald today that
he hoped to be able tomorrow to follow up
Seputor Vest's presentition of the proposed
chatges in the Income 1ax with amendments
which are to be mad: to the tariff rates in
the bill. The engineers of the compromise
have been especinlly engaged toduy upon the
wool schedule, and the indleationg new are
that it wijl have a general overhauling.

Other amendments Ingert the word "wil-
fully” in proviling a penalty for false stute-
mente, as, for instance, o seetion 58, where
o penalty of G0 per cent s added for false
statements, This i, of course, intended to
prevent the Infliction of penalties in case of
unintentional false returns. It also de-
prives the revenue agent of the privilege
of examining the books or accounts of per-
sons accused of making false returus, and
restriors the examination to the person him-
self, In muany cases the amendments put
carporations, companies or assoclptions upon
the same level as individoals, giving them
the privilege of proving the amount of In-
come  whers the statement of Income has
been  Increansed by the revenue agent, It
nlsp gives the corporations, companles and
arsociations the rights granted to individuals
to appeal from the deputy ecllector anid from
the collector's declglon to that of the com-
missloner of Internal revenae, That re-
Hives them fromt the pssessment of pepalties
as It does Individunls, excopt upon roasaofinble
notleg of the time and place of hearing.
The salaries of state, couniy aod municipal
ofMcials are relieved from the operation of
the praposed tarift law.

TWENTY AND TEN VEARS,

Forravl and Poltl Get Long Terms In
English Prisons,

LONDON, May 4.—Twenty and ten vears
Imprisonment were the sentences imposed
regpoctively upon Gulsseppe Ferrarl and
Francesco Poltl, the dynamiters, al the Old
Bailey today.  Poltl, who was arrested with
dynamlite bombs in his posscssion Aprll 4,
I8 only 21 vears old. He hind been an fnti-
mate friend of Bourdin, who was “holst with
hie own peturd” In Greenwich park the first
week In March. Polti turned queen’s evi-
dence und upon Information ke gave Feravrl,
a tallor, was arrested April 292, Ferrard
was a distributing agent for the anarchists
of England and his workshop was the head-
quarters and reecaitiige statlon of the Au-
toniomic elub, Hi¥ relation to the anarchists
was very similar to that which Tyman, the
famous “No, 1,”" Lvre to the Phoenix park
ussiussins.

Justice Hawkineg in passing sentence said
that Ferrarl hoad confessed that he waos
guilty of an abominable, wicked, evil design
to cause an explosion in Great Britain and to
spread destruction among the people and ap:
parently endanger property.  There was nol
0 single extenuating clreumstnnee to Justify
him in abating by one jota the punishment
for such offenses, He wished It to bhe dis-
tinctly understood that men of the class of
the prisoners onn be dealt with without proofl
of an explosion having cccoupred JI there be
proof that there had been preparations to
cause in explosion. It WS not even necos-
sary, in order to punish the offender, that
he intended in all cases that the explosion
should occur In Great Hritaln. An aoct of
Partlament made it a highly penal offenss
for 4 man to prepare here for such dabolical
and wicked deeds as those contemplated by
the prisoners, Ferrarl, upon hearing hig
sentence  eripd:  “Viva PAnarchle!™ He
nlso  walved  his arms excliedly  which
chused hlm to be Immediotely seized anild
hold” while Poltl was belng sentenced.  The
latter upon  hearing  Nis Hute shonted,
"Shame!" While being tuken away from
the conrt room Ferrari sald, through an in-
terpreter.  “Today  you make the laws;
another day we shall make them.'”
