Jookey Taral for the Second Time Lands
the Brooklyn Handicap,

CLIFFORD GETS A BAD  START

Wostern Crack Practically Left at the Post
nnd Was Never m Factor In the
Hace—-Treack OMeinls ALl
Flaced Under Arrest.

BROOKLYN, May 16, —A batter day could
not have been desired for the opening of
the race weesson In New York natate and
the running of the great Brooklyn Handlcap,
valued at 325,000, at the Gravesend track
todlay. The sun rose with a clear sky, be-
Iying tha promise of the night before, and the
alr was clear as a bell and a warim bresae
swept across the track,

At 2 o'clock the horses named for the
first race were holated on the bulletin
board, and the 112 bookmakers, three more
than the best on record, began chalking up
tha orders. Out on the lawn when the race
was called there was a sea of heads, thele
owners packed so0 ecloge together that it
looked llke a solld mass, and others were
struggling to get out In the ring, where they
could see a small part of the race. It was
ostimated then by good judges that at least
40, were present, and many were going
homoe unabla to pgot anywhere near the
truck. It was the biggest day in the his-
tory of the Brooklyn Jockey club and must
have bean an immense wmoeney getter, for
nearly all puid thelr admission, the free
pnsses having been reduced by at leaat 76
per cent. The place was crowded with
Indies, not one of whom got In without pay-
Ing.

Just before the first race was run an ofl-
cer appenrsd at the Gravesend track and
notified Prestdent P. J. Dwyer that n warrant
had been lssued for his arrest and told him
that he must appear belore Justice Walsh [n
Brooklyn tomorrow morning to answer. No
arrosts of bookmakers were made.

JUDGES WERE ARRESTEID.

Just before the third race was run Ie
Lacey ngaln made his appearance. This
time he was In greater foree, for Sherift
Butling, with a host of deputles, came on
with warrants which were likely to take
him the whole afternoon to serve, The
sherifl and Wis deputies went into the judge's
stand enclosure and had a talk with Presi-
dent Dwyer and Secrotary Melntyre, but the
two latter refused to state the ohject of the
visit. It was apparent, however, immediately
ufter the race was run, for the julges, Colo-
nel Bimmons, Clarence MeDowell and Vietor
Smith, were arrested after they placed the
horses in the third race, and In company
with John M. Bowers, counsel to the club,
and Senator MeCarthy were driven to the
town hall in Gravesend,where ball was given,
and they wers released after some delay¥had
heen enused to the Brooklyn handleap. Sher-
Iff Butling had other warmnts, and it was
sald that he intended to arrest the other
officinls, but he rested cantent with the ar-
rest of three jJudges and went away from the
track. An effort was made to discover the
character of the aMdavile on which the war-
rants were lssued, but further than an un-
officinl statement that It was for conducting
a lottery nothing was learned. During the
rest of the day there was little exeltement
and the races procesded without delay.

It was a few minutes past 5 o'clock when
the candidates for the §25,000 stake hegan
to move up. When the horses were all at
the post the spectators settled down for a
long wait, for Starter Rowe had not been
dolng any bLetter thus far than he did last

year,
THEY ARE OFF..

Thirty-two long minutes the assemblage
walted and, fumed, apd then, lmmediately
after o long break, Rowe dropped his flag,
swizhing through the alr, and the start was
made, And such a start as it was., Low-
lander, the winner of last year's Suburban,
was standing still, and did not get away at
all, while Clifford, the heavily backed fa-
varite, seemed to ba practically left at ‘the
post. A howl arose frem the crowd, for they
saw that with such a disadvantage it was
an Imposibility for the western champlon
to do anything whatever, Copyright was the
first away, with Henry of Navarre second,
Herald third, Dr. Rice fourth, Blitzen fifth
and the others bunched as follows: Banquet,
Sir Walter, Comanche, Ajax, Bassetlew and
Diablo, while Clifford and Sport were al-
most standing still, although they got In
motion immediately and started on a stern,
hopeless chase. Down the streteh they ran,
gathering specd with every bound and thun-
dering past the judges' stand, a quarter mile
from the post, with all runaning well, Copy-
right, with hls mouth wide apen, ahead, In
front of Dr. Rice, whom Taral had taken
Into second place. Half a length away was
Henry of Navarre under an easy pull, with
Herald and the despised Blitzen following
closely behind. There was a bunch in this
order: Banquet, Comanche, Alax, Sir Wal-
ter, Passetlaw and Diablo. Twenty lengths
behind were Clifford, the pride of the west,
and Sport in the dust kicked up hy the
others, with no chance of winning unless all
the  lenders  fgll. A groan  went up
from the thousands who had het,
for Clifford was now without even a chance
of having a run for thelr money. It was
disheartening to the owners of the crack,
who had fent him so far for the race.
Around the turn they flashed with very
little jostling for sg sharp a turn aml so
parrow a track, and when the hali-mile
mark was reached and they were stralght-
cned out for the run through the back
streteh Dr. Rice was a head in front of
Copyright, and thus far a very fiw Inches
only had separated thelr noses as they ran
aide by slde so closely that a blanket would
have coversd both, Two lengths behind was
Henry of Navarre, a heuad in front of Herald,
and all running easily.

SIR WALTER MOVES UP,

Blitzen was still hanging on to fifth place
in good sivie, while Doggett thought It was
about time to bring Sir Walter up and he
was sixth at the halt-mils, Comanche was
still in the seventh place. Bangquet had
fallen back to efghth amd Ajax was be-
ginning to hold out signais of distress In the
ninth, Bassetlaw and Disblo followed and
Sport and Clifford were far In the rear, un-
able to gain an inch on tho fiying fleld.
They passed the threesquarters mark with
Henry of Navarre In the lead, a head In front
of Copyright, with Dr. Rice within striking
distapce, Taral handling him iy & masterly
fathion, Sir Walter was fourth’ and Bakset-
law was becoming dangerous, for he moved
up five pegs and looked pood for much more,
Comanehe was slxth, Baoguet seventh and
Diable elghth. The mlle wns covered by
Navarre in 1:42, and he was 8 head In fropt
of Dr. Ries, who had come up. Copyright
had dropped back to sixth place, Sir Walter
was a length behind De.
