dent will summon Burdeau to form a cabinet.
This will enable Dupuy to hold his position
of president of the Chamber of Deputies,
1t has been arcanged that the funeral pro-
regslon which will escort the remalng of the
‘ele President Carnot to the Pantheon s to
cenve the Blysee palace at 8 o'clock Sunday
wnening, It will proceed through the Champs

Elysee to the Place de la Concorde, and
through the Tue de Rivoll, reaching
Notre Dame at about mnoon, After  the

funeral services at the cathedral, the pro-
cogslon will go to the Pantheon by the Pont
Neuf and the Boulevarde St. Michael

Tho moderate republican and conservative

The radical organs regard the election of
Casimir-Perier as a viotory for the conservit-
tives over the advanced, gections, The Rap-
pel says that alter the horrible crime the
majority was bound to cheose a president of
reslgtence.

Cette nud Mentpeller, both In the depart-
ment of Hernult, have been mentioned as
places where the murderer stopped previous
to making his way to Lyons with the In-
tention of taking the life of the chiel mag-
isteate of Prance., Copsequently both these
towns have beon scoured by detectives singe
Monday. Santo hag from the first elaimed
that he acted entirely on his own Initiative
atd that he had no accomplices, Tha p
lice soon formed a different opinlon and he
lieved that he followed out n carefully laid
plan, recelving  Instructions  and  adyice
at the different towns he visited,

The detectives who have been at werk at
Montpelier dectded to surround and search
the howse of a man named Granler, sup-
posed to be an anarchist and a possible we-
complice of Santo. Granier, It appoars,
during last Sunday afternoon, previous to
the attack vupon Presldent Carnot, was heard
to remark: “By this time Carnct  must
shave recelved his quictus."  As the presl-
lent wiae not stabbed untll late the same
evening It woas naturally conclyded, when
the news of the outrage became published
and when It was shown that Santo had vis-
ited  Montpeller, that Granter must have
Known that an attempl was to b made upon
the ife of the president.

When Granler's house was surrounded Lhe
detectives buprst in the door and summoned
the anarchist to surrender, Granier, who
was scated ol w tible eating his supper,
sprang (¢ his feet and for a moment stiod
motionless with surprise, Thent With sur-

Mr, Joseph
says New Mexieo has for the last forty-four
years persistently orged admission to state-
hond, the first bill in Its behalf having been
lntrodueed In 1550, At that time Californla
wak ndmitted, but the New Mexieo bill falled
nf pasenge. In' 1874, o New México bill
pasged both houses, but It had  the mis-
fortune to fail beconse of a slight Aifference

In phraseology between the houge measure
and that of the senate,

“This new organlzation not only attempts
to unurp the prerogatives of your several
sooleties, but nlsa to infllce upon  our
patrons, upon our company, and Indirectly
upon aur employes,  much hardship,
merely In order to punish in a roundabout
way the corporation whose worlshops are
more than 2000 miles distant, for an alleged
violution of an understanding betwesn the
ervployer and employe.  While we are In no
wiy able to Judge of the merits of the pase,
yot we feel thot we ought not to be dragged
Into this quarrel, since, ae o matter of fact,
our company ahsolutely owns three-fourtha
of aur sleeping cars of all clisses

“In the Interest of the traveling publie
and for the mutunl benefit of our employes
and aurselves, we appeal to our men not to
permit themselves to be drawn lote this
bhitter econtroversy, so diametrically oppased
to our lnterests, which will surely disropt
our more stable and conservitive organizas
tiong, wnd dispel the full measure of cons=
Ndenos and gencral good feeling that has
always prevalled when thelr committees have
felt called upon to viglt and counsel with us,

“In the Interest of good falth and hars
mony, we ask that our men stand with us
until they themselves have something te

complain of.'

Though San Francleco s eomplotely shuyt
ot by the strike from rallvosd communicas
Llon with the ouler world there ure no striks
crs ot this peint, Only one short line of
rollrond runs out of San Froanclseo, that be-
ng tho San Juan division of the Southerm
Pacifie, and as no Fullimon coaches are run
over that lno the seat of the trouble s
Oalkdand, where many tralons and tons of
mall and express aro alveady tied up, The
