lcng many good bulllon prodvecers will be
added to the long list now turning out
treagure. New strikes are reported every
little while, among Lthe latest being that on
the divide betwean Whitewood and Yellow
Creek, n short distance southwest of Dead-
wood, The ore Is very rich, and the loca-
tion of the new find being cloge to several
of the largest towns In the ITills, every
foot of the ground has becn staked off ere
thls. The ore fs similar In character to
that existing in the famous BHald Mountain
and . Ruby Dasin disteicts, which have
ylelded many millions of dollars In gold
and silver during the past few years, It
Is not free milling ore, but of such a char-
acter that It ecan be easily worked by any
of the processes now fn use at the Dead-
wood reduction  plants, the chlorination,
eyonlde or pyritle smelting. Assays from
the vein give returns of from ten ounces
In gold and sixty ounces in silver to lwonty-
three ounces in gold and 200 ounces in ail-
¥Yer to the ton. The ora Is found in blanket
or horizontal veins, the extent of which at
this writing can only be conjectured., It
15 belloved, however, that the zone (& large,
ps good assays have been obtained from
clalms more than a mile digtint from the
original location. The peculiar fenture of
this dlscovery is that while but a few miles
removed from the eenter of population of the
Hill, having been traveled dally for the
last elghteen years, and was suppesed to
bhave been thoroughly prospected, this vast
amount of rich ‘ore should have laln con-
cenled for so long a time.

CURIOUS HAILSTONES,

In Central America They Sometlmes Con-
tivln Towds nand Pehibles,

A gentleinon connceted with the Museo
Natlonal (Natlonal musrum) at San Joge,
Costn Rlca, In a private letter to a  Qear-
glan, tells a graphie story of the wonderful
hall storm which recently visited the south-
west coast of that Central Amerlcan re-
publie, His letter, In part, Is as follows:

"The cloud enme almost directly from the
west, and was blacker than the proverbial
‘Egyptinn doarkness." We are now well used
to tropieal storms, with their accompani-
moents of real thunder and lightning, some-
thing grander than the folks in old Missourd
have ever seen or heard, but in this cnse 1
geemed u thousand squalls, hurrleanes and
ovelones combined in one. All of a sudiden
there wns a terrible roarlng and splaghing
In the bay near the camp. 1 have slnee
thought that the only thing it could be com-
pared with would be a shower of bricks and
cobblestones falling into the oeean. We had
hardly time to take shelter In an Immense
hollow guava when thitt portion
of the cloud which was dumping Its
Immense load of lee Into the
salty water wveered to the northeast and
erogaed to the treeless tract of mountalns
lying over toward Hanfetn. It wos not a
hall storm in the grand, troe senke of the
word—it wns simply an nwful precipitation
of thousamls of tons of jce from the clouds,
SBome of these lumps were not larger than
one's fist, but the majority of them were
larger than full-sized bullding bricks, and
one which burled itself In the sand near our
tamp  kettle on the beach was a Jugged, thrie-
cornered moss of lee welghing twenty-three
pounds an hour aud o half after the storm
eloud had passed.  Asong of the boys after-
ward remarked: ‘It seemod am If the cloud
had been frozen solid to a depih of about six
or eight inches and then suddenly knocked
to pleces and thrown to the earth.” But few
of the fee chunks bore the least resemblance
o ordingry hullitones; all were of Jjagged
nnd breegular forn, the majority of the pleces
contalning some forelgn substiunece, such as a
ball of earth, wads of rotten leaves, sand, flsh
and feog spawn, ete,  The hend of & dead sun-
fish was found In one plece, and a half dozen
or a dozen of the fee slebs guihered up' wod
put into our water jar yiclded two live and
one dead frogs, a mass of Kelp, or scaweed,
three small pebbles, a seashell and some
l|{:rtr black seeds about the size of buck-
shot,"

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LAUNCHING A BATTLE-SHIP.

It Is n Complex Problom and n Stight Mis-
tnke Would Cost Millions.

Alliert Franklin Matthews talla Inter-
esting story of “The Evolution of a Battle-
ship,'' in the July number of the Century.
This 18 a history of the construction of the
Indiana, so far the only vessel of this claew
we have In our navy. After desoribing
the wonderful power of this monster, the
most formidable engine of wir In the world,
and the manner of It construction, Mr.
Mntthews snys:

Bo the bmiding goes on until the launchs-
ing day comes, apd two broad ways are
bullt up against the bottom of the vessel,
and the keelsblocks on which it Ras been
resting are knocked away. In the launch
of the Indiana Mr., Nixon ran a4 row
of electric lights beneath the bottom
of thae vessel, adding another Innovatien to
the detalls of American ship bullding. Hach
livtineliliig way conslsts of upper and lower
anking, between which Ix spread thousands
of pounds of the best tnllow. At the bow of
the bout these upper and wwer planks are
clamped together, and when ail {8 ready they
are sawed apart, and the vessel starts, The
npper part of the ways slides Into the water
with the wvessel, and the lower part with the
smoking hot tallow remalng stationary.

