WASHINGTON, July 2+ —Ancther drama-
tlo weene occurred in the senate today, but
President Cleveland, Instead of being, us on
yoiterlay, the objoct of atbick by the leader
of hiy party, was defondud with vigor and
vim., Mr. Cleveland's ehiamplon today wae
his old political rival and enciny, Senator
Duvid Bennett Hill of Now Yorks The sena-
tor spoke wlmost two lours to Lreathloss
galleries and a full gennte,  Severpl thmes
tho prosiding ofieer was unable to restrain
the enthusiasm his rémarks evaked, notably
when Mr. Hill declared personal
tions would mot prevent him from o fending
the president when he wis unjustly nttackod,
Ho defended Mr. Clevelgnd s letter, his right
to wend It and the sintinents U contalned,
and made a strong polnt agninst his adver-
siries when he polnted put that they erlijeisod
the president for siding with the house when
they admittcd they hsd used all their in-
fluence to induce him to interpose i behalf
of the sennte amendments to the tarift bitl,
Ho took up Mr. Gorman's argument and met
it polnt by point inoa manner satisfactory to
himsel! at least, and concluded with a plece
of sntire that swung those on the Noor and
tickled the gallerles  Imicasurably. Mr.
Gorman on yesterday compared Mo ITil to
Tapo, Today Mre. Hill likened those who had
joined In the assault on Mr, Cleveland to the
consglrators Who stahbod Caesar to death
At the foot of Pompey's gtatue in the Homan
senate, My, Gorman he choracterizeéd ag the
Jean and hupgry Cassius, Mre. Jones, Muarcias
Hrutus, the honest Brutus of the sinute,  Mr.
Vest, who struck the first blow on Friday,
an Cascn, Mr. Voorhees as Trebonius, “'lesty
but ‘earnest,’” wamd Mr. Harris as Metellus
Cimber.  They had struck down “the prest-
dent, not that they loved Mr. Cleveland less,
but that they loved the senate compromise
moire.

(Mr. Aldrich), Mr. HIl sofd he was not aware
that he had been waltzing with Mr. Aldrioh,

cont nddlitional on sugar imported from cout-
trics paving a bounty on gugar, and dlso ta
econtinue for this year enough of the bounty
puld  under the MeKinley law on sugar
grown in this country to make the duty
equal to 2 cents per pound. The Loulafsn
men remtinded the cauncus of the result of
the last eonference and demanded that the
agreemoent then made be lived up to.

Senttor Vilas and those who stood with
Wim, including Senatgors Mills and Palmer,
expreszod great concern over the passigs of
a bill of such a charncter and unlled In say-
Ing that while they congiiered the sepats
bill s prefecable to the MeKinley law they
thought the chances for the pussage of o bill
would be greatly improved by the elimination
of the differential on asccount of the temper
of the houss.

During the eaucus Senator Harrls, in reply
to quextions, explalned hils views upon the
piartamentary status of the bill,  He stated
lie conslderad Mr. Vilag" motion out of order,
but Indicated the motlon might be c¢han;
g0 ug to render It In order. He nlso stated
that he did not believe that a motion Lo post-
ponie would be in order, becausge the blil was
now in the pessession of the two houses, angd
not of the senate alone,

Minister Dunn, writing from Toklo, under
date of June 16, reports the pest (o be on
the lneresse in Hong Kong Latest  ad-
vices, he sayvs, are that up to June T over
1,000 deaths had gecurred In Hong Kong and
gevernl BEuropeans had died of the plague.
A very simall pereentpge only of those who
are attacked recover.

Untler date of June 22 Minister Dunn says
that the latest advices from Iong Kong re-
pert @ slight pbatement of the epldemlic.
He algo encloges to the State department o
natiflcation by the Japkinesp governmoent
which requests eitizens of the United States
I Japan and the commanders and masters
of naval and merchant vesgels arelving at
Nogusakl, Kohe, Yokohama and Hakodate Lo
conform to the imperinl ordinance for the

HARTER HAY A TARIFF BILL.
Providea for a Horizontal Heduetion on All
Artioles Now Taxed Over 20 Per Cent.
WASHINGTON, July 24 —Representative
Harter of Ohlo today Introdtuced In the house
the following bill, witleh he propores as a

compromise tar.f measure:

On and after September 1, 1804, all tarim
tnxes aor duties not herein otherwise provided
for shall be redueed one-half, provided such
reduction does not bring thom below 20 per
cent ad valorem, it being the intention of
this act to allow o taelff Ltux or duty of not
less than 20 per cent ad valorem to remaln
upon all articles now paying a higher rate.
This shall not be construed as In any way
changing exist'ng tnxes or dutles upon arti-
clegs paying a lower rate of duaty at this
timo than 20 per cent ad valorem; nor does
this section In any way interfere with the
provislons of sectlons 3 and 4 of this
act, The :ecretary of the treasury la hereby
expresnly authorized and directed in  all
cakes wlere tha act roduces the taxes on
articles which now pay o specific or a spe-
alfiec and ad valorem duty below 20 por cent
ad valorem to charge and collect upon all
such articles on and after September 1, 1804,
on il valorem duty of 20 per eent, To the
taxes or dutles provided for th this act there
shall be added upon all articles which, if
produccd or made in the United States,
would be subject to an Interncl tax or duty
thoe amount cf sueh Internal tax or duty.

Second. Al tariff toxes and dutles In excoen
of 12 por cent ad valorem shall be reduced
