Bham Battle of Gettysburg to Ba Fought on
the 0'd Camp Ground.

MEN WHO WILL FIGURE IN THE FRAY

How Grant and Mis Stal Recelved the News
from Shermno—-A Statue to the Avthor
of “Marching Thro' Georgin™
Btray Recolleetlons,

The battle of Gettyaburg s not to he fought
over again, but the union and confederatle
lines are to be decupled by armed men on-
champed ns In netual warfare, and skirmislies
are to be had on the historic ground.

The state of Pennsylvania las the largest

in the republic., An army corps of 16,000

men, armed and eguipped for genuine fleld |
| slon. At the meeting the llea of erpet-

eervies, can be mobllized Ly Pennsylvania
and massed for the defenwse of the natlonal
cuapitnl Inslde of twenty-four hours at any
time. The militla of the Keystone state are
thoroughly drilled soldiers, and are accus-
tomed to perfect discipline,

There i to be a divislon encampment of

the National Guard of Pennsylvanin at Get- |
| Becnes such as Work's song suggest. There

tyeburg In the near future and great prepara-
tlone are belng made for It by the state au-
thorities, The encampment will contlinue
ecight days, and will be formally opened on
August 11, Lieutenant Colonel Charles 8
G ne of Phlludelphia \\'ll'l be provost mar-
shil  during  the encampment.  President
Cleveland, Secretary Lamont and other mem-
bers of the president’s cabinet, Genoral Seho-
feld, major gencral eommanding the United
States army, together with other prominent
reguliur army officers, will be presont at lenst
one day ne the guests of Adjutant General
Greenland and review the troops.

Coaptain Alexander Rodgers, Fourth cavalry,
United States army, wnoge wire 18 a daughter
of Senator Cameron, has been detalled by the
fecrelary of war to attend the encampment
and perform such duty ng may be reguired
of him by Governor Pattison,

The encampment will cost the state about
$200,000, OF this $140,000 will be for pay of
the troops and the balance for transportation,
subsistence, horse hire, quartermasters’ stores
and ineldentale,

The division headguarters will occupy the
summit of Seminary Rulge, near the spot
where QGeneral Lee  witnessed Dickelt's
famous charge.

The eavalry and artillery will be detached
from the brigandes and will be formed ioto
provigional battalions, under command of the
superior officers respectively. They will oe-
cupy the ground along the unlon line on the
Codorl farm, between the Emmetsburg rond
and Iancock avenue, This part of the field
I8 known as the Dloody Angle and is directly
in front of the place where Plekett's charge
ended, The Unlted States artillery and cav-
alry will be encamped in the Immediate vi-
cinlty.

All the rest of the troops will be statloned
along the confederate line of battlo, The
First brigade will piteh itg tent at the south-
ern end of the camp ground, Two regiments
will be statloned near Spangler's woods and
two others in the rear of the confederate line
of battle, near Seminary Ridge. The Second
brigade will ocoupy the two slopes of Sem-
inary Ridge, with four regiments on the
west side and the other two on the east.
The headquarters of General Wiley, com-
mander of the brigade, will be directly east
of division headquarters. The Third brigade
will  be  compact, and will  be lo-
cated on the Codeorl farm, on the
ground where Plekett’'s diyision was massed
before making the chirge. The parade, re-
view and drill grounds will be in front of the
camp and will extend to the Emmetsburg
oad,

A MESSAGE FROM SHERMAN.

Wihile we were eating a whistle blew, Tt
wne from @& little tugboat that bad stenmed
its way up the swollen and dangerous river
from Wilmington.

wis educated and made hiyx  home here
through life. He learned Lthe printer's trade
in Hartford, and worked at the case hefore
he began his song writing, not far from the
outbreak of the elvil war. One of his tem-
perance songs, “'Father, Dear Father Come
Home," was composed and  published Just
before the war, and wa# sung everywhere by
the [riends of cold water, “They' ve Grafted
Him Into the Army,” was one of his humor-
oug sangs that took lke wildfire during the
congeription period of the war,

“"Grandfother's Clook™ was universally
sung in the north for years, Buot the words
and musle gaining the firmest hold were
“Marching Thro' Georgla,” and the ginger's
memory will be longest Kept In the publie
mind by this famous ballad,

Work compogeld the words and music of his
kongs, He made a fortune by Nis songs, and
wiasted It In frult enlging at Vioeland, N, J.

INDIANS IN THE WAR.

It I8 o fact probably unknown to a ma-
Jority of peaple, remarks the New York Sun,
that there are mors than 2,300 pensioners of
the ecivil war In Indian territory, exclusive
of Oklnhoma, and thet the amount patd them
lnst year wns $312.000, the sum contributoed
te resldents of Oklmhoma In the same year
being $623.000,

In May, 1861, the confederate congress
adopted n resolution including the whole of
the present Indian territory and Oklahoma,
ton, with the confederacy, and especlally
among the Cherokeas there were many re-
eruits from the Indlan tribes to the sonthern
army, bul they maintalned an independent
organization and cat actually very little fig-
ure In the fght.

The War department at the beginning of
the war appearsd Lo attach groat importance
to. the Indians as auxillaries of the union
forces, and considerable effort was given to
asrist in their orgunization, but without very
much supcesa, The total numter of Indlans
enlisted 'In the northern side between the
years 1861 nnd 1860 was 3,660, but a econsider-
ably larger number served on the other slde,
and offset the efforts of those who were
unfonists, or, rather, who attached them-
gselves to the union side, for the knowledge
of the Issues Involved in the war of Lhe re-
belllon were at no time very clearly under-
stood by any of the Indians, and some in-
gtances were well authentieated in which In-
dlan troops fonght during the war on both
slles, alternately.

It seemns strange In this day that capable
military leaders, skilled in the sclence of
war and familiar with the geographical po-
gition of the horder states In which the
battles were to be begun, If not declded,
ghould have fallen intp the error ol suppos-
ing that in a country capable of furnishing
