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NOMORE PREE GARDEN SEEDS

From the very beginning of his Incumbency
of the secrelaryship of agriculture under
Presldent Cleveland, Mr. Morton has been
maost outspoken In his opposition to the sys-
tem of seed disteibution which has existed
for years in his depariment und which has
galled for the annual expenditure of a large
sum of money for sending out seeds to | -
ple in varlous parts of the country. IL has
long bein the cusiom for congress to make an
appropriation for the purchase by see-
retary of agriculture of a supply of gariden
seeds, to be allotted In equnl sliares to the
different members of congress. The Iatter
simply furnished the names of their constiiu-
eénts Lo whom they wished thelr quotas to
be sent and the work of malling them oul
was performed by clerks on the pay roll of
the Departroent of Agriemiture. A [{armer
who recelvod a packapge of cholee vegetable
seeds, with & few papers of flower seeds
thrown Iln for his wife, all vndor the frank
of his congressman, usually cherished a tens
der fesling for the ropreosentative from his
district and could not well be 80 ungrateful
an to forget him when he came up for re-
nominallon and re-election. Experience has
shown that the seed allotment, as a rule,
proves much more effective In keeping a
cangressman’s mamory green than does the
distribution of carloads of Congressionnl Ree-
ords and similar public documents.

One of the first things Secretary Morton
did after taking possesslon of his office was
to eut down the sum to be spent on meeds
and to put the clerks who had done nothing
bt addrens and mall seed packages to work
an other business. hir annual
estimates o Lo congress left
out the bulk of the seed appropriation and in-
timated that sluee the congressmen
lowed themselves money for clerk

own ¢lerks were able and competent to send
out what few weads were wtill to be given
awny. Both of these propositions roused
storm  of  Indignation, Thée econgressuien
would not have so fertile a source ol
tloneering materials plugged up and they
therefore reinserted the usual seed appro-
prigtlon, Nelther would they have thelr own
pet clerks burdened with the exhausting
labor of addreasing and mailine packnges of
saeds, and they therefore made provision for
a number of spioinl clerks, who should have
0o other duty but this, With these additions
Lo the agricnlture appropriation bill every
member of congress fell assured that the
flow of garden would  contiuve wun-
chocked,

But Mr. Morten Is not to be clreumyented
by any such bungling device. He has gquiclly
lopked up the law on the seed question and
discoversd that the only warrant for seed
distribution les in u clause of the revised
stututes authorizing the department to pur-
chase seeds “rare und uncommon to the voun-
try or such as can be made maore profitable
by trequent changes from one part of our
country to another,'”” the object being, of
course, 10 encourage experimonts that would
teach us how to secure the best results, A
letter wan Lhereupoin sddressed to the alior-
ey general asking whether the receutl ap-
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propriation could be appiled to aeedr ather
than (htse referved to in that elause, and
the nnawer of the atinrney general, given in
a formul communleation last week, s om-
phatieally in the negative. Mr. Morton will
doubtlews refuse to invest In e common
pamnpkin, watermelon and  petunin  seeds,
much to the dlsgust af the congremmen and
to the dissppointiment of the worithy larmers’
wivea. And then, when numerous demo-
ecratic congressmen shall have falled of re-
