1OWA'S WAR GOVERYOR DEAD

Sainutel J, Kirkwood Expires After a Ling-
eriug I luess ot lowa City,

MAGNIFICENT RECORD COF THE PATRIOT

Welghed in the Balance st a Critionl Period
of the Natlon's Life unil Not Found
Wanting In the Shght-
wst Degree,

IOWA CITY, Ia., Bept. 1.—(8pecinl Tele-
gram to The Dee)—Samuel J. Kirkwood, the
ol war governor of lowa, dled at his home
In this city thie morning after a long il
neas.

He wo. born December 10, 1813,

Bince retiving from  active political Mife
eleht yeurs ago, Kirkwood has Desn in vigor-
ous health for one of hie nge, and in fact
hag had no sickness, Aboul ong year ago
he began to decline. This year lis strength
etubled him only occasiomally to drive oul.
e war able to exercise around his beautiful
grounds and greatly enjoyed resting on his
poreh, where he was always giire to be sur-
rounded by relatives and [riends, Last
Bunday morning he wam feeling more under
the weather than asusl and did et rlee
nt his uswal hour. In a short time he grew
much weaker and was never able after that
to leave Mix bed, The cld family physiclun
and waris  personnl friend, Dr. Frederick
Lioys, wns summoned, and found that the
gevernor was sinking purely from the result
of ol age, The doctor had wttended the
governor severnl times during the suthmer
and fatled to find any indications of dissase
save thit there was a gmeoeral breaking
down physleally. During the last waek the
old vatevan grew weaker and wenker. His
mind woa clear and while he conversed but
little he seemed conscious of all that was
going on around him, Un till Inst might
he was able to speak Lrisfly tn his wife, but
thils morning he was tox weak to talk, In-
dleating his wizshes by motionlug his hend.
Just before non he seemed to fall nto a
stupor and just at 1 o'clock the loved cnes

HIZ LIFE'S WORK,

Bamnel J. Kirkwoeod was reared In & slave
state, but shortly after renching his majerity
removed from Maryland to Ohlo. His politi-
cal amilations had been with the demoeratic
party., He had no lking for slavery, but
louked upon It ag a system, recognized, 1T not
fortified, by the constittutlon, and within Its
legitlmate guarantees not to be meddlsd with,
Like miost young 'men along the border, of
ambiticus and self-nssertive characterisiles,
e took carly occaslon (o move out of [ts
atmonphers,

In Ohlo he eoon rose to prominence at the
bar atd in the conneclls of hig party, and in
1866, ot a transition peciod in politics, he re-
moved from Ohlo to lowa.

It was not long after his removal to lowa
thit Kirkwood was elected to the siate
sennte.  In 1500, so widely ricognized had
Liis sterling abilitles and qualltles of leader-
ship already become, he was the republican
canldldate. for governor, and was elected
over Goneral Aupustus C. Dodge, a demo-
crut of high personal standing aml com-
manding popularity o his party. In 1861
the re-election of Governor Kirkwood was
a foregone cenclusion, although his op-
ponent in the canvass was Colonel Willlam
H. Merritt, a war domoerat, and a true
man, who had made a fne record for gal-
Inntry at Wilson's creck.

At the time of the breaking out of hos-
tilitles in 1581 Governor Kirkwood could see
but ope course to purede. He had- pre-
viously anncunc:d his attitude In unmis-
tukable terms. 1t was simply this: That
respect for the union and the laws must be
maintained at all hazards, He was aversa
to the precipitation of an armed conflict
Botween the eections, but would make no
temporizging or bumiiiating ceremonies to
avold it. As the peace conference of Feb-
ruary was abuut o meet In Washingtoi-
the one st feeble and futile effort to pvert
the inevitable—he wrote to the lows dele-
gatlon at the natlonal capltal that it was
the policy of all good citizens to set their
faces like flint against secesslon, and to
gtand by the government (n all  lawful
wmoeasures it may adopt for s preservation
snd 1o trust to the people and the constl-
tuted suthoritles to correct under the pres-
ent constitutlon any errors that may have
Lesn committed or wrongs that may have
een suffered,” No compromise, he de-
clared, could be depended on to insure peace
or restore fraternal Jeeling that wounld de-
grade elther side. The month before he hasd
wrilten to Senator Grimes that he would
“wee to It that the last fighting man In the
stute and the last dcllar In the treasury
were devoted w the preservation of the gov-
erpment i Mr. Buchanan wanted them.™
Shortly after the firing on Fort Sumter he
wrote to the president: "Ten days ago there
were but two parties in lowa. Now there is
but one, and that one is for the constitution
and the wnion unconditionally.”

WAS NOT FOUNID WANTING.

