Governor McKinley prefaced his address
by warm tributes to James G. Blaine and
Hannibal Hamlin, Tieg democratic presi-
dent and democratic congross, he sald, have
been running the goveérnment for eightesn
months, during which time Hitle else has
been runnipng. Industry has been practiclly
stopped.  Labor hag found little employment,
and when employed it has been at greatly
reduced wages. Both government and peo-
ple have been dralning thelr reserves, and
both have been running  in debl, Tle
government han suffercd in [ts revenues and
the people In thelr incomes, The total losses
to the couniry In bLusiness, property and
wages are boyond human calewlation. There
hae been no cepsation In the waste of wealth
and wages; no contentment, brightness or
hope hms anywhere appeared.

Japancse imperial prince, Kamatsn, who has
been here for several days. The Informa-
tion, as might have been expectod, was car-
ried to the prince, who expressed considera-
ble surprise that the minister of Corea should
have so expressod himself. Yeslerdoy after-
noon, however, the minigter, who has been
i since he arrived here, requested Major
Hooper, manager of the hatel at which he I8
stopping, to present his respects to the
prince, who was donilciled at the Pulace, and
pxplain to him that he entertained a high re-
gard for the mikade's couwsin and would
gladly enjoy his company on the Belglo. Un-
fortunately, however, he was too {1l to make
tho sea voyage and he assured him that this
fuol was his only reason for countermanding
his tlekets,

8§, —Master In Chan-
cery A, [ Carey filed his report on matiers
referred to him for investigation In connee-

tlon with the Northern Pacifie recelvership
contest: this afternoon. The report 18 w
bulky doowmnent, covering 163 closely type-
written piges, and contalns aboul 45,000
words, It is a complete victory for the re-
celvors, the 1 oF  exonerating Thomas
Oikes from every charge preferred agnlnst
hitn, but Henry Villard & found gullty of

having made unlawful gains as a director of
the Northersn Paclfic Rallway company. A
synopals of the master’s report showing the
varlous findings follows:

First, The master finds that
Ookes hall ne pecaniary interest

Thomas T,
in and de-

rived no personal advantage or gain from
any of the matiers referred for lnvestiga-
tian,

Second, The master finds that Henry Vil-

lard, a director of the Northern Pacifle Ruil-
road company, mede unlawful galns by the
acqulsition of the Northern Pacifie & Mani-
toba Rallwiy company by the Northern Pa.
eifie company to the extent of $363,601.70.

Third, Tt iw fonnd that Mr. Oakes did not,
and was not, bound to Kknow that Mr. Villard
was Interested in the Northern Paclie &
Manitoba rallroad or that he was making
unlawful gains by the acquisition of said
rallway by the Northern Pacifie Rallway
compny., As o sequence, the master finds
that Mr. Oakes was not bound to take any
megsures to provent Mr. Villard from making
such unlawriul gains or for the protection of
the intervesis of the Northern FPacific Rall-
way company in respect thereto,

Fourth, During the four fAscel years end-
Ing June 30, 1803, the Northern Paclfic com-
pany made savings under its contract with
the Rocky Fork Coal company to the amount
of $1.8%3,081.96, an average of over $476,000
per vear for each of the four yairs,

Fifth, The master finds that Willlam L.
Bull, Charlées Barney, Jarmes B. Heggen and
Charles I3, Wright, directors of the Northern
Pacific Rallway company, were Interested
In the Rocky Fork & Cook City Rallway
compuny and in the Rocky Fork Coeal com-
pany, and in the acquisitlon by the North-
ern Pacific Rollway company of the Rocky
Fork & Cook City rallway and In the con-
tract mode by the Northern Paclfic with
the Rocky Fork Coal company.

NO DIRECTORS MADE ILLEGAL GAINS.

Sixth, The master Nnds that no directors
of the Northern Pacific mequired unlawful
guins by the acquisition by that company
of the Roeky Fork & Cook City rallway, or
by the arrungement made with the Rocky
Forg Coal company,.

Seventh, The master says he ecannot find
that as to thesa two subjects ol Investiga-
tion Mr. Oakes was In any respect disloyal
to his company or its interests.

Eighth, The master finds that the Chicago
terminals cost the original parties that were
Interesteéd In the matter at the time they
were turned over to the Chicags & Northern
Pacific comppuy  $10,206,753.02,

Ninth, The master finds that the Oregon &
Transcontinental company réceived §18,000,-
000 of the bonds of the Chicago & North-
ern Pacific company, and that it I possible
to trace the disposition of all of them ex-
cept three bonds. These bouds are unac-
counted for.

Tenth, On pages 104 and 185 the master
reviews the account with the Oregon &
Transcontinental exmpany and shows that It
received [rony those bonds §15,667,579.48, that
it paid out fir these properties and for ex-
penses, ete., $15,451,085.42, leaving a balance
of $1KG,708 08 unaccounted for on the debit
glde of thelr account, This Is Ewelled by
these cons!derations. The master credited
the company with having pald $1.360,000 for

the station, which was In bonds Lhe same
as all other items in the account are, on'a
ensh basis; reducing these b onds to s cash

basis the sam® as the olhers, 90 per cent,
that would Increase the deblt side of the ac-
count  $185.000 more, Furthermore, he
finds that the $441,000 of bonds that were
delivered to Baxter, treasurer, for the pur-
pose of finlshing the staticn should be
oharged up and would increase the debit
side of the account to the cash value of those
bonde at 90 cents, 544,000, The testimony
only shows Lhat they had only pald in cash
$550,000 In the purchase of the station. The
master fnds that there are $400,000 of the
bonds that were delivered to Villard upon Mr.
Weggs' order, but are entirely unaccounted
for except thap they were receipted for by
aMr. Villard through Colgate Hoyt. The Ore-
gon & Transcontinental company, in all its
transactione relating to the acquisition of the
seversl Chicage terminal properties, scted as
the agent for fhe real partles In Interest,
whoever they may have been. Thin is dnidi-
oated Ly the agreembént of January, 1830,
with the Wisconsin Central company, amd
shown by records of these transact'ons. Con-
giderable testlmony was glven tending to
show the disposition made by the Oeegon &
Transcontinental company of the moteys It
had received on account of these properties,
but the master says he shall pot attempl o
turther trace such moneys or look into the
accounts of the Oregon & Trascontineutal
company, as he has reached the conclusion
that for the purpose of Lhis investigation It
Is linmaterial whether soch moneys were
sent or who recelved them for reasons which
he then states
ONLY TWO INTERESTED,

Megnrs, Colby and Hoyt were the only mem-
bers of the Northern Pacifie board during

the years 1889 and 1880, in which the transac-
tions under veview tcok plece, that ap-
parently had any direct interest In the Chi-
cago terminals, They acquired such In-
terest long prior to the time when they be-
came members of the Northern FPac'fic
board and at o time when Lhey
owed no duties to the Northern Pacifie com-
pany. The Northern Pacific did not furnish

]

these bonds and was not o Ay dexres lia-

bile for them. It I troe By (in lease of
April 1, 1880, with the Wiseonslin Central
system it had assumed all the coveninis
and agreements made by the Wisconsin Cen-
tral company, and the Wikconsin Central
company with Jis terminals, and thereby

have agroed to pay the Chicago & Northern
Pacifie compeny In additiin to & Axed an-
nusl rentzl of $350.000 & sum sufMelent to
pay any deficlency on the first morigage
bonds of the Chicage & Northern Pacific
tompany, the money in quéstion not being
derived from cther rentals, There was not
n direct promise to pay the interest due on
this, and hence no right of gction upon the
covenants or agreements existed apgainst the
cumpany.
