CARE FOR THE OLD TIMERS.

An elaborate diagram-table follows, show-
Ing the present effective condition of the
navy, and the statlon of each of the vessels
In commission. Of the loss of the Kearsarge
o Roncador reef, the secretary writes a
feeling paragraph, regretting the impossibil-
Ity of removing the honored vessel from the
reef; and congratulates the government that
o many relles weore saved from the wreck.

Ang.—The dutles and powers of a stake-
holder have never been clearly defined, but
In many instances the stakeholder (8 made
referes ol the matter bet on, as Is fre-
quently the case In pugllistic affalre, Thix,
however, would not hald good in all cafes;
where there are good and legithmate causes
for dispute, it would be fthe duty of a
stakeho!der to retain all moneys placed in
his hands wRil a decision is made by the
partles In whom such authoritg or power
is wvested. Virtually, however, the stuke-
holdér |s also, finally, referee, from the sim-
ple fact that he will never surrender money
placed with him until he Is satisfied that
it has been won and lost, unless both beltors
ngres on lerms, For lnstance, when two
men mike & bet they always endeavor to
select a disinterested friend or acquaintance
to hold their money, and when thiey do this
they tacitly agree that he shall turn over
the money when It has besn won and lost,
as bettors have no right to entall upon a
stakeholder any dutles other than holding
and turning over the money. When the
bet 1s made it is not expected of this party,
when the matter bet upon has been dzelded,
to go to the trouble of looking up the bet-
tors and gelling thelr consent to turn over
the money. This might occasion much ex-
pense to the stakeholder, who is In nowlise
oblgated to the bittors. As stated Lefore,
the bettors tactily agree that he turn over
the money wagered to the man who wins,
which, of course, he will not do until he as-
pertains which one has won, and thus finally
he becomes the referee, In the case guoted
above, If the stukeholder [y satisfled with the
evidencs, which s ipdisputable, that Hol-
comb has bien elected, it Is his duty to turn
the money over to the man who bet that he
would be There wus no element ln this
wager stipulating that Holcomb would take
his seat, It was simply that he would be
¢lected, and this belng dec!ded the money I
due the winner, that s, always bearing In
mind that the stakeholder js convineed of the
fact, Where gambling and betting I8 uns
lawful, as it 1s In this state, bettors have no
appeal from a stakeholder's agtion.

As thin bet waus made, by the winner, that
Holeomb would be elected, it might be well
to give the definition of the word elected and
what s meant by its usage, According to
Webuter “elected” meand to select by vote,
and in cage of a numbep of candldates the
one recelving the highest pumber of votes
is elected. Hence when in such competition
one man recelves a Ligher aumber of votes
than uny of his oppunents we say he Is
elected, Hdlcomb accomplidhed this feal,
and ull those who bet that he would do so are
now entitled to thelr money.,
