COMMITTEE HEARINGS ENDED

Qarlisle Bill Will Be Raported to the Hou e

Monday Without Amendments,
FINAL VOTE TO BE TAKEN ON FAIDAY

Republicans Want More Time for Debate—
Proaldent 8t. John of tho Mercantile
Hank of New York Futs in a
FPloa for Silver.

WASHINGTON, Dec, 15,—By the closge
vote of nine to elght the committee on
banking and currency of the house decided
tonight to report Secretary Carllale's plan
for a revision of the currency. Represenia-
tive Johnson of Ohlo and Representative
RBilis of Kentucky, democrats, voted with the
republicans agninst reporting this plan. The
report will be made on Monday., Debate will
begin on Tuesday and the committee on
rules will be asked to fix the finul vote in
the houge for next Friday at 3 p. m. This
concluslon was reached after a spirited ace-
tive session of the committee, It has been
In sesslon for a weok, hearing officlals and
bankers on the proposed revision, The hear-
ings closed today at 4 o'clock. The com-
mittee held a private sesslon to determine
on a program,

Representative Brosius of Pennsylvania
endeavored to secure further time for hear-
ings, but his motion to this effect was voled
down., Half an hour was given for re-caucus
by the respective sides. AL the republican
meeting It was agreed thelr votes should be
cant together on all propositions, When the
full committee reassembled, Representative
Hall of Missourl moved that the Carlisle
bill be reported. This prevailed by a vote
of ning to eight, as stated. Chalrman
Springer announced that the democrats of the
committee had agreed on a rule for con-
ducting the debate, This contemplated re-
porting the bill, made general debate on
Tuesday and Wednesday, debate under the
five-minute rule Thursday and Friday, and
the vote at 8 p, m, Friday. It was ualso
decided that the daily debate should begin at
11 a. m. and that there should be night sea-
slons, Mr. Springer stated that no amend-
ments would now be offered to the Carlisle
plan, but that it would be open to amend-

. ment by any miember on the floor of the

house,

WANT MORE TIME FOR DEBATE.

The rule for debate cauped o warm disous-
slon. Messrs. Johnson of Indiana and Walker
of Massachusetts, republicans, antagonized
it on the ground that the bill was belng
“rallroaded” through congress. Mr, John-
son moved an extenslon of the house debute
to ten days. Mr. Culberson, democrat,
amended to seven days, Both motlons were
defeated. Thereupon the commlile adjourned
without sgreelng to the rule.  Mr. Springer
stated, bowever, that he would make the
report in accordance with the vole of the
committee on Monday, and as the subject
was a privileged one, would call It up on
Tuesday, The committes on rules Is ex-
pected to fx next Friday for the vote In
accordance with the original plan of the
democratle managers,

Beoretary Carlisle waw present at the open-
fng of the sesslon. The bankera to be heard
reported two widely divergent views, Presi-
dent G. 4. Willlams of the Chemical Natlonal
of New York representing the prevalling view
among bankers, while W. P, 8t. John of the
Mercantile bank of New York represented
the eastern view favorable to wliver. The

resence of Mr, Stephens had drawn Mr.

eller to the hearing, anxlious to hear the
views Of an easlern men On currency ree
vislon.

Chalrman ﬂ&r.lmr read a letter from Pres|-
dent Post of York National bank of York,
Neb,, endorsing the Carlisle plan,

Representative Johnson, republican of In-
dlana, asked why this letter was chosep to
be read when many letters contalulng dif-
terent views wer received. It was contended
that thiv was Lhe only letter from & national

bank endorsing the Carlisle plan. There was
some sparing over the letter and Mr. Springer
withdrew It,

There was added Interest In the statement
of Mr. Willlams, who opened the hearing,
from the fact that the bank of which he was
president Is the largest depository in the
United States, If not In the world. “The
situation Is one requiring Armness and com-
mon sense,”” sald he. “The first problem on
our clumsy and conglomerate financial sys-
tem is the disposition to be made of our legal
tender nbtes,"”

RETIRE THE LEGAL TENDERS.

