In substonee he belleved the
depression In that lne largely due to the
fong thme eredit system In vogue among -
plement dealers, He belleved shorter time
and less eredit wonld remedy the evil,

Colonel J, W, Woods of Kan=as Qlty spoke

In an interesting velnh on some features of
the history of the trade. He briefly ro-
viewed the history of the past eighteen

yenrs and discussed some of the lessons that

dealers hond  learned  during  that  period.
The business, ke all other things, had jts
ups and downs and was, at the present

time, chiefly ocoupled with the downs. But
It was a source of con=olation to know that

they were now at the bottom and ready
to hegin the upward movement.
The frst order of business In the after-

noon was the election of officers, which was
necomplished as follows: President, V. 8,
Grafton, of Western, Neh.; vice president,
John Trompen, Hickman, Neb.; directors, Gus
Graff, Wymore, Neb.; H. M. Bronson, Albion,
Neb,, and D, C, 8hneffer, Corning, Ia.
Mr. H. C. Staver of Chicago delivered a
very business-like «didress upon posgible re-
forme In trade methods, He urged more
effoctive co-operation on the part of the
marufacturers, the Jobbers and the retallers,
nnd suggested that by these means many of
the diflioulties that now existed might be
engily dlsposed of.
There was considerable discussion ovér a
motlon that the president appoint a ecm-
mittes of two to confer with the membors
of the leglelature with a view to obtaining
gome modification of the exemption law
which has been he cause of a good deal
of trouble in relation to collections. It
wis finally decided to leave thls matter to
tha exeoutive commities, '

invitations for the next annunl convention.
