NECESSITY OF MORE REVENUE POINTED OUT

Gorman .x\p;umh to the Republieans to Ald

WASHINGTON, Jan, 14.—=8tirring Intereat
was glven b the senate proceedings today by
The apecchen of SBenatora Gorman and 1100
on various phases of the tarlt and fAnancial
witua'lon, At timea the debate between the
iwo distinguinhed demooratic senators look
on an Added interest from the keen per-
ronnl eriticlam and satire directed st each
ather Mr. Gorman spoke for two hours
The speech was malnly romarkable in s
wrrayal of facts 1p show {hat the tariff law
which Mr. Uorman took so lurge & part In
framing wis wholly insufcient In ralsing
tho revenuse absalutely requieite to earcy on
the povernment. In presenting thia view
Mr. Gorman dwelt on the pers nal features
of the contest over the Wilsone bill and ar-
ralgned Mr, Hill for his attitude then and
minee on the tariff question. The speech of
Me, I war equally personnl and  equally
vigorour and was recelvd with the same
close attenflon from his assoclates and in-
tenso Interest in the galleries as had boeen
Bhiwn to the Maryland sepator. Mr. Hill
directed N8 rémarks malnly at Me. Gorman,
who snt only a fow feet away., Senator Alll-
won of lowa also contributed to the features
of the day Ly a short, but very effective, pre-
wentation of the need of Immediate legisla-
tion on the tarl® to ralse revenue instead of
further frultless agitation of currency ro-
vislun,

Mr. Stewnrt spoke of the extent to which
the banks oantrolled congress, political con-
ventlons, telegraph companies and the press,
The banks olways maintained a lobby In
congrens,  They dominnted national conven-
tions—republican, democrat and  popualist—
and secursd the nomination of thelr frienls
They seoured ambiguous platforma #o it
the people wers never able to vote directly
on the sllver issue. There had been bank
rule In every adminlstration for twenty
yonre.

Senator Jones yesterday submitted an out-
line of the bill to Benntor Teller. He and
other stlver men conferred regarding (t and
decided that the colnage of the Americih
product was not satisfactory. Toduy Senn-
tors Jones and Teller had a long conference
in the former's committes room, In which an
effort wnx made to adjust the differences ex-
Istlng between the friends of sliver and to
reconeile them to the adminiatration.

Mr. Stewart closed at 1 o'clock and theny
Mr. Gorman of Maryland delivered the spoech
which was expected for some doys, At the
outdet Mr. Gorman gave his attention to the
proposition to eripple the income tax by cut-
ting O Its appropriation. He declared him-
self opposed to that line of sttack. He then
proceeded to take up the tarift legislation
as bearing on exlsting conditions, The tariff
Bill which first came to the senate from the
livuse brought forth an era of demagogism
pich as the country had seldom before seen.
It overlooked the greatest essontinl of legla-
Intion—to raise sufficient revenue to earry on
the government.

PRODUCED INSUFFICIENT REVENUE.

The senator sald that he for one would
never have voted for the tariff bill if he
hind not belleved It hiad been shaped so as to
ralse ample revenue for the expenses of the
governmont,  The senate had added sixty
milllons to the revenue under that law, and
yot It was now demonsirwted that the reve-
nues under the law were insufMclent to earry
on the ordinary cxpensea of the govern-
ment.,

"Acoqrding to your estimates,” Interrupted
Mr, Vest, “do you claim that the revenue for
the present. year will not meet the expendl-
tures 7"

“I do."

“Do you Include in your estimute the 40
per pent.tnx on sugar and the inerease in
the whisky tax which will not be avallable for
this year? I desire to call the senator's at-
tentlon to the fact that the revenues of the
government have been steadily Increasing for
three months and It (s reasonable to pre-
sume that by April 1, the revenues will meet
the expenditures,”

“I will allow another to answer that ques-
tlon,” replied Mr. Gorman, I will allow
the foremost man of finance in the demo-
cratle party to answer; the secretary of the
trensury, who amid all this turmoll has stood
for a tax sufficlent to meet the demands on

« the treasury. He stood there while slander
was rampant and the vipers of tha press
were spitting at him and he stands there
now. The Wilson bill or the Gorman bill
or the Brieg bill or tne Smith bill, or by
whalever names vou desire to call It was a
compromise bill,

“The senator from New York, Mr. Hill, was
not a party to it, There Is something about
doemocrats from the distriet from whenca he
come that s very compromising.' (Lanugh-
tor.)

