Bold Daglight Burglary the Latest Sensa-
tion in the Oriminal Line,

1. M, TREYNDR'S HOUSE WELL RANSACKED

Mrs, MeKnne Knocked Senseless by the
Thicf she Discovered—Time=ly Keturn of
Mrs, Treynor Frightens the Intrader
Away, Minus FPlander.

One of the boldest daylight burglaries that
ever took place In Councll Bluffs was per-
petrated at the resldence of 1. M, Treynoer, on
Firgt avenne, near the corner of Bixth street,
yesterday afternoon  between 4:30 and 6
o'clock, H., G. I Oblinger, Mra. Treynor's
father, Inft 4:30, afrer seelng
that the doors were securely fastened. The
house was empty at the time, but In a few
Mre, E. M. McKune opened the
front door with ber latch Key and went In.
Hhe went upstalros and =at down at her
desk., While $he¢ was writihg she
addenly felt a mysterious {mpression that
gome one was  behind  her, and, turning
around, daw a man standing only a few [eet
away. Nelther of them dttersd a word, but
Mre. McKune arose from her chair. DBefore
she hod fairly arlson he struck her a terrific

blow on the head, just behind the right ear.
Sho fell neneeless on the Noor.
About 5 o'clock Mrs. Treynor
home.  Hefore she reached the house she
notleed that several windows were open,
A soon ns she opened the [front door she
culled upstaires to wee I Mrs. McKune was

be wrong, She reseived no response, and,
teginning a tour through the house, she

found a bundle done up earefully In a sheet
I¥ing on the flsor of one of the downstalres
bed rooms.  She at once surmiged that bur-
glnra had been in the house, and ran out of
the door to alarm the conchman. He rushed
In and went upstalres, calling down a moment
later for her to come up, that Mre, MeKune
witg dend, And it was more than a guarter
of an hour before It was certain that the
copchman's statement was not true.  She at
last revived from the stunning hlow the rob-
bher hind dealt her, and In an hour orf two
was able to give a coherent account of the

nffalr,
Sho deseribed the thlef as about five Teet
seven Inehes In helght, medium bulld, with

blnelk hale and monstache and plercing black
ryes,  He wore o brown derby hat and brown
cutnway cont, a shirt that somo weeks before
had Been white and no collar. Bhe is certain
that she would Koow him if she saw him
again,

Upon being opened, the bundle that lay in
the bed room was found to contialn goods
worth from 2500 to $600. Thers were two
seal skin cloaks, two parly dresses, a dress
sult, a sllver mirror and stlver-backed comb,
a lot of fine Hnen bedding and towels, besides
n number of other articles of wvalue. The
upper part of the house had evidently beesn

gono  through thoroughly before the thief
digseovered Mrs. McKune. After he had si-
lenced her he then went down #lalrs and

made up his pack, putting Into it the contents
of the closels and wardrobes in the lower
part of the house. ‘The only thing that was
misged was a purse containing $15,

The theory Is that Mrs, Treynor's coming
home frightened the ragcal before his work
wig done, How he got in is a mystery. The
liouse is loented In one of the most publie of
pluees, and it would have been almost Im-
possible for any one to have gotten In at a
window wlithout Lelng seen. All the doors
were found locked after the hurglary. Mr.
Treynor {s of the oplnion that the fellow got
In during the middle of the day, when house
cleaning was going on, and remained hidden
until he had a chanece to do his work.

At 11 o'clock last evening Mrs. McKune
was not feeling as well as earlier in the even-
ing, and her physiclan gave orders that she
should be watched all night, Her head Is
badly contused, but ths skull Is not thought
to have been fractured.

A report was recently filed with the city
counicll by the park commissioners, setling
forth the expenses of the commiselon durlng
the year Just closed, It was plgeonholed
and no action was taken, 1t contalns sev-
ernl things of Interst to the publle, however,
among other things & table showing the
names of the varloon park teacts belonging to
the eity, with the number of acres comprieed
in anch., It may bo A matter of news o n
good many peopie in Council Mluffs to know
that 1t has more park lands than any other
| ety In the state. Beyliss park containg 3,67
acres and Falrmount park 84 acres, Theee

parks have been improved to a certaln ex
tent mnd are known and admired all over
the state. Comparatively little money has
been® epent upon them, and the scenery is
very nearly as it has been for several thou-
sand years, Cochran park, with 1ts 2066
acres, I8 now belng gradually brought Into
shape, and all the rest are unimproved,
Island park, on the Burlington, slx miles

below the eity, contaifis 102 acres, and Lake
View park, near Big lake, 444 peres.  Cook
and Graham parks, in Morningside, contain
three and six acres, respectively.

The lack of improvements on most of these
pirks Is due to the lock of funds. Only 1
mill ean be levied per annum, thue glving
£5,000 with whieh to beautify the parks.

tlonal tax levy. The sum of $3,008 was ex-
pended by the commissioners Inst year out of
the general fund, which left this fund entirely
mpty and with $671 In unpaid warrants out-
standing, Desldes "this, £1,200 was bor-
rowed from the sinking fund to be used in
keoping the parks in shape. As soon ns
next gpring’s tux comes in this lonn will be
pld back, the outstanding warrants cashed
and the commigelon will have only about
$3.000 to go on, unless an additional tax
levy fa voted,

The only Improvementg mentioned by the
park commiesioners in thelr yearly report
ara the building of the road into Falrmount
park at the head of Tenth avenue, the grad-
Ing of the strects around Cochran park and
the planting of trees and shrubs in Cochran
park. All the other money spent was for
merely keeping In shape the dmprovements
already made.

The
proposition  states a part of the loan for
which the goverament (s responsible, $33,030 .-
612, will mature before the meeting of the
Fifty-tourth congress. They repregent that
in consequence of the business depression
there hias been a marked falling off In busl-
ness, amounting to 48 per cent for the first
ten months of 1804, as compured with 1863,
and that this has resulted In a fallure to
meet the honds of the varlous divisions of
the road,
