House Votes in Committes of the Whole for
& Large Appropriation,

GIVES CNE HUNDRED THOUSAND COLLAR:

Long Debate Ower the Amount Ended In
Favor of the Saom Named In the
Bill—2 ourse of the Ran-
ning Discossion.

LINCOLN, Jan. 19.—(8pecial.)—The homee
met an howr earlier thik mornlog, in order
to accomplish some necessary work balore
taking the regular over Sunday roecess at
noon. Immediately after the legislative pre-
lminaries had been cleared away, Conaway
of York, from the committes on rellof, pre-
mented the report of that commitiee on house

roll No. 113, the bl for the rellef of the
petple of the drouth stricken districta of
Nebraska. This bill in the ene prepared by

one or two members of the rellel commities
and introduesd by Representative Conaway
Uy their request. It approprintes and placea
in the hands of the present rellef commis
#lon the sum of $100,600, and provides the
method of distribution, The eommission Is
authorized to use not more than $5,000 of the
entire amount approprinted for Its own ox-
pensee,

The committes reported, with the recom-
mendation  that the bill pass as amended,
The houss at once went into eommities of
the whole, with Suter of Antelope In the
chair, for the consideration of the messurs,

The bill was read soctlon by sectlon, ench
section belng adopted alimost as rapidly as
the reading could be finished. The section
Appropriating $100,000 was adopted without
opposition of any charncter. Beveral trivial
amendments were made, and in section T the
amount that the commission may use for
Its own expenses was limited to 3 per cent, or
$3.,000, Instead of 6 per cent, as provided
In the originel bill. The bill was further
amended so as Lo require hoth seoretary and
treasurer of the commiksion to each glve
bond for $20,000, to be approved by the
governor, auditor of public accounts and sec-
retary ol state,

The anly serap that came up In the com-
mittes of the whole was preaipitated by
Speaker Richnrds, who desired to amend see-
tion 13 #o that no one shonld be entitled Lo
relief who had not been a bona fide cltizen for
At least cno year, This amendment was fit-
tacked by BDarry, Brady, Rhodes, Cramb,
Conaway, Judd, and a half dozen others,
Richards finally withdrew the amendment,
but offered another limiting the time to
nine months. This was easily voted down,

The committes passed the section appropri-
ating $100,000 without & murmur of dimsent,
but It wasted more than an lour In dlscuss-

Ing the grammatieal construction of a single
wection,

SPENCER STARTED THE STRUGQLE,

At 11 o'clock a motion to rlse was made by
Horst, but Spencer of Lancaster sent up at
the last moment an amendment to section
1, limiting the appropriation to $60,000,
There wam o litile parliamentary struggle,
but the amendment was fivally opened to
amendment,

Speaker Richards warmly supported the
amendment. He declared that at best the
money voted would be simply a charitable
donation, It was (Hegal,

Chapman was opposed to any appropriation
whatever, and he would vote fgninst the
amestlfnwlrn_lht;r;utlze he believed the bill eould

efoate the appropriatl
2t $100,000, pproy on  remained

Munger supported the amendment, He
cdalled the attention of the leglslature to the
fact that the state was already burdened with
an Indebtedness at the present time of $1.200,-
000; that this debt was entirely Hlegal, and
that it could not at best he pald off within the
next ten years. The maximum levy could
not exceed 6 mills per annum, and although
the limit had been levied for several years
past the expenditures have largely exceeded
tho receipts, If $100,000 was appropriated
Lancaster county would have to pay $6,000
and Douglas county $15,000.

Barry asked “How much will Greeley
county have to pay to support the state Insti-
tutions located at Lincoln?”

Thls was a poser for the Lancaster county
member,

Hownrd sald he was in favor of Rppro-
glutlnx $100,000 or $200,000, it necessary.

@ wan tired of hearing all this talk about
ceonomy from men who voted themselves
$3,000 worth of postage stamps without n
qualm.

Burns of Lancaster opposed the amend-
ment. While It might be true, he sald, that
Lingoln would have to pay In taxes $6,000
of the amount, he knew that the wholesale
merchants of Lincoln had received flve or
Bix times that amount from the people of the
drouth-stricken districts.

