COhinese Oveortures.

ARE NOT MEN OF THE HIGHZIST RANK

Their Government Would Have No Panes
tlons About Disavowing Any Agroe-
ments They Might Make with
Japan—-Other War Nowa.

TOGKIO, Jan. 18,—(Via S8an Franelsco, Feb.
1.)—The sentor Chinese ambassidor, Ching
Yung-1Twan, arrived at Shanghal with a
retinue of fifty-six attendants January 14,
and hie sctions indicated a desire to set sall
for Hiroshima with the least possible delay.
In Jupan this sudden activity s attriboted
to Nls anxlely 1o meet Mr. Foster,  To Jap-
anese ministors of state the proepect of Mr,
Foster's particlpation In the peacs disous-
glons !s extremely welcome, The Japunese
are #1 Ineredulous us to China's good falth
and have small hopes of practical results
from this first interchange of views, They
belleve, however, that the visltors will carry
ceports to Peking that must convince the
Chinese court of the futility of additional de-
lay, and thut to this extent at least the con-
vention will be useful.

For renlly serlous work the enyvoys do notl
seem to have been happlly selected,  Thelr
rank and positlon would  undoubtedly be
Bufficlent In western countrles, but they are
not of the highest clpss in China and would
be diravowed and discredlied In a moment
it their government found it convenlent o
repudiate them.  Count Ito, the prime min-
Ister, and Viscount Mutga, the minleter of
foreign affulrx, left Tokio for Hircshima to
awalt the two Chinese delegates.

The capture of Kal Ping, In the northern
part of the Linotung peninsula, was neces-
sary as n strategle operation. Sa lung as
the town remuained in the possession of the
Ching e communication between the two Jap-
anesa armies In Manchurin was Impossible,
and the threatening movements latterly (di-
rected against the exteeme western position of
Lisutenant Genernl Noden's corps amade it
imperative that support should be at hand in
case of need from the troops commandsd by
Gengral Oyama, Since the middle of De-
cember a disposition has been shown by the
Chindse to bring all thelr avallable forces to
Dear upon the clty of Hal Cheng, garriaoned
by Lisulénant General Katsuran at the head
of the third (or Nagoyn) division of the army
of Jupan. On January 1 a brigade of Gen-
eral Oyama's corps was led from Kinchow
by Major General Nogimand, and on the 10th
the Chinese were expelled from Kal Ping.
Thelr retreat wos In the direction of New
Chwang and they probably Jolned forces with
General Bung, A few hours alter the cap-
ture a detnchment from Katsura's divisions
appeared and the desired connection was
made,  Japencse troops were stationed ot
proper Intervals alopg the route from Kal
Ping to Hal Cheng, and all anxiety as lo
molestntion of the Intter city Is at an end.

Marshall Spirit Pervades the Members of

A large committee, representing the united
labor organizations of Mexico, was recelved
by President Diez at the palace. The chief
executlve was nddressed at length on the
feelings of patrlotisin which Inspire the work-
Ingmen of Mexico at this time of Impending
danger to the republic and lts institutions.

General Diaz repllied that it was very grati-
fying for him to sze that now, as In all past
times of war in Mexleo, justlice and right had
found thelr defenders in those ready to use
the cannon and unsheath the sword, and
that It was a great pleasure for him to serve
such a country, where [ts pzople at all times
observed the religion of patriotism, He still
hoped the dispute with Guatemala might re-
main within the boundaries of diplomacy and
be settled without the spilling of Mexican
blood, but this did not detract from the pleas-
ure it gave him te feel that, come what
might, government and people would stand
together in a common cause and for a com-
mon cause, ‘The general urged the editors
to uss at all times great discretion in thelr
demonstrations of patriotism and by word or
deed offend no one, ag in this way the dig-
nity of the natlon in generul can be main-
tnlned which should be the wish of every
cltizen ns It iz of the government. In clos-
Ing, the president again thanked the work-
fngmen for the bonor they had shown him
and Mexieo and the practleal proof they had
presented, that if Mexieo be In need, its in-
tegrity and honor will have the backing of
10,000,000 Mexlean defenders,

The banks, In
order to avert a panic, may furnish him with
gold, but even then it is gquestionable, when
i doubt exists respecting payment In gold,
If enough gold ean be gol, In any case, mera
borrowing will not avail, as the expérience
of the past year has shown lhat sconer or
lnter there must be a contraction of the cur-
reney, er there would be n panie’

The Blagist procecds to discuss the conse-
quences in the event, firstly, of gold belng de-
mondétized; secondly, no leg'siation’ whatever
bolng arrived at; thirdly, the effect of the free
colnage of sllver. Then the Statlst remarks:
“If gold 1s demonetized it §s perfectly clear
that there will b a great transfer of props
erty from the capltalist and lending clagses to
the producing and borrowing classes. This
would be of immense advantage to the west
and south, and would prove a serious loss to
the eastern stetes and (o Europe.

RESULT OF A SILVER STANDARD.

“Of course, & great country ke the United
States adopting a silver standard would I|:u'--|
great influence on the whole of the world, and
gliver would undonbtedly rige, but It would
be long before it reached 60 pencs. The great
refduetion of debite 4l over the United States

by a fall of sllver would give the farmong |
i producing cla=sea generally a sense of
freedom and prosperity, which they hive not

had for many years, and would probably give
a great stimulus to production. I sllver did
not rise mueh for o while, American cotton,
pork, vte., would compete with the product of
other countries at a very great advantage,
and therg would prebahly be a very rapid and
great growth of exports and the beginning of
an ere of great prosperity.”

