The men will be sent tn the Warrimoo,
leaving for Victorls today. Cranstcn and
Muller were to blow up the Central Unlon
cliurch an the night when the rebellion broke
out. Of the exiles, Johnstona I a British
subject, Crangton an American and Muller a
German: They say they do not kn w whal
they wern arrested for; were given o trial;
wers Kept confined without nny chanes of
communleation, and did not know they were
to Ieave untll the Warrimoo whistled to
leave, Johnstone will remaln at Vancouver,
but the others say they will not leave the
steamship, but wili return on her to Hino
lulu when she goes back., They claim that
they havo beon victimy of gross outrage.

The sthooner Norma arrived at Honolulu
on January 30 with a eargo of sulmon, fifty-
glx days from Claxttn, No traces of arms
or oplum were found, and thus another sen-
eatlon was spolled.

TREATED THE QUEEN WELL.

“The royallsts have been allowed and  have
repentedly avalled themselves of the privilege
to aspociate unmolested In the publie squars
In front of the executive mansion at Honolulu
and unrestrictedly to pass such resolullons
as they chose, condemning the government,
protesting agalnst annexation, against the
constitution and the republie and declaring in
favor of the restoration of the monarchy,
One of the serious features of the sltuation
in Hawall Is that a number of leading in-
surrectionlsts are what may be called pro-
fesslonal revolutionists, The rank and file
are lgnorant dupes, Wileox, the military
leader In the last Insurrection, s mentioned
ns one of the leaders,
Wileox's dolngs on the islands In the past
decads, In which he 1s put down as a turn-
coat, ready at any minute to support the side
which best sulted his purpose, Is cited as one
of such a class, *'This," continues the cor-
respondence, 8 a falr sample of the mna-
terfal of which the leaders and organizers of
the late Insurrectlon are composed, Most
of them are forelgpners.

*“What I8 the government of Hawall to do?
Is that government to condone every offense
that ean be committed against a government
and upon capturing insurrectionists in the
‘wot of shooting down Its eltizens allow them
to again go free, to repeat the operation nt
the first convenient opportunity? Amid
hostile environments, amid opposition, treach-
ery and revolutlon at home and depressing
effects of continuously hostile Influences from
abroad, President Dole and his assoclates, to
this best of their limited powers and with all
the wisdom with which God has endowed
them are maintalning the outer breastworks of
divilization In the Pacifie, with a reserve
conelsting of n handful of professional and
business men, mechanics and clerks.
PRESIDENT DOLE'S TASK,

“The problem that has been forced upon
President Dole, nnd which he and his ad-
viKkers are forced, unaided and In the pres-
enee of hostile Influence, to solve, Is one
which would prove a task to greater men.
The problem Is not how to achieve revenge.
It is how to prevent Hawall from gravitating
into the catalogue of chronle revolution.
“How the government of the republie will
solve the problem I do not know. The gospel
of forgiveness and forbearance has been prac-
ticed  with  apparently unsuccesaful result,
Whatever measures are taken the while men
who organized the late nisurrection and fur-
nished the arms therefor, but had the adroit-
ness to kep out of sight when there was
fighting to be done, will be held to an equal
degree of responsibility with their native
companions, who had at least the manliness
to attempt to carry out thelr lll-conceived
plap.  Thie furthep, I know that Abraham
Lincoln did not potsess & more patient, lov-
Ing, kindly disposition than does Sanford B,
Dole; that here does not exist In the United
States todyy o more genérous spirited, peace
loving, forglving and unrevengeful commun-
Ity than that residing In Honolulu and fur-
nizhing the leaders of the present govern-
ment,

“God forgive those who would impute a
sapguinary lust for blood to ns brave, gener-
ous, disinterested, liberty loving and true o
band of patriots as ever honored Christian
civilization or add to their already heavy
burdens or Incréase the dificultles of thelr
alrendy difficult task."

Bomo Berions Objections to an International
Arbitration Treaty.

