The Donrd of Health s engaged In an
effort  to supply” In  Industry  what It
Incks in the way of sanitary inspectors. At

the lagt meeting all of the sanltary inspectors
and Milk Inspector Bruner were dismissed,
pending some further financial assurances
from the clty council. Yesterday Com-
migsloner Baville was out tacking up con-
tagious disease notices In the northern part
of the city, while Dr. Towne was covering
the south side, There were twenty ccm-
plaints of nuisunces on the hook yester-
day. They would naturally be attended to
by the sanitary Inspectors, but as the board
cannot afford such luxurles at present, Meat
Inspector Frank was called into requisition
and ne was sent out to attend to bhalf a
dozen of the most serlous complaints. The
others will have to go by the board and
nothing more will be attempted in the line of
sanltary inspection, except to iInvestigate
some of the most lmportant cases that are
reported by eltizens,

Commlssioner Saville sald yesterday
that this state of affalrs would continue until
the board was assured of sufliclent financial
support to carry It through the year. He
thought that the board might get along In
this manner during this month without any
gerlous danger to the publie health, but that
As soon as spring came on thorough sanitary
inspection was Imperatively needed. I am
trying to conduct the affairs of the board on
i businegs basls,” adiled the commlissioner,
“and every one knows that in any buginess
coneern there s A minimum of force and
when you go below that the machine stops
moving., You might us well have a wagon
with three wheels us a board of health with-
out sanitary inspection. 1 told the counell
some time ago that it might better throw
§5,000 Into the river than appropriate that
amount to run the Board of Health through
the year. All we can do in the present situa-
tlon is to look after a few speclal cases and
drift along without any real Inspection.”

The commissioner Is Inclined to b:lleve that
the wction of the council s dictated by
political considerations. le says that when
a lot of councilmen go to work and cripple
the board to get one or two political sup-
porters a job it Is an outrage, both to the
people and to polities.
