LONDON, March 3.—The correspondent of
the Asmociated proks, who wam sent to Ar-
monia with Instructions to thoroughly Inves-
tgate the slorles told of the Turkish atroci-

sln, January 25, forwarded the following in
terview wilh the father of all the Armenians,
Mgr. Khrimiran, After a hesiiation of cev-
eral days the very reverend father granted
tha request of the Asrociatod press corre-
spondent for n elalement of the cundition of
Armoents and the endses which led to the Bas-
soun massacre. Additlonal weight Is glven to
the statemoents by the fuet that Mgr. Khrimi-
ran I8 at present preparing A mombridl oon
tho sulijeot to the ezar of Russla, and It may |
Bo Inferred that the substance of the siate-
fent I the memorial to the cxar may be
found In this interview. Mgr. Khrimivan's |

nrkishy frontier,

In an outer room of the house the Asso
oiated pross corrcEpondent met a monk In a
black habit, and at the farther end of the
room was a man dressod entirely In red, hold-
ing it long mace, The sanguinary appearance
of this man controsted strangely with the
peace and qulet of the house, Sometimes
four men are in atiendanee. On the gceislon
of the first vizit of the correspondent to the
quiet houee he was Introduced by an eminent
Armeninn gentleman, editor of the Ardzgan-
Ink:. On the ovcasion of hia second visit, Mgr.
Khrimiran, having decided to make the state-
ment askol for by the Ascocinted prees, talked |
fluently and cloquently of the wrongs of his |
country. Among other things he sald:

CAUSES OF THE MASSACRE.

"The massacre In thoe Sassoun mountains
was Lhe result of a long period of Turkish
misgovernment; In the Armenian provinee of
Turkey n poliey of cruelty and oppression
hag continued for o long time. I, myself,
hayve been an eye witness of all Kinds of Tur-
Ish oppression. In fact, about fifly yedars of
my life have been pussed In conncetlon with
the perscoutions in Armenia. Twenty or
thirty years ago the Armenians were still
very low and narrow, and did not understand
tho cause of all the calnmities which befell
them, They theught thelr troubles were sent
by heaven as a punlshment for thelr sins,
Such s always the belief of the people de-
prived of education and the printing press.
But later, when they began to think and to
understand  the wicked acts of thelr op-
prepsors, there came a change and they saw
elearly the real cause of their troubles,

“One reason for their change was the war
between Rusgln and Turkey in 1876, which
ended so happlly for the Bulgarians, who
recelved freedom and self-government. The
Armenlans suffered from the misgovernment
of the Turks much more than the Bul-
garians, who lved In the nelghborhood of
the western European powers, as the Ar-
menians were at such a remote distance
from the ecivilized world that thelr cries
oduld not be heard,

At the close of the Russo-Turkish wor
the Armeninns, encouraged by the improved
conditlons of Bulgaria, demanded the same
guarantees which were given to that couns
try. All kinds of complaints, grievances
and petitions, poured Into the patrlarch of
Constantinople, They wera 80 numerous
that If they had been thrown iuto a large
room they would have filled it as full as
AN CER.

PLEADED ARMENIA'S CAUSE.

“In the meantime, the Huropean powars
woere compelled to slgn the Berlin treaty.
At this perlod I was sent with another dele-
gate to the chief capitale of western Burope
to plead the cause of the Armenians. 1
visited Parls, London, Viennn and Rome,
but my visit did not produce satisfactory
results, I presented petitions to the Berlin
congress, glving full detalls of the Turklsh
atrocities In Turkish Armenla. Moreover
there was printed in Berlin at the eame
time my description of these atroclties.

“But what we had worked for was not
realized, ns, with reference to the Armenlian
question, the Derlin congress adopled what
I8 Known as the sixty-first article of the
Berlin treaty, and, although the treaty was
signed, it had no influence in lessening the
persecutiong. Our hopes were In vain. The
eruelty of the Turkish government did not
cease. It merely took a new form. But,
keeplng In view that there was a treaty, the
Turks sought for some legal means of justi-
fylng thelr ntrocities,

“That happened; the taxes became heayler
and all kinds of duties became greater, and
the Turkish people received full powers Lo
tax Armenian  peasants. Why should n
peopls who have not only a sufficient quan-
tity of land, even too much, and A very
fortlle and well irrigated land, leave thelr
native soil and emigrate to other countries?
If there were no proof of Turkish mis-
government In Armenin this cireumstance
alone would present sufficient evidence of
thoge oppressions which the Armenlans in
Turkey are suffering. Nearly 80,000 Ar-
meniins geek work (n Constantinople in
order that they may be able to pay the
taxes which the Turkish government im-
poges upon them,

