Helng ansked for the reason of the repub-
Neans for pursuing this poller, Mr. Platt
sald: “‘Digclaiming any right to speak for
the republican party, many republicans felt
that no good could come from any legislation
which the demoorats might attempt with
referance 1o publie matters, To congent to
any tariff legislation was to further Imperil
the Industries of the eountry, and other
measures which they wera detormined to
pars were very objectionable from the stand-
polnt of the publie Intsreat. The rapublicins,
therefore, determined that as In thelr judg-
ment there would be no wise legislation there
ghiould be as little legislation as possible on
Imporiant subjects, Those who dlid nol be-
Heve in Lhe free colnage of silver were ready
at all times to ald In the passage of any safe
and wise financial measure which might be
brouglit forward by the majority, but nside
from this, thelr polley has been that of pre-
venting bad legislation, and I think It has
been profty successfully accomplished.”

“But it 1s wrged that you proposed noth-
Ing." was suggested,

“It was not," he replled, “the time any-
thing wns to be gained by proposing leglala-
tlon, for with a domoeratie majority in con-
gress and a democeatic prosident, nothing the
republicans might propose would be adopted.
80 the sesslon has been necessarlly devoted
to routlne and loeal business and to the
pagsige of appropriation bills,”

Asked as to how the work was accom-
plished of  pushing all appropriation bille
through and preventing other genaral legisla~
tion, ha sald: “Sometimes we have in the
estimation of the public skated on thin lee
as it wore, making It doubtful whether ap-
propriation bills could be paszsed and an
oxtra sesslon avolded. It ls, porhape, not too
much to say, however, that although the re-
publicans were in a declded minority In the
sénato they were during the whole session In
practical control of the order and conduct of
busipess.”

He deelined, however, to particularize on
this poiut.

“The mext house will be republican,” he
sald, “but we shall not have a republican
majority In the senate and there will be a
democratle prealdent. Mnch will doubtless be
expected In the way of proposing leglsiation
to relieve the distressed condition of the coun-
try—1 fear too much, We shall be almost
as powerless for the promotlon of action in
the next congress as we have been In the
present.  Very little ean be accomplished un-
til after 1886, when we hope the republicans
will be In power In all branches of the Eov-

ernment,
“If the measures, the econslderation of
Which has been checked, shall be brought

forward in the next congresa tliey will doubi-
less come In a shapeless masy ealeulated to
do migchiep, The financial situation may
improve, We hope for bimetalllsm and we
also hope for improved business conditions.
It we should suceeed in securing bimetalliam
that would settle the trouble and we would
do much to diminlsh the friction which now

plrnalll with reference to the silver ques-
tlon,"

NOT MONEY ENOUGH TO GO AROUND

Appropristion to Pay the Sugar Bounty
Over n Milllon Short.
. WASHINGTON, March 8.—The ecoretary
of the treasury within the next few days
will bégin  the preparation of regulations
undeér which the appropriatlon of 6,000,000
muade by ths last congress as n bounty for
sugar produced in 1804 will bo made. The
act provides that there shall be pald on
cane and best sugar produced in 1804 a
bounty at the rate of clght-tenths of 1 cent
per pound, and approprintex $5,000,000 for
this purpose. The best data obtalnable, how-
ever, Indicates that the appropriation [s en-
tirely too small, and that eomething ke
$6,120,000 would be npecessary to liquidate
all of the claims on a basis of eight-tenths
of 1 cent per pound. Loulsiana, it I8 said,
producsd  about 700,000,000 pounds, Florida
and Texas 20,000,000 pounds, and estimating
the beet  sugar production  at 45,000,000
pounds, the same as the yield of 1893, gives
a totul of 765,000,000 pounds, In view of the
probables  shortage, Secretary Carlisle fias
decided to pro rate the payments among all
of the producers, aceording to their yield.
This would glve a payment of about .66
of a cent per pound, Instead of .8 of & cent.
Under this arrangement all claims will fare

alike, and any scramble for precedence will
be avoided,

DIVIDING NAVAL MILITIA MONEY.

Wil Be Apportioned in Proportion to the
Number of Men Enlisted.

WASHINGTON, March 8.—Becretary Her-
ber han lssued & speclal elreular proseribing
the mauner of distribution of the appro-
priation of $25,000 made by congress in the
naval appropriation bill for the arming and
equipping of the naval militia. Five hundred
dollars of the total will be retalned to pro-
vide books of Instruction for distribution

und the remalnder of the appropriation will
he allotted to the states having naval militia
forces In proporilon to the number of petty
oflicers and enlisted men returned from the

states,  One-half of the allotment due a
ntate will bo retalned In cases where the
naval militia s now properly  uniformed.

