WITHIN TWO INCHES OF DEATH

Theilling Experience of New York's Polieo
Superintendent,

During his long earcer in the pollee de-
partment, says the New York Herald, Super-
intendent Byrnes hag had several narrow
cseapes  from  death, Fear makes some
eriminals cowards; others It drives to a state
of degperation wholly unmindful of conse-
quences.  Where one man, upon discovery,
may be bold at firet and then craven, the
other in his very hopelessness develops all the
fercelty of o woll at bay.

Had not Mr. Byrnes been preparced sixteen
yeurs ago he would have been killed, It was
the narrowest escape he bas had in all his
experience, He was within about two Inches
of death,  In recalling  the incldent  the
superintendent speaks with great depth of
feeling of the late Captain Edward Slevin
It wiis through Slevin's prompt action that a
bullet Intended for his superior went just
short of the mark.

“Dave"” Pender, allas “Davy the Kid" who
had already established a reputation of n
thoroughly dangerous character, had only the
day before taken part in one of the most
daring street robberies In the history of New
York. He had been arrested various times
before that and had given no epecial trouble.

“The fatality of events was never better
illustrated than in this case,” sald the
superintendent fn telling the story. “‘During
the early evening of February 13, 18749, 1
stood on the corner of Great Jones street and
the Bowery with Slevin, He was one of the
detectives attached to the station, and the
mosgt capable one at that., A slight snow wus
falling at the time and the weather was
quite raw.

“'Pedestrians went with their ecoat collars
turned up and their heads bent to avold the
spow, Two men came toward us as we stood
there. Something famlllar about one of
them attracted my attention, As he stepped
into the light of a shop window 1 recognized
him. He was ‘Dave’ Pendér, a man who
would take any chance to get another man's
money.

“His companion was a short,
yvoung fellow, with a rather good natured
foce, He was a stranger to me.  Always
judge a man by the company he does not
keep Is a fair varlation of the old rule, so |
asked Slevin: *Who Is that young fellow
with Pender?

“iph, that s “Fat" Flynn, answered
Slevin, ‘He hangs out at MeGlory's "Burnt
Rag' at No. 66 Bleecker. His father s a
regpectatle wan, worth some money, and lives
up town. This young fellow has been get-
ting thick with Pender, and, mark me, they'll
be into some job before long.'

“Slevin was a prophet. The very next day
Mrs. Adolph Du Bary, who was walking in
Fifth avenue with another lady whose name
I eannot recall just now, was set upon by two
men. One of them seized her from behind,
and, forcing his knee into the small of her
back, drew her into such a position that she
was helpless. Then they tore the diamond
earrings from her ears, The thleves darted
up the avenue to Forty-fourth street, and,
running east, escaped.

“The deseription of the men given by the

thick =et

excited woman was rather meager, but it
fitted Pender and Flynn. So I sent out
Slevin to bring Flynn to me. The young

man, with every show of frankness, denled
that he knew anything about the robbery
and was explicit as to hig whereabouts at that
particular time.

“If anything, he talked a little too con-
vinelngly. 1 was satisfied that I was on the
right track. Flynn himself would probably
have mever suggested such a theft, but the
very daring of It was characteristle of
Pender, who was well known as a man who
would take ‘long chances.'

It was 4 o'clock when Flynn was brought
In, and after an hour of guestioning I ap-
peared Anally convinced by his story. 8o 1
let him go. Now, here is a fact that never
varies, If two men are gullty of a erime, and
you nceuse one of them directly and he goes
free, his first mission will be to warn his
companion, I counted on this In Flynn's
caze, 80 when he left the station I had two
men follow him. Slevin and I fell away
back In the rear.

“Flynn at once started through Fourth
stregt to the Bowery and visited several
plices, soon leaving each of them, For a
while he evidently thought he was being fol-
lowed, for he would frequently look around,
We never lost sight of him. He visited all
the saloons in the upper part of the Bowery.
and continued wup Third avenue to Thirty-
fifth etreet. There he entered a place and
stayed quite a while, us though awaitlng some
one,

“It was night when he started down lown
aguin. After looking Into varilous sa-
loone he went into a concert hall on the
east side of the Bowery, near Grand street.
I stood n ghort distance north of the place.
Slevin and the other men were quite near it
After a while Flynn and Pender came out.
They exchanged a few guick words and sepa-
rated.  Flynn walked across the street and
continued down Canal gtreet, where Detective
Rolund arrested him.

“In the meantime Pender walked
ward, coming directly toward me.
was close behind him, Pender was about
five feet elght inches tall, compactly built
and as actlve as a cat. [ was near the curb
and on his left. As he wae about to pass
me 1 selzed him by the neck.

