WASHINGTON, April 21.—Secratary Mor-
ton was today wshown the eharge In the
Washington dispateh o the New York

Tribvne of Friday that he had #ald the ela-
tintles of pork exported to Germany and his
figuris do not correspond o the oMolal fig-
ures of the Burenu of Statistios and sliow a
much groater agerogate than I8 Eiven by
that bureay, Seeretary Morton sald that the
flgures of the Department of Agriculturs ars
Just am ncourate as the Hurenu of Statisties,
and thnt concerning expurts of pork Lo couns
tries requiring certificntes of Inspecilon  the
Inepectaors of the Buredu of Animal Tndustry
have an opportunity te ohtaln the exact fg-
ures, which J& not shared by any other de-
partment of the government,

Every package of pork which' goes Lo Gor-
many or France must be atamped by an in-
spector of the Horeauw of Animal Industry,
who talies fla exaet wolght, wnd every ships
ment of pork lo thove countries must be ac-
caompanied by wn certificnte Issued by an in-
spector, showing that the moals have heen
praperly Inspected and, giving the stamp
number of every package. The Inspecior re-
ports all the certificates Issued with the num-
ber of packbages, the welght and destination

atifl the cansighives.
WHERE CONPUSION OCCURRED,
“I do not pretend Lo Know,” he added

“how the figures of the Hureau of Statistics
are made up, but, an some of the Inspected
pork s shipped to Gertmany by way of Hol-
land, Belgium and other conntries, 1t s phssl-
ble that the discrepancy arlacs from this
pork belng orddited’ to those connteles instend
of the country of witimate destingtion. The
Depiartmont of Apriculture nol only hps a
complele 1t of shipments, showing the ship-
por i his eountry and the conslgnes and
covoring the entire amount of pork referred
to in the statistion given out, but it now up-
prears that the exports fur March have been
larger than for any previons month.  The
tolal exports  of  microscopleally Ingpected
pork covered by the cortificates lssued during
the month of Murch were 7,020,142 pounds, of
which 5,627,640 pounds were destined for Ger-
many, as comparéd with 5,229,356 pounds
ghipped to that country Quring Februdry
and 4 022 984 Atring January,

In ¢ gard to the beef gquestion, Dr. Salmon
has reported to the secretary that there la an
undoubled diminution of the elass of cnttle
from which the beef supply In drawn, Taking
the figures of the statistical division, which
he bhelleves to bo approximately correct, and
exeluding dalry cows, theres were In 1802
87,061,230 head of vattls in the United States,
BT to ench 1000 of pogmistion, In 1865 there
arn only S4.0684.216 of such caltle, or 403 to
eiagh 1,000 of population, This shows a great
diminution in the beef eattle of the coun-
try, and also that the inereased price of such
oattln in thes stock yards is legitimate.

Under the ciroumstances the market should
naturally be sirong and the cattle be readily
Misposed of at mdvanced fgures, instesd of
being weak and depressed, as it I8 constantly
reported (0 be.  The price of beef in the enst-
frn eitles has gone higher than g Justific] by
the price of llve eattle, and the reported Lireak
in the market for cattle on account of alleged
doargnsed consumption ha» come in advance
of any lowering on beef.

TIME FOR STHADDLENS IS PASSED,

Becratary Marton Glves s Views on the
Currency Question,
WABHINGTON, April 21.—S8ecretary Mor-
ton, In an interview on the silver question,
sald: I do not believe that an Internathinal
conferpuce can establish pertaanently a com-
mercial ratio between gold and silver, any

more than it could establish a permanent
commercial ratio between rye unil
wheat, But if an  futernational  con-
ference can  fix  the priee of gold
or sllver It can algo fAx  the price of

wheit or of any other commuodity, and there-
by avold all the possiblo shrinkages in values
which tend to cause panles,

“My own judgment is that we must sooner
or Iater declare that the United Statos of
Amerien racognizes gold as the best nnd teast
fluctuating measure of value and mediom of
exchange which the commerce of elvillaation
has thus fur utillzed

“It Is barely possible the fApanclal fal-
lacies of the popullsts may temporarily se-
oure a majority of the voters of the United
Btates. Should such a ecatastrophe overtake
the country the people must learn by oxe-
perience what they should have learnod by

diligent study and reason.  The time for
siraddiers s passed. Those who are for
sound cubtrency on a gold basls ought to

WASRIHINGTON, April 21.—The Board of
Naval Bureau Chlefs has been for the past
wook consldering the designs of the six com-
posite gunboats authorized to be constructid by
thia Ipst eongress, It was the Intentlon to
mike these new vessels midway In slze be-
tween the Petrel type and the Machian elnss,
k0 they were fixed as of 973.6 tons displace-
ment, one purpoge In Keeplng them just he-
Tow 1,000 tons belng to permit of the assign-

ment to thelr command of energetic junior
oMcers who might develop their executive
facultles years bLefore they could aspire to

command lurger gunboats and cruisers.

Since thls size has been agreed upon, how-
ever, there hove been shown evidences of a
disposition to reopen the subject and bulld
two. Iarge and two small boats, the latter
especialty designed for use In the upper
Chilnese rivers, but it is improbable that this
gtheme will prevall, as the necessity for
Ameriean gunboats in such waters Is not ap-
parent In times of peace, and they could not
pass forts in time of war,

But the feéature of the plans which has
developed  the widest dlfference of opin-
lon I8 that of pail power, for the de-

slgns prepared by the Constructlon Burcau
08 o basie for the board’s actlon Include a
full outfit of salle. The honts have been
given a spread of canvas of 11,000 square
feet, It wonld he desirable to give them
more, but this conld not be done without
Infringing upon  the space otherwise now
nexded.
