American Methods of Racing Are Not to
Their Liking at All

DWYER AND CROKER SCUNDLY BERATED

Banguoet's Win st Newmarket Seis the
Torrent of Abuse aod Critlcinm Loose

all times apparently without any distinet
plan  ef action, though the Immense su-
periority of the horse, running thus aguinst
others of an altogether lower class and ca-
pacity, rendersd it diMleult for this rider to
throw the race away.
SCORES SBIMMS ALSQO.

“The muggestlon thut the jockey was in-
tentionally taking liberties will not com-
mend jtself to any judge of horsemanship,
The lad is not sufficiently eool-headed for
such diverston, one of his roprehensible prac-
Ulees being to flug his horse severely when
the winning post is well passed, a proceed-
ing, It may be added, In most marked con-
trast to the finishing of the best English
horsmmen with thelr one or two well-timed
strokes of the whip, when indeed the whip
Is used at all, Just before the post {s reached.

“Another  American lorse, Stonenell,
falled to win the little selling rage for which
he wan entered, and, as a matter of course,
was claimed aud retained in spite of an offer
friun the American owner of a bonus of £500
to surrender the animal.
