day night were experts in their bhusiness. The
coolness and the nicety with which they dld
tho job ia sufficient to Indieste that alone.
Hut another fact has since turned up which
further shows thelr boldness and  coolness
atid solms to point to the concluson that
thers qualities were the result of experience.
On Motday afternoon, the same dny  on
which the burglary was commitied, two men
wore seated in a saloon on Heventh amd
Leavenworth streets drinking beer at one of
the tublss. They were strangers, and this, to-
gether with thelr appearance, aroused the
suepicions of a habitue of the place and he
Informed Officer Jorgenson that there was
something wrong with them. It cannol e
eald whether the informant Knew anything
more of the two men than he told at the
time or not. At any rate the ofMcer watohed
the two men as much as he could (n the
afternoon, and when he was relleved by the
night man he “tipped them off" to him.
Some time durlng the latter part of the day
the two men went to a blacksmith shop that
was on a neighboring corner, without the
officer's knowledge, and asked the proprietor
for permisslon to use his grindstone, He
granted It and the two men took & number
of drills from a box which they had with
them and sharpened them. After they were
through they left and returned to the saloon.
Bometime during the night the blacksmith
shop was entered and a number of tools
were stolen, a sledge hammer, several chilsels
and a palr of blacksmith's nippers, The
stolen articies wore later found on the foor
of the office in which tho safe was eracked.
There seems to be no doubt from this that
the twa men, who were in the saloon and
were “tipped off” to the officer and the two
cracksmen wers the same persons, and that
they aldo burglarized the blacksmith shop
for tools before they went at the Job.
