Before August 26, 1850, the petitlon
sets forth, the plaintiffs advanced large sums
of money with which to buy real estate, with
the understanding that Paul was to furnish
one-third of the total amount of money ex-
pended and to act oz trustee, all deeds being
made out In his name, and to give quit clalm
deeds at any timd to the otheér two members

of the partnership.

A couple of weeks ago the plaintiffs pre-
sented Paul with gquit clalm deeds to all of
the property Involved and apsked him to sign
them, granting them thelr two-thirds inter-
est In the property.
