The predleament In whieh nine members
of the Omaha Board of Education found
thomeelves Thursday when It was annouticed
that Superintendent Cooper had emphatically
refused to be a party to thelr plans has not
been explained Away by subsequent
deliberation. Several Informal consultutions
hive been held, but the only result has been
to emphasize the impression that the memn-
bers were In the fix of the man who held
bath handles of the elecirlc shocking machine.
He coulidn’t hold on and couldn't let go.

What renders the situation more exasperat-
Ing e the fact that several of these members
are aspirants for office at the coming election

and the critlcisma of thelvr conduct that are
heard on every hand bring premonitions of
breakers ahehd.  They are bécoming con-

vinced that they have played a very clumsy
game and made a practical fallure of it

The members who have been so vindietlvely
opposed o Dr, Marble can searcely go back
on thelr previous wtterances even it Dr.
Marble were willing to accept the position for
which he

wis once turned down. On the
other hand, most of the lerger clties have
already  elected thelr superintendents and

there is but Httle tmber loft which would be
satisfactory to the people of Omaha, To re-
move a man of Dr. Marble's standing In
favor of one of the numerous ambitious but
intcompetent eandidates who are willlng to
accept the position, would place the membera
In & very unenviable light and this they are
Just heginning to realize

MUCH TROUBLE ON THEIR MINDS,
Another thing that Is causing these mem-
bers a ot of trouble just now I8 the evidenee
that they are dally recelving that thelr
fght agalnst Dr, Murble has besn in the
face of an awlmost unanimous publle opinion.
Rusiness men and the better element of
cltizens have eoxpressed their  opinions to
members of the board by hundreds and these
are  almost Invarlably against the recent
exhibition horse play Indulged In by a
majority.

An frate woman with a rawhide created a
sensationr in the police court just at the ad
Journment for the noon hour yesterday,

The woman was Mrs. Franklin, proprietor
of a restaurant for colored people on Dodge
strect, and her vietim was Colonel James F.
Tilley, a former city bullding Inspector. The
trouble commenced on July 11, wheén o war-
rant was sworn out by Mre. Frankiin charg-
ing that Colonel Tilley had lusulted her in a
meat market by chucking her under the
chin and speaking to her in a familiar man-
ner. The trinl was set for yesterday morning

and Mrs. Frapklin was present with her
witnesson, On the stand the woman did
not make hér own story very strong, and

when the witnesses, employes of the meat
market and others who were present at the
thme  had told thelr stories Colonel Tilley's
exoneration was complete, The witnesses
all swore that Mr. Thley had pot touche.
the woman and bad not sald & word to her
Judge Berka promptly dismissed the case
ngainst Mr. Tilley,

During the progress of the trinl Mrs. Frank-
lin made a good deal of nolee and had to be
called to order by the court and the prose-
cuting mttorney. She asscrted that the trial
did not end her case and she proposel to
have satisfaction.

As Colorel Tilley was leaving the court
room Mrs. Franklin followed him and be
gan abusing him before he reached the door
Mr. Tilley paid no atteptlon Lo the woman
and proceedod on hix way. Just as he
reached the door Mrs, Franklin drew a raw-
hide from the folds of her dress and sprang
upon the colonel and began béating  him
across the shoulders, Colonel Tilley re
etratned himself from resenting the a=gsaoli
and protécted hleg face from the blows until
the womun had been seleed by Court OfMcer
Boyle and led Lack (o the eourt room.

The affair created an Immense sensation
for a few minutes and Mrs. Franklin wa
imimediately placed uwonder arrest by order ol
chie  eourt, She was acting ke a wild
woman and declared she bad not recelved
justice In the trinl of the caxe. Judge Berka

Inslsted that he was absolutely impartial in
the mutter and that the charge made hy
the woman had been refuted by her own

wilnesses,
Colonel Tilley was very much annoyed by

the assault, He sald that there had been
no earthly excuse for tne first complaint
made by the woman, and he deplored the
publicity that would naturally result from
the lat attack vpon Bim. He was even
dlsposed to lgnore the outrage and refuned
to file 'n complaint againgt Mre, Franklin,
preferring to allow hér to go unponished

rather than mix up s the case any further
Mrs. Franklin was apparently prepared for
her part in the affair. sSh# sald she was
willing to lay In Jall for what she had done
and had money with whish to pay a fine for
her attuck Bhe ¢ belng held In jail, and
A compluint charging her with assault and
battery was flled thiz afternoon,
