The
latier recolve thelr checks from the agent at
the reservation, which s some ten miles from
Lewiston, The Lewiston banks cash the
ehoeks, all In gold, eharging the Indlans 50
conts A hindred, which covers the cont of hav.
Ing had the big sum transporied, and leaves
them syme profit. The Indians w.il tak: noth.
lug but gold, They can't eount groenbacks,
nnd silver, even In Adollar plecos, presents
difficuliies to most of them,

“] waw an Incldent at one of the banks that
was somewhat amusing. An Indian had left
Yin squaw outside while he entered and drew
about $1,000 or so. Half of this money he
tmmedistely deposited, the rest he put in his
pocket, oxeept a $6 plece, which he had
chunged to five sliver dollars. These he
brought out and gave to the squaw, with a
grunt which doubtloss signified that it was
all the money khe was golng o get out of
thia snap.

“One thing may be sald which ls decidedly
to the arodit of the Indlana, They are paying
all their debls. even thome extending away
back a dogen years or moro,

Buocks, squaws and papooses takoe the
wildest delight in the amusement, and It
would make a horse laugh te note the ex-
prossinns of Lalf-fright, haif-joy, on thelr
facer na they mount the hobby horses, and
the motion commences to the alleged musie
of & wheezy old hand organ. They never
gotm to tire of the amusement,,

1 strolled into the chsap lttle variety
thentor of Lewiston one evening, where
drinks are dispensed by Hebes with very red
artifielal roses in their cheeks. The place
was crowded with bucks, who were paying
$6 or vo each for the privilege of tredating the
handmaldens to o bottle of ginger pop, sar-
sapariila and tron, or similar mild drinks. Tho

AN ANCIENT HIGHWAY.

A huntsman, who has been guoning in
the territory lylng south of Swestwater dam
and aslong the north slopes of San Miguel
mountain, comes back with a story of more
than usual interest, says a San Diego special
to the San Francisoo Examiner., While there
he came across Heman C. Cooke, who hns a
geological, if not a real mining inclination,
and another man. They are at work on
what has already proved to be something of
a surprise, and which may eventually prove
to be n very large sixed vensation,

It appours that in some way Cooke learned
that an anclent road had been discovered
leading from the river level on ihe north
wide 10 a point near the wummit of San
Miguel. He declded to investigate, but
chiefly for enterlainment at first. He took
& plok and shovel, established a camp and

repared to make & thorough job of it. Ax

progressed his interest Increased, for he

soon diseoversd Lhat below the shifting aur-

faes of the monuntaln side and under the
tebrin of vegetation a wolld roadbed, well
defined and thoroughly built, existed. In
places were largs treen, Indicating ftx grome
age. Thin road wan followed well up inte
the mountalns, and on the way several branch
ronds, lending off to different spurs, were
onnlly triced. All along these roads In places
Cooke found pleces of broken rock which
have given what he belleves s Lhe elew to
the construction of the road. e has some
specimens crushed which assayed well In
gnld and silver,

This was also supported by the fact that
several bmplements of manifestly aneclent
make have been found, which are believed to
be mining tools, Cooke thinks he has traced
the road to the end, and at that polnt has
found a wmound which he belleves s the
dump from a shaft or tonnel, and his pres-
ont work is to find the opening which will
lead to the mine. He helloves its discovary
Is not far distant, as he has narrowed 1t
down to a poseible space of about 200 fest
sgunre,

The conelusion 1« that this Is an anclent
and rich mine, or the rond would not Lave
heen made. The discoveries are sald to be
mare interesting to Cooke boecanse more than
ance he has dreamed of discovering a moun-
taln of gold and s=llver, with tools all at
hand for taking out the metal,

LIFE IN ALASKA.

