NEW YORK FIREMEN CATCH THE FEVER

Prospectlive Mounting of the Depart-

York fire department, and in the near future
it may he no unusual alght to see Nremen
In full uniform awheel in thy streeis of the
metropolls. Only a few months ago a sug-
gontion of the posaibility of applying the bi-
oyols to the needs of the firemen would
fave been met with ridicanle, but sines su-
burban postmen and mounted pollcemen have
taken (o the wheel, the firemen have tegun
to ask themselves, “Why not we alsg?"”

A New York Sun reporter talked with a
number of the department re-
cently and learned that a movement had
been eterted to bring ths wheslmon of the
departinent together into a colub, or league,
and to agitate for the adoption of the bloy-
ele for guch of the work of the department
an It le fitted to. Perhapn the most enthusi-
antle wheelman In the depariment at present
s Assintint Foreman Maher of engine 20, on
Marlon strest. Maher Is an expert rider, apd
he has taught many of the wen In his com-
pany to ride. The [hterest has now grown
to such an extent that nowrdaya the third

AW It I8 at present
hardly any two men {rom one company have
the spme day off, bat Among all the membirs
of the department theti are of courgs a groat
many wlio bave the same day, and frequent
elub runs would be ponsiblet’

Captaln Presl of enginy 8 and Lieutenant
Bmith of 2 truck both expressed themselves
In faver of the adoption o the  bicyeld
among the men for thelr private use, Cap-
tain Friel said:

“Of the 1,100 men In the fire department
probably 300 now ride, and T should bo glad

to pee the number twice as large, For tha
mot In some of the stutions the use of the
wheel means a saving of from one-half to
twosthirds of the time now smpent In geltting
from the englne houses home and  back
agaln, 1 believe that wheellng would also

improve the moral and physical tone of the
men."*

Another scheme which han been proposed
snd which a fre department officlal author-
fz2d the Sun man to gay was under consid-
eration ¢ the eonstruction of a bleyele ehem-
fonl engine, for use in up-town, or suburban
districts, The plan propessd contempintes a
lght chemioal enging of from thirty to forty
gullons capacity, which would be propelled
by four men, and woeuld make much better
time thin the hor=es do. A well known cap-
tain sald In regard Lo this proposition:

“The scheme 8 perfectly feasible for dis-
tricty where the roads npre fairly good and the
buildings not too large for a small
s operate o, Where the
bulldings are some Jdistancs  apart it
would be a great lmprovement over the
present arrangement. 1 should be glad to
see It tried. Another place where 1 think
that the bleyele could be made to do good
pervice would be for the use of divigion chiefs
in riding to fres, This would mean a con-
slderable gaving to the depsrtment, and would

ennble these officers also to make better
time,"

The manner in which the members of one
uptown engine company became  supplied

with wheels Is interesting. One night an
alarm of fire was sent In from a bleycle store.
It was not o serious affuir, but the sgmoke
and water resulted In conslderuble damnge to
a number of wheels, A member of the
compuny suggested that there was an excel-
lent c¢hince to secure some cheap bicyeles,
and the firemen bought most of the damaged
muachines, and after spending a day or two In
soouring them up they appeared in fine trim.
It Is said that a certain bicycle company 1s
making a special byl for the patronage of
firemen, offering to sell them wheels on the
installment plan at 30 per cent discount,
One captain, who Is known as an enthuslastic
wheelnan, said:

“1 don't want to be quoted as saying %o,
but I wigh to heaven that enough fAremen
would adopt the bieyole so that a man riding
along In uniform wouldn't attract atiention,
I haven't sufMclent nerve (o appear on my
wheel in uniform, but I'd like awfully well
to do (" is

