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TURKISH TROOPS CALLED TO ARMS

Gonded (o Desperation the Unhappy
Subjects of the "orte Mnke n Dem-
onstration and n Serlons Cone
flict with the Pollee Follows,

CONBTANTINOPLE, Oet. 2—Five hun-
drod arrests have been made in connection
with the recent rioting of Armenians hers,
The government & greatly alarmed and the
garrizon s Kept under arms,

Trouble among the Armenians of thie elty
has been brewing for a long time past, the
bitter feeling ngalnst the authorities growing
strofger as weesk after week passed without
the adoption by the Turkish government of
the scheme for reform In Armenia, proposed
Ly the Eutopean powers, The long smolder-
fng flames of digcontent, carefully fanned by
the Armenian agitators, have at last broken

out. Finally the Armenians detormined at
#ll hagards Lo make an gttempt to present &
petitton to the sultan through the grand
vigler and a lorge body of Armenlans on
Monday, marched with thiy intention toward
the palace of the Porte. The authorities, in
antlgipation of trouble, had stationed a atrong
guard of police about the palace, and the
other bulldings were nlwo guarded,

The arrival of the Armenians at the palace
was the signal for wsesvernl desperate en-
counters between them and the polles, during
which several Turka and a number of Ar-
menlans were Killed or wounded. A con-
gervative estimate of the affalr places the
Killed at ten, with forty persons seyerely
wounded, In addition, as already cabled,
about 600 arresta were made. Many Ar-
meninns durlng the affray were thrown to
the gronnd and severcly beaten by the Tur-
kish police, after which they were securely
bound and eartéd away to prison. Ouz Ar-
menian, after having been terribly beaten
with a bludgeon, was shot and killed by a
policemnn,

The rloting was continued almost through-
out the remainder of the day and so alarmed
the government that the garrlson was has-
tily ordered under arms and has been so
ever since, night and day, the troops belng
rigorously confined to barracks.

The students took an active part i the
rioting. A crowd of the young men during
n Neht with o sguad of pollee killed two of
the Turkleh ofMeers and wounded a number
of others, -

The arrests of Armenlans went on all day
Monduy and yosterday and was aceampanled
by more bloodshed, several Armenlans who
resleted attempts made to take them Into
custody belog killed while fighiing the jo-
loee, In additlon eight Armeniang were
Killed within the preeinets of the ministry of
palice and many others were wounded, The
Turks were greatly enraged at the outhreak
nnd  threatened vengeance upon the Ar-
menians. As a result during the evening of
Manday a body of Softas (Mohammedan stu-
dents of theology), armed with ugly looking
slieks, nssembled In a public sguare, thra2at-
ening to start out and massacre the Arme-
nens but the authorities hurrfed several de-
tachments of police to the spol and the Mo
hammedan studinta  were eventually dis.
perssd.

The authorities are doing everything pos-
#'hle to helittle the affair, but there is no de-
nying that It was n moet serlous disturb-
ance and that more troubls s anticipated.
The Turkish government, In Its efforts to
cialm the apprehension experienced on all
sldes, has sent a quieting clrcular to the
envoys of the different foreign countries
here,

At the palace the utmost consternntion =
gald to prevall, and every precaution has
besn taken o suppress further outbreaks
upon the part of the Adlesatisfied Armenions.
Owlng to this cond!tion of affairs a dinner
which was to have been glven tonight at the
palace In honor of Prince Alhert of Schles-
wig-1Tolstein has been countermanded and
the French war ghip Petrsl has postponed her
depurturs.

FEARS WELL GROUNDED.

The serlous apprehension felt by the Turk-
ish authorities and the precaution taken by
thom to keep the militury force in the gar-
rison constantly under nrms on account of the
fear aroused by the riot precipitated on Mon-
day by the Armenians of the city are shown
th be amply jistified by the furtheér outbreaks
whleh occurred yesterday., The Armenian
porters were among those subjected to whole-
galo arrest hy the Turkish autherities, and
they showed reslstance to the polica and were
accordiogly Killed. It s only by personal in-
vestigation that those seeking neéws of the
disturbanee ean  gecure the same, As
tha lipg  of all police  and govern-
ment officinls are closed and no rellable In-
formation regarding the riot can be had. The
Armenian quarter of the clty is today de-
serted and quiet as the grave, This I8 the
guarter which presents the greatest anima-
tlon, the shops and great bazars attracting
throngs of traders.

The authorities have cloxed the shops and
peremptorily forbldden the gathering of peo-
plo In the streets of the quartér, and to In-
eurs the obeervance of this order the streets
ars constantly patrolled by military. The
guards who are stationsd at the Babl Huma-
yan (the High Door or “Sublime Porte™) of
Lthe seraglio or sultan’s palace were strongly
reinforced yesterday in appreliension of an
attompted attnck on tne person of the sov-
erelgn.

