Local representatives of the road are In no
position to be Informed as to the plans of the
company and are, of coursa, a5 much at sea
as other rallroad men In the clty as to what
the Intentionz of the Ilinols Central people
are In regard to the extension. This much |8
certain.  There 18 a large foree of graders
encamped at Onawa, In., and thelr numhers
are being mugmented almost dally, While
yothing' has bean done by them, ths men
state that they are under couract and ex-
peet to begin work =oon.

Contractors who have Irled to employ men
for other work have hoen unable to pet a
man from the number, and It is gencorally
understood In the vicinlty of Onawa that the
foree will be put at work In a few days and
that dirt will hegin flying on the extension
toward Omaha. The question at present
seems to b whether the Hne will be built
down the Towa slde to thae East Omaha
hridge, or on the Nebraska s'de, erossing at
Onawa and reaching Omaha vin Decatur, Te-
kamah and Bisir, The grade Is much betler
on the Nebraska than on the lowa side, and
the road on this side of the river would piass
through the bzst countles Jn the state and
touch towns that are rendy to do the right
thing for additionnl ratirovd facllities

It is expected that definite announcement
of the company’s plans will be made In a
short time.

Prospect of Getting Together,

A moeting will be called within a few
days for the purpese of forming a trans-
continental passenger agreement. ‘The dale
of the meeting has not bgen announcsd, but
tha lines interested have the matter under
advivement and the official eall for the most-
ing will probably be made this week.
