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Outbreaks Have Not Been Confined to the
Btreats of the Capital,

ARMENIANS THREATEN MORE TROUBLE

Evidence Aconmulating to Show that
the Ounthrenk Was Corefully
Plnnned and that n General
Lprising Is ITmminent,

CONSTANTINOPLE, Oct, 3—To add to
the wsinte of excltement provaelling here a
third slight earthquake shock was experl-
eneid  yesterday. This, with the rlot-
fng and bloodshed, the {mprigonment of
ahout 600 Armenians, the killing of Ar-
meninns In cold bBlood, and the prexence of
troopa In arms at all polnts, fs wall calonlnted
to exoltn even the most phlegmatie Turk.

The rloting and bloodletting which began
on Monday wis rencwed on Tuesday evening,
In apite of all the precautions taken by th
authorities of this much disturbed eity. On
Tuerday the princlpal rioting was the work
of Mohammedan theologloal studentw, who
chaked and beat with bludgenns every Ar-
menlan they mel. During Tuesday night a
mob of Softan and Turks attacked the house
of & leading Armenian, Kassim Pasha; storms
Ing the building and threatening Its destruc-
tion and klillng several pernuns who were un-
#ble to escape from L In time. This mob
nlso wacked g cafe frequented by Armetlans,
and twenty of thess unfortunate people who
were found there were bedlen to death with
bludgeons, To the disgrace of the authori«
tles not a single pellceman appeared on the
scenes, wid no pltempt was made to save the
lves of the Armeniann,

ARMENIANS PANIC BTRICKEN,

Naturally the Armenians of Constantinople
and Ite vicinity are panle-stricken and put
no fulth In the aksurances of protestion from
further violetice at the hands of the Turkish
mobn Miny ‘of them sought refuge In
the churches, where they were earnestly nd-
dresecd, by thelr clergy, who enjoined them
to be calm and to glve the Turks no further
pretexis for attucking them, 7The Armenlan
chiurchez nrs now watched by the pollos, bt
the grentest unessiness prevalls, and  the
raogt of the other religlous denominations ex-
press the fear that the fansticism of the
Turks muy extend In other directions,

The Armeninns have the aympathy of the
forelgnirs hery, but the fact that they are
armed, In spite of their pacifie announces
ments, W condemned by thsir best friends
and lends color to the ktatements of the
Turklsh offielnls, who elnlm that the Ar-
meniah Agitators crganized a4 revolt agalnst
the sultan's authority, and that the attempt
to prosent a petition to the grand vizier, on
Monday Izst, which led to the first rloting
and bloodahed, was nothing wnore than a pre-
text which was to eorve as the slgnal for an
Armenlin  outbresk. That the Armenians
contemplated some such sttompt to eall at-
tention to thefr grievances has been Koown
for n long time past, and the As=ociated

ireks correspondent months ago drew atten-
lon to this, saying that he had conclusive
evidénce thit the Armenlan revolutlonary
committes was preparing a demonstrution at
Conxtuntinople, and that any number of Ar-
menlant were willing to thus sacrifice them-
gelves for the ulthnate benefit of thelr un-
happy compatriots,
SITUATION VERY GRAVE.

On the other haud, the partimans of the
Armeniang asgert that the latter only armed
thems:lves In order to defend thelr llves
against the Turks.

The authorities have stotloned troops and
polloa ar evory threatened polnt, and It Is
asserted this morning thit there 18 no annger
of any further disturbaness, This, how-
ever, 18 not generally believed.

The Introduction of the religleus element
Into the disturbanece mikes the sltuation
mors grave than it olherwise wounld have
bheen, althongh the outward ecanse of the
Armenian outbreak is sald to be the long de-
lays In the negotiatlons botween ths powers
and the Porte on the question of reform in
Armenia, which delays have Increassl the
despair of the Armenlaps, Prominent Tar-
kinh oMolals, however, clalm that the prosen)
troubles are the outeowne of the sentlment
which prevalls throughout Europe, particu-
larly in England, in fuvor of Armenians.

