NO SYMPATHY FOR HOLMES,

There Is no word of pity or sympathy for
the condemned felon. He is regarded as o
monnee to =oclety. Up In Gllmanton, N. H.,
thers are two old people, his father and
mother, and he bas also two brothers and
two sisters. Not one of hig kin was heard
from durlng the trial, When the jury went
out an Indefinite recess was taken, Judge
Arnold sald he would remain in the bullding

if necessary, and Iif no verdict had been
reachied by that time he would eome to court
at 10 o'clock tomorrow morning.  Nobody
belleved there wonld be occasion for thie
There werd many wagers Lhat the verdlet
would be in tonlght—and more as to |ts
itre

At §:40 thore was n hustle of moving people
In the packed court room and it becams
known that the Jury was coming in. A mo-
ment later Judge Arnold took his seat. Die-
trict Attorney Graham and his usssoclates
entered wnd the jury filed solpmnly in and
took thelr seats in the box. Then Holmes
was brought In and placed In the box. For
n moment thete wax not a sound, The
silence was palnful and every heart in tha!
crowded room throbbed., The man who was
about to hear his doom pronounced stood
erect In the dock, the same deathlike pallor
which ecculd grow no desper, on his face. He
stared at the jury blankly, his hands claspea
behind his back. Once or twice he molstened
kis ps-with his tongue. There was no other
sign of agitation, Then from the deep voleed
court clerk ¢ame the nwful words;

“Jurorg, lock upon the prisoner; prisoner,
look upon the jurors. How say you, gentle-
men of the jury, do you find the prisoner at
the bar, Herman W, Mudgett, allas H, H.
Holmes, gullty of the murder of Benjamin F.
Pitzel, or not gullty?"

The condemnlng syllable came from the
foreman, “Gullty of murder In the first de-
gree."

“Hem," uttered Holmes, clearing his throat,
but hig shrunken form never trembled; his
lips betrayed no quiver. HIig marvelous nerve
had not forsaken him, There was only a
lighter ¢lasp of his hands folded behind him.
Then he slowly sat down, and at the reguest
of counsel the Jury was polled. That s, each
of the twelve men separately listened to the
clerk's query and responded with the verdict.
As ecaoh name wos called Holmes wrote it
on the margin of a newspaper in his hand,
and the fingers holding the pencil never shook,

VERDICT FORMALLY RECORDED,

The verdict was formally recorded by the
court, the motion for m new trial made, and
after Judge Arnold had spoken a word of
regret to the counsel for the defense becanse
of Monday's occurrence, when they withdrew,
and thanks for thelr arduous but frultlvass
labors, Holmes was tuken to Lis cell room
The Jury was thanked for their attentlon and
lntors and sent home. The court adjourned
and the most extraordinary case in the annals
of American courts was ended.

The Inst day was uneventful except for the
last tragle seene, District Attorney Grahum
opened the sesslon with his address to the
Jury. Ho was followed by Mr, Rotan, who, in
hig speech, presented the only plea of the
defense—that Pitzel hiad committed suicide,
resting on the pssumption that the common-
wealth had not made out a cas® beyond rea-
sonable doubt,

Judge Arnold charged the jury for more
than an hour, The disteict attorney sald that
his instructlons were falr. The tendency, It
thers was any bhins, was toward the common-
wealth, bul the charge congisted mainly in a
review of the evidence and exposition of the
law of murder. When the trial begun last
Monday everybody, including the common-
wealth's ofMcers, anticipated that it would
lengthen into many weeks. It lastod six days.
This wasx the result of the court's deciclon
that no evidence touching upon Holmes' other
erimes ghould be introduced into this particou.
lar case, and the conduct of the defense In
presenting no defense other than argument
The swift developments, treading upon each
other's heels, and every one outdolng Its fore-
runner for sensationalism, are of public
kuowledge,

When the jury fAlsd Into court & moment
after 10 o'clock this morning they looked
tired and unkempt, and thers was a thin
growth of beard on every cheek. There was
B uniform expression in thelr twenty-four
eyes—an expression telling of reslgnation to
present misfortune and hope for the near
fulure.

AN ATTORNEY I8 ILL.

