Hmestone or dolomite, and from white to

dark red in color, according to the amount
of iron with which it {® stained. This layer
of fine grained ceryetalline rock s much
moere porons than the ordinary limestone
and therefore has offered an easigr channel
for flow of solutions containing £mall quan-
titles of various minerals, The precipl-
titlng power of limestone has trapped the
greater part of whatover lead and sliver
may have besn brought into contaet there-
with., and it is to this preciptating actlon
that Is attributed the presence ol the precious
metals

A curinus fact in connectlon with this
dolomite iz that It 15 the same varlety that
yiclda the oll in northwestern Ohilo, After
the drill has penetrated (0 & depth varyving
from 1,000 to 1000 fect. mostly in shale,
the Trenton lmestone |8 reached. In some
localities this Hmestone has at some remote
age and while under water (in this case an
arm of the Culf of Mexlco) been acted upon
by the magnesia salts in solution and part
