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TURKS PRESSED T0 A CORNER

Present Condition of Affuirs Cannot Con-
tinne Much Longer,

WAITING SIR PHILIP CURRIE'S RETURN

French and linlinn Fleets Joln the
English and the Degluning of
the End Looked For
Every Hour,

CONSTANTINOPLE, Nov, 13.<Tho Turk-
Ivh minister for foreign affuire, Tewfik Pasha,
replied today to the*notes of the diplomatic
representatives of Great Britain, Hussin and
Franee, assuring them, ag he had previously
asmured the ambassadorss of Germany, Ans-
trin and Ttaly, that the Turkish government’s
Aatement as o what measures it Intends to
take for the suppresslon of the disorders In
Aslh Minor will be presented to the ambas-
sadors “without delay.”

Another complieation scems lkely to arise
which may glve the sultan further excuse for
Inaetlon.  The Haoll Rifat ministry s sald to
bo lottering and another cubinet change Is
likely to ovens at any time,

The rumors concerning the poessible dispo-
gition of Abdul Hamid are still current, but
the statement that the imperinl  yacht
Iying off the palace with steam up, Intimating
that the sultan Is preparing 1o seek safety
In fight, Ix & weak fubrication. ‘The imperinl
yacht Is sadly out of repair and is lald up for
the winter.

The wstatement published In the United
Btates that there has been trouble at Angora
and Palu pod that 1000 Armenlins thers
have been muaminered, (& aldo g clumsy Invon-
tion, a% no news of o disturbanee of any kind
hus reached here from Angora or Palu.

In the meanwhiie fresh disturbances aro
reported from Malatiah, where a number of

persone  have bren  killed, incloding  four
priests of the Soclety of Jesus, who were
under French protection, The French am-

baxmdor, M. Cnmbon, has been appeals! to
and Im prepacing o very strong representua-
tion on the subject to the Porte.

WAR BHIPS GETTING TOGETHER.

A squidron of five Frénch war ships hae
mibled from the Plraeus for Turkish waters
and It is stated that an Italian Neet will
rendezvous with the British fleet within a
few days, There haa been most serions
trouble at Caegarca, not for from Jerasilem,
but no detalla of the rioting there have yot
reached thin ofty.

A gredt panie prevails nt Moosh owing to
the Kurdish movement.  All those who ean do

po are fleelng from the city and nelghbor-
hood., Muany people are reported to have
tieen robbed and murderad  while  flecing.

The Kurda are said (o be In arms throughout
the distriet. Trops are, It I8 claimed by the
authorities, belng hurelicd to the spot.

Teplying to the Inquicy of the Unlted States
ambassador, Mr. Alexander W, Terrell, us Lo
thie etety of the Ameriean miisslonaries,
Comnilssionsr Darpham has telographed from
Hurput =saying that the missionnries are allve,
but in extreme dunger. Mr. Terrell hox in-
formed Tewfik Pashn that the government
will Lie held responsibile for the safely of the
Americans. The Turkish minister for foreign
affalrs hos assred Mr, Terrell that every-
thing possible will be done for thelr protec-
tion, As Mp, Terrell has great Influence with
the palice authoritles, 1t may be presumed
that Tewfik FPasha will keep hig word.

CAPTURED TURKISH TROOPS.

The most serious state of affairs still pre-
valla ot Zitoun, where the Armenlans re-
contly captured & battulion  of Turklsh
troops, with their arms, ammunition and sup-
plies, and afterward occeupled the barracks
and all the strategle positions In nnd wbout
that olty. The sovernment Is striving very
fard to provall upon the Armenlans there to
Iny down thelr arms, promising that they
ohall not be in any way molested I they re-
turn to the'r homes and surrender the Turk-
1sh ®oldiers they hold prisoners, with their
grnie, ete, Dut the Armenlans have so fre-
quently besn the victims of wlmilar promises
that It 18 not considered IWkely t!m‘t they will
glvo up their prisoners or the poaitions they
holl. In thin case some desperate fighting
mav shortly take pluce, 45 a large foree of
Turklsh regulars and reserves ls moving

bent well treated by the Arm_c-nlanx, much
to the surprige of the authorities here, who
expectod that they would be killed,

The Turkish minister of the interior,
Memduh Pasha, has lssued instructions to
the provinelnl oficials to carcfully watch all
publie conveyances pasEing in and gut of the
beurdaries of their districts for arms, am-
munition and reditious literature, quuantities
of which are reparted to have been smuggled
into different parts of the empire recently.