A lnuneh I these days is g0 amogth, and
wo spon ended, rarely occup¥ing more than
twelve geconds from start to finigh, that one
rearcely reallzes ta diieulties. Three things
are absolutely necessary: 1t must be on
time, when the tidal wave s highest; It
must be of smart speed, so as not to stick
on Ite downward journey to the water; and
It must be accomplished without straining,
So complex a thing I8 a launeh that the
careful englneer-in-charge Is sble to eutl-
mate the straln on every part of the vessel
for every positfon it oceaples, at intervals
of one foot b lts way down the inelined

There I8 one supreme moment, [t Is when
the vessel {8 nearly two-thirds In the water.
The buoyaney of the water ralses the vessel,
and throws Its welght on its shotulders. Here
{8 where the greatest danger of stralning
comes, and should the ways break down the
versel would be ruined, a matter of nearly
$2,000,600 In a sbip Hke the Indiana when
It wag launched,

The launch over,, the machinery 1s lifted
In and fitted, amdidlen eomes the board of
government experts, who look the vesssl
over ineh by inch,the fires are started, and
the trial trip follows.’ Ior four hours, amid
suppressed excitement that answers norvous-
ly to every quiver of the vessel, the englnes
are run at  full® ¥peed., A promium or
a penalty 8 at stake now. The break-
age of a bolt or. the disarrangement of a
valve may mean ‘thousands of dollurs of
logs to the eontriidtork, Trained workmen
are locked in the -firé-rooms, not to be re-
leased until the test ls over. Cooled drink-
Ing water, with oatmegal sprinlkled upon It
Is run down to them ip a rubber tube from
a barrel on the deck. A hose Is played on
the costly machinery in places where there
Is danger from oWerheating, as though it
were on fire. Almost every pound of coal
used on the trip 18 carafully solectod.

When the four hours are passed and the
gtruin I8 over, a slgh of rellef from every one
on board, and even from the vessel herself,
goes up, and the ship passes from the cgn-
traotor to the government, and day aofter
day, while she Is In commission, the flag
will be saluted, and the score or more gf
other eeremonies and formalitigs observed on
a man-of-war will follow.

CATHEDRAL OF NOTRE DAME.

A Fumonsg Chureh More Than Seven Hun-
dred Years Ola

The Cathedrpl of Notre Dame, though it
Is usually called by the simple name of
Notre Dame, !s one of the famous churches
of the world, says the Boston Globe, No
structure in Paris has more higtorlc assp-
glatlons. It 18 more than 700 years old.
It stands on the island in the river Selne
called the Cite—the old elity, Notre Dame
was founded In 1163 on the site of a church
of the fourth century, and was consedérated
in 1182, but the nave was not completed
until the thirtesnth eentury. It has been
altered many times and was restorad carg-
fully In 1845. The faeade, which Is very
beautiful, dates from tho thirteenth century,
and has served as a model for many other
churches in the northeastern part of Franch,
1t is divided into three vertleal sections by
plain buttresses, and consliuts of three storles
exclusive of the towers,

There are some noble gculpturas in the re-
cessed portals, the relief representing  the
burinl of the Virgin being especially note-
worthy, A series of nlelies contain modern
atatues of twenty-cight French kings, The
chureh, whieh consisis of a nave and dauhlf
aisles, crogsed by a single transept, i 417
feet long and 160 feet broad. The choir |s
clreular in form, as in most early Gothle
churches. The vaulting, 110 feet high In the
nave, Is borme by seventy-five plllars, The
towers nre 228 feet in height, and the view
from them s one of the finsst in Parlg. In
the south tower hangs the great Bourbon de
Notre Dame, which weighs sixteen tons, and
s ane of the lorgest bells m existence, the
clapper alone weighing nesarly half a ton,
There i8 another Lell here which wus brought
ng 4 trophy [from Babastopol. Notable fea-
tures of the exterior architedture of the
church are the gargoyles or prajecting spouts
with grotesque carvings, Notre Dame was
descorated greatly during the ru\'ulu't'lun. A
deoree to destroy it was lssued in 1793, but
was rosoinded soon afterward. In the same
year Il waos econverted into » "“Temple of lh:u-
son.” It wos reopened #s a church by Na-
polean in 1802 In 1871 It wis used as A
military depot by the cummunists, and they
afterward intended te burn 1t, but it was
saved by the arrivil of the victorious troops
fram Versallles,

them In the caslest poegible manner. This
i by placing n gmall steel trap upon & stake
or pole set up in oo meadow Or open field,
The traps are fastened 1o the poles with a
lght chain and regquire no bulting. Al night
they ecapturo owls amd i daytime hawks,
Mr. Dickinson says that these devicos per
peptibly decreasod the numbor of hawks and
owls of nll kinds, Thoy nevar ciatch crows,
nowever, bocause these wise birds know too
much to alight upon the poles,

Some time ago the gecretary of the Hoolety
got tired of this task and delegated Mr,
Dickinson to do the work for ‘the privilege
of keeping Lhe trapped bLirds, the soolety Te-
tunding to him all he pald out in bount jes,
ines then Mre, Dickinson has secursd many
speolmens which were diMenlt to procure in
uny other way, and, among them several
monkey-faced owls, which are quite rare in
that latitude, The trapiped birds are golifom
Injured in any way, and are much better
tor the tnxldermists' purposes than Bpecl-
mens which have been ghot,

Mr. Dickinson has an Interéating colleetion
of stuffed birds and =mall animals at his
home, and hig collectlon of birds' oggs ls
known #s pne of the best in the country,
Hig skill as a taxidermist s recognizod all
over thixk country, and he recelves shing
trom remote placen in the viarlous parts of
the unlon every year, He 18 unusually for-
tunate in freguently  receiyving fine snowy
owls from Dakola. Handseme specimens of
this gpecles command fancy prices. He has
one &t his home whieh he holds priceless,
because It s nimont impoasible to see & dark