The crieis had Indeed como and the man
for the occasion was not wantlng., This was
In the spring of 1801, At the end of Gov-
ernor Kirkwood's second term of office in De-
cember, 1863, he bnd the satisfaction of know-
ing that the work which he had set out to
gocomplieh was well-nigh perfected. Through
his own persistent and self-sacrificing #forts
and the supreme confidenca his exnmple and
enthusinsm Inspired in others, he had suc-
eesded In restoring the impaired credit of the
wtate 1o a solld and solvent basis and in find-
Ing ready market for her bonds. Handl.
capped for many months by Innumerable
embarrassments and perplexities that would
have exhausted the capabllities and over-
taxed the patience of men less resourcelul
than himself, he had succeeded In organizing
mare than forty-five regiments of Infantry
and ouvalrs, besides several batterles of
artillery, He had zent fully 75,000 men to
the feld. Jowa had furnished for the no-
tional defense 10,000 men above her quota,
and It was estimated that «® the entire popu-
lation of the #state one-ninth was under
arms, The governur had nobly redermed his
promises,

More than tweny-five years after the
proclamation of peace the wvenerable patriot
wis walted vpon at his residence in lows
Clty by a large delegation of old-time citl-
géng, irrespective of former or present party
lHnes, lo assure him of the grat2ful re-
membrance and appreciation which they en-
tertiined of the courdge and sugac ty with
which, in a great public emergency, he had
protecied the hcnor und Interesis of Lhe
commonwealth,

But Governpor Kirkwood's services to the
state and country did not terminnte with
the splendid enlmination of Yis adminietrative
career in 1803, Three years later he wis
elecied to the United States senate £ r the
unexpred term of James Harlin, who had
resignad to become scoretary of the in-
terior. In 1876 he was again elected 1t
the governorship of Towa, In 1870 he was
returned to the Upnited Siiles senante for
the term expiring In 15853, and resigned his
saat In that body to enter the cdbinet of
President Garfleld, wheére he remplned  at
the heéad of the Inwerior department until
the aceesslon of Mr. Teller in 1882 He
soon after returned to h's home In lowa,
where he hns since resided In Lthe enjoyment
f & serene old age 1nd amid domestiec sur-
roundings In harmony with his guiet and
unostentatious wastes,

KIREKWOOIVS CAREER IN IOWA,

Briefr Glrnee at the Pulille Life of n Popular

As Mr. Kirkwood had but 5 fow years be-
fore been a member of the constitutional eons
ventlon of Ohio, where the whole banking
question 16 all Its phases had boen most
thoroughly discussed by the best financlors
of that state, him=ell Included among them.
he was just the man 1o tuke a leading part
In =ueh a discussion In the senute In
making up the committees ot the first of the
rornion he wis not placed on the committes
on banking, but after his speclal fitnesn for
the plance was [mrned e was adled Lo thet
camai Lt The banking law passed ot
that sesslon, which he took an active part
In preparing, bore <he lmpress of his wisdom
untl experience, and it proved ta be the best
of I's Kind.

HIS SERVICE TO THE SOLDIERS.

When the war broke out and troops had to
be ralered and subsisted and munitions of
war purchased, with the state treasury
emply, the banks establighed u r the luw
he helped to pass op ned thelr vaults 1o him
us governor to supply the fands that en-
abled him to ralse and equip the soldiern
and send them (6 the front. While there
wag no written law authorlzing himl to thus
borrow moncy for this purpose, under 1he
“wnwritten law of necessity’’ he borrowed It
by the tens of thousands, giving his note for
its payment a¥ “governor of lowa,'" with his
own individual endorsemeant. thus becoming
a perional endorser and surely L0 the banks
lor money due from the state,

Al the special session of the general as-
sembly In May, 1861, an aet was passed
providing for the [ssue of state bonds (o the
amount of $800,000, to be sold upon the
market te rafse funds to belp prosecute the
War. Such was the condition of the money
market at this time that it was impossi-
hie to negotiate such bonds except at a
reat discount, There was a provision In
the law that they should not be sold below
the price they would bring on the open
stock bourd in New York Clty, after being
extenslvely advertizged and offered for sale
thete, It ie doubtful whéther, withoutl some
precaition, these bonds would have brought
more than 65 cents on the dollar. Governor
Kirkwood thought that with a large amount
of unpald taxes and 365,000,000 nores of the
best land In the world pledged as security
for thelr payment, thege bonds should not
be gold much balow par He therefores sent
his hro'her-in-law and buziness partuer, Hon
Ezeltlel Clark, to New. York to buy enough
of the fArst oues offered for sale o fix thelir
price, This Mr. Clark 4id,” paylng for
those he bought 93 cents on the dollar, which
was the price at which all the others were
sold, but noe more werg ever sold In that
maorket .k f

Hore 18 an instance In which an honored
governor's prudent forethought has enabled
his stpte to e today unbyrdened with u
state debt,

The people of the Mawkeye state pride
themselves in nothing more than in having
the least per cent of HiWeracy of any #ta‘e
In the union; that is, surpassing the people
of every other state ln average Intelligence
end in knowing thal this fact s established
by the census reports. It would be diffieult
to find in the state any one person whe has
contributed more to establieh this condition
cof affalrs than Samusl J. Kirkwood.