He urged that these notes be funded 50,-
000,000 at a time unt/l they were eliminated
from our financial system, Bonds at § per
cent should be received as security of na-
tional bank notes c¢n & basis of par for the
bonds, the government to nave a first llen
on_ the assets of the bank. These notes
should be redeemable In New York City, and
when lpsued in suMelent volume and belng
readily convertible, would furnish adequate
elasticity to the currency. The tax on the
elrculution of nationul banks should at once
be removed,

As to the Baltimore plan, Mr. Willlams
said It would be safe In large cities, but it
might start many mushroom banks merely
with a view to lssue notes, and the fallure
of such banks would cause loss to the whole
systom, Conservative and well managed In-
etitutions would absolutely refuse to joln
hands In meeting the losses sure Lo arise
from these mushroom banks.

After funding the legal tender notes and
glviung a new natlonal bank lssue, Mr. WII-
liams eald the next step was to loovk after
the sllver certificates and Sherman notes.
The latter wers amply protected by the
$100,000,000 in the treasury. AS to the sllver
certificates, congress should pass a law re-
deeming them In sliver bulllon at its marketl
valug at the diseretion of Lhe secrelary of
the treasury, and it might be well to slmi-
larly redeem the Sherman notes, With these
changes our currency system would become
absolutely sound and our banking system
the most perfect ever devised.

Mr. Willlams was questioned as to the con-
ditlon of his own bank. He sald Its capital
was $300,000, It had a surplus of $6,000,000,
The undivided profits were more than $1,000,-
000, The deposits reached $30,000,000, pr.b-
ably the largest in the Unlted States, If not
In the world, The dividends wers 160 per
cent annually. The bank stock sold for
$4,300 per share of $100,

Presid:-nt 8t. John of the Mercanille bank
of New York lent much spirit to the
hearing by the vigor of kis statemsnt and
Ita novelty as com!ng from an eastern
banker, “Under official dictation' sald he,
“tutored by the mest aggressive of all our
handful of ‘goldites’ in the United States
congress fiddies with bank notes, while the
burning issue ig our primary money, voln,
Identically tutored, our chief exscutive has
required bhis secretary to abandin the option
conferred by the law upon the United States
and grant to holders of the Unlted States
notes the right to exact goll nilways, silver
never, as their redeeming coin, Had the
option to redeem in milver dollurs been ox-
ercieed boldly by the United States, with an
ownership of $116,000,000 gold, all possible
alarm could have been laughed to scorn. To
altempt Lo selge upon and exercise the option
now or under lmmediately prospective ¢ u-
ditlons of the treasury would be to court
all the perils of disaster.”

MUST GET BACK TO BILVER.

Mr. St John staled that this same policy
led to the present proposition of substituting
the bank promises of money in place of the
primary and secondary money (gold and sil-
ver), which they promise. Mr. St. John took
up the cases of sllver monometallism. He
charscterized the repeal of the Sherman act
lust year and closiug of the mints to silver
as “the world's blind experiment” in money,
It severed the last link that coupled silver
to Its crippled right of money in the western
world, r. 8t. John declared |t was the
duty of congress Lo stop experimenti and
g0 back to the Humilion-Jeflurson coinage
system to restore bimetalllsm, independent
of other natbons. He took up the subject of
what he termed the “‘goldites.’” He clted
the record of Frauce In Independent bimetal-
lism:. The condaitions in the United States
were much more propitious for such action.
Within ten years there was promise of ex-
coeding the population of Great Britain and
France and our and gilver could clrow-
late over a tlerritory seventeén (lmes the
area of France. Mr. 8t John closed with

& rexlew of the notable features of the pres-
ont Upancial condittion. The deller & efi-

clent. but prices are rulnously low, mpltnl']
lacks Investment and manufacturing is re-
stricted by low prices and Ilsbor starves.
“The enduring fact,”” sald he, "If this aspeot
of money Is to be preserved, ls that the
rich will be made richer and the poor poorer
as the one achlevement of our statute law."
At the conclusion of Mr. 8t. John's statement
the committee took a recess, asking the wit-
ness to return for further examination.