“The senator fought the bill manfully,'
eald Mr. Goarman, continuing. “1 admire
manliness, But in additlon to opposing thoe
income tnx, which, as I have shown, Is necos.
gury to the treasury, the senator from New
York jJoined with all the extreme tariff re-
formers to cut down duties on Imports, 1
will never follow a leader,'” sald he, em-
" phatically, “who will, In time of peate, in-
crease the natlonal debt to pay the current
expenees of the government.

“Beforo the electlon of 1892, sald  Mr.
Gorman, *“it had already been demonstrated
that the MeKinley law did not yleld suffi-
olent revenue to meet the demands of the
government.  The estimates on which that
Jaw had been made were orroneous, just as
the estimates on which this last tarilf law was
framed were erroncous. It had been clearly
poloted out prior to the election of 1592 that
the McKinley law reduced revenues to the
point of threatening the treasury with bank-
ruptey.'”

EXPENBES CANNOT BE REDUCEIN.

Mr. Qorman reviewed the clreumstances
under which the Wilson bill was taken up In
the senate, and declared the expenses of the
government could not be reduced, He was
fnterrupted 4 number of times by guestions
from scnnlors.

Mr. Gorman quoted from a report of the
condition of the treasury on January 12,
ghowing that the defleit sinee July 1, 1804,
or the excess of expenditures, as Mr. Car-
Iisle called 1t, was $34,000,000 on January 12,
Mr. Carligle, while the tarllf Lill wax pends
ing, had estimated the receipls under the
sennte bill for-the ensuing flsoal vear at
$363.000,000 and the expenditures at $378..
000,000, pr a defielt of $16,000,000, The deficit
Was alrewdy double that sum and the year
was but half over. Mr, Gorman spoke of
the dificulty of making prognostications and
deglared that in his opinion the secretary
ought not to be held to his Agures,

“But.” sald he, addressing the democratic
#lde, “you canpot afford te trifle with the
situation. You must maintaln without party
division the honor and integrity of the gov-
ernment.

“We are ralsing more taxes from our
people than from customs duiles," sald Mr,
Gormun.  “Not enough revenus was belng
raised from oustoms to pay the pensions,
The bulk of taxation was now belng levied
within our own borders, The customs rev-
enue would be many milllons short of the
$140.000,000 required for pensions. Can we
reduce the expenditures?’ he asked. [ an-
#wor, no. - In 1892 the pension budget reached
$180.000,000, §is Dighest point. It I8 now
down to $140,000.000, and will diminiel as
the old soldiers dle. 1t will average $125,.-

000,000 for the next ten years. The ex-
penditures for postal service, the navy,
wivers and harbors, must go on. The sen-

ator from Pennsylvania (Mr. Quay) has said
the democratie party had been rebuked and
turned out of power, I think the senator
from Colorado (Mr. Teller) stated the case
on Saturday Iast when, addressiog his re-
publican colleagues, he warned them that the
sepublicans had been swept Inlo power last
fall, not becsuse the people bad overcon-
fidence in that party, but because in their

resent distress they would have removed
?n- POWEr any party,

WILLING TO BE MAGNANIMOUS.

“¥You come loto power on March 4 next,*
sald Mr. Gormun passionately, “under cir-
eumstances more favorable than we dld,. We
bave removed many of the obstructions from

your path. Yeu will have In the house an
big & majority as we have now, and in the
wenata A majority as big as ours—for ours
hangs but by a thread. 1 aay now o the
senntor from Pennsylvania, when he and his
ealleagues mest the question that eonfronts
us now, 1T will tredt him and his friends In
A spirit different from that which he haw
manifested toward we. I will say to him
whan any guestion affecting the financea of

the government arises, any proposition to
prevent the bankruptey of the government
or to mive the couhtry a sound edrrency,

I will help you throuwgh Iin the hour of peril
nithough yon refused ald to us.”