MeNItt was in favor of the original amount,
while Haller favored a reduction to $50,000.

Barry made an eloquent plea for the ro-
tentlon of the original amount. He was at
hia best and advanced all the arguments
from his standpoint with consummate skill,
His remarks were received with evident ap-
preclation in many parts of the house.

Burch ma e an elaborate argument i favor
of the amendment. He deelared that the
appropriation would stop the Inflow of ald
that bus already set In from outside of the
slate, o

Conawany of York explained that from

000 to $30,000 would be needed to pay

Ight on sesid grain alone, He defended the
original amount reported by the committee,

COMMITTEE ALL TANGLED UP.

Finally Robinson moved that the debate
cease In ten seconds, The motion was
carrled with a cheer, The committee was
instantly plunged Into the wildest econfusion,
Beores of members were on thelr feot In a
valn ondeavor to attract the recognition of
the chalr. Beveral motions of a gomewhat
complicated character were made, and after
no litla warm feeling was expressed a mo-
tion was finally put, at the instance of
Barry, that the committeo rise and report
the bill back to the house with the recom-
mendation that it do pawss as amended, This
wis voted down, an then on motlon of
Burch the committee rose, roported progross
and asked leave to sit agaln.

As soon as the spoaker had resumod the
E\'el and the chalrman of the committes

d made hls report Barry moved that the
report be amended to the effect that the bill
pass ne amended.

Ricketts protested agalnst any attempt to
bulldoze the matter. v

A motlon for a recess untll 2 o'clock was
submitted, and the yoas and nays demanded.
On the roll ¢all forty-one members voted
yoa and thirty-six nay. This enabled the

gountending factions to fight over thelr polnts
of difference during the recess, and the op-
portunily was not lost sight of.

Objection being made, the
resolution wus not considered,

The house then went Into committee of the
whole with Hrady of Buffulo In the chalr
to resume consideration of tho relfef bill,

The motlon was on the amendmont (o re-
duce the proposed appropriation to $50,000,
The amendment provoked another discussion
of conslderable length, Thomas, who at the
mornlog sesslon  opposed the amendment,
chonged his position, He stated tbat dur-
Ing the recess bo had visited the rooms of
the Btate Rellef commission, and had been
informed by Secretary Luodden thet $50,000
With which to pay frelght would bo ample to
ensble the commisslon to care for all the
destitute as well as to supply grain for secd
and feed. Ho was therefore In favor of the
reduced amount,

DEFEATED THE AMENDMENT.

Burns of Lancaster, MeNitt and Howard
held out for the original amount. The latter
touk occaslon 1o rap the sonate over the
knuekles for s apporent lack of interest
in the sublect. The senate committes he
dec had not treated the house commit-
ia¢ with common courtesy. He did not be-
leve that the senate would pass a relief
bill at all, and from present Indications it

Aisclosed the

of the amendment. He declarsd that the
appropriation of $100.000 would tend to de-
feat the very object of the proposed legisia-
ton.

The flood of talk continued for an hour be-
fore & vote wan finully reached. There
eeemed to be no end to the desire of the
mambers Lo talk on the question and the com-
mittes wax on the verge of complete demoral-
Izatlon several times,

The amendment wan fnally defeated by a
close wvote, 31 o 04,

The committes then ross and reported the
bill back to the house with the recommenda-
tion that it do pass as amended,

The report of the committee of the whole
was adopted and the bill ordered engrossed
for a third reading.

After disposing of a conslderable amount
of business the house adjourned until 2
o'clock Monday afternoon.

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LABOR DELEGATES ASSEMBLE

Fourth Semi-Annual Oonvention of the
Nebraska State Federation.

SPEAKERS CAST A GLOOMY HOROSCOPL

1

MoCarthy of Omaha and Schamp of Lie-
eoln Feel that the Workingman Is in
a Very Had Condition Just
nt Present.