““On the other hand, the lending and cred-
itor  elnsses wonld suffer, and thelr losses
would not affect production to anything like
the same extent as the galns of the debtors
and  producers would do. Further, there
would be a yery serlous [all In securitles,
which would Injure capitolists and lenders
buth In the United States and Burope. If
congress refuses legislation, then gold would

tendency would still be to benefit debtors and
producers, and would injure eapltalists and
lenders, while produetion and exports would
be stimulated, though not to n great extent,
“Thirdly, it the mints were opened for free
colnoge, which would tend to make the gold
premium higher still, the premium would not
be wvery high, and the reductivn of the debt
and the loses of capitalists would be small
compared with the demonetization of gold."
Summing up this review of the financlal
possibilities, the Statist represents Lhe west
and south as being perfectly right in the
view that a ehange of the present system
would benefit their sections of the union.
“The effect of the change they advocate would
be a tendency to trasfer property by whaole-
gale from the east and RKurope to the west
and south. In fact, It would be a form of
repudintion, and 1t would lower the eredit of
the United States, and prevent the free Influx
of Bureopean capitnl. In the future probahbly

European capitalists. will alwaye insist upon
the gold clause—they will require a elear
pontraot that they will be repald in gold, In

the cevent of gold demonetization muatters will
rlght themselves in the long run, but might
b wvery long, and gnother point |8 that a
great trangfer of property would not act unl-
formly.

Representative Heard, who I8
chalrmon of the committee on the Distriet of
Columbln, beenme angered beecause the Ha-
wailin question was being brought forward
In the thme devoted (o his committes and ate
tempted to secure the floor. The begluning of
the controversy was net plain, but suddenly
both members eprang toward cach other, Mr,
Breckinridge shouting:  “You cur! Sesundrel
and Har!™ striking at the member from Mis-
sourl & Nerce blow which migsed him,

Lostantly they were selzed hy other mems
beps, bub they struggled fercely o goet ot
each other, cach shouting, "Liar!"

Mr. Pence of Colorndo had Mr, Breckinrldges
by the throat and Me. MeCrenry of Kentucky
climbed over several geats and leld lilin by
the ahoulder. For three or four minutes thero
was a wild serambling regombling a foot ball
rusgh, while all the members In the house
poured into the alsle and the greatest con-
fusion relgned.  The pounding of the spoaker's
mavel could b heard, but Mr. Crisp's
volee rang above the tumult, shouting: “The
gergeant-at-arme will arrest the membears!
and then, "“The sergeant-at-arms will bring
them before the bar of the house!'

Deputy Sergeant-at-Arms lsnne 1l rushed
down the alsle Learing the greal mace, fol=
lowed by his assistants.

The two memboers were then brought up bee
fore the speaker’s desk, two men on each
gide holding thelr arms, and Representative
Dockery of Missourl standing behind them.
Mr. Brockinridge was exceedingly red In the
fuce, while Mr. Heard, who Is a slender man,
was ashen pale and trembling like a leaf.

In the oourse of an explanation to the
house Mr. Breckinridge practically ehullenged
Mr, Heard and demanded personal satlsfac-
tion. Doth Heard and DBreckinrldge wers

forced to apclogize to the house, Expulsion
procecdings are unlikely,
ONLY ONE BLOW STRUCK.

The scene wius one of the wildest and most
Intense excltement, It occurred at the con-
cluslon of the debate on Mr, Hitt's Hawnalian
report and grew out of a personal difficulty
between Mr. Dreckinrldge and Mr. Heard.
Only one blow had been struck when friends
interposed and the sergeant-nt-nrms arrested
the two offenders and brought them to the
bar of the house. As well as the babel of
confused events can be raveled out the en=
counter oceurred thus:

Mr. Heard, who was in charge of the Dis=
trict of Columbin business, cut off Mr.
Breckinridge, who was attempting to address
the house on the Hawallan resolution, by de-
manding the provious question on the adoption
of the resolution,

Mr. Breckinridge immediately moved around
from the side aisle in whieh he was stand-
ing to the tler of seads where Mr. Heard was
logated, and hot words followed,  Mr. Dreoks-
inridge protested agoairst what he called Mr,
Heard's rudeness, The latter declared he
was only doing hig duty. As the volees of
the gentlemen rose members rushed thither,

“Impertinent puppy!”’ shouted Mr, Brecke
Inridge,  "Linr!" hisged back Mr., Heard,

AL this word the whitehalred Breckinrldge,
who 18 a heavily bullt, stocky man, put his
foot on the step on which the benches are
located and let drive a right-handed blow
at Mr, Heard.

Mr. Heard, who Is a slight and apparently
not sirong, but rother tall man, with a
beard streaked with gray, dodged, In an
instunt a dozgen hands were extended Lo re-
straln the Kentucklan and the tide of mems=
bers swept him twenty feet up the main alsle.
But he continued to struggle and wroestle with
hig captors, Messrs, Pence and Outhwalits,

The house and gallerles were In an uproar.
Bedlam had broken looge. Owver It ull the
orpeks of the speaker's gavel sounded as he
attempled to quell the riot on the floor, In
firm tones the speaker dirccted the sergennt-
at-urms to grrest the offenders, Colonel ke
HIl, the deputy, and his assletant, Mr. Rob-
Inson, grabbed the sllver mace, the emblems
of the house authorlty, and rushed up the
algle. 1t was erowded with a seething muss
of members. When they bad elbowed their
way to the seene of combat Mr. Breckin-
rldge was still strogeglog with those who held

him. His antagonist, Mr. Heard, stood
calmly In his place. Misunderstunding Mr,
Pepes's attempt to guiet Mr, Breckioridge,

who was trembling ke an sspen with over-
wrought éxcitement, Colonel Hill aod his as-
wigtant selged both Mr, Breekingdge and Mr,