WOULD NULLIFY THE MONROE DOCTRINE

Clalma of This Country for Her Natnrallzed
Cltleons Might Alse Be Serlously
Jeopardized by an European Ma-
Jority on the Commission.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 10,—The recent visit
to Washington of Mr. Cremer, the British
member of Parllament who was charged
with the presentation to our government of a
memorial signed by about 360 of his col-
leagues In Parllament urging the negotlation
of &n arbliration treaty with Great Britain,
has resulted in stimulating Interest In the
project, which had rather lagged slnce the
Introduction of the Allison resolution some
years ago, In congress the proposition has
taken tangible shape in a radioal Joint reso-
Iution submitted by Senator Sherman snd
referred to the committee on forelgn rela-
tiang, fully authorizing the president to move
In the matter, While this resolution has not
been entirely mcceptable to the advocates of
the scheme, It has served Its purpose of form-
Ing the basls of conslderation by the commit-
Lee.

Meanwhile negotlations have been opened,
as yet only preliminary In nature, between
our government and the British ambassador
that will, It ls sald, If they result in the
consummation of a treaty, be fraught with
the gravest consequences so far a8 the
United States Is concerned. In Its present
shape the proposition Is extremely broad,
though It may be narrowed as the negotin-
tions progress, for It contemplates nothing
legs than n great general treaty, to which the
United States and all of the great European
powers shall be partles, by the terms of
which any matter In dispute between any of
the signatory powers which cannot be ad-
Justed by the ordinary methods of diplomacy
shall be submitted to arbitration.

SEOME DISADVANTAGES.

There is nothing substantinlly new In this
proposition, which has been discussed for
many years in varlous shapes, but the fact
that negotintions have actually begun and
It I8 at last really within the reach of possi-
bility hes had the effect to draw the atten-
tlon of certhin senators who must pase upon
any such treaty to grave consequences that
might be expected to follow its ratification.
For instance, It has been urged that the
Monroe doctrine, upon which our predom-
Inanco In this hemlgphers depends, would be
speedlly dismissed as of no force in an arbi-
tratlen, Eech of the slgnatory powers wounld
be represented upon the arbitration commis-
sfon, and as the Buropean powers would be
largely in the majority there could be but one
result should any question ba submlitted in-
volving the application of this doctrine, to
which they have never subscribed and bave
tolerated only because of the ability of the
United States to maintain it agalnst any
single power.

Another objection that has been advanced
Is that the arbitration treaty would abso-
lutely deny the right of revolution, and this
might be a very serious matter to the United
States. In the event that Canada should cast
off allegiance to Great Britain it would prob-
ably be Impossible for this counltry to rec-
ogniza her Independence, much less annex
the Dominion, even upon the unanimous ap-
plication of Its people.

Of late years the major part of our nego-
tiations with European powers has been made
upon the settiement of difficulties growing
cut of cur insistence upon the recognition of
the citizenship of naturalized Americans.
Upon this issue the United States is at
variance with almost all of the European
countries, which have found It essentlal to
the maintenance of thelr great systems of
enforced military service to deny the right of
exputriation to thelr subjects, and If such a
questlon were submitted to arbitratlon, the
United States would be certainly defeated in
its contention and there would be no safety
for our mnaturalized citizens anywhere out-
slde of the United States. These are a few of
the diMculties that at present beset the path-
way of negotlations leading to a general
arbitration treaty, and It Is doubtful If they
can be overcome

CHANGING TEXAS FEVER LINE.

Extunded to the Pacifie Const and Omittod
5 Part of Oklahoma,

WASHINGTON, Feb, 10.—In accordance
with the act of congress of May 20, 1804, the
sepretary of agriculture has lssued to "man-.
agers and superintendents of rallroads and
transportation companles of the United
States, stockmen and others'" the usunl regu-
latlons concerning cattle transportation, to be
In force from the 16th day of February to
the 15t day of December next. The pringipal
difference between the regulatiops and those
of last year lies In the fact that the Texas
fever line, ns It has been called, has been
extended westward to the Paclfio coast. The

line from the Pacific coast to Its junction
with the old line, which formerly did mnot
extend beyond western Texns, is described as
running from the extreme western point of
the county of "*Contra Costa,” eastward along
the northern boundarles of Contra Costa and
San Joaquin to the western boundaries of
Amador, then north along the western bound-
aries of Amador to the southwestern corner
of Eldorado, then southwest (o the bound-
ary ling of Californin, thence southeasterly
nlong the eastern boundary of California to
the western border of Arlzona, thenee south
along the western boundary of Arlgona to the
southwestern border of the territory and east
along the southern boundary of Arizona and
New Mexico to the Rio Grande, southeast
along the Rlo Grande 1o the routhwest
corner of the county of Fuley, Texas, and
northeasterly along the river to the eouth-
western corner of the county of Pecos, which
was the western extremity of the old line.