“In the whole Turkish empire,
as yet about 3,000,000 Armenians.'
NEW FORM OF OPPIRESSION,
Regarding the Sassoun alfalr, the rever-
end father said: “As every actlon brings
its result or counter blow, the Eame may
be sald of the oppression of the Armenlans,
who understood the actlons of the Turks
and began to revolt. It was then, and only
thon, that the Turks understood the danger
of the position, As a rseult, they had re-
conrse to the Kurds, whose chiefs went to
Constantinople, where they recelved Instruc-
tions to form reglments of soldlers from
thelr own trilies. This was the beglnning
of what {8 known as the Hamldleh cavalry,
or Kurdigsh regulars. The Kurdish chiefs
were londed with favors and Invested with
the right to oppréss the Armenians. The
troops recelved no pay, but what was better,
they received permission to plunder the
Ohristiang. Unable to eludo this new form
of oppresslon and torture, some of the Ar-
menlans revolted against the ceruelty of
thelr oppressors, while many others sought

to fly to forelgn countries.

“The final result came In the massacre
in the Saswoun mountains, What took place
T know from the statements of eye wit-
nesses, and also from accounts published in
the newspapers.

*Phe Turks had wished for a long time
to capture and punish the people who had
revolted aguinst the cruelties of the Kurda,
but the Inaccessibility of the mountain
countries, not only o cavalry but also to
{nfantry, frustrated thelr pluns, However,
when the Kurdish regiments weré formed
the task of capturing the woeuntain people
was entrueted to them, and subsequently
8,000 regular Turkish troops, with several
mountain guns, were sent to assist in the
work,

FEROCITY OF THE TURKS ILLUSTRATED

“The Armenlans occupied a stroug posi-
tion owing to the Inaccessibllity of the
mountain reglons and when the Turkish
troope attacked them they met with re-
wlstance, but as the Armenlans had but few

¢ and Inhdequate supplies of provisions
they were eventuully compelled to surrender.
During the fghting s few goldlers were
Killed, but they were vyery few In com-
parison with the number of Armenians after-
ward put to death by both Kurds and
Turks,

"Among the horrible eruelties perpetrated
on the Armenians during the massacre, 1 will
relate the following fact proving the ferocity
of the Turkish troops and thelr commander,

‘politieal offenne.' But what the Turk oalls
A political offense has nol been designated.

COVERE ALL OFFENSES.

“Tor Instance, for a Christian to protect
his property from plunder i consdered a
‘politicul offenve’ tn the Turkish empire. In
prisons all kinds of torturs are employed
agalnet rich and peor.

“The stntn of the Turkleh prisons I sim-
Py dreadrul,. FPor instance, the chiel monk
of a mennstery wos fastened to a wall with
a nall driven through his hands and was de-
Hvered from that positlon enly on admitting
that he acted wrongly, although lie Was en-
tirely Innceent, On the hands and feet of
severnl prisoiers were fastensd chalns and
heavy whuekles of wood, while an thelr heads
were placed lnetroments resembling  eopper
which wera hosted to a Kigh temperas
Sometimes these tortures ended i the
of the safferars.

“In the Sassoun dletriet thers were about
111 villages and bhamlets. In one of these
villages lived lomadam, a Turkish distriet
chie!, The whole number of Armenian fami-
les, or *hearths,! us they are called In the
district, wag 3,048, The Armeplany, I may
explain, have proserved the anclent tribal
s¥Etem. The maximum number to one of
these ‘hearths' 18 elghty persons. Taking
twenty as a modest average, the number of
inhabitants In the distrliet amounted to more
than 70,000 souls,

“Irom the Information brought to me 1 be-
lteve that the Kurdish and Turkish troops
have burned or destroyed a number of citics
or villages, and I extlmate that the number
of men, women and children killed in the
Bnesoun distriet amounts to 11,000,

During the Inlerview the Astoclated press
correspondent asked Mgr, Khrimiran what
truth there wis In the etory that certaln Ar-
menfan revolutlionary leaders Induced Arme-
ninng to commit atrocities on Turks In the
hope of provoking outrages which wonld raise
the wrath of the Christian world, He replied
that such rumors were too absurd to obtain
eredence anywhere except in Turkey. With
reference to the Turkish commission of in-
qulry, Mgr. Khrimiran sald: “The ehlef In
terest at present centers In the Turkish com-
mistlon of Inquiry, but Armenians look for no
results from the commission, becanse It will
only deal with the Sasgoun matter, which
was only an incident in the oppression of
the Armenlans."