Governors® of states are required to muke
thelr returns before the 16th of next April,
cortifying to the location of fhe various
divisions of the militla and the number of
commissioned and wurrant officers, pelty offi-
eers and enlisted men in the service on
April 1. No person serving in the land
militin or as bandsmen or ag eervant o the
militia will be fpeluded In the return,

ARGUING AGAINST THE INCOME TAX.

Unnsanl Interest Helng Taken In the Pro-
cesdings in the Supreme Court.

WASHINGTON, March B-—There was an
unustial altendance of spectators i the sa-
preme oourt of the United States today when
the court convened. Mr. Guthrie resumed
lis argument for the appellanta In the income
tax chscs, He took tp the case where he left
off vesterday, discussing the bearing of the
Fifth amendment of the conwtitution upon the
eaven and nleo referred to other constilu-
tlonal pravisions.

Referrlng to the Fifth constitutional amend-
mont, he sald ita provision that no person
should be deprived of life, liberty or property
without due process of Inw had been mads for
the protection of the people agalnst undue
eneronchments, He contended that any law
which would Impoas a4 tax on one cluss of peo-
ple und not on another was in dircet contra-
diction of this amendment. He then returned
to the digcussion af the question of taxatioen
of eorporations in a different way from which

Individuals were taxed], and sald this was
the polnt of transcendent Importance In the
cares, Mslsting that the property of any cor-
poration wax Lhe property of the Individuals |
composing L.

He asserted that if congrosa was permitted
to discriminate against carporations as In the
Income tax law, they would virtually have the
power to nullify the rights of states to ereqate
corporations.  He elosed with an appeal for a
decinlon ngalnst clars legislatlon, and an ap-
voal for equality in taxation.

Mr. Beward Tollowed, also speaking on be-
half of the appellants,  He argued agalnat the
constitutionality of the income tax. He de-
voled himeelf to the digcussion of the ques-
tione as to whether the tax was a direct
tax, and argued that if I8 was, It must, under
th revisian of the constitution, be apportioned
according to population,

Referring to the deciston In the Springer
case, upholiing the war lncomo tax, he said
It was the result of a loynl effort to maintain
# law enacted in the Interest of the govern
ment at a eritieal time, But now the clr-
cumstances were quite different with the
country enjoying peace,

He felt that the Springer deelsion would
not operate as a bar to the prosccution of
his case

In response to a question by Justice Gray,

Mr. Seward sald there had never been n
time In the history of the eountry that state
tuxes were designated as other diroct taxes,
He asserted that an Income tax had been
levied In most of the colonles prior to the
adoption of the constitutlon, The people had
then regarded it as a direet tax, and when
the words “direct tax' were adopted in the
conatitution they must necessarily have been
given the meaning attached to them among
the people at large, Mr. Seward was dis-
cussing the question of apportlonment when
Chiel Justice Fuller Interrupted with the
question:
»"'Suppoge there should not be a sufficient
amount arising from the taxation of Incomes
of over §1.000 to meet the requirements of a
glven state?"

“It could be done,’” replied Mr. Seward,
“on the basia of population, which Is the
only thing to be apportioned to.”

Ausgistant Attorney General Whitney then
presentéd the outlines of the government
case, He explained the difference belween
the two cases from New York and the
one arising in the District, saying that in
thoe Moore case the effort has been to securo
nn injunction against the collection of the
tax, while fn the other two eases the effort
has been to enjoin the payment of the tax;
the first belng an action against the com-
missioner of Internal revenue and the two
others against trust companies, of which the
appellanis were stockholders, Mr, Moore, he
sald, n rich man, who possessed an income
exceeding $200,000 a year, did not claim to
have any property that could be reached as
a Hen for the collection of the tax. Mr.
Moore had declared this law could not apply
to an unconstitutional tax, but the court had
held that an unconstitutlonal tax was still
a tax.

“How ecan congress make a law compelling
o man to do a thing which the constitution
says he cannot?™' asked Justice Fleld, but
at the suggestion of Chief Justice Fuller that
further discussion on the point was unnece
essnry, Mr. Whitney did not attempt to reply
and passed on to the Pollock case.