“Almost simultaneously he pulled a revol-
ver from his right hand coat pocket, and
cocked {t as he brought It quickly to a level,
It was done so quickly that 1 bad no time
to make a gecond movement. The revolver
was within twn inche: of my head, and 1
can recall now the peculiar feeling I experi-
enced as 1 looked at It

Al this took place almost In as short &
time as It tekes to knook the ashe: from &
clgar. Pender was quick, but Slevin was
quitker, Just as the thiel's revolver was
leveled Blevin struek hlin a4 heavy blow on the
wrist.  The bullet went wide and the weapon
wis sent Aylng lnto the street, 1 kept hold
of the man and Slevin pleked up the plstol,

“We ran him sround into Grand strest,
There he fustened his teeth into Slevin's
hand, Blevin drew back his free hand to
etrike Pender In the face, but I seized the
thief and pulled him toward me. ADEry as
Slevin was then, had he landed on Pender's
face, he would have seriously disfigured him
And that was, perhaps, what the wily ‘crook’
was alming at. A broken noge or a black
tr-)'lt- would have muade his dentification doubt-
ul.

“As It was, the next day he and Flynn were
fully wdentified. He was sentenced to twenty
years and Fiynn to eightéen. The ecarrings
were recovered. Flynn was afterwards par-
doned, and at the time of hif death, about
A Year ago, was manager of a burlesque com-
pany.

“Yes," mused the superintendent, In con-
clusion, "If it hadn't been for Slevin 1 would
have been killed to a certainty."

THE GRANT MONUMENT,

It Is Going Up Slowly, with Prospects of
Completion in & Fow Years.

The public has watehed  patiently the
progress of the Grant monument, says the
New York Herald, The long delay that fol-
lowed the laying of the corner stone served
to detract greatly from the public interest
in the undertaking, and those who contrib-
uted to the fund had almost lost hope of
living to see the tomb' completed, Ground
was broken for the monument in the spring
of 1891, but it was not until three years
later that the first stone was set in place.

All foundations and most of the first course
of granite were in place before the winter
weather forced the men to ktop work. | The
first corplee, supported by twelve attdched
and ten deyached columns, was reached, and
the first stones of the next course of granite
put In place, The second cornice, which
will erown the square part of the monument,
rises twenty-seven feet above the first and
surrounds the main roof from which the cir-
cular part of the monument will rise elghty
feet higher in the air.

All of the columns under the first cornlee
have been put in place, as have most of the
detached ones that support the roof of the
porch in front. All the stone for the elr-
cular part of the monument and the dome
has been quarried, and the work of cutting
It has continued during the winter.

The granite comes from North Jay, Me,,
and goes through the strictest inspection be-
fore it I8 accepted for the monument, For
the many columns that will be required
fully twice as many stones have been quar-
ried and trimmed as will be used, the slight-
est flaw or quartz vein being enough to
cause thelr being thrown out,

There will be twenty-elght additional col-
umns, each twenty-three feet in helght, and
supporting the dome of the structure. These
are being cut at the quarries, During the
winter some of the work was carried for-
ward in the interior of the structure, which
Is now closed in. The great orypt below
ground, In which will rest the sarcophagus
of the hero of the rebellion, are finished and
the wells In the four corner plers completed.
The crypt is circular In form and fifty feet
In dlameter, In {ts center standing the stone
pedestal for the general's body. 1In two of
the corner wells will be stalrways leading
to the main floor, while in the others al the
rear of the vault will be niches for the dis-
play of Grant relles. The corner plers, in
which are these wells, are twenty-seven feel
Equare.  The crypt and other parts of the
tomb  and monument will be lined with
marble,

The ground floor of the etructure la 100x

186 feet, From the level of the drive to
the top of the monument will be 165 feet In
helght, and its dome will be 280 feet above
the Hudsgon river. Surrounding the dome
there will be a balcony ubout 250 feet above
the river.  From this poini, which will be
apen to visltors when the monument I com-
pleted, one can see for thirty miles stralght
up the “Rhine of Amerieca."
About fifty feet from the new work stands
the Insignificant temporary tomb that now
containg the greal general's body. The
shadow that the new structure throws upon
this tiny memorial to the natlon's hero is
lengthening rapidly, as the monument rises
higher and higher Into the alr,