“Alnshn iz all right in a way, but It Isn't
the right kind of a way to suit me,” said a re-
turned gold-seeker in an interview published
In the Beattls Post-lntelllgencer, “'For a man
who doean't know how to do anything eclse
but use a plek and shovel, and whose am-
bition doesn't reach further than getting a
n grub stake, the Yukon is all right, A man
can mnke $4 or 36 a day right along on the
creckys with a pan.  But what ean you do with
It? It costs too much to live; there's noth-
Ing in It. On our trip up it took us seventy
days to make the trip from St. Michael's to
Forty-Mile post. We earrled our supplies on
sleds, and slept wherever and whenever over-
taken by night. We crossed the lakes on the
loe and  waded through the snows of the
passes, We never had any trouble about slesp-
ing, however, We would cut some boughs, lny
them on the snow, =pread our hlankets on
them, and sleep ‘would welgh our eyellids
down and steep our senses In swest forget-
fulness' as soon as our tired bodies touched
the hlankets,

“There will be hundreds of disappolnted
people coming down from the Yukon from
now on. If any one ls making any money
up there, T dldn't see him. I am glad to
have had the experience—but flye months
in Alaska s my limit."

noGus CUT GLASS,

How the Genulne Article Is Imitnted
by Means of Molds,

In the prosent day of sharp competition
and quick changes of fashion manufacturers
must be up with the times or a littie ahead
of them, It Is the new thing that takes
Manufacturers know also. that a gowd, cheag
Imitution of an expengive article will sel
well

In the fMint glass Industry, says the Chl-
cago Hecord, molds of pew and lmproved
designs are in constant demand. The factory
having the newest and most satiractive pat-
terns has the best ehance in the markel.

Larges sums are spent each year In getbing
out new forms, o singie table set often cost
ing fromn $2,000 to $4,000,

When a new article Is to be produced the
designer's art I8 first brought into play. A
ghetch Is made, glving the pattern In the
rough, Then a complets working drawitg
upon paper, or a model, earved from wood ot
mide of plaster of parls of the exnet forn
and design of the desired article, is pre
pared. It I8 necessary, In most cases, t
milte this model, for while beauty and goo
form are highly important, they are nol th
only requisites In a design.

Many beautiful patterns could be made
which would be utterly Impracticable in thi
shop, the fAgurea on the eurface bsing ol
siich a shape that the glass would not lenve
thoe mold when once pressed into It. Thi
might be overlooked 1n a paper drawing
and sets of molds have been mads which
wore found worthless when tried.

The exporieoced moldmaker or factory
superintendent ean tell on looking over the
wood or plaster model whether a mold made
by 1t will “"work."

When the desi~n la finished It goes to the
patternmaker, who prepares the patlerns ol
woad or plester of paris for the iron casting
irom wiich the mwold Is made~ This patiern
is for ths plain rough iron ecasting, from
which the figure will be worked Tater; none
of the design or rellef work of the articl
belng enst In the mold,

A drinking plass Is to be mado, having an
imitation cut glass surface; the pattern for
tho casting {8 slinply two half-cylinders ho!-
lowed out, s0 thut when set together they
encelose a cviindrical space alightly smallei
than the glass to be made.

Iron cnst In the ordinary way would not
sorve for o' glass mold., Cooling slowly in
sand allows large crystals to form In the
iron, leaving it porous and coarse-gralned

polished surface required.

Ta remedy this the surfaco which is tc
contain the design Is cast against a plece ot
iron of the proper form, which is set in the
sand mold. ‘This iron, belng a good con
ductor, cools the metal in contact with I
very rapldly, leaving It hird and close
graiged. Thik process js known as “chill-
Ing.” and all surfaces designed for contact
with gluss are "“chilled.”

The rough castings are sent to the mald-
miuker. This man must be a thorough ma
chinist, ready for any kind of hand and ma-
ehine-tonl work, for the caslings come in a
multiplicity of forms.

If the article is very large and elaboratoly
figured the mold must have more than two
spctions, large berry dishes and punch bowis
requiring as many as six.

In spite of careful work, wherever these
seetlons meet o little seam Is formed. ‘This,
to moke the work look its best, must be
pithor disgulsed or entirely dispensed with.
In flgures having s sharp angular design the
disguirlng Is easy, allowing the sections to
joln upon a sharp angle of the figure, If the
surface It comparatively smooth, however,
this ls impossible, and many schemes Are
resorted to for removing this seam.