THE BACHELOR AND THE WHEEL.
When a fascinating bachelor talks about
Bicycles for women every woman in soclety,
every rosebud In her first season should lls-
ten. Time was when every well-balanced
man expoected to marry, If these were thowe
good old days the talk of even a bachelor
bank oMclal—and that is what he js—would
not be so weighty, but now, when maen in-
elined to be husbands are diffcult to locate,
‘and still more difficult to persuade to the

quickly reduced to a
ment, and yet these are things with which
nearly evary cyclist s famillar, both wilh
their names and with thele nature, and not a
few know thelr whole history, and could sug-
geal geauins lmprovements In them. Befors
eyeling became 0 general, tho world of engl-
nedring mechanies was a goaled book to (he
muititude; eyellng, more than aoything else,
lias opened the doir to the new popular
know!ledge, at once ko useful and fascinating.
The knowledge, thus galnad by reiding, con-
versation, and experiencs, cin but Ye uszful
to all caoncerned; ‘eartiin (¢t I8, the tmore a
eyclist knows about that wonderiul thing that
carries him-—a modoon bloycle—the more bs
admires and appreciates it.
TAKE CARE.

There Is a rule of common law “paveat
emptor.' It is applicable to the sale and pur-
chage of real estate; and means let the pur-
chaser take care, says the Indlanapolis Jour-
nal, It Is bis buklness to protect himself in
making a trade, to see that he gets a good
title, and 1w not cheated otherwise. If he gets
a finnncinl fall ft s his own fault, It is his
duty to take care of himself, and not the
duty of the seller or anybody else.

The principle has some moral application to
wheel men and women. The bicyele having
been legally and judieclally recognized ns a
vehicle, with certain rights to the use of
atreets and ronds, though not of sldewalks,
equestrians must govern themselves accord-
ingly. The average pedestrian is willing
enoigh to do so, but there is wome difflculty
In knowing how to do It. No pergon cares
to be run over or into by a bleyela pro-
pelled at full speed by a human motor, and
no person will be If he or she can avold
1. How to avoid it Is the guestion.

The eolution of the problem is in making
the bleyeler or bleyeless avold you, If you
are anxious to avold a colliglon he or she Is
still more so, as it would probably result
more disastrously to the rlder than to you..
That being the case, the logle and ethies of
the situation require that the whole responsi-
billty of avolding a collision be thrown on
the rider. The moment you begln to dodge
you get confused yourself and you eonfuse the
rider. Either stand still or proceed without
refearenca to the impending wheel. Look
stralght ahead or keep your eyes on the
ground. Above all, do not cateh the eye of
the rider. If you do the chances are that
you will both begin to dodge and dodge In
lim wrong direction, with & consequent colll-
slon,

Az a questlon of legal rights, remember
that at all street crossings pedestrians have
the right-of-way, and if a wheelman runs
into you you have.a clalm for damages, the
samo as If the driver of a carriage should run
over you, In addition to this, remember that
the wheelman s even more anxious to avold
a colligion thun youw are and If you do not con-
fuse him by beginning to dodge, and es-
peclally by catehing his eye, the ehances are
100 to 1 he will give you a wide berth., The
general rule should be *‘caveat wheelman''—
let the rider beware.

A CAMPING OUTFIT.

Philip J. Bailey. a 8an Francisco lad, has
completed arrangements for a bleyele tour
under novel circumsatances. He intends to
camp out during his trip ‘and has constructed
an ingenlous arrangement by which he hopes
to add to his eomnfort in varlous ways, To
keep off the aun he has arranged a canvas-
covered eanopy on a framework that is
strong, while it Is lght and neat. On the
front support 18 fixed a gong which makes
almost a8 much noise as one of the fire patrol
wigons. On a shelf over the hind wheel a
smnll coal oil stove i firmly secured. This
s for cooking on the way, and (o the upper
part of the canopy are fastened a small frying
pan, coffes pot and waler can. Another rack
Is for knife and fork and spoon. A rack par-
allel with the saddle bar holda the young
eamper's rifle. His blankets, in which cer-
tain necessariea will be wrapped, he will
carry strapped over his shoulder, together

Bloyoling a® a healthful aport for women
hiae recelved the endorsement of the Missis-
sipp! Valley Medies) assoclation, which seems
to embrace the leadars of Lthe profession in &
large sectlon of the country. One of the
Epeakers at the meeting of the association at
Detroit, Dr, 1. N, Love of 8t. Louls, strongly
defended the use of the wheel by women, be-
Heving that it offered to women a means of
emancipation fromi her many troubles, but he
deprecated the wearing of the ugly bloomer
costume.