Yeaterday the earrlages which couveyed the
mintstera of the Interlor, of foreign affalrs
and of police ta the esounecll, which woas con-
vened to consider measures for suppressing
tha disturbance, were pierced with bullets as
they passsl through the s'reets, fired from
arms in the hands of the Insurgents. The
public oficials in the ecarriages e=eaped in-
Jury from the Nying bullets =0 far as has
boen learned. Muany pissersby in the streets
wire not so fortunate, and the Jast accounts
of the number killed and wounded place it at
elghty.

TROOPS AR ON GUARD.

The great chureh of the Patriarchal, siiu-
ated In the Greek quarter, which was the
gorno of the first outhrenk on Monday, I8 now
surroundod by  troops The Kornmpulion
quarter |5 also In a state of slege.  With re-
gard to the death of Serivete Bey, one of the
ofMieers who was killed in Monday's rlot at
the Patrlarchal, ithe following detalls ara
learned: It I8 wileged that he called the Xr-
monian bearer of the petitlon which it was
sought to present to the grand vigler
“Gihagur.” This ls equivaleny to saying “ln.
fidel dog.” and is the term ol opprobrium
used by the Turks toward those who do not
follow the prophet Mahomet, The Armeniun
retorted to this and the quarrel Increased in
heat wotil the shootlng began,

The customs ofice In the clity has been
eloned during the riots, It s reported that a
uumber of Armenians broke Inte the law
courts during the disorder and killed two
Judges. The murderers werg recognized anid
subsequently arrested. An Armenian cashler
employed In the customs department in this
ety has been assassinated, and this erime, it
Is believed, was actuated by motives of po-
litleal revenge.,

JAPAN AND SPAIN COME TO TERMS,

Becond--The government of Spsin declares
that It shall never lay clalm to the Islands
Iying to the vorth and northesst of the above
meptloned boundary line.

Tulrd—The govarnment of Japan declares
that it shall never lay claim to the islands
Iying to the mouthwesl of he sbove named
boundary lice,

precedented in weather records for this time
of the year, culminated yesterday in a sudden
drop of twenty-five degrees In temperature.
This was followed by a heavy gale, which has
slread caused much damage along the coasts.
A dispateh from Deal announces that two
Steamers have been driven ashore on the
treacherous Goodwin sands, and the news of
other disasters to shipping Is constantly being
roceived,

A telrgram from [ifrneombs, on the north
coast of Devonehire, al the mouth of the
Bristol channel, annotinees that six would-be
life savers have been drowned while attempt-
Ing to reseue the crow of the ketch Arabella,
which went ashore in a dangerous position
off that coast,

Several vessele are reported as being ashore
on the Gore sands. Thele crews have been
reseuad by life savers,

On the SBomersetshire coast there have
been several excliing resenes, and in Bridg
water bay a steam tug, after a long battie
with the waves, sank near the shore, drown-
ing her enginesr, who stuck to his post to
the last. The remaining wembers of the
tug's erew suceeseded In swhinming ashore,

A telegram from Southport wsistes that
It i feared that eceveral hshing boate bes
longing to that place have been lost during
the gale of la=! night,

A dispateh from Blackpool announces that
thres fishing smacks halllng from that port
foundercd during the night, and In spite of
the efforts which the lifeboat men made to
axsist  them, five of the Hshermen wers
drowned,

The toasting eteamer Bulldog was driven
ashore on the Berrow flats, where the crew
wits resoued,

Dispatohes regelved here from Liverpool
gay that the gale there was accompanied by a
blinding rain and that & nunber of ships on
the river Marsey displayed slgnals -of distress,

The same state of nffalrs Is reported from
other parts of the country, and all aleng the
conets the Jife boatmen were Kkept busy
throughout the night. They succeeded In
wiving many Tlves.

Dispatches from varlous points show that
many ships In distress were deserted by thelr
erewe. The full extent of the ravages of the
gale will naturally not be Known for some
days to come, but there is no doubt that the
shipping Interests have sulfered considerably.
No damnge to American shipping has been
repoarted up to the prezent.

Liter in the day a diepatoh wan recelved
from Southport saying that the bark Latonia,
bound from Preston for Florida with a
oargo. of timber, was ashore near there.
Life boats wera promptly sent to her as-
slstance, and the Latonla’s crew was taken
off in safely. Numerous ocher wrecks are
reported from the Bristol channel and other
points along the west coast of BEngland
Altogether nineteen steamships and large
srlling vessels and twenty-seven smaller
craft are reported to have been lost.  Al-
though only elghteen lives are known to be
lost, It is fear:d that many more sallors
and fishermen have lost thaeir lives, &s the
rcoasts of Devonshire and Somersetshire are
strewn with wreckage,

LONDON, Out, 3. —Further reports of the
damage by the great gale add  six  to the
numbor of persons known to  have been
drowned and «lx to the wrecks that have oc-
curred, making the total lives thus reported
lost twenty-four, and the total of voeksals
known to have been wrecked, forty-nine.

WAS A SEVERE BLOW TO SPAIN.