Owing o the eritieal’ situntion here the
envoys of the povers mel at the Austrian
embasky tday, and the German warboat

Lorely has beon ordered at the disposal of
the Gorman embassy,

It g pow known definitely that at least
Ave Armenlans were killed after they had
been arrested on Monday snd it has causoed
graat indignation.

iegarding the death of the Torkish ma-
jor, Servet Bey, witnesses of the affair as-
gart  that the Atmnenlans  did not  use
revalvers untll he had ordered the police to
fAre upon them. When Servet Bey fell, there
wan a frightful tumult and the police charged
the crowd with revolvers and swords, Ac-
cording to a pollee report only twenty per-
gony wern killed and elghty wounded during
thi rioting on Monday, but more rellable re-
poris place the number of killed at probably
over 200,

News hag bpen recelved here from Damas-
cus Lhat the French consul at that place had
heen attacksd by a mob, growaly Insulted, and
pelted with mud, The French embassy has
complained to the Porte and has demanded
prompt redress for the oulrage.

HAVE FAITH IN KIA MIE,

LONDON, Ocl, 3.—The critical condition of
affalrs nt Copstantinople |s the sansatlon of
the day here, and all the dispatches [rom
that eity are read with the greatost eager-
ness. Many Important messages are known
to have been reeelved at the British foreign
office from S8ir Philip Currle, the Britlsh
ambaxsador at Constantinople, and the fecl-
ing here is not entirely favorable to the
Armenians, The appointment of Kia Mie
Pasha as grand vialer, recently announced, ls
regarded at the forelgn oMce ws a happy
elrctmstance at the presint juneture of af-
falrs, He has the reputation of being one
of the most broadminded and enlightened
tateamen of the Ottoman empire, and he

louked upofh as belng the right man in the
right place. It s true that during his last
term of ofllce Kin Mle Pasha, by n certaly
faction at leaxt, was looked upon as cher-
ishing undue anglophlle lteas, but the hope
is oxpressed here that hs will be able to
successfully grapple with the situation and
suppross the digorders at Constantinople be.
fore muatters reach a stage which would call
for the Intérforence of the powers.

In spite of the asserances to the contrary
of the Armenian committee of this city, the
bellef prevalla in oMela) cireles here that the
rivting at Constantinople was really a dellib-
erately planned uprlsing, brought abeut by
the Armenian agitators, who are desirous of
torelng the hands of the powers In order
to bring about direct interference upon the
part of Great Britain, France aund Russia in
the adminlstration of Armeuia.

The 8t, Jamex Gazette polnts oul this alter-
noon how the events which have Just ocenrred
at Constantinople were correctly foretold by
the Amoctated press, which, in a dispateh pub-
lshed hers on April 19, 10ld how the patri-
otle party of Armenia had been found fo.
menting a general revolt and that the lead-
ors promiised that the chief atisck would be
wade In the eity of Constantinople itself, and
that the bulk of the fghting would be borne
by the Armenians resldent therzin, The As-
sociated press added at he Ume that the
leaders bad even gone wo far as to declire
that the first attack wonld be on the palace
of the sultan and that the reigu of Hamlid
would come to & suddsn end. Floally, it
was stated that there were men who be-
itved that in the overthrow of the sultan
the Armealsns would be encoursged by the
younger and more progressive generation
of Constantinople Turks,

HOPE FOR INTERVENTION

Tho dispateh of the Assoclated press hom
Ita correspondent alsgd sald: *“The purpose of
the Armenisu plotters ls not to bring Turkey
to terms In a falr Oght, but to obiain a wet-
tlement of the gquarrel by the Interveution of
the European powera. Before the revolution
Is three months old the powers. it Is lLe-
Heved, will be compelled 1o Interfere, for
Lthe cruelty, atrocity, the outrages, tha blood-
lust and buichery of the struggle will be
80 horeible that Christian Sumanity will
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expeciant neighbors.