At 10:156 o'clock Mr. Rotan, junior counsel
for the Jdefepse, came Into court and asked
Judige Arnold for & few mioutes’ Indulgence,
eaying that he had just received word from
m neighboring drug #lore that his colleague,
Mr, Shoemaker, was slek there and he desired
to Joln him, Mr, Rotan himsell showed the
straln uider which he has labored. Dark
Flogs encireled his eves and his face was
pale. He returned a half hour lter and sald
ho had found Mr, Shoemaker under the care
of a physician, suffering from complete
nervous prostration. He called this to the
attention of the court In view of a point of
law regarding the commonwealth's right to
make the closing address to the jury when
the defense presented no evidence. Mr. Gra
ham, however, ended the questlon by offering
to walve bis right to the list speech and
there will be but ane address ou each side.
Iustead of two by the prosecution, Colonel
Willlam B, Mann, the venerable prothonotary,
whose eloguence when distriot attorney yeurs
ago sent many a felon o the gallows, came
inla court to lsten to Mr. Graham's address
This was begun at 10:55 o'clock. He opened
by referring to the rellef with which the jury
must contemplate the end of the trial.

“T am gong to axk you," he continued, “‘to
glve nie your best attention and your best
thought while 1 reason with ¥ou about the
evidence and them my young friead will do
the same for the priscner.

Mr. Graham declargd that there was not
one word of evidence to show that Pitzel hnd
committed o even contemplated suleide, By
the stutements of Holmes him=1f, made more
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than onee, the speaker declared that his
pregonce In that house on the day of the
murder had bren fixed. From 10 o'elock in

the morning of that Sunday to 4 o'cluck he
wis In the Callow HIIl street house. This
wias fixed by his own statements and his
nuestions to Misa Yoka on the witness stand
leading her to say that he was not fushed
or excited when he came home tu that after-
toon,
SUMMING UP THE CASE.

In eonclusion Mr, Graham sald he desired
the Jury to consider only the evidence ocon-
nected with the murder of Pitzel in the Cal-
low Hill strest house and nothing else. He
puld a glowing tribute to Detective Geyer for
s work in unfoliling the story

“This strange trinl Is drawing rapidly to a
cloge,  The questlon Is, has thoe common-
wealth made out its case? 1 have tried to
convince you that it has. 1 appeal to your
manhood te do what is right, A= the erier
asks you, so 10 1 say, "Stand together, good
men and true.” [ know the courage re-
quired for your duty. 1 agk you to stand as
one man, and If you belleve this man I8
gulity, aye, though It involved death, be true
to your conscience and find & trae and a just
verdiet, I ask you to de your duty as men
pven though It be repellant; to face the duty,
to face the issue, and to acqult yourzelves
{lke men. 1f you have a doub®, this man Is
entitled to the benefit of It, but not such a
loubt as ariges from the pecformance of an
unpleasant duty. 1 ask you to remamber this
testimony; 1 ask you to remember that @t is
uncontradicted, ynchallenged, admittad. 1In ths
face of that testimony there ean be but one
econclusion—that this man s gullly In the
manner and form as he stands indicted.”

Mr, Graham's address, which was confined
for the most part to a review of the detalls
af the evidence, lasted two hours and a half.
Holmes appeared to shrink from the distriet
attorney's accusing fingsr, and nervously
shifted in his seat as the thunderous tone of
the prosecuting officér rang out through the
court room. At the conclusion of his address
A recess was thken until 2:30,

When court reconvenced there was not an
inch In the ecourt room or the gallery above
that was not taken, and the doors were
locked to prevent the entrance of more. One
of the peculiar features of the trial has been
the number of goclety men present Lo wilness
the proceedings and today there were more
than ever,

The afternoon geeeion was begun at a quar-
ter of 3 o'clock, when Mr. Rotan, after a
moment's econversation with Holmes, began
the argument for the defense. He was very
pale, but self-posszssed, and received admira-
tion for the pluck and endurance with which
he fonght, practically singlehanded, ngalnst
the mighty force of the ecommonwealth’s
evidénce and the gkill and experience of the
(Hstrict attorney, His colleague, Mr. Shoo-
maker, -who throughout has taken the In-
ferlor part in the conduct of the case, was
ibsent today on account of Illness and Mr.
Rotan was entirely plone. There wias a pa-
thetie note In the way he began,

“Gentlemen of the jury, there is probably
no one In Lhls court room who can fully
tppreciate Lthe reeponsibility that rests upon
my =houldérs, Yet each of you has a much
greater responsibility.” He lmmediately ¢n-
tered upow a diccuesion of the evidence and
“uld that the defense plainly admnmitted that
the body found in the Callow Hill house
wins that of Pitzel, gnd that he and Holmes
had bren conspiring to defraud Insurance
compani and at the time of thils occur-
rence hnd a4 scheme on hand,