The Turkish ofMcials clalm  that some
Armeniang recently capturad In arms agalngt
the sultan had Russlan rifles and ammunition
in their possession. This s not thought
pxtraordinary here, as it has been known for
a vear past that the Armenians have been
obtalning arms from the Russian provinees,
But the Turks dare trying to make much of
thin In their ususl taotics of playing one
covntry agalnst another,

The disteibution of revolutionary lHterature
throughout Asln Minor s belng carried on
extensively In spite of the precautions taken
by the Turklsh governors and nat a sy
pasnes withont ineendinry placards being torn
dewn by the polles here and In all the big
clities,

There serms 1o be no doubt that the spirit
of revalution Is spreading even among the old

Turks and the young Turk party is sald
to be ripe for a revolt,
TURKRY LACKS FUNDS.

The greatest trauble under which the Porte
peems 1o be laboring s the great diMeulty it
I experioncing in carryiug out the military
measures declded upon in Asla Minor. The
fAnanclal sttuation here I8 pretty nearly as bad
as It can be and there seems to he no pos-
sibility of improving It Evin supposing a
hig new Turkish loan could be raisel, which
1s unlikely, the mooey would, us usual, it |s
bellevel, be turned ioto other than legithimate
phenoels and in a short time the situation
would be as bad as ever. This condition of
affairs s particularly aggravating on ac-
count of the spread of the revolts in certain
provinces, particularly In Syris, where the
Redifs, who were recently called upon to
join the army, stubbornly refused to leave
thelr houses. It Is elalmed In ofMcial Turkish
eircles here that the refusal of the Redifs
to join the colors Is due to theélr fear of being
attucked by the Druses, but the real reason
sovms to be that they are almost certaln to
have to serve without pay and on the short
ratlons.

The gevernment Is undoubtedly In a very
bad position, and, as aleeady Intimated, an-
other change of miolsiry 18 lmpending.

The army neels money for pay. equipment
and provisions and the sams state of affairs
prevails in the navy, But the arrears of pay
are not  forthcoming and there s much
grimbling in consequence, exeopt among the
palaes troope.  The latter ure kept well fod,
well puid and comfortably ldle, for upon them
depends the safety of Abdul Hamid, who, as
s well known, 18 iof hourly dread of assassin-
tion,

Under these clreumstances It Is not aston-

Ihing that army and navy are bocoming
Msaflected and vobody would be astonlshsl
to hear that they have slded with the
rexolutionints should the expected uprising

NO CONBULS NBEAR.

IFor the vary reason that this =ection of
Turkey, Including important Amorican mis-
Elang, ling all along boen without! any consular
offlcer representing the United States cons
grese at its last seaeion provided for the ps-
tablishment of two consulates therein, one at
Bizeroum and another gt Harpool, The Stats
department goveral months ago seit to Tur-
ley two expertenesd men from Waeshiltgton
to open the consulates thire. Hut the Turk-
Ish govirnment has persistently declined to
Issup exequateurs to them, o they have been

unnble to exercise consulir functions. Thess
men, Missrs, Chilton and Hu were in
Erzeroum when the Inst massucre oceurred

there, and were compelled to seex safety in
the British consular office durlng the rioting
Sinee then, as their lives wete belng nedd-
lesoly Jeopardized and thers wox no hope
of gecuring recognition as consuls, the Biate
department bas ssen fit o authorize their
retiremont from the seene of danger, and at

lust accoun's they were In Constantinople,
witli every prospect thut they would be er-
dered back to the United States and the

project of establishing these conmulates uban-
doned for the present at least.

Admiral Selfridge arrived at Marscilles yves-
terday, and lust evining relleved Admiral
Kirkland of the commund of the BEuropean
station and holsted his flug on the San Fran-
clsco under arders from the segretury of the
navy to proceed at once to Joln the Marbile-
head In Turkish wa'era. With thos- two ves-
sels present it is feit that our government
will do all pessible to protect the Americans
In the Interior of Turkey, taken In connee
tlon with a most vigorous notice from Min-
Ister Terrill that the United States will hold
the porte responsible for any injury they
mny =ustain,