It i1s one of the redeeming feslures of our
Ameriean polltics that pearly all publie gues-
tons which alfect us I 0ne way or the other
dre diyouseed pro snd con upon the rostram.
Commenciig In 18656 as candidate for state
setintor, no man has done more of this wo:k
ot done it better than he.  In 1867, during
the ~anvass resulticg In the election of R.
I’. Lowe for governor, in company with Gov-
ernor Grimes he spint three wesks making
speeches In slxteen eounties in northeastern
lowa. Then, In 1856, he held his memor-
able canvass lor goveruor, with Genernl A
C. Dedge as his competitor. Hon, James W.
Mell) sayas of this discussion;

“Kirkwoud had the natural strength of a
groat debater, a full wssurance In his gwn
mind that his cause wae Just, and the com-
forting consclousnoss that the awnkening
minds of the people were f(alling rapidly
into support of the views he advoeated,

“No joint digcussion ever held In lowa
atiractad more attention, Its Influence was
powerful In formiug publlc opinjon, which
lusted more than & guarter of a century;
and among the thinkers of the state It 18
ceneeded that the truthfol historian  must
give Samuel ). Kitkwood the front rank in
the long line of great men who Have led the
people into conclusions which have ruled
them in public afairs for a wholet genern-
tion.

“Kirkwood oould not be sald to bhe elo-
quent, but he was the most convinelng de-
bater I ever heard, His language was oor
reot and shmple, his figures of speech platn
and homely, and eviry ward went home
with eonvinelng power to the reason and
consclence of hls Dearers. They felt car-
ried as by a powerful wind  Kirkwood's
way, and when the wind ceased to blow they
relt mnchored tn the pight as roeks and
mighty forest trees rest firmly in the stald
and solid earph.

“"Most people speak of Samuel J. Kirkwood
ns the great war goevernor, and he is en
titled to every honor in that respect thal
has been conferred upon him and conceded
to him, but, In my way of thinklog, the
greatest and most lasting work Kirkwood
ever did was §n the jJoint Qiscusslon with
Genernl Dodge whén they ran as opposing
candldates for governor.'

When he was renominated for governor in
1861, his public duties connectsd with the
prosecution of the war prevent:d him from
cinvassing the sta'e ai that time; but wlen
he was rencminated for his third term, 16
1575, he made a very fhomeugh canvass, es-
pecially In the northern pirt of the state.

1o hls discussion of questions of political
cconomy and governmgnial polley from 1856,
when he was a |:'.|:.ili|._l.1lq for senator, to
1886, he ran [or gongress in Lthe Second
congresslonal district, he helpid to educate
4 whole generation of lows volers, and better
lessons than they got' fromm Wlm they have
learned from no profgssor of political econ-
omy.

For nearly
two years the general has been suffering,
put he was not taken serionsly i1l until
abont two weeks ago.

he began to fall mentally and was taken |

to the home of his davghter, the wite of
Rev., Paul  Sterling, Mount Deer 1nle,
Mz, for the summer. Three weeks ago
his condition became more serlous, and he
was brought to his home here, He grew
worse, and was then taken to the MeLean
asyium st Somerville. He succnmbed rap-
idly, and when he could not recognlze mei-
bers of his family It was decided by the
physiclany thal nothing could be done for
him, and yesterday le was conveyed Lo liis
hume onge more.

He bogan to sink rapldly, and at 6 o'elock
luxt evening it was evident that the end was
fast approaching. Mre. Banks, with the
gencral's daughter, Maud, and his nlece,
Misy Sybil Banks, were st his bedslde con-
gtantly until his demise. AL midnight the
general became unconselous, and be slowly
Jost strength until the hour of his death.
The end cams very quietly, and those gath-
ered about the bed of the dying gencral
were hardly aware when he passed awny.

On the announcement of General Banks'
death the fag on the publle bulldings in
the ity wire displayed at hall mast and on
every side evidence of the respect In which
the general Is held is conplolous, The
funeral will take place Tuesday afternoon
under the direction of Mayor Warden podd
Colonel Ephraim Stevens. On Monday after-
noon the body will be escorted to Asbury
temple by a detail of the Grand Army of Lhe
Republle, where [t will He in siate until
Mondsy evening. On Tussday afterncon at