“I want to combat every statement of
every banker who has appeared before you,"
sald Mr. 8t. John, as an Indlcation of the line
of questions he desired,

Representatiyée Culberson of Texas ques-
tioned Mr. 8t. John as to the remedy he
would propose for the present conditions.
The witness presented a bill ns & remedy. It
provides for silver colnage on the same basls
as gold, To meet money stringency the bill

rovides for coln certificates based on bonds
ypothecated by the banks In such gnantity
a8 the speretary of the treasury may dictate.
Mr. St John sald the bill would put the
country on a sllver basis for a time, there-
after both metals would eclrenlate,

CARLISLE PLAN WOULD FALL FLAT.

Ag to the Carlisle plan, Mr. 8t. John sald
It would *“'fall flat."” Banks would not accept
it. They weculd become state banks. But
the secretary’s b1l was better than the Bal-
timaore plan.

Chalrman  Springer—Would the currency
under the Carlisle plan be kafe?

Mr. 8t. John—There would be no currency
Issued by them. They would not accept it
Instead of that you would have the worst
panie on record, He ponited out that the
“gafety fund" under the Carlisle plan was to
be accumulated in small percentages, and
would not be realized for ten years, In the
meantime for the next ten vears Lthere would
be no safety fund behind the proposed bank
noteg. Mr. St, John sald the bankers be-
fire the committee had wished the rotire-
ment of greenbacks, but he regarded as pre-
posterons that $346,000,000 of non-interest
bear:ng greenbacks should be retlrad by the
government, at the very moment that the
government was Issulng $60,000,000 of 5 per
cent bonds, The wilness sald state banks
wiuld be jusl as objéctionable today as they
were In the past. Whatever system was
adopted should be under federal control, and
thus be uniform the country over,

Representative Sperry—Are we on a gold
basis today?

Mr, 8t. John—Decldedly, yos,

Mr, Sperry—And your bill
us to a silver hasls?

Mr, 8t. John—For the time belng, Within
two years we would be on a true bimetallic
basis, both metals circulating equally, In
conclusion, Mr, Bt. John eriticized statements
made by Comptroller Bcekels and Horace
White before this committee. This closed
the week's hearings. The committee then
went Inty executive eession with a view (o
determining on the currency bill to be recom-
mended. They decided to report the Carlisle
plan by a vote of nine to eight.

Canadian Facllic Makes Demands the
Westorn Roads Will Not Concede.

CHICAGO, Dec. 15, — The westérn lines
made no progress today with the Canadinn
Paeific, and the prospect of forming an as-
goclation with that rond 18 growing darker.
The Canadian Paclfic was yesterday given
to understand that it could have 20 per cent
of all the emigrant business coming through
New York. Declded concesgions in the
northwest were also practleally conceded.
Today it asked that all the western roads
withdraw the excessive commisgsiong they
are paying on emigrant business coming
through Canadian lpm'ls pending the settle-
ment of the troubles. It was unwllllnr 1o
withdraw the same commissions that it is
aylng on emigrant traffle coming through
Jew York, but at the same time demanded
that the other lines do away with all com-
missions In its territory, The western lines
declared they agreed to pay these commis-
glons In order (o Emlect the Interests of the
Grand Trunk, which had sided with them
In the fight. The Canndian Pacific still in.
fists that all the commissions In Canadian
worts be withdrawn, but It was unwliling
o mike any concessions in return. The
western llnes would not agree to any such
arrangement, and the whole thing went over
until Tuesday. The affair Is rapidly nearing
the point where the western lines must
make ‘up thelr minds whether they will
trall along behind the Canadian Puclile or
form an assoclatlon without it, The vite of
the Canadian Pacific for the reorganization
of the Transcontinentnd association s con-
ditional on the settlement of the emigrant
nnd differentinl question, The western roads
have declared severnl times that when they
were fully aware there was no further use
in trying to get the Canadian Paclfic Into
the asscclation they would go ahead on
thelr own account, but for some reason they
Beem to lose their nerve when it comes
to the direct polint,

CONTEST OVER A PLATFORM

Federation Unable to Come to an Agree-
ment on Plank Number Ten.

VOTED DOWN POSTAL SAVINGS BANKS

Motion to Adopt the Entire Political Plat-
form Defented—Wasn Defeat for the
Boclallsts—Gompers Acquitted ol
the Charges Agalost Him.