Mr., Aldrich sald: “As the senator from
Maryiand saye, the responsibility will be on
the republichin kide of the chamber after
March 4. Lot ;e ask him if wo will have
the prexident with us after thit dats™"

Mr. Gorman pnused for a moment, and theén
in elquent terma declared the president of
the United States could be depended wpon
1o meet any emergency presented o him
with a patriotlsm uninfiuenced by party feel-
ing,

Lt e maemest,” sald Mr. Hals, “that
while the senator from Marsland placea the

responsibility of the chamber nfter March
§, yot the admintsirative hranch of the
govirnment remains with the democrats
Now, when the senator siys the presidont

will ‘patriotionlly Joln us in preparing a rem-
vily, does he mean to say the president will
approve gueh a bill for rolsing revenus as
this slde of the chamber may prepare.

party, would ald In securing that end,

Me. Aldrieh agaln sugsested that Mr. Gor-
man Nad pointed out that the government
neaded more revenne, “And now what rem-
edy dues the senntor propose?’ nsked Mr,
Aldrich, 3

“The firat thing to do Iz to pass the ap-
proprintlen for colleoting the fncome tax,'
said Mr. Gorman. “IPor one,’" he sald, *'I am
convinesl the masses of the people who com-
prise the brawn and sinew of the land, who
love jJustice and honest dealing, the people
whom Mr. Lincoln sald could not be fools
alb the time, will come back and render a ver-
diet In favor of thosxe who Knew when thelr
party was In the majority that there was a
deficienny, and who hnd the courage when
In the majority to Insiat on trying to make
the recelpts meet the expenditures. They
will give due credit to the great statesmen
whom they had treated unjustly.”

WHY NOT PASS A REVENUE DILL?

“Why not pass some LI dew to In-
creand the revenue?" asked Mr. Aldrich.

“Wea have no power to do 80"

“There are =ome measures on the ealen-
dar (alluding to the bills to place iron and
voal on the free list and to abolish the dif-
ferentlnl on  refined sugar, but they de-
ereaso the revenue, repllied Mr. Gorman.

“We could alter thelr character,” eald Mr.
Aldrich,

“Will you aid um to take them up?” in-
quired Mr. Vest,

"It you will ehange thelr character, yos,'
replied Mr, Aldrich.

“Ceriainly,” observed Mr., Vest with a
smile, It we will substitute the MeKinley
act."

In eoncluding, Mr. Gorman gaid: i {3
would be good palley and gooid polities for
the republicans to join us, sink party dif-

fercnces, meet the emergency and not let
this question ba made a foot ball any
longer."*

Mr, Hill and Mr. Allison wers [nstantly on
thelr fpet asking recognition. The Ilatter
wns recognized. Mr., Allison complimented
the Maryland senator for clearly and for the
first time making It clear from a democratic
standpoint, that the country was face to face
with a great defielt. He had not mentioned
the currency. He had gone to the really
great  emergeney, the government's emer-
gency In lacking revenue now and threat-
ened with still further lack of revenue. And
yet with this situation before us, In two
monthe congress scparates, mot to convene
for nearly a year from the present time.

“"But thers 18 a remedy at hand. There
are bills here, sent from the houss, to fur-
ther redues the revenues om ¢oal and
Iron. The duty of the hour i{s to take these
bills, and Instoad of passing them to further
rediica revenues, to sp frame Lhem as to
yiell Afty milllon additional to our reve-
nues."