LINCOLN, Jan. 10.— (8pocial)—Presidont of
the Nebraska State Federation of Labor D.
Clem Deaver today at 2 p, m. called together
the fourth seml-annual convention at the
Lincoln headquarters of Federal union No.
6132, In the absence of the slate correspond-
Ing and recording secretary, C. B, Mathews
of the Omaha Typographical union, Jerome
Shamp of Lincoln Federal unlon No, 6332 was
elected mecretary pro tem,

President Deaver, in a brief address, out-
lined the work that the convention would be
called upon to consider and suggested that
following the appointment of committess on
credentinls and resolutions a recess be taken
until evening, He stated that the financlal
condition of the federation was good. He
called the attention of the delegates to the
personnel of the committee on resolutions,
who, he sald, were men selected with great
care and had been placed upon the most im-
portant committes in the convention. He
asked that any one having suggestions of a
practical nature would communieate them
to this committee. Upon the tople of arbi-
tration Presldent Deaver spoke at length.
He claimed that there was a better under-
standing of governmental affairs within than
without the ranks of Iabor organlzations,
The laboring mun must not be discouraged
by past fallures, Organlzations should not
take too advanced or radical stands upon these
matters, but should cultivate a spielt of con-
servatiem, yelalways keeping o little in ad-
vance of the general publie. The country was
In o demoralized condition. Not only were
there individual failures, but there was state
and natlonal bankruptey staring us In the
fuce. Charitable people were dolng a groeat
work, but charity so gencral as It now oxlsts
was an unnatural state of affairs. It did
not bode good to the welfare of the country.

The following committee on credentinls was
named by the president: L. 8. Gillick, Jerome
Shamp and M. J. MeCarthy.

The comirl tee cn resolutions was sppointed
as followa: H. C, Hogan, W. H. Coleman,
L. 8. Gillick, E. R. Overall and C. Helgerson,

On motion the following press committes
was named: Julius Meyer, Jerome Shamp
and W, 8. Sebring.

SOME GLOOMY PICTURES DRAWN.

M. J. MeCarthy, delegate from the Omaha
Central Labor unlon, was called to the floor
by unanimous request, and spoke at some
length. In his opinion, unless the working-
man defended himself, he would be ground
Into the dust. He held that It was time for
thought and would soon be time for actlon,
He cited a case In Omaha, whers men were
nt work cleaning brick at the burnt Exposi-
tion bullding for 40 cents & thousand. This
work was glven them by the Assoclated
Charitles, and he would sooner starve than
accept such starvation wages,

Jerome Shamp of the Lincoln unlon de-

seribed the condition of affairs In Lan-
caster county. He considered the ple-
ture  drawn by McCarthy of Omaha
a4 flattering one. There were people
suffering - in Lincoln who  would be

glad of work cleaning brick at 40 cents
a thousand. The legislature now in session
at the capitol came in for a brown roast
which evoked enthuslastic applause, He
sald the scenes enacted within those walls
were a disgrace to the state. The speiker
also went Into the record of the paving
contractor of the city, and sald that he had
once been a democrat, but turned republican
for the sake of sccuring Immunities from the
courts. Mr. Shamp sald that this man, out
of a paving contract of $500,000, swore that
he had made $137,000. There had been
hundreds of bills introduced in the legisla-
ture, but not one for the benefit of the work-
Ingman. The house had, It was true, passed
one bill for the rellef of destitute farmers
In western Nebraska, but “that bill had no
more show of passing In the senate than a
snowball In h—L."

Mosher, the Lincoln bank wrecker, was
now wearing stripes In South Dakota, bul
he was today considered In this city to be
& perfect gentleman, and If he were today
running for governor he would be eclected.
When you give a man who wants work,
charity, you take away his energy and his
manhood. He wanted nothing to do with
assoclated charlties. He had sat with the
county commissioners of Lancaster nnd when
they talked of appropriating #0 much money
to charity he had wurged them to
give it for labor in order that a man could
shoulder his pick and shovel and lock his
family in the face. The courts should be
looked after. There was the foundation of
the evil which came to laboring men. At the
election next fall the workingmen should
scan carefully the candidate for the supreme
bench. His hearers all remembered the his-
tory of Judge Maxwell, He had made a
declsion In favor of the people and the cor-
porations hoad snowed him under. Judge
Dundy had falled to congider the maximum
rate bill and called in Judge Brewer. The
latter had, after examining the pleadings,
pronounced [t a good law, n constitutional
law, a law which the sovereign people,
through their representatives, had a right
to enact, And then, what did he do? Iic
had turned squarely around and sald the
legislature had no right to pass such a law.
Paradoxical as It may appear, simple as
it may seem, a greal Judge on the federal
bench had turned himself spuarely around
rather than side with the people against the
corporations,