Tho princiral chonge In the old Texas
fever line affects the territory of Dklahoma,
a lnrge portion of the northwestern part of
the territory which was formerly Included
within that line being now left out, There
are also some slight changes (o the line In
Missouri, Tennesseo and Virginia, The
Bureau of Anlmal Industry s preparing the
map for 1805, showing the Texas fever line
In Ita entirety under the regulations, and |t
will bo printed and ready for distribution as
Eoon as possible,

The regulations lmposed upon the trans-
portation companles, stockmen and others
with regard to the removal of cattle from
south of this Nue do not differ from those
in force last year,

LONDUN MONEY EASY,

Ameroan Loan Will Do Listle Toward lte-
« lleving the Gint of Gold,

LONDON, Feb. 10.<Advancsd mopey rates
were more difficult to maintaln lngt week,
the belief being that the new Amerlean
loan would do ltile to relieve the plethora
of gold here. Investors agaln turned to
glit-edged securities, which showed a fresh
upward move, At the election of directors
of the Manchester Chambir of Commerce
there were seven bimetallist candidates,
Only four of them were elected, agalnst
five monometallistg. This defeat of the bi-
metalllst party in  Laneashirs, the chlef
center of the bimetallic agitation, la slg-
nificant of the state of feeling In Bngland
on the question of a sllver stindard.

NO NEWS OF LA GASCOGNE

—

Three Bhips Oamo Into Port Yesterday
Oovered with Ice,

SAW NOTHING OF THE FRENCH LINER

Faet that Other Vessels Far Less Staanch
Have Wenthered the Galos Lonves Hope
thint She Is Stmply Delayed by
Disabled Machinery.

NEW YORK, Feb. 10.—The French line
steamer La Gascogre, xo far as all sgurees of
Information go, has falled to reach a harbor.
The three steamers which arrived at this
port today have seen or heard nothing of her.
But the fact that wessels not nearly so
statuneh as the French liner have weathered
the gales that have swept the Atlantie for
the past two weeks hax given heart and hope
to those who can view the chances of the big
steamer from an Impartial standpoint.  La
Gascogne le now eight days overdue. 8he
has froed meny a furious gale In the years
that she has crossed (ho Atiantie, but never
was ghe so tardy In reaching port.

On October 26, 1801, slie came Into New
York, 020 souls on board, salt encrusted to
tho top of her funnels, For four days and
nights sho had been In the grip of a hurri-

cane, Onoe day of such weather would have
tested the stauncliness of almost anyihiing
that floats, but La Garcogne reached New

York practically uninjured. It Is such expori-
ences that has glven the agents in this eity
confidence that thelr boal is still ploughing
the seas or safo In some out of the way har-
bor, The men In the office of the French
line do not worry much. None of them be-
lleve La Gascogne to ba lost. 1t s the {riends
and relatives of the passengers that are fear-
ful of the worst,

The men who report vessels far down the
bay have kept their oyes sharp toward the
sen In the hope of belhg the first to signal
the miseing sleamer. At 7:40 tonight the
Hamburg American liner Danin was reported
off Fire lgland. Two hours later an unknown
eteamer was reported pagsing SBandy Hook
light hiuse. ‘Thera she anchored and it ia
believed that she ls Ln Normandle, a sister
ship of La Gascogne. L1 Normandie
talled from Havre February 2, and coming
over the smme course as the Gascogne, It was
confidently expected she would have tidings
of the olher, No slgns to that effect, how.
ever, are displuyed, and now the officials ct
the liner fix thelr hope on La Touraine,
which sailed for Havre on Wednesday last,
with Instructions to keep the sharpest look-
out for La Gascogne, and, If necessary,
spend extra time in muking a detour from
the regular conrse. Just what news the
Dania or La Normandie may bring Is doubt-
ful, but they have given no Indleation up tuv
the prerent time of having spoken the miss-
ing ship.