BUTCHERY AT CLEIVOUSON.

The correspondent of the Aproclated press
aleo Interviewed several Armenlan refugees
at Tiflis, The stories they told of the mas-
Aacres correspond in every respect with what
has been published In loeal Armeninn papers.
The Armenlans held their ground agalnst
the Turks for twenty-five days, when, thelr
provislons and ammunition belng exhausted,
they were elther forced lo fly or to sur-
render, After reaching the villages of Clel-
vouson the Turks set fire to the houses,
destroyed the churches and began to mas-
sucre the inhabitants. OIld and young men,
women and ehlldren were tortured and put
to death. Among this number were two
priests, one of whom, Terpetros, was gtripped
of all his elothes and plerced with
twenty-five thrusts of a poniard, which
cauged his death. The name of the other
murdered man was Terrogaus. But let the
refugees speak for themselves.

The iInformant of the Assoclated press
continued: ‘“‘To defend ourselves we were
united as one family. We held our ground
az long ag we could, but we had only 300
old-fashioned guns. B hind us were two men
whe were ready to kil any of us who might
attempt to fly., But we had not the slight-
est Intention of so dolng. However, aflter
twenty-five days we held a council as to
what we should do. The Turks sent word
that if we surrendered they would not kill
us. But they dild not keep the promises,
and began to cut the heads of some, to dis-
embowel others, to outrage our wives and
daughters. Ten of the latter, on refusing
to embrace the Moslem falth, were put to
denth. Those of us who were not killed, re-
celved wounds, and' fifteen who were not
wounded, were thrown Into a large ditch,
We can show youn, If you desire, the very
place. It is In the village of Olelkuigan, be-
hind the house of Peto, the oldest Inhabitant
of the village, and who died last spring.
The position of the bodles in the pit will
prove that many were burled allve,

“Seelng that the Turks would Kkill us all,
we at Iast fled, We were only slx hours'
marching distance from Moogh, but our escape
was attended with many difficulties."

PRISON GUARD WAS A GOOD SHOT.

Brought Down Three Convicts Who Made
n HBreak for L'bortv:

FOLSOM, Cal.,, March .—A desperate at-
temptl to escape was made by fourteen con-
viets todny, As a result three conviels are
in the Folsom hospital suffering from gun-
shot wounds, One s mortally wounded,
another will probably diec and the third Is
minfully Injured. This forenoon Captoin
Sllis and Horse Guard Nickerson took the
prisoners out, crossed American river and
sl the men to work In the quarry. Ascer-
tiulning that they had more men than were
needed, Nickerson started back to  the
prison with two of them. When they hnd
gone three of the twelve men remaining
mnde n breank for lberty, scrambling up
the rocky ecliff. Ellis fired at them. He
ston brought two of them to the ground,
and the third, then wounded, threw up his
hands and surrendered, Only five shots
were fired. Other guards ran to Ellls' as-
alstance uand the prisoners were qulckly re-
turned to the prison,

The Injured convicets are: Turner, a
negro from Ban Francisco, serving elght
yeinrs, shot In the breast and mortally
wounded; Garcla, a EBpanlard from Ban
Benito, serving six years, right arm shat-
tered and may die; Anderson, a negro from
8an Francisco, serving ten years, shot in
the leg.

Judgment Agaiost O'Neill Man Who
Wronglully Acoused a Btranger.

PECULIAR CASE SETTLED IN THE COURTS

Host Ulaimed e Was Robbed by a Visltor
and Hix Nelghbors HMelp Him In
an Effort to Seenre
Restitution,

O'NRBILL, Neb., March 3 —{Specinl)—
Rather a peouliar case was declded by Judge
Kinkald In the district eourt here Saturday.
Tho title of the case was Willla against
Bradoe, et al, Willis sved Bradoe for falee
Imprivonment and threatened his lfe. Willis
recelved a vordlet for $2,000 agalnst Bradoe
and nine others, while the action was dls-
missed against the other defendants, A
couple of years ago Willls remalined at
Bradoa's houge all night, The next mortding
Bradoe was short $90 and he at once aconsed
Willle, who was a stranger, of the theft.
Bradoe secured the asglstance of his nelghbors
and arrested Willls without golng to the
trouble of swearlng out a warrant, and held
him a prisoner for some time, They tried
In every manner to persuade him to tell
where the money wae, even going so far, it
Is #ald, a® to put a rope around his neck
and tell him they would send him to the
happy hunting grounds unless he would dis-
gorge his {ll-gotton galns, Hut Willis stoutly
maintained  hls innocence. While he was
still held n prisoner the money was found in
Dradock's house, evidently where he had
placed it Willls was then released and he
brought sult against them for $5,000 and re-
celved a verdict for 32,000,

An important declslon affecting
surance companies was also rendered by
Judge Kinkald, An administrator sued the
Mutual Rescue Life Insurance company of
New York for $1.200 on a polley for $2,000
Isxued to the deceased, the administrator
having previously compromised with the
company for $800, which the company had
puld. The sult was brought without tender-
Ing back the $£800, and brought fourteern
months after the proof of loss.  The appli-
cation and policy stipulated that suit must
be brought within one year. On demurrer
by the company the court held that inasmuch
a8 the company had denied any lability
whatever and compromised with defendant
for £800, that plaintiff conld not malntain the
netion without first offering back the $800,
and for this reason and others, sustained
the demurrer, and gave plaintiff leave to
amend,

The First National bank secured a verdict
against Holt county today for $11,000 on war-
rants which they had drawn on the fund of
1883, The money was embezzled by Scott,
and, there belng no funds to pay the war-
rants, sult was brought., A speclal levy will
be made by the county board to pay the judg-
ment.

FOR AN OLD OFFENSE.

Three Mon Arrested for Reckleas Driving

Tuesday Sheriff
Huberle arrested Marshal Blevins at Tecum-
seh as the original of the photograph. The
arrest of Willilam and Henry Kasseadden fol-
lowed upon the charge of reckless driving and
assault. They were released on bonds In the
sum of $100 each, thelr case to be heard
Monday.

TORONTO'S BAPTISM OF FIRE

—_—

Almost One Million Dollars’ Worth of Prop-
erty Destroyed

WHOLE CITY IN DANGER AT ONE TIME

Flames Originated In the Six-Story Dry
Goods Store of Robert Slmpson
and Spread Over o
Large Area.

TORONTO, Ont., Mareh 3. —At 12:30 o'clock
this morning fire was dlscovered lesuing from
the windows of Hobert Bimpson's six-story
dry goods store on Quebee and Younze strecis
The fire originated In the packing room and
the flames, rushing up the elevator Ehaft,
communicated almost Instantly to every floor
By the time the first Jet of water was thrown
upon the huge structure It was doomed. The
pressuye from the mains wag insufficient to
throw the water high enough In sufficlent
quantities to check the raging furnace, and,
fanned by n light broeze, the fire wus driven
acraoss Queen gtreet to the north side.  Jamie-
gon's large talloring establishment wis soon
a victim. The flames extended to the por-
tion of Baton's dry goods establisment, a de-
partmental store, facing on Queen street, but
were prevented from entering the main bulld-
ing. From Jamieson's the fire extended to
Sytelift's dry goods =tore and burned it to
the ground. The Imperial bank across the
street next caught fire and the top flat was
destroyed. Henderson's auctlon room wns
next burned, while Duffield’s talloring estab-
llshment and the Black Horge hotel were
gutted,

SPREAD ON ALL SIDES.

The progress of the fire further south on
this street wae checked, Bul next to Simp-
son's on the south was Wanless' Jewelry
glore, which was destroyed, and on the west
of Simpson's on Queen street, the flames eam-
municeated with Knox church, oné of the
oldest Presbyterian places of worship In the
eity. The spire wae destroyed, falling with a
erash, but the main body of the church was
only slightly damaged.,

Meantime the bulldings on Younge street
were burning flercely. The fire was raging
on the east side of Younge and a vast gquare
of stores was doomed. The firemen did thelr
best, but with the apliances at thelr disposal,
thelr weakness was very pereeptible.  Forlu-
nately the night was ealm, for a wind would
have turned a million dollar fire into another
such econflagration us the Chicago fire.

Three Airemen were serlousiy injured during
the fire and had to be tuken to the hospital,
The following are the losses and insurance:

EXTENT OF DAMAGE AT SBALINA.

Totnl Loss from Fire There Baturday Night
Wil Be Very Heavy,

SALINA, Kan., March 3.—The fire was
firally brought under control at 12:25 this
morning, just as it had reached the Grand
Central hoted block, That bullding was
saved. Two men were Injured during the
excitement, one, Lockwood, a baker, falling
from a third story window, and 8. 8. Toby
being struck by falling timbers. Lockwood's
injuries are fatal, but Toby may live.

The Ober block was owned by Fred French,
an eastern caplitalist; loss, $20.000. The
stock was owned by Charles V. Farwell of
Chicago, consisting of dry goods and a
grocery store; loss, $60,000, The Salina
Daily Republican, the Journal and the
Herald companies lost their entire plants,
and sufferedd an aggregate loss of $36,000,
with but little insurance. Other losses are:

On
thin market there hig been no such ox-
pectation as Lo exporth of gold, not because
the current commercial movement might
not legitimately admit of some outtlow, for
no  doubt 1||m‘iv1':lh' shipments  of gold
would be natural under the present bal-
nnee of trade, but because the engngomentsa
of the loan syndicate are understood to b
guch that they would not admit of gold
shipments In at least the present stage of
thelr optrations,

All this is suggestive of a certain kind of
uncertadnty likely to attend our interna-
tionul financial relntions for so long as the
exchanges mny have to be subject to the
manipuliation of the syndieate, For that
period the noturnl driftt of our foreign
gottlements will be held under  artiflelad
control, amnd as there can be no knowing
nt any given time whot the syndioate mny
be dolng or intends todo, n certidn amount
of suspense secms lnevitable, 1t s, how-
ever, something to have the assurance,
from parvties able (o ninke the promise
ool that ne export of gold will o por-
mitted that would Involve any draln upon
the treasury reserve,. Under these clrenme-
stances we ean afford to “walk by falth*
when we cannot do so by sight. London,

SILVER SHOWS HOPEFUL BYMPTOMS,

The reopening of an Internntionnl discus-

light of later experience. To this country
nothing could be more welcome than the
revival of o chanee for the settlement of
this disturbing problem. It I8 a signifleant
fact that, in the case of this suggested
conference, the initiation comes from the
two nitions that were mogt opposed to uny
definite action at the gathering of 18932
Later cxperience has evidently not been
lost upon_ them, and the pregpecet of thelr
more cordinl co-operation toward n settle-
ment of this problem s a new ray of
wromise on the horizon, The Internntional
msis of settlement 18 the only ong that
can afford this country any rollef from
the embuarrassments  that surround this
vexntious Issue. Standing alone the United
States conld undertake free coinage onl
with the sure result of being driven into sil-
ver monometallism, but, in unlon with the
leading European. natlons, the experiment
could be surrounded by no such risks,

Wall street 18 looking hopefully to the
end of the present congress, With legisln-
tion In such incompetent hands there has
long been no room for hope, no possibility
of resiliency, In any department of business,
Apuart from all party Tecling, men of busl-
ness know that under a republican cons
gress they have had a long continued. run
of confidence and prosperily, and after such
a sorry experience as they have hod under
the oppogite party they welecome the pros-
peet of the roturn to power of those at
whose hands they have recelvid no suoch
treatment, The country will brenthe more
freely when Washingian censes to be the
focus. of a politicnl fever that keops the
whale nation In suspense and apprehenslon.
After Monday next the business mmn'-‘tph-lre
will be relleved of this unwholesome infee-
tion: we shall be In a better mood to appre-
cinie the Inrge advantages conferrel by the
intervention of the loan syndlente; the spirit
of trade will succeod the perplexing spirit
of debate, nnd from that daote wWe mny ex-
pect to see the boginnings of a healthler
tone In enterprige and 0 more active re-
sumption of business In every direetion,

The eossation of politlenl turmoll for the
noxt eighteen months will be an invaluable
contribntion toward the regtorntion of busl-
nesa, For it ¥o happens that politics s
now occupled with business auestions of an
exceptionnily  lmportant and delicate nn-
ture, and which go to the rost of confi-
dence In nearly all Interests,  When busl-
neus (g8 not in o vigorous condition it 18 es-
pecinlly sensitive to the discursinns and pro.
posals that come up in the treatment of
such questlons. and the uncertainties thers.
by oreated afford ready excuges for the
postponement of business operations.  How
this eart of interruption cperates |8 shown
by the fact that for many monthe past
ihe business man's first question of every
morning has heen—'what was done yester-
dnv nt Wasghington?* Thank hedven! that
elckenine rolteration will cears next Mon-
dav. and henceforth the fivst question w H
ha—""whnt Is the price of cotion or stocks?
Thet will mean much more for the recovery
of business than 18 now Imagined.