He sald the government had not consldered
It worth while to go back for centuries for
n definition of the phrase *“direct tax,” and
he devoted himself to the consideration of the
origin of the phrase In the constitution and
not to it use since. He sald congress, In
consldering the presgent law before its en-
actment, had discussed the question as to
where the Hmit could be drawn so as (o
protect the poorer classes, and the figure of
34,000 bad been agreed upon after a very thor-
ough comparison of opinlons. As to the dis-
orimination against corporations, he con-
tended the ecorporation’s income wos neces-
sarlly different from that of individuals, and
henee there must be a different basls for fix-
Ing the tax.

Mr. Whitney had not concluded when the
court, at 4 o'clock, adjourned until Monday
at 12 o'clock, when, after Mr. Whitoey con-
cludes, ex-Senntor Edmunds will be heard in
the case, and he, in turn, will be followed by
Attorney General Olney.

ARTESIAN WELLS FOR THE INDIANS

tovernment Will Drive Some Holen on thoe
Grent Bloux Resorvation,

WASHINGTON, March 8-—(Special Tele-
gram. }—The oMelals of the Indlan office are
now occupled in preparing plans for artesian
wells to be sunk for (rigation purposes on
the Sioux reservation, The Indian appro-
priation act of last year authorized the
sinking of wells In that section. Heretofore
It has been the custom (o advertise for bids
for the work and have it done by Individual
contrnctors. It ls now deemed wise for the
government to do the work under the su-
pervislon of Its several Indlan agents,. For
prosecutlng the work the government intends
to purchase the necessary machinery and
omploy skilled labor. This plan is a new
departure on the part of the government,

It Is expected that plans will materinlize
io thut the actual work can be commenced
by the 1st of April.

A slight error has been found by the gen-
eral land office In the reports of surveys,
which were made of the Yankton reservation
soon to be uprm'd for settlement, and hence
4 short delay will be occasioned In the is-
suance of the proclamation of the president.

Work has so far progressad that the ad-
vértlsement for bids for supplies for Indian
agencles and reservations throughout the
couniry will be Issued about the 1st of April
next, Three weeks will be allowed to send
bids, and at the explration of that time they
will be opened. The first opening will be at
Chicogo, and two weeks afterward there will
be another opening at New York City. Goods
have always been dellvered st the warehouses
at Chicago and New York, Just hefore leav-
ing the oity Congressman Mercer submitted
& request to the Indian ofMice that the goods
supplied by Omaha contractors should be
sent direct from that eity to thelr final des-
tination. If possible the plans will he so0
arranged that this request may be complied
with, Mr. Mercer's lulention was to efect
4 saving on the part of the Omuha con-
tractors,

The Indian department today issued an
order directing Fredoeriok Treeon, Indian
agent at the Crow Creek agency, 8, D., to
extend the leense for one year of Henory
Bradlgy as trader at that agency.

SUGGESTED REMEDIES FOR THE DISEASE

Agricultaral Depression Lald to the De-
motetization of Silver, Inlguitons Tarld
Laws and Dealings in Futures on
the Stock Exchanges

WASHINGTON, March 8. —The majority of
the special committes of the house uppointed
to Inquire ioto the cavnses of the prevalling
agricultural deprexsion has prepared a report
In which It says:

“It I unnecessary for the committee to en.
ter Into or dwell upon the fact that agri-
eulture |8 depressed |n every branch of this
most Important Industry, that the valwes of
land, unless under exceptionally rare condl-
tions, have depreclated steadily as the pur-
chasing power of the dollar has Increased,
But while the values of the property owned
by the American farmers have decreased In
thirty years from nearly one-half of the total
wealth In 1860 to less than one<fourth In
1890, of which 30 per cent is now under
mortgnge, taxes have steadlly Inercased and
dubts now reguire four times the labor to he
piald offt than wag formerly reguired, The
purchasing capacity of the dollar to secure
the farmer's land and his produce has in-
ereased fourfold, whille the power to pay his
taxes and debts has remained at a stand-
still. In 1873 wheat eoldl from $1.56 to $2.26
a bushel (according to Spofford's almanac) In
New York, in 1894 It sold at 50 cents.”

Digcusssing the causes of the depression the
comimitiee snys: “Clasa legislation of the
worst character encufnbers the stutute books
and hes been earried: on to the detriment of
agriculture and its dependent Industrles for
thirty years, culminating in the cerlme of the
nge, the demonetization of sllver In 1873,

“The demonetization of sllver was a bold
stroke In the Interest of eapital that has re-
duced the value of every product In the
world. This I8 conelusively proven by the
fact that just as silver has depreciated, in
like proportion have all other values fallen In
the seale,  Silver bulllon today nas the power
to purchase as much wheat, cotton. pork and
corn and land, and every other commordity
that It ever had, therefore the depraciution of
the white metal simply means the deprecia-
tion of every article under the sun with one
singlo oxception—the gold of Shylock.

“The tarilf system of taxation s not only
unequal, but as for the past thirty years ad-
ministered in this country Is most unjust to
the consumer, and has bullt up trusts, com-
bines and glgantie corporations that have ot
only amassed Immense wealth at the expense
of the people but have assamed to control
and direct legislation 80 as to perpetuate thelr
power and to gratify their groed. The larifr
bears with undue weight upon the producer of
agrieultural stapies, as it forces him not only
to buy In the dearest market but to sell in

open competition  with  the world's lowest
prices,
“Agrioultural depression Is  still  further

augmented by the sale of fulures on our stock
exchanges, where the gran gamblers grow
rich by farming the telegraph wires and sell-
Ing wind, while the honest and industrious
toilers on the prairies reap the whirlwind,
Food adulterations add millions annually to
the farmer’s losses and compel him to meet
In competition the thief. To these might be
added other causes, but the prineipal ones to
which agricultural depression and stagnation
In trade is due have been cited.

“The remedy lies In remedial legislation, and
untll that s secured relief will not come per-
manently.”

To secure relief the eommittee sugpests:

1, That sllver should be remonetized at the
ratio of 16 to 1.

2. That so long aa the present unjust and
unequal system of protection continies agrl-
oultura should recelve ls just proportion, and
as this cannot be secured by a protective
tarift, that a bounty on exported agricultural
stuples should be allowed slmilar to that on
ﬂahd!n 1813, and for which John €, Calhoun
votod.

4, That gambling In futures should be pre-
vented by law.

4. That a natlonal pure food law should be
enacted.

Chalrman Sayers Gives (ut a Comparison
with Previods Congresson.

WASHINGTON, Makclh & —Chairman Bay-
ergs of the house aphropriatlons committee
hae made a statement of the appropriations
of the last congresm.---He presented In the
statement tables showing appropriatione of
three congresses as follows: Fifty-first, $1.-
036,590,100 ; Fifty-sedond, $1,027, 104,627 ;
Fifty-third, $500.338.651.

Mr. Sayres says: “The appropriationsg
made by the Fifty-third congrese, |neluding
permatent appropriations, show an roduction
of $16.766,806 ander the appropriations made
by the Fifty-second congross and $45.341,418
under those made by the Fifty-fest
grosa.'’

Mr. Bayers, making a comparison with last
yenr, shows that there |8 a net ncroase
of  §5.877,320. The new  public buildings
authorized, Including the one in Chicago to
cost $4.000,000, will not execeed In cost §5.-
660,000 beyond the sums appropriated there-
for, while the Fifty-first conpress 1eft to lts

Representatiye Henderson of lowa, the
ranking réepublican meamber of the honse com-
mittée on appropriations, makes a critical
stiitement of the appropridtions af the lasy
congress from # somowhat different stand-
point from that of hisx junlor associnte, Mr,
Cannon. It summmarizes the total appropria-
tlong at $0600,338,601, but with authorized
contracts, increase of the intersst charge
by the sale of bonds and assured deflclenclos
he brings the total up to  $1.010.018,055,
which, he says, Is far in cxcess aof the so-
edlled “billlon dollar congrese.' The state-
ment proceeds:  “'In addition to all of this
the Fifty-Third congress has {nereased the
navy forees 1,000 enlisted men and added 313
ofMicers and employes to carry out the inter-
nal  revenue provision of the WhHson
tarift bill."”

A4 to the decrease of penslons appropria-
tlons by §20,306,460 the statement  says:
“Here I8 where the present administration
and the Fifty-Third congress have been suc-

ceasful in paying some attention to the re-
duction of our revenues and the terrible
straltened condition of the federal treas-

ury. Everything eolse lias been generonsly
provided for, ewelllng the appropriations, giv-
ing lberal controcts extending into the fu-
ture, making appropriations I(mmediately
avillable, but when It eomes to penslons, a
reduction Is made of $20,000,000, made possi-
bla by an oppressive system carried on by
this administration, which has brought a
reign of terror Inte the ranks of the crip-
pled golliers of the union, thelr widows and
children.™