It the contractors live up to their prom-
Ises and the granite is all set by the open-
ing of next winter, John H. Dunecan, the ar-
chitect of the monument, says the body will
be removed to its new resting place on the
muniversary of Genergl Grant's birthday in
April, 1846, The monpment will cost about
§600,000,

rubice, garnete, beryls and over a hundrel
other gems of differont values,

So many wildeat storles have bheen repotted
and publighed about Anding precious
In different parts of the countey that 1t hias
been a difMoult matter to sift the genuine
accounts from the fictitlous, 1t was for the
purpose of finding out the real slalus of
the Industry and its poesibilities that trust
worthy agents were sent exploring every
part of the country, and their reports can
be relled upott as not contnining zny exiag-
goratlon of the truth. Diamond merchants
of the great American clties ars net “‘castle
bullders,” and they generally strike rock bot
tom before they invest (helr milllons in
any buziness, but ever sinee the report wis
published that the dinmond fields of South
Africa were giving out, the leading dealers
In precious stones have been on the lookout
for new mines that wonld supply the world
with valuable gems. Some looked to South
America as the future source of these stuncs,
and even today the rocky ranges of the
Andeg are being examined and sounded by
experts.  But the consensus of opinlon indi-
cates that great falth is placed in the un-
explored regions of this country. Parts of
the south, In particular, have revealed un-
expected treasures of valuable gems,

One of the leading dealers In  preclous
stonex, who s Interested In the present
movement to develop the industry of mining

stones

ElOnes

for Amerlecan gems, consgented to glve the
following facts out in an Interview with a
writer for the Philadelphia Timoes:

“Americans, as a rule, are very fond of
preclous stones, and 1 should say that there
are more In this country according to the
population than anyvwhere In the world, The
importation of diamonds, rubles, sapphiros
and other gems has consequently been a
lucrative business for many YOArs, The
value of these stones In the country today,
mostly Imported, T should roughly estimate
to he not less than $500,000,000. We have
g0 long depended upon other epuntries to
supply us with preclous minerals that little
attention has been given to the home mines,
Then miners here have been wrapped up In
their  explorations for gold, silver, lron,
coal, oll and such products that they have
not had time to think of other things. But
the promise of a future shortening of the
supply of all the leading gems has made
dealers look around for other sources.

“In the west and southwest the mineral
fields are even more extensive, California
diamond mines are the largest and so far the
richest in this country. Some fine specimens
have been brought to us eut, and others are
constantly being brought in by prospactors
and mine owners to test, Many storles have
been eirculated about diamond mines and
fields In California, and advanturerg have
gone there, expecting to pick them up as
they did gold forty years ago. Thelr disap-
pointment spread counter reports, and most
people coneluded tha®t diamonds In Californla
werp fietitious, The fact i= that mining for
diamonds must be conducted on sclentific
principles and plenty of capitil. We do not
expect to find diamonds lying around loosa
waiting to be picked up. Even In the richest
diamond flelds of South Africa they have
to work hard for the precious stones. More
recently dlamonds have ben found In Wis-
consin, around Lake Superlor, also, the finest
specimens of chlorastrolite, thomsonite, and
agates have been plcked up on the beaches.
Evidently the action of the waler has worn
them from the rocks.

“Colorado iz another well-defined reglon for
préclious gtone hunting, Many thousands of
dollars' worth of cut beryl have been token
from the mines of that state. This valuable
gem appears Lo be quite general in several
partg of the country. The *golden beryl' was
mined In Connecticut yenrs ago, and many
thousands of them have been mined there to
supply the trade, The fine aqua marine beryl
has also come quite extensively from Stone-
ham, Me, Thiz gem, or rather mineral,
gbounds in New Mexlco and Arlzona, where It
was mined by the early Indians. The de-
mand for it s good and the supply never
keeps piace with the sales, The finest garnets
in the world come from these latter terri-
torles. Perldols are mined there, or rather
taken from the ant hills and scorplon nests
by the Indlans and soldiers.

“Next to diamonds, sapphires and rubles
are the most valuable stones, and good
mines of these would yleld fortunes to the
owners, Beautlful  sapphires have been
found In considerable numbers, and also
rubies, on the Missourl river, about sixteen
miles east of Helenn, Mont., but, strange
to say, the craze for gold prevenled the
miners from ever making a systematle
search for them. Most of the stones taken
from that place have fine brilliant colors.
Those mined at other places In this coun-
try have not had the highest ecoloring, rich
blue for the sapphires and brilllant red for
the rubles.” .

“What do the Imports of precious gtones
amount to a year?" was asked,

“In o good year they vary between §80,-
000,000 and $100,000,000.""

“What do the American mines produce in
the way of preclous stones?"”

“Not §500,000 worth, and largely because
they nre not mined systematically or on a
lurge scale.'’