Ordinary drinking glasses are molded In o
one-plece shell—that 18, with no jolnt—an.
removed by turnlng the mold upside down
and striking sharply on the boltom.

To drop out easily, such an artlels must be
niueh larger at the mouth than ol the base,
and must be rehealed when taken from the
mold and rubbed into proper shape with a
pleca of wood,

With stem ware another modification s
used, The stem glnsy conslsts of three parts
—bowl, stem and base,

The mold for such an article consisis of
two pleces—a “one-plece’” Husk for the bow!
and n two-section mold for the stem nod bass.
The bowl flask is placed on the stem mnld,
fitting it nicely, making a« complete gebiot
or stem-glass form. The base, Instead of
being moldel Into the flat disk, as L is In th
finished ware, la made In the form of a
hollow cone, like the bottom of an fgg cup,

After the pliss has been pressed Into the
mold the lower stem part is opened, (he
upper flask lifted out, turned upside down
and the goblet dropped out. The eone-ahaprd
bottom is then reheated and flattened by
rubblng with a pisce of wood. The stem it-
self may be made hexagonal and the seam
nllowed to full,

Many other Ingenlous schemes similar to
this are wsed. The juventor's =kill Is con-
stantly in demand in devising improved mold
forms, The mold, after belng used for a
time, coats with a thin lm of oxide or rust,
which must be removed Lo prevent sticking
and causing roughness of the glass. This s
removed by rubblog with oil and a plece ol
wood sharpened to dip into the figure. In
an elaborately designed artiele this requires
& great deal of time.

Continual polishing and cleaning wenrs the
mald until It becomes useless. Some glars

manufacturers huve mold shops In, their
fictary, whila others buy from outside
makers,

Disnppearing Gun Carrlage.

A unique lnventlon, perfected by Captain
William Crozier of Sandy Hook and Colonel
Buflington of the Rock Island arsenal, has re-
cently been Lested at the Watertown arsenal,
says the Chicago Tribune. It is a disappoear-
ing gun carriage, mounted. The ecurriage,
which Is bullt for an 5-inch gun, welghs
when mounted about sixty-four toos snd can
be earily taversed or elovated In any derired
position. The Wlea of the carriage Ia to pro-
te¢t the gun and the mea from the wuemy.
The gun ls loaded and sighted from behind
Its parapet and Is exposed to Lthe fire of the
enemy but a few seconds when being fired.
A charge of 130 pounds of powder ls needed
for the S-inch gun and a projectile welghing
300 pounds, will be used. Boston Harbor s
to be equipped with this style of carriages,
and It I8 estimated that fifty will be nee.

How George Washingion Vxpioded )
mnd Cooled His Temper.

Mr. Ambrose HBlerce's recent reference to
George Washington aa *‘the foremost swearer
of his tm,e" perhaps credits the Father of
His Country with mors fluency in the art
of pleturesgque profanity than he rveally pos-
serned says the New York Recorder. Wush-
ington was not in other ways a very Nuent
man, and, other things belng equal, an elo-
quent speaker and ready writer will excel In
plyvant and criginal curslng,

Nevertheless what Washington lacked In
fluency he donbtiexs made up In emphusls,
for thera Is no doubt that when In clroum-
stiunces scoming to him to require sulphur-
ous expletives he could freezs the blood of
his listeners. The memory of the osths be
swore at the fecing Continentals on Moo
mouth fAeld will live as long In history as any
serious exploit of thelr suthor.

It must not be forgotten, though, that
Washington's ordinary conversatlon wis per-
fectly clean, and even ceremonious; that he
was the most dignified man of his time and
that oceasional profanity under provocation
was pot in thosa days deemed fnconsistent
with religlous character and oonviction,
It was u coaraer age, and langusge as well
as cqpduct was much more free than in our
own. Washington was a pillar of the
church, and when he prayed for his un-
happy country sad hls freezing, starviog
troops at Valley Forge, doubtless he added a
personal petition for grace upon his own sins
of hasty temper and roxe ln confldence of
Divine mercy, like the hooest, Christian
gentieman that he was,
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