HIGH OR LOW SHOES,

opinion exista among bicycls riders regarding
the proper style of shoos to be worn when
propelling the wheel.  The main difference
centers upon the question of high-out and
low-cut shoes. While the advocala of low
shoes clulms grealér freedom for movement
n the aukla Jolnt, and, consequently, greaser
power exerted In pedsling, the user of bhigh
shoss conlends that the ankle is protected
from injury and is strengthened tor its wark

by the encusing Nlgh-cut shoe. t in-
ririadly U Byihiatiog Shoy 1 umed by ithee|
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class of riders. A shoe wilh a broad tos is

considered prefernble by some expert riders,

both as regards efficlency and beauty., Con-

carning leggings, many practical women bloy-

elists contend that they should be worn slm-

ply to supply warmth in eold weather.
CORNER ON TUBES.

Amertean manufacturers are straining every
resource lo meet the prospective demand for
wheels next year. A report comes from
London that American dealers have cornered
the Birmingham bicyele frame-tubing market,
a Toledo, 0., irm having just placed an order
for more than 2,000,600 feet at a price 26 per
cent higher than English manufacturers pay.

The stutement is well founded. A Chleago
manufaciurer has had agents In Birmingham
and other cities in England and Germany
with money In their hands ready to pleck up
tubing wherever they find it good. They
have been ot It for some thme and now have
about all that concern shall need. All the
tublng that can be turned out by the Ameri-
ean factories for next ysar's use wus gobbled
up long ago. One reaxon for the domestic
ehortage I# that the tube muanufacturers have
not inereased thelr facilities enough to supply
the demands of the Increasad bicyele trade.
Coneequently some American makers of
wheels huve to go to Burope, where a few
prefer to buy anyway.

“Was any combination of American manu-
facturers formed to corner the market?'" the
dealer was asked.

“So far as I know there is no such com-
bination, I am not a member of it. 1 had
my Agents busy in England and Germany,
however, and they have bought tubing which,
with what we buy from Amerlean [actories,
will be all we want. Revernal other firms
have probebly done the same, some have, 1
know, and if the English market Is cornered
we cannot help (t'"

“Will the corner in tubing cause an In-
creass in the price of bioycles next year?"

*“No, bleyeles will not be any higher,
Some of them will be cheaper.'

NEW IDEAS IN BICYCLES.

“The Spider” is the invention of a Chleago
mechanic who promises great things for the
new machine, His bicycle 18 propelled by
levers fifteen Inches long, having an up and
down stroke as a substitute for the rotary
motion of the pedals In the ordinary safety
bleyele, The eopstruction of the machine en-
sbles the rider to pull as well as push, in-
crousing his power at least 20 per cent. The
driving levers are more than twice as long
as the ordinary cranks, and it 1s sald can
enable the rider to propel a wheel geared to
100 Inches with a8 ltile muscular exertion
as an ordinary chain wheel geared to slxty-
elght. The tread is only three inches wide,
and can be made even narrower. The [eet
ara direetly over the levers and not at the
#lde, The frame |8 triangle shaped and hus
fower brazed connectlons and less tubing than
the present style of frame. The saddle is
fixed, the adjustment to sult the rider being
mede by ralving or lowering the large gear
wheels at thelr connectlon with the frame.
The stroke i¢ also adjustable to any length,
from ten to fifteen inches. The handle bars
slide up and down in the fork sides, which
ard round for about fiye Inches and fastened
in any dealrad position by hexagon taper-
mants, A pneumatic spring s provided to
lesson the vibration which benumbs the arms
and wrists of riders who bear heavily on the
handle bare. While the wheel Is deslgned
for the track, the inventor says that It |s
equally adaptable for the road. A mile a
minute js promiead for the new bieycle.