Loxs of the Cruiser Cristobal Colon
Not Due (o the Insurgents.
MADRID, Oct. 2.—The news of the logs of
the Spanish crulser Cristobal Colon off the
western const of Cuba, was recelved here
yesterduy excluslvely through the agencles
of the Assoclated. press, and has caused a
profound sen=ation, following as it did so
clogely upon the loss of the crulser Barcaste-
gul. OMelal news has €ince baen recelved
here conlirming the Associnted presy story of
the loks of the vessel, but adding nothing to
wlhat has already heen published. The Cristo-
hal Colon will prove to be a toial loss, The
Spanish miulster of marine, Admirnl Beran-
ger, has ordered that a careful inguiry be
made intp the causes of the disaster, and that
all the reports In the case be forwarded to

Spaln am soon as pozsible.

The rumor that the cruiser was sunk hy
agents of the Ingurgents |s clagsed as belng
atisurd, and everything tends to show that
there Is no doubt that the Cristobal Colon
wiag driven ashore at nlght durlng heavy
woeather, apd that #he was abandoncd the
next morning by her commander and crew, as
fully detafled In the exeluslve dlspatch from
Havana to the Assoclated press,

In other words slmilur disgraceful scenes
werd witnessed, Eo [ar as can he learoed, no-
body was Killed at the primaries, but scores of
persons waere more or less injured. In tough
districts decent citizens romalned away from
the primaries, not caring to bmperil thelr
lives by attempting o vote,

Heglnning of Triennial Conventlon of
the FProtestant Episcepnl Church.
MINNEAPOLIS, Oct. 2.—%he thirty-sixth

trienninl convention of the Protestant Epis-

Arviving at the churoh e head of the
procession halted and permitded Bishop Whip-
ple and his coleagues In order of senlority Lo
pase through first.

| rendered bty the York Glee club, In which the
pretensions of popullets and democrais were
flercely satirized, the burden of which ran
to the effect thnt the ropublickn party was
on the eve of coming Into its own., 1t was,
alko, Interpolnted with frequent allusions to
the popula=i*y of Justles Norval,

Becretnry Tim Sedgwick then read the eall
for the conventions einting In sobstance the
objeet, which was to nominate one candidate
for supteme judge and two regents of the
State university, and to transact such other
business as might come before it. Prefacing
the introduction of Hon, John 1., Webster,
Chalrman Morrill sald that Ne Jolned with
all delegates before him In halling the near
advent of republicans into power., The smoke
of factories starting up was a barbinger of
the gond time on the way.

WHAT MR. WEBSTER SAID.

Mr. Webster sald that the republicans al-
ways stood upon one platform without dis-
sensions or elde lssues. The party represented
by the delegates hefore hlm always protected
the workingman and believed In the motto
of *“"America for Amerieans' a stutement
that was recaived with the wildest applause
of the sesslon. The democrats had presented
us with a depleted treasury and woera now
selling bonds at a ruinous rate of Interest.

NORVAL BY ACCLAMATION..

Delegate Colling of Pawnée moved that
the rules be suspended and Judge Norval be
nominated by acclumation. It  was carvied
amid wild applauss, and the chief justice was
egcorted to the platform.

In his speech of acceptance he gald that
while a nomination to the supreme bench was
a high honor, it wus dpubly so coming as
it did with such unanimity., He aceepted
by pledging that he accepted ag a republican
and his conscience and oath of offlee should
ever be his only guides,

Delegate Atkingon also moved, upon the
same terms, the unanlmous renpmination of

H. Morrill of Lincoln for the regency.
In mecepting Mro Morrill pledged his bost

Far candidate for regent to succeed J, L. H.

GREAT YEAR FOR REFUBLICANS,

This was a signal year with republicans
They were preparing not only for this fall,
but for the greater strugitle of 1896, ‘I'his
was & year when no republican should seratch
a republican ticket, amd the one who did so
should not be recognized as a republican when
the latter party ciame into Its own, The re.

Ohairman Prick, of the committes on plat-
form, then presented and read the platform.

We, the republicans of Nebruska, In con-

Tha convenllon was called to meet at 3
o'clock, and at that hour the hull was filled
with delegates and the friends of the move-
ment, with a liberal sprinkling of spectators
from the three political parties. The con-
vention was ealled to order by A. T. Rector,
ehalrmian of the Central club of the leagus,
who read (he call for the convention., The
call provided for the naming of a judiclal
tlekot and s full county ticket, The repre-
sontitlon was as follows: Genoral oMeers of
the league, eight votes; Central club of th'rty-
five with president and socretary, thirty-seven
votes; executive committeée, nine votes; Reven
delegates from edch ward In the eity of
Omalia, fourtesn delegates from Suuth Omaha,
and three delegates from ecuch country pre-
cloet,

Mr. Rector stated that there was no ocea-
slon for spatchmaking, as the convantion had
work cnough to keep Its hands full and he
wonld procesd to business at once.

Kgox
a8 temporary chalrman and the nomination
wit unsnimously carrled,  Mr. Knox was
given a cordinl reception when he assumed
the dutles of presiding officer of the convens
tion.

Arthur Karbach was named pg secretary
und Georgs B. Eddy as assistanl sccretary.