“Hut It will be the helpless women and
ohlldren who will suffer. They will Le tors
tured and butchered by thousands, The revos
Iutionary loadera expect that it will be so,
and in fact they count upon it as the chief
factor In the success of thelr cavse. ‘They
uripue that it & no worse that a few thou-
gand Armentans should be killed at one time
than Ihat they should be klled separately
daring a perivd of a few months or years,
The Arinenian people #t large probably do
not know of these plangs in detsil, The Ar-
maenlans are encouraged to belleve that the
revolutionary leaders have a secret under-
standing with the Russian government, but
this s unlikely,

“An the time for the revolutlonary up-
rising approaches the words of the Armenian
Catholie, Mgr. Khrimian, have an addad
Wlgniflcance:  *Armenia Is In sore distress;
but her xufferings will soon be at an end.” ™

MOHRE FORCE THREATENED,
The Constantinople correspondent of the

Standard under date of Wednesday telegraphs
to hils paper: The Armenian patriarch was
yosterday invited to attsnd the porte, but
he declined because his followers were not
nllowed to aecompany him. He remalned at
the patriarchats, with several hundred armed
Armenians,  The anthoritiea have summoned
MMm to surrendor, giving them until 3 o'cloek
in the afternocn, when the bullding will be
storied.
In reviewing the incldents of the past two
days It appears that the pollee have gener-
ally not Leen supplied with ball eartridses
and have been mnktructed only (o use the
flat of thelr swords and the butts of their
r.les,  Most of the violenes o the Ar-
menlans has been committed by students
and the low claswex of Moslems whom the
police, however, do not appear to have ar-
restod or Interfered with.
Great consternntion prevalls at the palice
pnd the sultan has not been in bed since
Monday. It s felt that o erisis has ar-
rlyed, and there |8 muih anxiety lest other
revelutlonary factlons shall joln with the
Armenlans, Since the Greek revolution,
Constantinople has not fallen into such ter-
ror ng Is now reigning.
Telegraphing at a later honr, the corre-
spondent says: The polles hiave not yet at-
tempted to clesr the patriarchate, and It s
hoped that they will not resert to foree, as
& omaost fearful masiatre wonld inevitably re-
gult. The Armenlant are huddled together
in the church with barely standing room.
They have to depend for food upon such
geraps as are brought to them.

plead to you in behalf of the poor Armenians
to help allay sufferings. We cannot, as my
husband says, dictate to the government as
to the thne, but the whole country walts with
the greatest anxiety the arrlval at some ef-
fectunl angreement which Is properly guar-
antesd."”

The Daily News says of Mrs. Gladstone's
plea: ““That the feeling of the couniry to-
ward the Armenlans 1s still unchanged Is
shown by the generous resolutlons of the
congregationn] councll vestérday and the re-
newed domands for rodress  expressed by
Mre, Gladstone in her hugband’s name."

REIGN OF TERMOR IN SALVADORE.

Beetn's Frelemds Put in the Chaln
Gangs for Unkonown Creimes.

SAN FRANCISCO, Oopt, 2.—The steamer
Cella has arrived from Salvaderean poris.
Caplain Johneon rveports that the little rve-
pubille, the cortrol of which 1s so ardently
deslred by Antonlo Tzetn, ls In a state of
feverish unrest. Rumors have been thick
at all the ports at which the Celia stopped
of the coming of Ezeta to capture Balvador.
A warm reception awalts him.

“They are up In arms there,” zald Capialn
Johnson. **At Acajuta, La Libertad and La
Union the beach Is full of soldiers and at the
new ports there were thirty gnards, all wait-
ing for Ezcta. They told me that the friends
of Ezala were suffering for his acts. No
logs than half a dozen very wealthy men
were in the chain gang, but what charges
were made agalnst them I could not find out,
Cutierreg, president of the republic, had an
Interview with the president of Honduras
and Nicaragua while 1T was In Salvador. The
prestdent and his generals, about twenty-flve
in number, came back overland to El
Triumpo and 1 earried them to La Libertad.
What the couference was about 1 don’t
know."

According to Captain Bustamente, Ezeta's

Imprisoned, These men have firm faith In
thelr leader's return. They think he can

SOME HISTORY OF THE DIFFICULTY

Ameriean Syndlente Proposes to Take
Immedinte Possession of Territory
in Veneruein Clnlmed by the
Lritish Government,

WASHINGTON, Oct. 8. —The Venezuelan
question 18 the new topic of Interest at the
national capital today. That the American
gyndieate holding an alleged concession from
the Venezuelan government proposes Lo take
possersion in the immediate future is a fact
that stemi to be generully concedad. The
land clalmed by the American syndicate ls
within the Wmits of the territory clalimed by
the British government. That the British
goveramant will protest nguainst the action
of the Amerlean syndicite seems equally
certnin, The one guestion uppermost today
in Washingion circlea” s ““What does the
United States propose to do about it?" It
s elalmed that the American syndlcate has
recelved Intimation, directly or In-
directly, from the State department that bas
enecouragell 1t to proceed wlong the lines of
policy its officers have mapped out. Th2
State department, however, 18 silent,

Tha oflicers of tha Muanon come-
pany are  loath to admit that u
desire  to  embroil  the United States
In the Internitlonnl dispute prompied
the Venszuelan government's concession,
President Howman, In an interview, denied
emphatically thot the grant had been made
with the ldea that the United Stat=s could
He clalined
the grant had been made in 1881 to a
vauela and had been purchased
1y before the trouble arose
with Great Britain over this territory.
ENULAND'S WELL KNOWN ATTITUDE.

With regurd to the position of the British
government no uncertainly exists. As long
ugo as in 1856 an official statement of Eng-
land's position In Venezueln was sent out
from Downing street. Since that decree
England has not changed her ground, Within
thie past year she hos refused to submil her
dispute with Venezueia to a hoard of Inter-
national arbitrators. The adoption of the
Livinguton regolution by th2 last congress
has evoked no response. The decree bsued
nearly ten yinrs ago by the British govern-
ment s as follows:

“COLONIAL OFFICE, DOWNING
STREET, Oct. 21, 1886.—Whereas, Tho
boundary line between her majesty’s colonles
of British Guluna and the republie of Vene
sueln Is In dspute between her majesty's
governmenl and the government of Venao-
zueln, and

Whereas, It has come to the knowledge of
her majesty's government that grants of
land within tha territory claimed by her ma-
Jesty's government us part of the sald colany
hava bern made or purported to have been
mad? by or In the name of Venezuela, notice
is hersy given that no title to lands or to any
right in of over or affecting any lands within
the territory elnlmed by her majesty's gov-
ernment an ferming part of a colony of Brit-
Igh CGuiana purporting_ to be derived from
us through the government of Ventzuela, or
any ollicer or person authorized by that gov-
ernment will be admitted or recogrlzed by
her majesty or by the government of Britlsh
Guiana, and that any person taking posses-
slon of or exerelsing any rlght over any such
Iands under color of any sueh title or pre-
tended title will he llable to he treated ao a
trespasser under the laws of sald colony.”

GUBSTION NOT A NEW ONE.

This Is the decree that faces the Manoa
eoncession, the holders of which, it 18 Feport-
ed, were (0 meet gt New York to endeavor to
commit this government to a suypport of lis
clafnis. Contrary to popular bellef, the issue
which they propose to ralse I8 by no means
new, as Is fully disclosed by the correspond-
enca had in past years on this subject by
the State depariment with Qreat Brituin'and
Venozuela, and the decree ahove quoted waus
expressly drawn to fit the case of the Manoa
rompany,

In Beptember, 1883, Venezuola granted o
C. C. Fitzgerald in behall of the Manoa com-
pany the exclusive right to colonize such
national lands as were Included within a tract
which on the slde of tha Orinoco river ex-
tended 8a far as the boundury of British Gui-
fna as defined by the Veneruelans. The pur-
pote of the concession was Lo develop agricul-
ture, cattle brecding, mining. Within a few
months and before the compuany had actunlly
entered upon the possession of s conces-
glon, Britsh oMeials notified Mr, Fitzgerald
that the coloninl gevernment exercised au-
thority and jurlsdiction over the territory
fncluding this concession, and that any per-
sons disregarding or acting In contravention
of tho laws of Britlah Gulana, and within
thess lUmits would ba llable to prosecution.
Onps month lIater, hearlng that the Manoa
company proposed to set up a saw mill at
tha mouth of the Barima river, a British
eommissloner served formal notlee In two
letters that no such thing was to be permit-
teid, and two months later than thix the
British legation at Caracas addresssd the
Venezuelan government directly on the ques-
tion, reguesting It to take steps to prevent
the Manca company from asserting elalms or
Interfering with British territory and threat-
ening to Ingtruct the British government to
employ pollea to prevent It This was
gupplemiented by a sugrestion that in
view of the peéndeney of the boundary dispute
It was Important that such incldents calei-
lated to eausa grave ingonvenlence should bs
prevented.  This last action was taken In
14955, and apparently prevented the exerclse
by the Amerlean concesslonalres of any as-
gertion of thelr c¢lalm from that day to the
present time, although the facls were fully
known to thpe State depariment.

DENIALS FROM THE COMPANY,

NEW YORK, Oct. 3.—A mesting {8 in
progress at thie Astor house between repre.
sentatives of the Manoa Limited and the
Orinoco company. The meeting Is for the pur-
pose of ¢lecting officers for the Orinoca com-
pany, which has been recently incorporated
in the state of Washington, and also for the
transfer of a lease or deed of the property of
the Manoa company in Venezusls.

President J. A. Bowman of the Manoa com-
pany when seen toduy by a reporter of the
Asgoeiated prese said: “In 1853 the Ven-
exuelan government cedod about 14,000,000
acres of land in Venezuela to one of its cit-
fzens, Mr. C. C. Fitzzerald, C. M., B,

“In 1584 Mr. Fitzgerald sold this property
to the Manca company, of which 1 was the
first president, and I hold the same position
now. The country is rich la asphaltum, lron,
timber, rubber and gold. Two or three years
after the concession the Britsh government
made a clalm for a big strip of the seaboard
of that property, to which I elaim it has or
had no right whatever,

“Last June this concesslon was reafMrmed
by President Crespo and his cablinet so far as
to relieve the title from a cloud which seemed
1o stand over it, owing to some legislative
biunder. This cloud baving been removed
glves us a cloar fleld for our work, and we
expect to make final arrangements with the
Orinoco eompany. so that Its representatives
can go ahend with active operatlons In all
the industries down there. Our meeting today
has absolutely po International significance,
Our dealings so far ss the property s «con-
cerned are direc'ly with the Venezuelan gov-
ertiment, If Great Britaln has a claim on

At the fort tonight it was stated that the
lioutenant wam not responsible for hias act
and that his meeting with Crofton was a
shanck one, The shootlng octasioned great
excitement at the fort, both beeauss of the
general good favor in which Pague ix held
by his comrades, who regret excoedingly
his mental trouble, and becauss [t was The
stoond time that an officer of the Fifteenth
infantry, while suffering from dementin, has
attacked Colonel Crofton. Lieutenant Pague
£ome time @go spent several weeks at a
lquor esablishment, On his return It ap-
peared that the treitment had been greatly
beneflelnl to him. A few weaks ago, how-
ever, his comrades and superior officers no-
ticed that his actlons were strange and nol
those of & man mentally responsible, It
was then concludad that the trestment hail
affected hin braln, During the visit of Gene
eral Merritt to the fort recontly Pagus's as-
tion wax so bad that he was ordersd sont to
the poat hospital for treatment.

This afternoon, while the altendants were
busy In another part of the hospital, Licuten-
ant Pague ercaped from his Foom, He went
Immadintely to his home, In & distant part
of the pust grounds, and sectired a revolver,
witlked out on th: parade ground and fired
the shots at Colonel Crofton.

The shots brought several offcers to the
spot, and before he fired agalan he was selzed
and disarmed, According to thes oflicera who
took him In custody, he did not sesm to
have reallzed what he had done, and a lew
momenta after did not sgeem (o remember
that he fired any shots at all.

Department Declares the Pine Ridge

Immense Warren Manufacturers of Rhode
Island Wiped Out by Fire,

MORE THAN A MILLION DESTROYED

Three Mig Mills Swept Away In Splte
of the Combined Efforis of
Many Depnriments of
Fire Fighters,

WARREN, R. 1., Oct. 2—0na of the larg-
est fires that has ever ocourred In south-
eastern New England broke out in ohe of the
mills of the Warren Manufacturing company,
gltuated about an eighth of a mile from the
venter of this town, just after midnight, and
before It was gotten under control had swept
through threo large cotton miils, two ware-
houses, small sheds, frelght ears and other
property, causing a loss which is estimated
at more than §1,000,000,

The fire started in the wash room mnear
the enging room of No, 1 mill, and spread
with great rapldity through the Luflding,
Within an hour after the blaze was discoy-
ered the flaimes were roaring through all
three mills. The magnitude of the fre at
once became apparent to the leeal depart-
moent and help was Immedintely summonsl
from Bristol, Fall River and Providence. An
englns from Bristol, one from Fall River, and
two stepmers, two hose carts anmd three com-
panles from Providence responded, arriving
on special trains,

The scene when these ont-of-town com-
panles arrived was appalling. The whole of
the southern part of the little town geemed
to be n mass of roaring flames, threntening
not only the tenement houscs of the manu-
facturing company near by, but endangering

the business part of the town some dis-
tanece off.
Almost immediately after the additional

forea had set to work the water supply began
to give out, and the combined departmeants
vonsequently worked under a heavy disad-
vantage, and although the automatic sprink-
lors were turned on In all three mills swnd
slx Inches of waler stood upon all of the
floors, very little progroxs was made. A car-
lond of tar and another of cotton standing
on a track near the mill yard, becoming
lgnited, furnished admiralile feod for the fire
in its sweep through the great plant.

The heat was Insufferable, and gcon It was
imposs=ible to get within 300 feet of the bullid
Inge. At 10 o'clock the fAames were threaten-
Ing two warehouses containing $400,000 worth
of sea Island cotton and complieted sheetings.

TOOK A NEW START.

At 10:30 the fire caught anew and soon be-
came o roaring farnnce. A few minutes later
tha flames Jumped from these bulldings to
the adjciniog lumber yard of R, A. Muartin,
and his @ o stotk of coal, wood and dressed
lumbnrléll't' tood for the fire. Shortly be-
fore 11 o'clock the walls of two of the mills
fell in and the dwelling houses occupled by
the operatives also caught fire, so that it
scemed tg be spreading in two dirsctlons,

By the most persistent and arduous efforts,
however, the firemen galned control of the
conflagration at midnight, but all that was
left of the big factorles, warehouses and tene-
meénts was a blazing plie of ruins, The
entire contents of the plante were destroyed,
with the' exception of filty bales of cotton
tram the warshouses, which,

When the roof of the warghouses fell four

caped by crawling down the water pipe and
then Jjumping a distance of seventeen feet.