ADMITTED HOLMESR" WANDHERINGS.
They also admitted, Mr, Rotan =aid, the
story of Holmes" wanderinge around the

country with Mrs. Pitzel. They had offered
no defense because of the confidence that
the commonwealth had not made out Its
case and when the jury looked over the case,
they would find the facts more conslstent
with the theory of sulclde than murder.
When Holmes went to the house on Sunday,
September 2, he found the body on the third
floor. The attorney then repeated the de-
tails of the arrangement of tha body, ns
already told, but, he asked, had anything
been produced to show at what time the man
had been killed or committed suicide? Is
there anything in this case to show that the
prisoner secured the policy on Pitzel's life
If there had been, the commonwenlth would
have produced it Continuing, Mr. Rotan
called attention to the fact that when Pit-
el left his wife in Bt, Louis to come Lo
Philadelphia, he told her not to be worried
it she heard he was dead, because he was
in a scheme to defraud the insuranes com-
pany. Coming down to the time of the
Killing, the speaker denled that there was
unything to show Indications In the man's
stomach to bear out the commonwealth's
assertion that Holmes had chloroformed him
while he was drunk,

Concerning  the hurrled departure of
Holmes und his alleged wife from the Eley-
enth street houss on the night of the mur-

der, Hpolmes having come home flushed and
warm, and ordered her to, pack up her
trunk, Mr. Rotan urged that Miss Yoke's

testimony ehowed bayond question that they
had the night before resolved to leave town
on Sunday night.

The commonwealth relled on the medical
testimony that the body could not have heaspn
found in the reposeful position In which It

was had Pitzel committed suicide by Inhaling
chloroform. The defense admitted the truth
of this, but asserted that it was placed in
guch a position by Holmes after Pitzel had
comniltted suleide, leaving & night for him to
utilizs the corpse to consummate the (nsur-
pnes swindle. Mr. Rotan reminded the jury
of the fapt that when arrested !n Boston for
conspiracy Holmes asked to be hrought to
this eity to stand trial rather than go to
Fort Worth, Tex., whore he was wanted for
stealing a horse. Would any man have
made such a cholee, he demanded, unless he
knew Just what ecrline he had committed?
Would he, the lawyer demanded, have
avolded a trivial charge in a far distant place
to put his neck In danger by coming volun-
tarily to thim eity had he committed & murder
here, In epuclusion, he begged the jury to
carefully welgh the facts and then give the
prisoner the benefit of (he doubt,

JUDGE CHARGES THE JURY.

Mr. Rotan concluded his address st 4:30
o'clock, and Judge Arncld cldrg:d the jury,
He bLegan with the ueual definition of the
various degrees of murder and muanslsughter
and read several passagos from the penal
code of Peonsylvania He Instructed the
Jury to direet their thoughts to the gues-
tion. whether the prisoner bud commitied
murder, and If o, of what degree 1t
the commonwealth had proved that it was

a willfu)l, deliberate murder, then he was
gullly of murder in the first degree. A num-
ber of witnesses have been called. The

testimony is what !s called circumstantial

The Judge reviewed tha evidence at
length, and contlnusd UNow, was It a
sulelde or a murder. It Is argued by counsal
for the prisoner that It was sulelde. I 1t
was ®0, the natural Impulse would have
ben to notify the pollce upon Adlscovering
the body, But he says he did not d6 so
bacatis he wanted to make it appear an
explosion, ®o &g to defraud the Insurance
company., The next step was told by Miss
Yoke. The prigoner cross-examined her
himself." Here the judge quoted from
her testimoney concerning Holmes' return
to the Eleventh wstrest houss on Sunday

afternoon of the murder.
GIVEN TO THE JURY.

“1f, upon all the evidencr, you are eonvinced
Pitzel was killed by Holmes by means of
chloroform, it 18 a came of murder In the
first degree. If persuaded by the argument of
connsel that it was spicide and not murder,
then you must acquit him,

“If, after hearing this tes!imony. you are

unable to make up vour mind that he |«
guilty, If you fesl a hesltancy, a doubt, _\'nu|
must glve him the beéneft of the doubt and

acquit him. 1If not, you must find him gullty
of murder of the first degres,

“If you have any impression in your mind
i anything rend in the newspapers or apoken
In this eourt about cases other than the one
on_ trial, the murder of Benjamih F. Pitael,
pray digmies them from your mind and con-
slder Lhe with the utmost eare. You
muy now ratire and consider yvour verdiet."

Thus at H:40 o'clock Holmes' fate passed
into the hands of the jury. The twelve men
were immediately taken to thelr deliberating
room, under the escort of A& corps of court
officers, and the best eNorts of the bailiffs
ecould not quell the buze of excitement which
aroge In the room, Interest was at A fever
heat, and In spite of the late hour not a srat
wan to be had within the four walls, nor was
one relinquisnhed even during the recess which
followed. Holmes was tak:n back to the cell
ronm, and although u Ffmlle was on his lips,
it was clear that he wag extremely nervous,
Judge Arnold told the jury he would remain
in the bullding In case they cared to com-

I'TAH POLITICS NDADLY MIXED,
Many luﬂtu-um-ru nt Work Which

Are Difficult to Estimnate,

SALT LAKE, Nov, 2—With the exception
of a lttle political work to be done on Mon-
day, today closes one of the hardest fought
campalgns that this territory has witnossed
since the disbanding of the old lberal and
people’'s parties, The fact that the constitu-
tion I8 to be voted upon and two United
Btates eenators elected, in case It Is adopted,
hag brought into the campalgn an interest
which has hitherto been unknown In Utah
politice. Political rallles have been frequent
and enthusiastic, while charges and counter
charges of political trickery have been freely
made on both sides. A considerable element
In buth parties appear to be opposed to state-
hood, but probably not enough in the aggre-
gate to defeat the constitution.

Charges have boen made that the Influsnce
of the Mormon church 8 being used in
favor of therepublican ticket. If such l= the
caxe, jtq effect wonld be difflenlt to determine.
If it whould have a tendency to pttract a
larger vote to the republiean ticket, It might
on the other hand, allenate a cluss of volers
acoustomed to flighting church influsnce in
former days. Republican confidence is sup-
parted by a majority of about 2,000 votes at
the last election, while the democrats claim
that the last record marks the condition of
thele party at {ts weakest point, belng handi-
capped by a year of panie under a demo-
eratie administration. The populist vote may
be an important factor In the result. H. W,
Lawrence, Lhe populist candidate for gov-
ernor, I8 & man favorably known throughout
the territory.

TRANSMISSOURI  LINES WANT IN.

Some of the Roads Object to Cutting
Their Territory in Two.

CHICAGO, Nov. 2 —Arrangements are
belng made for a meeting of transmissouri
lines to be held here Wednesday next. The
object I8 to get the transmissourl lines to joln
the reorganized Western Passsnger associa-
tion. A number of them would prefer to have
un Independent essociation of their own, with
headquarters at Omaha, Kansas City or Den-
ver and a chairman of its own. There are
other roads, llke the Santa Fe, Rock lsland
and Burlington, which have lines on both
sldes of the Missourl river, who see no reason
why thelr business should be cut in two in
the middle. They want one association
to govern all the territory up to Colorado
common points, and de not want to be
tharged with the expense of supporting two
associations, when one would be more satis-
factory to them. It Is proposed to satisfy the
distinetly transmiszourl lines by allowlng
them to have a local commitiee to pass upon
ull questions where local Interests alone are
involved, and let the general assoclation gov-
ern through business.

Invoke the civil law and dislodge him, just
us I would do If & tenant falled to pay reat
for my house in which he lived.

INSTRUCTION TO BONACUM.

“Mgr. Batolll, when his attention was called
to these differences Dbetween pricsis and
bighop, Informed Bishop Bonacum that he
would have to proceed against these recal-
eltrants under the laws of the Councll of
Baltimore, and subjeet them to a trial for
alleged disobediences of church law. This
wias done on the convening of the investiga-
ting commission, and the formal sentence of
expulsion from the parishes they now repre-
sent. Beyond this we know nothing, the
bishop in his authori’'y, as the head of the
diocess having the right to Invoke the clvil
power to put out an obatreperous priest, If he
so wills. In a spiritual way, however, rests
excommunication. Bishop Bonacum has not
informed the monsignor of his Intention, and
therefore he 18 not In a position to give an
opinfon on the merits of the Nebrazka difii-
culty."

"GROVER CLEVELAND.™

Japanere Have No Intention of Per-
manently Occupying the Country.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 2.—A precise definl-

tion of the designs of Japun respecting Corda
has been obtained at last by all of the powers
coneerned, for It I8 assumed that the following
cablegram, which wasg handed to Secretary
Olney Thursday by Mr. Kurino, the Japanese
minister, has been also sent to all of the
Japonese legations In Burope: *‘In regard to
our attiude In Coreéa, you are authorized to
declare to the following effect to the govern-
ment of the United States: Japanese troops
are now statloned In Corea to Insure tranqguil
Ity ag well as to proteet our legation, con-
sulates and subjects, and alse to maintaln the
Indispensable lines of communieation with our
army. which I8 still in occupation of the Liao
Tung peninsula; the troops Intended for the
Intter purpose are much larger in number.
The necessity of keeplng such troops will,
however, ceasé at the same time with the
evaouation of the Lino Tung peninsula, and o
much of the troops will then be withdrawn
from Corea. The Japanese government hopes
that the Corean movement, having already
entered upon the work of reform, they may
succeed and be uble to malntain order and
even proteet forelgners, though our troops are
withdrawn. The Japanese government, hav-
ing no other designs, is not desirous to pro-
long the maintenance of our troops in Corea;
furthermore, we should be extremely gratified
iIf we wera relleved from such obligation, In
our relations with Corea the policy of our
government ig one of noninterference, and our
government will gladly share equally with
other powers In Uhe same Ine of action,”

ENGLAND SUGGESTS JOINT ACTION,

Protectlon of Misslonaries in Turkey
n Growlng Question,
WASHINGTON, Nov. 2, —£}- Julian Paunece.
fote, the British ambassador, had a long con-
ference with Secretary Olney today, lasting
half an Nour or more. His purpose was to
propoge in behalf of the British government
joint action to a limited extent in Turkey, to
insure the safety of the citizens of Great
Britain and Americans resident In that coun-
try. It is believed that Secretary Olney has

not rendered an answer Lo the propozal,

So far a= can be learned, there Was no
direct agreement that would in any sense
involve foreible or even the presantation
of a joint note, but in view of the concern
felt both in the United States and In Eng-
land ps to the threatenlng attitude of the
Turkish populance toward the misslonaries,
harmonlous action of the two powers responsi-
ble for the Engllsh speaking res!dent mis-
slonaries was felt to be de=zlrable. So far
during the religious troubles in Turkeéy this
has been already the case, and in the absence
of a representative of either the United States
or Great Britain at a focug of trouble in
Turkey the consul of either on the spot has
been prompt to extend protection to the
citizens of the other. The fact that this
understanding 18 taeft, rather than amount-
lng to a formal acknowledgement, s em-
phasized by a denial from the British em-
bassy here thal the ambassalor has proposed
a formal joint action by Great Britain and
Lthe United States,

No Intimantion of Satolll's Successor,

WASHINGTON, Nov. L—It ls ®tated au-
thoritatively that Mgr. Satolll has received
no intimation as to the name of his successor,
A report has been current that Mgr. Lorin-
zelli, internuncio at The Hague, would be
the next American delegate, but Dr, Rooker,
gecretary to the delogate, says that it can be
glated with absolute positiveness that no such
information or Inthimation has come to Mgr.
Satolll concerning Mgr. Lorinzelll,

The report as to Mgr, Lorinzelll is believed
to originate in the close personal friendship
which has long subsisted between him and
Mgr. Satolll.

BAN FRANCIBCO, Nov. 2&.—Theodore Dur-
rant, convigted of murder, i the same solf-
pogsessed, qulet, fon-nerved man that he
has bern while on triml for his lfe. He =till
maintaing His innocence and after being
taken back to Juil from the oourt room sald
to n réporter: “They say that my dear lit-
tle mother woreamed when the verdict was
arnounced. It's like a dream to me. The
firet thing that I remembered was that her

arms were around my neck. Everything
olse was cruel, so sudden, so hargh, 1 felt
safe, In her arms. 1 could stand any In-
Justice, any wrong but for my mother and
wieter.'”

“What dld you want to do or say Just
after the verdict was rendered '’

“1 wanted to get up and shout my Innos
conee of that erime. 1 wanted to get up
and ecall God to smite me where 1 stoosd If
my heart and conwolence were uot as pure

ng those who were howling with joy that 1
had been branded a murderer, § il every-

thing honestly and fearlessly when 1 was
on the stand. 1 even told the things thit
appeared agalnst me. Do you sappose If 1

were actually gullty that 1 would wolun

the sintement about the stranger who ap-
proached me? 1 told it because it was true
and 1 told everything 1 could recollect.
When I wan first arrested [ gave my state
ment, and all I have sald since has been
true. 1 would have got up today, but my
mother and severnl of my friends and the

chief jualler elosed In around me and held me
down, Even g, 1 do not know now why 1
did not seream my protést above it all”

“INd you notice any of the people about
you?'"

“Yos, some. 1 saw Mrs, Noble and Maud
and their friends clapping and cheering. It
seems to me, with her heart g0 full of pity
for her elster, Mrs, Noble might have
thought of my mother. She had all she
wanted In full measure, and | think the
ordinary pity that one might feel  for
unother's misfortune would have prevented
her from gloating in so cruel /&  manner.