DENVER, Dec, 15.—The dlscussion of
plank 10 in the political platform (the socl-
aligtle plank) was resumed In the convention
of the American Federation of Labor this
forenoon,

Yesterday afternoon most of the delegates
came to the hall with speeches on plank 10
pregpared, and this fact no doubt did much
to keep down Inflammatory expressions,

Thomus J. Morgan of Chicago presented a
chart te show the relative numbers and
wealth of working men, business men, capl-
tallsts and millionalres. His speech was a
vigorous advocaey of soclallsm. A five-min-
ute limit had been made, but when his time
wag up half & dozen men voluntered to glve
him thelr time, and he spoke for hall an

hour, He denled the charge made in FPresl-
dent Gompers' report that the soclalistic
lden was smuggled into the program. He
sald: “We have as our alds In the soclal-
Istic movement all kinds of labor-saving ma-
chinery, and we bave tue milllonuren, They
put Debs in Jail roday, I'm glad of it. That
{8 the kind of work tnut will make you vote
to put men on the bench who will not ren-
der such decislons.’

Mr. Strasser followed Mr., Morgan in op-
position to soclalism. He sald soclalism was
not progreselng. The rsoclalistie growth In
Germany was not soclallsm, le sald, but the
rise of democracy.

Before the debste was resumed this morn-
ing the chalr ruled that no member would
be allowed to use the time of another,

Delegute Lloyd of Bogton moved to re-refer
the plank to the subordinate unions.

COULD BTAND DEFEAT.,

Patrick MeBryde, secretary of the mine
workers, sald that he was willing to take
such actlon, He was Instructed to volte for
the plank, but he hoped If It was voted upon
it wounld be defeated, "because," he sald,
“our side can accept defeat good naturedly,
and from the displays that have been made
in tltls convention, 1 doubt if the other side
can.'

Treagsurer Lennan supporied Mr. Lloyd's
motlon on the ground that the vole In many
unions on the platform was not a representa-
tive one.

Delegate Bretell read an alleged interview
with Attorney General Oloey, In which he
was made to say he would break up every
labor unlon In America by mesns of the
anti-trust law. Mr. Bretell thought inde-
pendent political actlon was necessary Lo
protect laboring men,

Delegute Hysell of the mine workers
doubted the truth of the interview. He did
noy belleve the volé In the unions was not
representative.

Delegate P, J. Maguire made a strong argu-
meént agalnst re-referring. He sald the ques-
tion had made trouble enough in the unlons,
Ho was once a soclallet, but bad become cun-
vineed of the folly of the lded, He spoke
agailnst woclallsm, asseiung that jts advo-
cates had become crazed by the hard times,

Mr. Morgan arcée to a polut of personel
privilege. He sald Mr, McGuire had re-
flected upon him. He sald he got his first
lessen In soclallsm from Mr. MceGulre when
he was organizer for the soclulist labor party,
Sald he: “He wan In rags. | was ashamed
of his persconl appearnpce—"'

Criea of "Bhame" came from all part of
the hall and the speaker was called to order
by the chair, who ruled that the foor was
forfeited, Mr. Morgan refused to sit down
alter repeatedly being ordered to do so
Finally he appealed from the decislon of the
chair. The decislon was confirmed.

Delegate Pomeroy made & vigorous address

ngrinst sociallsm. His time was extended
by the convention and he spoke for twenty
minutes. He sald that the greatest need of
the day was the abolition of that un-American
organization, the A. P. A. He strongly ad-
vocated the single tax theory. .
Delegate Daley of the Lasters’ union, an-

nounced that although he was instructed by’

his union to vole for the present program en-
tire, the abilition of the preamble, he con-
sidered released him from this obligation, and
he should vote sgainst plank 10,

CAN AUTONOMOUS UNIONS BE BOUND.

Delegate Patrick MoBryde asked the ques-
tion: "'Consldering that natlonsl unions haye
individual autonomy, can this conventlon
obligate them to a platform agalnst the
wishes ¢f thelr members?"

The chalr asked time to consider the ques-
tion.

W. D, Mahon of the street rallway em-
ployes, stated that although he had been In-
structed to vote for the plank, he should vote
agalnst It. He was a s:tclallst, but had no
des're to cram his ldeas down anybody's
throat, and he objected to having his unlon
torn up for the next two years by & useless
discusslon.

Lee M. Hart of the stage employes alli-
ance, announced that if plank 10 was ad: pted,
his unlon would withdraw from the federa-
tion,

The president, In angewer to Mr. McBryde's
question, =ald that resolutions passed by the
federation, though presumed to be observed
by the integral uniong, c¢:uld not bz made
chligatory.

Mr. Lloyd, who introduced the motion to
re-reéfer, revelwed the trades unlonism of
England., He sa!d: “When Amerlcan work-
Ingmen have secured the unity that exists
in England, they may begin to talk of & ¢.-
operative commonwealth."” He referred in
detall to the co-operative dnstitutions of
England. He sald the Introduction of plank
10 int» the platform of the trades unions
wiuld drive away much of thelr support.

Mr. Cohen of Denver, spoke In favor of the
Freelund amendment, which, he sald, was
the doctrine of philogophic anarchy,

At 12:456 the committee ad) urned for the
Nnoun recess,

When the afterncon sesslon opened the
charges preferred against Pres'dent Gompers
by the Germun Walters' union No. 1, and
the Bartenders' union No. 62 of New York, re-
garding the use «f a non-union hall in New
York Jor a dinper to John Burns and
Hilmes on December 7 last, was taken up.
After hearing the evidence In the case the
convention, with one dissenting vote, sus-
talned President Gompers, who, In W's own
defense, reveiwed the arrangements for the
dinner *c John Burns and David Holmes,
Deember 7, in which Clarendon hall was
usid. He sald that upon Investigation he
found there wis not & hall in New York
that could be secured that employed unlon
nen.

SLAPPED THE ENIGHTS OF LABOR.

“The whole reason,” said Mr, Gompers,
“that these walters in Clarendon hall sre
called seceders, |8 becsuse they refused to
Join that corrupt organization known ss the
Knights of Labor,”

The previous guestion was called up on the
motion to refer the plank relating to the col-
lective ownership of all means of production
and distributlon by the people to the
aflinted organfzations to be agaln voted up-
on and was Jost,

The proposition of the government estab-
lehing & savings bunk in connection with the
postofice department was defeated by a large
mijority, and the gquestion then recurred
upon the subatitute for plank number 10,
providing for the abolition of the land mo-
nopoly ownershlp and substituting cccupancy
and improvement as the only guarantee of
title, which was adopled,

A plank was adopted tavoring the repeal
of the peamen copsplracy laws,

Delegate Morgan offered an  additional
plank providing for the private ownership
of wll means of production and distribution,
which was laid on the table,

A plank was adopted fivoring the issnance
of all money direct Lo the people by the
government, The gquestion of adopting the
resolutions and Indorsiog the entire political
platform waw defeated. The result waw con-
sldered an overwhelmivg defeat to the social-
lst element.

John Burps was intreduced and in a brief
speeclt bid the delegates of the convention o
formal goodbye. He gove the Federation a
word of advice apd urged the ellmination of
all men who were not members o sctual
trades unlons apd duly accredited delegutes,

He stated that he Intended to put into book
form his Impression of the Jabor movement
In America. He continued: '

“The responsibility of the labor leaders
In the future (s greater than ever con=-
fronted labor leaders In the whole world.
The darkest night, remember, always pre-
cedes the brightest dawn. One result of this
convention must be to approach the non-
union men with a little more tact than has
been exhibited in the past.’' ‘

Mrs. Eva C. Higgins of the Woman's Na-
tional Christian Temperance union, extended
the greetings of the national convention of
the unlon to the delegates of the' American
Federatlion of Lubor. She appealed for some
action agalnst the liguor traffie,

A resolution introduced and amended that
the headquarters of the federation be re-
moved from New York was adopted.

The following places were nominated as
candidates for headquarters: Washington,
1)lellrnlt, Indiznapolis, Brooklyn and Loulss
vile.

Before the vote was taken, the convention
adjourned until Monday morning, WashlIng-
ton and Indianapolis are the leading con=
testants,