Mr. Allison expressed amazement that the
president  and  secretary of Lhe treasury
should remaln passive with no suggestion to
congress as to the imperative necessity of
increasing the revenues of the government.
With & tremendous democratio majority in
congress, it was a plain duty that they
should be reminded In unmistakable lan-
guage from the executlve branch of the
government that the revenues must be In-
creased at once to a point sufclent to sus-
tain the credit of the government. This was
the present pressing duty, Instead of wyaln
oonfercnces over a currency bill, or the re-
form of greenbagks or the many finapcial
plans under discussioh. He urged that the
statlstics he presented showed Lhe MeKinley
lnw wonld have ylelded ample revenue. But
from the outset the normal action of that
law was Interrupted by the threat of revis-
Ing and nullitylng it. Mr, Allison eclosed
with a vigorous appeal to those In authority,
the president and secrotary of the treasury,
the adminlstration and congeess, to meot
the emergency here and now Instead of
walling for u full year,

HILL REPLIES TO GORMAN.

Mr. Hill of New York sald: “If the sep-
ator from Maryland desires to vindleate him-
self T eee no reason why he should not have
the opportunity, But urging this vindication
the senator from Maryland should not seek
to Impench those who supported the Wilson
bill.  That eenator (Mr, Gorman) was among
those who voted for that bLill, He (Hill)
was not among those who voted for It, It
was a pecullar situation to find senators who
had voted against a law criticized for its ex-
Istence by those who voted for It. As to the
Income lax, he understood the genator from
Murylund to be opposed to it, but after a
time, pregto, change, the senator was found
to favor that tax for a period of five years.
Mr, HI defined his positlon, whiel was to
repeal the tax. If it was to stand he would
offer no opposition to the appropriation for
carrying it intoe effeet,

“It the commissloner of internal revenue
ghould be enjoined from collecting the tax
by one party In the District of Columbla
pending the determination of Its constitu-
tlonality,"” asked Mr. Vilas of Wisconsin,
“would not that prevent the collection of the
tax anywhere until the easo was decided.

Y1t would no' replied Mr, HIll, who pros
ceaded to argue that the Infunction would
only lie for the benefit of any persons bring-
Ing the action.

“Why cannot a class get the penefit of a
suit brought in the Interest of a oluss?

“What denial can there be on the ground
of resldence?” asked Mr., Vilas.

“Tho partles must be similarly situated,”
replled Mr, HIUI,

“DDo you contend that a person In the
District of Columbia could not bring suft on
behalf of himself and all others in the Dis.
triot?" asked Mr, Platt,

“1 do not,” replied Mr. Hill, "That can
be done, but it is the most that can be done."
NO RETRACTION TO OFFER,

Returning to the tarft blll, Mr. Hill sald
he had no retraction to offer for the eriti.
elsma he had made against that law, He
objected to the differential on Rugar. “Did
tho gentleman from Maryland think of rey-
enue when he voted for that provision—a
provision that hurt the democratlc party
moro than any other factor? One would
think from listening to the sepator from
Maryland that he stood here and combatted
@ democratic mob,

“That senator,” he went on, “stands here
today opposed to any change in the rules.
He appeals plteously to the republican side
of the chamber for help.”

Mr. Hill did not join in any such appeal
He appealed to his party assoclates. There
was a ripple of applause at this point, which
was checked by the preslding offlcer.

“Why had the senator from Maryland been
moved from the stolid attitude of indference
Lo had assumed today, Had he just heard
the volee of the state conventlons all over
the country Just fall? Did not he know Lhat
in thelr platforms the demoorats had stood
by tbhe gallant few in this chamber and In
the house who had stood for redeeming the
Chicago platform pledges? Why did he at-
tack him (HU)—in attacking him did be
not attuck a democratic presldent and the
democratic house of representatives? In
1893 the senators of Wi own state hud de-
claredd for free raw materlal. The senator

from Marylaond had alluded to the section

from which he came ae unfavorable to com-
promise,

“Very well, T am not w0 cortain,” he ndded,
“that the atmoaphers of northern New York
I8 not s good as that In a noarby stala
which breathes compromise on all publie
questlonsa.  (Laughter)) SBoma things can be
compromisged, but 1 eannot wnderatand why
the penator deems It necessary at thia Inte

Mr, Hil redutred to the assertlon of Mr,
Gorman that he had always bewn opposed

to the Innue of bonds, and focailil Mr, Gors
man’s position In 1893, when he favored
bond Issue, Tho menntor han alsa said he
il not consider the wverdlol of fost fall a
rondemnation of his tariff bill,  Did he mean
that It went over, abave and beyond that bill
to the BITL that was not paseed? (Laughter)
He (HUL A not intend to offer a eclisme
of remedinl leglstatlon. To do &0 would be
Ile unless the roles were olinnged.

NOT WISER THAN HIS FELLOWE

The senator from Maryiand attempted to
st his Judgment ap as superior to chat of
some of his associatos, His ypast acta, he
begred to assure him, had shown that he
wan no wiser than others, With hitter
Irony he quoted the eoncluding words of Mr
Gorman’s speech on the occaslon of the pan-
sage of the tartT GBI, when (hat Kianter ons
Joined patience, forbearanes and yiFtue on
the demoeratic mnsses; spoke of the rising
fan of a brighter day on the horizon, and
prodictod victory and success at the Novems
ber elections.

AL that time,"
predicted victory,

continued Mr. Hill, *“he
Now he saye he alone an-
ticipated defeat, 1 voled ngninst the bill,
hopitig after It passed the senats M would
be modified In eonference, but when o¢'feume-
stances forced the house to accept 1t It went
to the president. 1t might have been betior
If hie had returned 1L for correction, but when
he, in bis wisdom, allowed it to begome a
lnw It became a party moasure, and from
that time 1 ceased eriticlsm of it, and ns n
demoerat trled to make my people belleve it
was a fair and just measare, An a parly
man 1 iried to strengthen It before the people,
After the election 1 nccepred the verdict, and

Mr. Gorman was again on his feet ns soon
ns Mr. Hill closedl. He spoke very gquietly at
first, but with evident feeling, e disclalmed
n desire to have a personal controversy with
the senator from New York. He wag not In
the hablt af making explanations. He was
gulded alwava by the one rule of bringing
his Lest Judgment on a proposition and then
abiding by that Judgment, There was an-
other rule, he sanld, which he was In the
habit of following, and that was to confer, to
conanlt with hix nssoclates and abide by the
Judgment of his party. As to the tarif law
as o whole, Mr. Gorman sald that if the
demoeracy-—from Its head to its most humble
imember—had glven the measure generous
support, the result of lnst November would
lave been different. He did not then ap-
prehend the senator from New York would
be found fghting with the republicans agninst
the bill,. No dominant party eould have sue-
cotded In the midst of the terrible depros-
slon that existed last summer. He did not
want to be disagreeable to the senator from
New York. He had not commented upon
hig course, but his positlon as It was now
defined by himself was a legitimate subject
of comment, And {f hiz ldea was carrled
out it would further decrease the revenues
$40,000,000, His proposition was unfair, It
would be disastrous to the country.

“Now I say to the senator from New York,”
gald he, “bring forth your measure for the
relief, and if it I8 a proper measure, one
that commands a majority in this chamber,
we will pass (.

With a final protest against his course and
an appeal to both sides of the chamber for
patriotie actlon, Mr. Gorman concluded, and
Mr. Call of Florida took the floor. Mr., Call
urged the necessity of an Income tax.

The senate held a brief executlve session
and at 6:15 adjournsd.

AMENDING THE COPYRIGBT LAW,

Effort Making to Repeal Bome of Its Un-
rensonnble Features,

WASHINGTON, Jan. 14.—The amendment
to the copyright law which Representative
Covert of New York hias proposed in the form
of a bill 48 intended to correct a very costly
error in the laws now In forece. Under
tho existing statutes any person who repro-
duces a pletorial lkeness of a copyright work
of art, drawing, statue, photograph or other
form Is compelled to forfeit the cuts and Is
subject to a fine of $10 for every reproduction
in his possesston. This law has proved par-
tieularly oppressive against newspaper pub-
lshers, for the courts have interpreted it
that the fine must be pald for every copy of
i newspapsr printed which conlaing a cut of
a4 copyrighted pleture or work of art, An
example of Its working s polnted out by Mr.
Covert In the case of a sult brought against
a New York newspaper to recover $875,000
damages for the publication of a cut of a
yacht which was made from a copyrighted
photograph. Yet should the suit succeed, the
paper would be muleted out of a sum which
would suffice to float a flect of yachts.

To do away with these possibllities which
the law provides, the amendment proposes to
imit the fines to twlee the value of the copy-
right of the picture which I8 trespassod upon.

As Mr. Covert I8 chalrman of the house
committes on patents, which has jurisdiction
over legislation appertaining to the copyright
laws, and as the bill carries no appropriation,
he I8 hopeful that it may be one of those to
run the gauntlet during the remalning days
of the zesslon. A number of newspaper pub-
lishers will speak to the committec this woek
in advoeacy of the bill,

ANXIOUS FOR A NEW POSTOFFICE.SR

Committee Sent from Chicago to Washing-
ton to Urge the Matter.
WASHINGTON, Jan, 14,—Four of the mem-
bers of the Chicago delegatlon appointed at
& recent mass meeting to come to Washing-
ton In the interest of a public bullding were
at the ecapitol today, They wers Mayor John
P. Hopkins and Mesars, O, 1. Aldls, Wash-
ington Hesing and 8, P. S8hope. Mr. Melville
E. 8tone, the other member of the delegation,
was detained In Chicago on account of slck-
ness in his famlly, Mayor Hopking, the
chalrman, explained that the first objeot the
delegation had in view was to ascertain the
prospacts of the committes on public bulldings
calling up the bill now on the house calendar
providing for a new public building, and
which falled of action when under consider-
atlon lost August because of lack of a Juo.
rum.  This delegation first ealled on Cha'r-
man Banlkhead of the public bulldings commit-
tee.

PROFITS OF CASSAVA GROWING,

New ludustry In the South Which Is Full or
Promlse,

WASHINGTON, Jan. 14.—The possibility
nat only for farmers but merchants and mans
ufacturers in Florida, Mississippl, Loulslana,
Texas and southern Alabama, urlslng out of
the cultivation of cassava, I8 pointed out In
a bulletin just lesued by the Agriculturdl de-
partment, Clroulars treating upon the use
and growth of the plant In Florida were re-
cently sent to the growers thére, most of
whom replied that the crop was n certaln
one and extremely valuable, the roots being
an excellent food for mun and beast.

From his extended Investigations Chemisi
Wiley of the department, who complled the
report, draws the following conclusions:

“When preperly manufecturod cassavi will
glve from 20 to 25 per cent of the welght of
the fresh roots in starch of high grade, The
starch i& paturally In & pure state, does not
requirg chemicals In its manufacture and in
Ite physical properties It resembles the starch
of malze, for which It ean alwuys be sub.
stituted. Glucose and gn excellent articls of
tapioco can be prepared from the cassava
starch. The plant furnishcs an excellont
human and cattle food, deficient, however
in nitrogen.”

Errors Alleged in the Trial of the Uase in
the Court‘Below,

IS RE/DY TO PRICEED AT ONCE

Attornoey for the Government Asks Further
Time sod the Supremo Court Fixes
on Wednesday as the Time for
llearing Argument.

WASHINGTON, Jan, 14.—In the supreme
court of the United Slates today C, 8. Dar-
row, counsel for Bugene V. Debs and others
enguged In the Chicago strike of last sum-
mer, mado application for writs of crror and
habeay corpug, The court decided to hear
the arguments for the writ of error Wednes-
day. Mr. Whiltney, assistant attorney gen-
cral, appearad for the government,

C. 8, Darrow, attorney, appeared on behalf
of B, V. Debs, George W, Howard, Sylvester
Kellher, Louls W. HRogers, James ilngun.
W. E. Burns, R. W. QGoodwin and M. J.
Elliott, all of whom are now confined in the
MocHenry county (Illinois) jall under a com-
mitment by United States Judge Woods of
the SBeventh elrcult court. He presented an
applieation for a writ of error and supor-
sedeas, and also filed o motion for a writ of
habeas corpus. The object was, he says, to
have the prisoners admitted to batl, He said
he had supposed that all the questions in-
volved could be presented at the same time,
.'The chief justice stated that the important
question was whether the writ of error should
be allowed, and that on this account the ma-
tion should first be presented to the court,
Assistant Attorney General Whitney appeared
for the United States, and it was arranged
that a motlon for a writ of error should he
argued on Wednesday of this week, Mr. Dar-
row snld he was prepured to go ahead with
the argument at any time,

The petition for a writ of error I8 as fol-
lows: First—That the injunction for the vio-
lation of which the petitioners were sentenced
was ordered in a case of which the court
had no Jurisdiction,

Second—That the eourt erred in holding the
bill on which the Injunction was granted
might be maiptained In the United Siates
under the anti-trust law, and particularly
under article iv of that wet; that so fur as
it purporte to grant jurisdiction to the elreult
courts of the United States 1o restrain or en-
Join viplations of it provislons I8 repugnant
to the constitution of the United States in
that it might thus be Invoked Lo permit prose-
cutlon for Infamous crimes without indlet-
ment and eriminel progeoution without trial
by «jury.

Third—=Thal being in efect a proceeding
to punish a criminal for contempt not com-
mitted in the presence of the court, the court
erred in not discharging the defendants upon
Lhelr andswers, 4.1

Fourth—That the court erred in not quoash-
ing the Information,

Fifth—Thut the court erred In trying them
on Information lnstead of ndictinent,

SB!xth—That the coupt erred In Lrying them
without indiptment.

Seventh—That the Baurt erred in holding
that the judgment of tha United Blales cvourt
made or stated a case cognlzable in & court
of equity, or of which she court could take
Jurisdiction and cognlsunece, or order such an
Injunction, or make any other order therein
against the defendants,

The petition for & writ of habeas carpus is

CONFERRING ON THE CURRENCY.

Democratle Leaders Busy Trylng to Pateh
. Up a Compromise Mensure.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 14.—The attempt of
the democrats to reach an agreement upon
some definite plan to solvae the currency
question seems to have been transferred
from the house to the senate for the time at
least. Demoeratie members of the bank-
ing ecommittes, who are closest to Secretary
Carliele and the president, say today that
tha campaign for agreement had made no
progress Eince last week, but added that
the eecretary of the treasury stiil enter-
talns strong hopes that the different financial
factions of congress may find a platform of
compromise upon which they can etand to-
gether. The house democrats who are on
the most intimate terms with Speaker Crisp
do not talk so hopefully and do not eeem to
expect any results from the harmonizing
efforts of Secretary Carlisle.

Chalrman Springer of the banking and cur-
rency commlittes had a talk with Secretary
Carlizle Sunday, but so far as can be
learned thelr duscussion of the situatlon was
without results,

The Lalks betwen Senators Teller and Jonss
did not result in any definite understanding.
Mr. Jones snid lie was not ready yet to put
lils bill In, and that he would talk with dif-
ferent senntors to see I thero was any pros-
peot of getting it through.

“There will be no use,'” he eald, “to put
in a bill at all unlesa there {8 gome probabil-
Ity of It macceplance by the conflicting ele-
ments, 1 have ben seelng the representn-
tives of different shades of sentiment about
tho senate, and until I shall have had an
opportunity to compare thelr viewa 1 cannot
say whether I shall present the bill at all”

Mr. Jones also sald that while It was true
that ho had seen the president and had sub-
mitted a rough draft of the bill whileh he
propised to him, It was not a fact that the
president had indieated lilg  acoeptancs to
the plan proposed. He sald he had talked
with the president for two hours on Friday
lost, and while the president had indleated
his desire that legislatlon ghould be aooom-
plished and had encouraged Wim to go ahead,
he had not sald that the Jones bill would be

acceptable In all respects, He hed not
gnthered the Impression that the president
wis opposed to the bill, but that he was

noneommittal, and would be on any bill until
he should beeome assured as to whether it
could puss congress.,