John C. Tierney, one of the leading and
eloguent mombers of the Lincoln Federul
unfon No. 6,332, made a8 warm speech, de-
nunclatory of Presldent Cleveland, Attorney
General Olney and the Pullman company of
South C.leago,

RESOLVED ON SALT CREEK.

The following resolution was introduced by
L. B. Gillick, and passed by the conventlon
without referencs to the committes on resolu-
tions:

Whereas, A large sum of money hag been
colleeted from our (Lincoln) taxpayers to
Improve SBall creek, and that It lies com-
iratively unused In the hands of our
‘hmrnl of Huuilrtri‘ Trustees at o time when
labor i In the direst straits for the neces-
saries of life; and

Wherens, We have been [rec uently and
urgently  Importuned by the ‘ulmrvrn of
the ecity to tauke publle action on this mat-
ter of gross negligence of the needs of our
Inborers; und

Whereas, It 18 a shame and an imposition
that while Nebraska 18 recelving aid for
her people from olrosd any funds should
le unused at home, therefore be It

Resolvesd, That in the name of labor and
humanity we déemand of the Board of
Banitary Trustees the lmmediate expendi-
ture of every dollar In thelr hands (n the
employment of our needy fellow cltizens,

The resolution, though of a purely local na-
ture, was Immediately and enthusiastically
passcd.

B. R, Overall of Omaha Central unlon
made & conservative and encouraging speech,
In which he took the ground that the time
was pot far distant when the important ques.
tlon of the rights of labor would be settled
and settled right,

George F. Daggett of Federal union No.
6,332, dellvered an Impassioned address, which
kept the hall echolng with tumultuous ap-
plauge. He held It o be & fundamental truth
that, while It was sclentifically true that
some disease germs can etand & temperature
of 200 degrees below zero, it was equally true
that It was Impossible to freege out the causo
of labor,

Amidst hearty cheers for the last speaker,
the copvention took & recess until § p. m.

BARRY WAS ABLE TO TALK.

Jerome Bchamp called the evening session
together and Introduced Representative Pat-
rick H. Barry of Greeley county. Mr. Barry
gald he had been talking all day in the house
1"¥ing to eecure a small proportion of rellef
leglalation for the people of the state, and
was not In good talking eondition. On this
account, he sald, he could but briefly ex.
press his thanks for the honor pald him, and
bid Gedspeed to the mission upon which the
laboring classes had entered.

Mr, Daggeit wias called uwpon by the united
voice of the convention, and oullined the
history and suocess of the labor movement
in Bogland ouder the leadership of John
Burna.

Representative Suter of Antelope county in
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a short speech drew the conclusion thal the
old parties were respondile for the prament
dimstroun conditionr In. this eountry. He
eald 1t conld not be Iald At the door of the
independeonts, for the reason Lthat the nde-
pendents had mol yet enjoyed the opportonity
to logislate. He did ot fknow as it wae
right to refer to it, beMg & member of the
house, but he conld not! Mip calling atten-
tion to the plifering an® sténling which had
been golng on in the staté'for the past fow
yonrs, !

Following the minuted of  the mesting had
In Omaha Angust 18 lst,” President Deaver
mide & statement of the condition of the
treasury, and explained the absence of Sec-
retary Mathews of Omaha, The resolution of
Mr. Overall endorsing the protection prin-
ciple stirred up quite, & Vireege, and for
nearly an hour a warm tarlff debate was car-
ried on all along the lipe. The resolution
was voled down by a Jarge majority. Fol-