“It was at 12:14 a. m. on February 6 that
we pleked up the captain and crew of the
Prench bark Jean Baptlste. It was about 11
o'clock that night whaen report was made to
me that n White Star liner, supposed (o be the
Cevie, had been sighted. The captain of the

slganls sent up to let him know who we
ware., The Cevie was off our pprt sids, The

reporter Mr, Hoffman told the following story
of the wreok. His statement was made in a
very disconnected faghlon and was Hberally
Interspersed with threats of prosecuting the
North German Lloyd company and frequent
outbursts of tears: My wife and bhoy and
myzelt had @ stiterocm on the starboard
8lde, after section, between the numbers 6O
and 106" he sald. 1 woko early on the

deck and réturned to our stateroom, whers 1
Wwid my wife how the weather was and put
another blanket over my boy, who was in tha
upper berth, for it was very cold, Suddenly
I heard a crash, and tne ship trembled vip-
lently I rushed outside to =ea what the
traublo was, and as I did T mot Mr. Schle-
wel's sister, Emma, who was runnlong forward
towird the gnngway. None of the ship's crow
conld give mo any information as to what
had happened, but as 1 heard great con-
fusion overhénd and sounds of many people
running to and fro, I ran back to our cabin
and told my wirfe to dress herselt and the
boy a8 guickly as possible. I took the ehild
In my erms and we went forward to the
companlonway in the saloon, whero 1 found
o orowd of passengers endeavoring o get
upon deck. With my boy on one srm and
supporting my wife with the other I sturted
for the companionway. Just then some one
on deck gave the order for everyone (o go
below, nnd (n the rush that ensued to obey
the erder 1 was carrled down the steps again,

“I went up (n deck again regardiess of

The
order to lower the boats was given, The
Ingt one on the port elde was the first to be
lowered, and Into this a number of passongers
Jumped, but were promptly ordered out again,
No one got Into the second boat, which was
next on the port side to this; and the one
directly cpposite where we were standing
wis lowered, and into this I threw my vallsg,
laking my boy In my arms, I turned and
kigged my wife, who sald: ‘God may help
us yet," and then I jumped Into the boat,
which had not as yet been lowered. Just then
the order wis glven for all women and ehil-
dren to go to the starboard slde, and my
wife obeyed the order.

One of the Survivors Was Unconsclons Whes
Succor Came and the Other Was Badly
Froren—Five of the Unforfunates

vessgl off Fire Island beach were rescued at
midnight by the crew of the Lone HIN life
saving statlon. The vessel was the schooner

(during the height of the gale. Nine men
| took to the rigeirg when the vessel went
down an elghth of a mile off the shore and
| they clung in the reging bllzzard, until one
by one, sevon of them slipped Inte the sea o
hung lifeless, bound to the rigging, Two only
were able to endure the terrible exposure.

Thoey nre 8 J. Nelson and
Willtam Stevens, They nre badly
frost bitten. Thoe story of thelr rescus

Is o tribute to the brave lfe savers wha have
for the past two days beon making alinost

superhuman  efforis to reach the wrocked
schooner, It was on Tuoesday last that (le
Place was wrecked. The life savers sent

out 1ife lines, but not before the seanien were
almost fromen to death and so stiff ag to be
unable to get to them. They tried many
times to launch thelr boat, but on each oo=
casion the breakers drove It back Lo the
shore,

The same atiempts were repeated for two
days, while, ono by one, the men in the rig=-
ging gave way to the exposure. When, at
midnight Iast night, the e savers, under
command of Captain Baker, pushed their boat
Into the surf and pulled ke mad to the
wrack, there wera but two lyves remalning
of the nine. During all that time the men
In the ropes had not tasted food or drink.
Just m spark of life seemed to remain, and
althongh the two were able to drop from
the rigging Into the Nfe boat they weore al-
most Insensible, Nelson presented a terrible
appearance. His face, hands and feet were
frozen and he was unable to speak for sev-
eral hours, Stevens had been more fortunate,

having wrapped himsell In canvass. It waa
through his efforts that the other survivor
had been kept nlive. Tach time Nelson's

head sanlc on his breast during the blinding
storm Stevens would reach over and pound
him into sensibllity again, The latier was
goon able to tell the story of the wreek and
tho terrible experience of the two men. The
dead are:
